A BLUE OUTLOOK.

-Saturday’s Globe contains a long let-
’{er from John Nicholls, editor, of the
Trenfell, Saskatchewan, Sun, dealing
with the crop situation. Mr. Nicholls
(who lived near Holyrood for many years)
pictures the situation in the darkest
colors, concluding as follows: —

“From my own personal observation,
and in the light of my foregoing letters,
let me briefly summarize the crop con-
dition as it exists in a great portion of
this Province. :

(1) A large percentage of wheat was
ruined by the frost of August 21,

(2) The greater part of wheat that was
left was more or less badly damaged by
the frost in September. :

(3) That the wheat crop will not be
half a crop, andof inferior grade.

Properly speaking, we have had neith-
er ripening weather, harvest weather or
drying weather in 1907. Fall began with
the first of August and has been tighten-
ing ever since. Now what do these
facts point to? That hundreds, perhaps
thousands, of these settlers who have
come in the past two or three years have
nothing or little with which to face the
coming year, and if the winter be such
an one as the last, the consequences to
them may be very serious. Many of the
older settlers, with improved farms, will
find themselves greatly embarrassed by
the partial ¥oss of the crop, so will the
local business men. If the banks and _.
other financial corporations and com-
panies act the Shylock and demand
their pound of flesh, they may easily
precipitate a disaster from which it may
take the country years to recover. A
similar season in 1885 sent nearly half
the people out of many parts of the
west. Put it as we may, the condition
of things in this province at the present
time is a serious one. - If financial pres-
sure is put on by the banks and loan and
implement companies, it will simply
mean ruin and suffering to hundreds.
Only mutual sympathy forbearance and
good common sense can avert a crisis.
Let it be remembered that the immense
loss of the present year falls on the sct-
tlers here in the west. The business
man may have'to wait on his money, the
banks and loans and implement compan-
ies may wait for theirs, but they will
not losc it. They are sure to get it with
interest added. But to the farmers
whose crop had been destroyed or dam-
aged (in many cases amounting to thous-
ands of dollars) the loss is complete—
no renewal note, no extension of time,
with full payment and interest, ever
comes to him. It is lost forever. And
how much worry and care and suffering
that means to thousands in this western
country this year, God aloné knows."”

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New System Is Now Handling Messages
Without Wires,

A despatch from Glace Bay, Nova
Scolia, says: Many newspaper corre-
spondents were present on Thursday
alternoon al Port Morien, when Lhe
commercial wireless service between
Canada and Ireland was inaugurated
by Signor Marconi, The messages ex-
changed were sent by Sir Wilfrid Lau-
Tier, Lord Strathcona. Sir Hiram Max-
im, the Lord Mayor of London and
cther notable men,

Marconi said that over ten thousand
words had been received and sent on
Thursday and not a single word had
to be repeated. The inventor said that
he had nothing new to fell, and when
asked if he would make a statement for
the press, said he had nothing to say.
In a few days, he said, a press service
would be inaugurated between the
tewers and ships at sea so that press
Inessages may be sent each day, It is
possible for Marconi to locate a ship
anywhere at sea, and in a test made
by the wireless people for the British
Atmiralty a British warship went to
sea under sealed orders, and while she
remained in louch with the Marconi
system the chart of the course she had
taken was made up at the wireless sta-
tion that correspond exactly with that
of the ship,

Suicide After Arrest.

A Dawson despatch says:—“George
Kincaid, head foreman of lhe Public
Works Department in the Yukon Terri-
tory, with headquarters at Dawson, ar-
rived on Sunday, in charge of the police,
at Selkirk, onc hundred and seventy-
five miles above Dawson. He was charg-
ed with stealing $40,000 which mysteri-
Gusly disappeared from the registered
mail sack delivered in Dawson July 29
from Fairbanks by the steamer Sealtle.
Kincaid was placed aboard the steam-
ur Prospector on Tuesday morning cn
tis way to Dawson and died three hours
before the arrival of the boat. A vial
supposed to contain poison was found
in his bunk. On Monday night he was

well and ate heartily. It is believed
fhatt the man was 50 overcome with
shame because of his capture that he
ended his life.”

It is believed that Kincaid :lole the
gold ‘from the postoffice when he work-
¢d in the Government Service. He bad
ccn’ederates, who carried away lhe
sucks, opened them, melled the gold,
mixed it with ‘Klondike dust and sold
it to the banks. Only a small portion
was recovered.

Richard L. Hall, bookkeeper of the M.
& N. salcon of Dawson, a former rest-
aurant < proprietor, was arrested on
Thursday on a similar charge to that
on which Kincaid wes held. Hall is
confined in the barracks at Dawson, If
is reported (hat he has made a cenfes.
sion implicating a number of Dawson-
iles. The arrest of Hall and Kincald
caused the biggest sensalion here in
ycars, both having been prominent
Klondikers. Kincald is a native ol
Peterboro’ and went lo Dawson ‘in 1898,

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[ OIL FUEL IN THE NAVY.

British  Admirdlly ' Gains Centrol of
fFah Nigerian Supply.

Reports have been published in the
American press that the Brilish Govern.
menl had obtained important oil con-
tessions in  Nigeria, and intended to
subslitule oil for Welsh coal at all naval
bases.

Inquiries show that in March last an
ordinance granting power to two com-
punies to operate in Nigeria was drawn
up. In it is stipulated that the “Gov-
ernment shall have pre-emplion of all
crude oil raised, and in the event of
war the Governor, on behalf of the Gov-
ernment, shall have the power o take
conlrol of the works and plant.”

The London representative of the two
ccmpanies concerned staled on Satur-
day that wells have already been sunk
in West Africa, and that the oil oblain-
ed was of salisfactory quality. He stat-
ed that negotlations were going on be-
Ivicen these two companies and his Ma-
jesly’s Government with the viow of
Supplying oil 10 the Admiralty when il
i+ obtained in large quantities.

This, of course, does not necessarily
mean that the Admiralty will substi-
tute il for coal if the operations in Ni-
£eria are successful, but it shows that
the Government is fully. alive to the
possibilities of oil fuel for the navy.

The colony will, in accordance with
the Government's ordinance, receive 7%
rer cent. on the business done.

To Make Ironing Easier.—To make
iron run smoothly, get some leaves frcm
evergreen {rees.  Rub hot irons on them
and they will iron without sticking to
starched clothes.

- Ylilize Oil Papers.—Save the papers
that you gel ycur boiled ham or lard in.

Hang Tablecloths Inside.—Tablecloths
should never be hung cut of doors.

To Dry Clothes Properly.—In hanging
clolthes oul o dry first hang up the
thickest part, waist or neckbands, elc.,
because if hung by fhe thinner parlt the
waler will run into the thick part, lodge
there and take longer to dry. Second,
hang up everylhing wrong side out, s
that any accidental soil will not do so
niich damage as if it appeared on the
right side.
