Paris, May 29—The famous palace
and park of Versailles were the scene
vesterday of a notable demonstra-
tion in honor of the Latin-American
pnations, which by public or diplo-
matic action have shown active sym-
pathy for the cause of liberty. The
zovernment was represented by Leon
Bourgeois, with many leading offi-

cials including General Vallerie, who
personally represented President
Poincare. Others present were the
ambassadors and ministers of all the
“ntente nations and representatives
ol the various Latin-American coun-
tries. &

In the name of the government,
M. Bourgeois paid eloquent tribute
to the spirit of democracy and li-
L.erty prevailing throughout the Am-
erican republics. He recalled The
Hague conference of 1909, when he
said delegates from, South and Cen-
tral America worked in common ac-
cord as though it were a single dele-
gation.

“Let us hope,” continued the for-
mer premier, ‘“‘that the time is not
far distant when these nations will
again find themselves assembled to
deliberate upon the future of human-
ity and to assure in a definite man-
ner respect for the liberty of all peo-
ples, together with all necessary re-
parations, guarantees and securities”

Tnhe other speakers were Maurice
Hlarres, member of the Acaderry,
L.ouis Barthou, former member of
the cabinet and Georges Leygues,
president of the ioreign affairs com-
mittee of the Chdmber of Deputies.

After the ceremony a reception to
the Latin-American diplomatic corps
was held in the historic apartments

once occupied by Marie Antoinette.
Socialists Agree.

Paris, May 29.—The long stand-
ing split in the French Socialist
party was healed at a meeting of the
national council yesterday. The re-
sult was due to new elements intro-
daced in the debate by L. M. Moun-
tet and M. Cachin, two Russian dele-
gzates. The majority faction with-
drew its opposition to sending dele-
pates to the Stockholm conference
on certain conditions, which were
agreed to by the minority and a re-
solution embodying the compromise
was voted unanimously.

The resolution declares that the
Socialist party associates itself fully
with the initiative of the Russians
in calling for a plenary conference
of the international Socialists and
has decided to send a delegation to

MAKE NEW
WAR LOAN

Negotiates With Great Brit-
ain and France With
That Purpose in View

BIG GOLD MOVEMENT

Indebtednesg_otr Entente to
~ Japan Being Paid
Thru U. S.

By Courier Leased Wire.
Tokio, May 29.—The heavy move-

ment of gold from the United States
to Japan was explained to-day by
Kazue Shoda, minister of finance, as
being due principally to the fact that
the indebtedness of Great Britain
and France to Japan is being paid
partially through America. M. Shoda
revealed the fact that Japan is now
negotiating with Great Britain and
France with the purpose of making
war loans to them, while private
Japanese concerns including the
Specie and industrial banks, are
planning the purchase of British and
French securities held in the United
States. These operations will reduce
the outflow of American gold and
relieve the burden of Japan’s accum.-
ulating supplies. &

M. Shoda emphasized the fact that
the trade balance was not an exacs
guage of the situation, pointing out
that Japan now has a yearly income
of 300,000,000 yen from abroad in
the form of ocean freights, insurance‘
and remittances from Japanese in]
other couniries. Tie called attention
to the fact that British discount res-
trictions made necessary the sending
of specie to India in settlement of
the importation yearly of cotton to
the value of 200,000,000 yen.

Japan’s specie holdings are in-
creasing at the rate of apout 7,000
000 yen monthly, M. Shoda estima-
ted, the present total being about
£38,000,000. Only 15,000,000 yen
gold has been imported from Amer-
jca since January 1, he said. The
loans to be made to Great Britain
and France will give important aid
to the Entente, in the oxinion of M.
Shoda. He was honeful that  Jap-
an’s proposal to the United States to
join in the Chinese loan group and
her suggestion that American capit-
alists co-operate with Japanese in
China, would be adopted.

“The government is convinced,”
he said, “that the mutual interests!of
Japan and the United States would
be served by co-operation in China,
which would establish closer finan-
cial relations and permit of adjust-
ments in times of erisis.”

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Enthusiasm Gives

Diary of French Soldler Reveals Manner in Which Early

Way to. Discontent . v

Against Ruling Class

How the-temper of the German
common people has changpd from
enthusiasm for the war and the con-
fidénce in vietory to sullen and some-
times openly discussed dissatisfac-
tion, and grumbling against their
Prussian rulers is told by a French
soldier whose diary, while in a Ger-
man prison camp, is published in the
Century Magazine for May.

His first notations, written in 1914
when he was being taken across
Germany with 2 number of other
prisoners, remarks how German
men and women gathered at the rail-
road stations where the train passed,
railed and jeered at the French,
taunting them because the kaiser’s
army was at the gates of Paris. The
change wrought in a year is
evidenced in the following page from
the diary, written in 1915;
It has lasted for 11 months. How
much longer will i’ continue?
Our sentries are cven more im-
patient than we are ¢ 'rselves. They
stare at us blankly, utterly disheart-
ened.

People Suffering
These poor fellows are suffering.
.They have many.children, six, seven
or eight. Their savings are exhaust-
ed and the wolf is at the door. When
we are marching to work they re-
count their trouble to Brissot and to
me, confidingly and deferentially, as
they would to an elder brother. They
are good-natured, simple-minded,
somewhat subservient, weighted by
innumerable centuries of silent sub-
mission. One perceives clearly that
they have not effected their revolu-
tion, and that despite parliamentary
suffrage and the reichstag they are
still under the dominion of the feu-
day age.
Through studying them closely and
through talking with them, it seems
to me that I am beginning to under-
stand this huge and mysterious Ger-
many. T knew something of the elite
of the country, but was quite ignor-
ant of the common people, workmen,
peasants and lower middle class. But

Ignorance Surprising

How different is their world from
ours! Nothing can equal the ignor-
ance of these folks in public matters.
A Frenchman cannot understand
how utterly indifferent are the com-
mon people in Germany to political
ideas and to questions of state. A
Frenchman, whether he knows it or
not, and even if he believes himself
to be a monarchist, reasons like 'a
leader. He speaks as if he were him-
self a part of the kimg and a consid-
erable part. He eagerly discusged the
affairs of the country. 3

How different is Germany! The
country possesses an elite of persons
well equipped for administration and
rule, and this endows her national
life with a fine aspect of cohesion.
But directly we examine more close-
ly, we see that the cohesion is no

these are the backbone of Germany..

more than apparent. There are thoke
who theorize about Germany as:'a
whole, but there is not one Germany;
between the people and the leaders
there is no solidarty, no communion
of love, hope and will. Above, there
is an emptyrean of men who believe
thémselves superhuman, who utter
claims, trace plans, issue orders,
who, as at section  _drill, thunder
|out command ‘to Germany and to the
world at large; below, there is a
swarm of good and peaceable folk,
all of whom are engaged in their in-
significant private affairs, and mak-
ing no attempt to interfere in the
loftier "mysteries of their govern-
ment.

To obey ’‘unfailingly’ and without
discussion; to abase themselves de-
voutly before atthority; to be sub-
servient to their leader, wherever he
mdy be;’ to carry out orders whence-
soever ﬂenved be they demoecratic
or be they Caesarian-—this is to bea
good German. Active as he is in pri-
vate affairs, he is passive in religion,
with a sort of mystieal fervor, and
he is ‘passive in his relationship to
authority. The Germans hardlv real-
ize this, and yet to us it is obvious.
Here is an example. On one occa-
sion I, a prisoner of war, roundly
reprimanded a sentry, reproaching
him ‘with = disobedience to orders.
Secretly 1 was laughing, but the sen-
try trembled. Standing at attention
as if confronted’ by an officer, he
trembled before the majesty of the
command, the Befehl. I had issued
an order;-the men who issues orders
at attention; there he was submis-
sive, stupified with willingness; he
forgot that I was.a Frenchman, sub-
ject .to, his orders, .that the regula-
tions forbade me to speak to him,
that he should have charged bayonet
and touched me with the steel, even
run me fhrough.

reason is, probably, that while Mas-
kelyne had no particular reason for
advertising what he had done, the
fakers had a reason for advertising
their suceess. In this con-
nection the famous rope trick of the
Indian jugglers® occurs to mind. It
has been explained in the New York
Sun. Most people who have friends
who have visited India have heard of
the marvelous tricks of the Indian
fakers who toss a rope into the air
up which a boy climbs and suddenly
becomes invisible, the theory being
that he escapes into Heaven.
' What They See.

There have been thousands, if not
hundreds of thousands, of trustwor-
thy witnesses of this feat, among
them many who do not believe that
the boy-really goes to Heaven. The
explanatoin most generally adopted
is that the effect is produced by col-
lective hypnotism—the performer
hypnotizing the audience, an explana-
tion which does not detract from the
marvelous nature of the performance.
This explanation, is said, was inven-
ted by the writer of a short story.
Maskelyne exploded it. He duplica-
ted the trick, and then explained how
it was done. He showed that it was
never attempted except in broad day-
light—a circumstance which others
had opposed added to its miraculous
nature—and the spectators were al-
ways arranged in a balcony. At a cer-
tain moment they see the boy swarm
up the rope and disappear. ¥ they
glance under the awning to see what
has become of him the sun blinds
their eyes, and as they invariably
try to follow his skyward passage,
there occurs a second in which they
can see nothing. At this second the
conjurer emits loud cries of triumph,
and gesticulates to indicate that the
lad has vanished.

What Really Happens

In reality he seizes this moment to
slide down the “‘rope”—the word be-
ing here mentioned with ironic em-
phasis—drop behind the performer
and be immediately covered with a
cloth in the hands of an assistant.
What happened, as Maskelyne show-
ed, was that the rope was merely a
cleverly jointed bamboo rod. There-
fore, when he appeared to toss a
coil of rope into the air, which re-
mained rigid, as though standing on
end, he was merely unfurling a stiff
rod~up which an active urchin could
readily elimb. The first miracle, as it
would seem to the credulous crowd
prepared the minds of the spectators
for what was about to follow. When
practised in England the rope trick
did not make an unqualified hit,
probably because the stage setting
seemed unnatural, and because the
sun was not glaring enough. After
being exposed by Maskelyne, a noted
Indian conjurer said naively that
ihe wonder could only be worked in
ndia.

The

The Box Trick.

But Maskelyne invented tricks as
well as exposing them. His most not-
able production was the “box trick.”
He produced a box in which he could
just squeeze himself, leaving only a
few cubic inches,of space. In that he
was tied, and the box bound and
sealed. He extricated himself in se-
ven - seconds without breaking the
seal. The explanation, which was not
forthcoming until a lawsuit brought
it out, was a sliding panel over which
the rope was not too strictly knot-
ted. Maskelyne performed this trick
for many years and offered a large
prize for anyone who could imitate
it. Finally another conjurer produced
the . same effect and claimed the
prize. Maskelyne asserted that the
imitation was not correct. The other
conjurer sued him; the case went to
the House of Lords, and the final
decision 'was that while Maskelyne’s
“gecret’’ had not been discovered, the
trick had been successfully imitated,
and so judgement went to the imi-
tator.

British Censorship

The British maiij censor with his
staff of 5,000 skilled assistants has

uncovered many clever German
plots, but he has discovered ~ no
cleverer nor more interesting plot
than the one developed by a Ger-
man officer who allowed himself to
be captured in East Ahmednagar
prison camp, whence he might send
valuable information to the German
war office. ’ .

“The Germans in’ BEast -Africa,
writes Eric Fisher Wood in the Sat-
urday Evening Post, ‘knew that
prisoners taken by the British were
sent to a concentration. camp at Ah-
mednagar; and that after having
been put on parole not to abuse_the
privilege of attempting to forward
military information to Germany,
they were immediately allowed to
write home. Taking this fact as a
point of departure, the Germans
worked out a plan they Dbelieved
could not fail to aclileve their pur-
pose,

v - Seeret Writing Exposed

“They concocted an invisible sym-
pathetic ink, and with it filled the
oothwash bottle of a trusted -Prus-
ian officer, who thereupon went out
scouting and - purposely allowed
himself to be captured by the Brit-
ish. As had been expected, he was
sent to Ahmednagar, and was there
allowed the privilege of writing to
Germany to announce his capture,
and to state that he was well and
unwounded. He composed a long
letter, praising the treatment he re-
ceived from the English and saying
that he was happy and contented.
‘“Before he posted this perfectly
innocent missive, however, he
steamed the envelope in which it
was to be sent until it could be un-
folded into a flat sheet of paper.
He then wrote his military report
in secret ink on the inside, remade
the envelope, placed the letter

ish censorship, where the head of
the testing department had given or-
ders that all communications writ-
ten by Prussian officers, whether
under parole or not, should be sub-
mited to him.

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~IE SITUATION.

The Italians continue their trem-
endous pressure against the Aus-
trians with sustained success. They
are now close to Duino on the Gulf
of Trieste, at which point a railway
leads into the latter place. There
will be much heavy fighting and
many great natural obstacles to over-
come hefore the important seaport
can be reached but the present indi-
cations are that the fall of the place
will be accomplished. British heavy
guns and monitors are aiding in the
offensive and the foe cannot hope for
any reinforcements from Germany.

The French during a week of fight-
ing of the nibbling sort, have gained
important heights in the Champagne
region.

Official news from the British
front indicates that Haig is prepar-
jing for another big drive and that
there is considerable artillery action.
During many air fights twelve Ger-
man machines were destroyed and
ten others driven down out of con-
trol. Three British planes failed to
return.

To add to other things Russia is

now faced with an economic crisis,
workmen having made wage de-
mands which cannot be met.

Brazil has come one step nearer
to war, the Chamber there, by a vote
of 136 to 3, having passed the first
reading of the government bill re-
voking the neutrality of the country.

It is said that strike troubles in
Paris have been traced to Teuton
agitators.

Rumors persist that all is not pro-
ceeding smoothly with regard to the
relations between Austria and Ger-
many.

At Washington yesterday a bill
authorizing a drastic food census
was paséed. The measure provides
for-$17,700,000 for the food survey,
and for increasing production, com-
serving supply and preventing waste
of food.

CAN'T GET OUT OF IT THAT WAY

The Courier says the hand of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier was forced in the
matter of sending Canadian contin-

-gents to South Africa. If that be

so, the hand of Sir Robert Borden
was forced in the matter of enact-
ing selective conscription.—Expos-
itor.

No comparison whatever.

When the present war broke out
Sir Robert Borden at once offered
Canadian help. When the Boer
war broke out Sir Wilfrid Laurier
hindered Canadian help.

Other Overseas Dominions very
promptly offered men; Canada was
the last to do so,

Laurier sought to justify this in-
action by an interview which he
gave to the Toronto Globe and dur-
ing which he said: :

“There is no menace to Canada,
and although we may be willing to
contribute troops I do not see how
we ean do so. Then again how.
could we do so without Canada
granting us the money? We simply
could not do anything. In other
words we should have to summon
parliament. The Government of
Canada is restricted in its powers.
1t is responsible to parliament and
it can do very little without permis-
sion of parliament. There is no
doubt as to the attitude of the Gov-
ernment on all questions that mean
menace to British interests but in
this case our limitations are very
clearly defined. And so it is that
we have not offered a Canadian
contingent to the home authorities.”

It wag public opinion which fin-
ally forced Sir Wilfrid to act.

For the local Grit organ to seek
to pretend that Sir Robert Borden
finally advising selective conscrip-
tion is on all fours with Laurier de-
clining, until forced, to send any
troops at all, is, of course, the
sheerest kind of buncombe.

BALFOUR’'S SPEECHES.

As usual
with him,. during the series of gath-
erings before which he has appear-
ed on the present tour, he did not
speak at any inordinate Jength, but
what he had to say was pregnant
with thought and meaning.

And how happily he chose his
words. Take the sentence addressed
to his Toronto hearers;—

“I come from a nation of friends,
to a nation of countrymen.”

And this language during his fare-
well address to the American people;
“After all, the co-operation of two
great countries is not merely the
question of weorking threugh the in-
strumentality of experts, the sends

ing of men here or there, the proper
distribution of your naval = forces,
the method by which the financial

all the other endless questions which
have come up for daily discussion.
Those are all important. They do
not stand alone. Something more
than that, if a mission be fortunate,
may come of its work, something
which has not got to do with mili-
tary, naval, or financial details, but
which in the phrase—F think it is
Burke—comes home to the feelings
and bosoms of men. There is some-
thing in a sympathetic and mutual
comprehension; there is something
the worth of which cannot indeed
be estimated merely by enumerating
army corps, or millions or billions
of dollars, or the cataloguing of de-
stroyers but which is represented by
something different, more spiritual
and as important; a sympathy of
soul between two great and free peon-
ples, who are not only engaged in
a common task but are conscious of
their mutual co-operation.”

A master of language, an exemplar
of true statesmanship, and the quint-
essence of urbanity and courtesy.
Balfour, without any doubt, is the
outstanding, all round figure in
British public life to-day.

“Mr. Balfour's address in Parlia-
ment to-day will be the calm before
the storm.—Toronto Globe, Monday.
The above excerpt from the edi-
torial columns of the leading Grit
organ summarizes a spirit of narrow
partizanship which should revolt all
true Canadians and Britishers.
Storm about what? Simply the
fact that the voluntary system of
enlistment having reached its limit,
Sir Robert Borden has given notice
of the only logical step to take—Se-
lective Conscription.

To that a large number of the
unpatriotic French-Canadians of
Quebec object. Having failed in a
most marked and reprehensible man-
ner to respond to the voluntary.call,
not alone of the Empire under which
they have enjoyed so much freedom,
but of their mother land, which the
Huns have been attempting to bleed
to death, they are now, by a traitor-
ous course, seeking to resist what
Borden weighted with full responsi-
bility of the Premiership and with
first hand knowledge gained during
his recent visit to the Old Land, has
declared to be a necessary step.
These defamers of the nation went
into wild acclaim over the recent vis-
it of Joffre and Viviani to Montreal
and Ottawa, but they desire to have
their service end in shouts, and to
see others do the perishing when
it comes to the safeguarding of lib-
erties which mean as much to them
as to any the rest of us.

And Laurier, well aware of the
rank apostacy of their course, has
made no sign. He has more individ-
ual power among his compatriots
than any other one man, and his im-
mediate support in the House of
Bordens proposal would ~have done
much to check what is now occur-
ring.

The question of a sidewalk on
Charlotte St., fram Broadway to
West River, was before the council,
and petitions suggested that a cin-
der walk and steps be laid down if
a cement walk could not be put
down,
All of the above petitions were re-
ferred to the streets and sidewalks
committee.
Constable Stewart wrote the coun-
cil asking for an increase of $20.00
per month. He was receiving $60.00
per month. Upon motion, Stewart
was granted a bonus of $100 for
1917, -the same as awarded Chief
Felker at a previous meeting.
On motion of Ald. Daniel and De-
puty-Reeve, a bonus of $100.00 was
also grapted the worthy clerk and
treasurer for 1917.
Ald. James McKay stated that the
nuisance arising from the odor from
the regulator house in connection
with the Dominion Natural Gas Co.
on William St., was not abated. He
also intimated that if not remedied
he would enter suit for damages
against the town.
Ald. Wooler and Daniel moved
that the Mayor, Reeve and Deputy,
be a committee to prepare a muni-
cipal honor roll of all the men who
have left Paris for overseas, Wwho
were residents of Paris. Also that an
individual honor roll or certificate
be presented to each man's family or
next of kin. Carried.
A communication was read from
the local representative of the
Dominion Gas Co., re. removal of
regulator house on William street,
that same would affect factories us-
ing gas, as it would mean low pres-
sure. Efforts would be made to
abate the trouble complained of.
The matter will be referred to the
town solicitor as to power of coun-
cil in the matter.
A special meeting of the council
will be held to deal with the report
of committee re. municipal garbage
system in town. !
- Deputy ‘Reeve Stewart stated that
in connection with the complaint of
residents in the Catharine street and
Ball St. section, of water flooding
their properties, the matter had been
gone into. A special drain 8 inches
in diameter would carry off the sur-
face water, and a culvert and man-
hole would take water from town
parts into same.
‘Mr. F. Sugden was present, and
spoke at some length, showing that
some years ago the council diverted
a spring op Queen St. onto Cath-
arine, and that since that time no
efficient drainage scheme had been
done by the authorities to carry off
the water, and hence the trouble.
It was decided to interview the
property holders in the section af-
fected, and see if they would agree
to stand a portion of the expense
for a sewer to be put down past their
properties.

Ald. Wooler asked the Mayor if
the eounecil would be willing to go
into the purchase of 500 tons of coal
to sell to citizens. He intimated that
the local merchants might be will-
ing to assist in the matter.

1 Ald, Walker stated that one

Brantford alderman had told him
that the city was buying 5000 tons
around $6.00 per ton. Paris should
get into touch with Brantford at
once and co-operate in the matter of
purchase.

The question will be taken up.

The German Plan.
Mr. Balfour reviewed the workings
of the German mind that had led the
nation of military autocracy to em-
bark upon ‘a gigantic campaign to
bring under its domination, as it
had brought the nationalities com-
posing its empire the free peoples
and democracies of Europe. If Ger-
many won the war all were destined
to become satellites of the German
sun. He laid down the principles
that human beings who had reached
the degree of civilization reached by
Western peoples, could only support
a government over which the econ-
trol lay in the hands. of the people.
Democracy to Rule.

matter in hand,” he said, “it' will be
at all the autocracies in the world.”
But party must be subordinated to
one masterful effort. “I know that
democracy will not fail us,” he de-
clared. When he emphasized that
the unity of all parties was essential
if the. war was to be won, there was
applause from both sides of the
House. There was no attempt on the
part of Mr. Balfour to :indulge in
wild flights of oratory. It was simply
the plain statement of the situation
by a profound statesman. There was
no appeal to sentiment or impulse,
but the ideals of Western civilizatinn
were set forth in measured terms.

Remarkable Speech.

He was a typical British statesman
of the very highest class laying the
case before the world. He told the
pro and the contra in the facile lang-
uage of a master of language. He
was precise in his expressions, and
he hesitated and did not proceed un-
til each thought to which he intend-
ed to give uterance had been convey-
ed to pis hearers without any pos-
sibility of misconception. It was
notable™ that thé welcome he got
from Parliament included the sing-
ing of “For He's a Jolly Good Fel-
low,” which caused a good deal of
amusement.

The Dominion’s Part
Continuing, he said, “I do not be-
lieve that anything more unexpected
to. the outside world has ever occur-
red than the enthusiastic self-sacri-
fice with which the great self-govern-
ing dominions have thrown them-
selves into this great contest.  The
calculation of the ordinary foreign
politician, and especially of the
German politician, was that the
British Empire was but a fair wea-
ther edifice, very imposing in its
sheer magnitude, in the sheer sur-
face of the globe which it occupied,
but quite unfitted to deal with storm
and stress of war, and destined,
therefore, to tumble at the first at-
tack, and like the house built on the
sand, to fall with a great ruin.

The Inner Spirit.

London, May 29 —That a serious
crisis has arisen in the relations of
Germany and Austria-Hungary is
gathered from information from
neutral sources, especially from Hol-
land. The Dutch newspapers assert
that Coupt Tisza, who has just re-
signed as Hungarian Premier, was
the mainstay of Germany’s grip 6On
Austria, and while admitting that
hold is still powerful they insist that

Germany would have kept him -.in
power had she been able.

A despatch received last night
from Amsterdam said the Budapest
Pester Hirlip announces that Baron
Burian, the Austro-Hungarian Min-
ister of Finance, also intends to re-
sign.

Burian was considered one of the
strongest men in the dual empire’s
administration and Count Tisza was
regarded on the whole continent as
the mere tool of the Prussian clique.
Although it is announced he resign-'
ed because he opposed franchise re-
form, the neutral understanding is
that he quit because Emperor
Charles did not oppose the wide-
spread demand in Austria for a se-
parate peace.

Germany is deeply concerned, as is
shown by the fact that Home Secre-
tary Helflerich, Foreign Minister
Zimmerman and others are going to
Vienna for a conference. Moreover,
the government controlled German
press is displaying the utmost anxi-
ety to suppress the extreme expres-
sions of the Pan-German jingoes.

WELSH DETHRONED
BY BENNY LENORD

World’s Chiimpi_on Knocked
Out in Ninth Round at
New York

YOUTH WAS SERVED

——
Leonard Had Much the Best
of Bout, Although Welsh
Fought Gamely

New York, May 28.—Benny Leon-
ard won the world’s lightweight
championship by knocking out Fred-
die Welsh in the ninth round of a
ten-round match here to-night. :

Welsh’s downfall came at the end
of a series of rushes by Leonard that
drove him from corner to corner.
The champion had taken a severe
beating during the early rounds and
the punishment had begun .to tell
when the gong for the ninth round
sounded.

Leonard, fresh as the moment he
had entered the ring, jumped from his
corner and met the champion as he
was leaving his torner with a shower
;f :{ejts and rights to the face and

ead.

Welsh, vainly trying to ward off
the blows, worked his way into Leon-
ard’s corner; where Leonard succeed-
ed in reaching him with a smashing
right on the jaw. Welsh fell on one
kneée and hugged the ropes. His
strength gone, Welsh strove weakly
to strike a fighting pose. As he left

the ropes Leonard landed and Welsh®

hit the floor., He struggled to his
feet twice more, but'each time he was
met by Leonard’s rights to the face
and head and again he fell to the
floor.

The champion took the count of
nine before he arose from the last
knockdown. He tried to stand, but
fell across the ropes.

Carried Welsh to His Corner

It was only a question of moments
when he would have fallen and been
counted out. At this point Referee
McPartland leaped between the two
men and, pushing Leonard away, car-
ried the defeated champion to his
corner. .

A score of men occupying ringside
seats, jumped into the ring, and lift-
ing the new champion to their shoul-
ders, carried him in triumphal proces-
sion around the hall.

While the crowd was cheering it-
self hoarse, Welsh sat in a daze in his
corner. When he had recovered
somewhat and was told by his hand-
lers of his defeat he refused to be-
lieve them, and fought to return to
the centre of the ring.

It was Leonard’s fight throughout.
He took the offensive in the first
round and held it until the end. There
was never a moment that he was in
danger, and although the champion
fought valiantly and succeeded in
landing many blows they appeared to
have little- effect. Welsh seemed to
have lost judgment of distance, for
he missed repeatedly.

into the champion with rutlhess per-
sistency. He rained lefts and righis
to the face and head at will. Welsh,
at first disconcerted by his oppon-
ent’s tactics, seemed worried when
the round ended. In all of the suc-
ceeding rounds Leonard concentrated
his efforts on Welsh’s body, and suc-
ceeded in whipping his right repeated-
ly to the champion’s stomach. It
was this blow, persistently used, that
wore the champion down.

Leonard weighed in at 133 pounds,
Welsh at 136 3-4. :

Welsh Won Title in 1914,

Freddy Welsh won the world’s
lightweight championship by receiv-
ing the referee’s decision after out-
boxing Willie Ritchie, the American
title-holder, in a twenty-round bout in
London, July 7, 1914. Previous to to-
night’s contest, Leonard and Welsh
met twice in no-decision ten-round
bouts.

Leonard was born in New York
city in 1896. His recent knock-out of
Ritchie Mitchell, of Milwaukee, caus-
ed him to be régarded as a contender
for the world’s title. Leonard, the
new world’s champion lightweight,

Oh, how
much labor and expense is lavished
on a gochiso (entertainment) to make
it nice to look at! This is all sheer
waste and luxury, and is to be con-
demned. Providence has kindly pu
in the power of every Jlapanese to
live in the most economical manner
so the Japanese dinner is- a blas-
phemous abuse of providential bene-
ficence. It is an anachronistic relic
of feudalism, reminiscent of the mor-
bid tastes of idle, luxurious overlords!
A monstrous fact is that these cus-
toms are not going out of fashion.
Archaic costumes, especially those
universally worn by ladies. demand
reform. The indigent world can be
clothed out of the materials wasted in
gorgeous kimono sleeves. Nothing is
so absurd as the long, heavv pendul-
ant sleeves attached to a girl’s holi-
day kimo?o. They serve no purpose,
impede locomotion and are a pitiful
spectacle. The girdle is more cum-
brous and expensive, especially those
woven in one piece of heaviest silk.
Formerlv the latter were only worn
at weddings and state affairs; now
every geisha has one. Every wife
must have one to sport at the 'theatre.
In price this maruobhi varies from 30
tn 1,000 yen ($15 to $500) and upward.

I do
not know any Japanese women who
succeeded in putting on one herself.
