Clocks Were Put Back in
Canada And U- S. on
Saturday Night

Brantford clocks, in common with
those throughout thdéwhole of Canada
and the United States, are running
on standard time again to-day, after
six months of daylight saving.

All Canadians Asked to Help
Release Meat for Qur
Overseas Forces

October 31st should be a ngw fete
day in the Canadian calendar. Three
years ago the Canadian Fisheries As-
sociation decided to start a National

Fish Day and they chose the last day

in October. The idea is to make
known, not so much in a commercial
way as a matter of national ambition,
the enormous food wealth  of our
Canadian seas and lakes. .= The an-
nual value of our fish at present is
$52,000,000 a year, which is equal to
about one-eighth of -a dollar a week
per head. There is room for growth.

Were everybody to eat fish instead
of meat on that day it would popular-
ize fish and release 3,000,000 pounds
of meat for export to the Allies.
There are a dozen classes of good fish
in season on. that date, and dealers
should be asked to obtam them early.

The city council on Saturday after-

fOPe the bodfd. ‘Thé.county coun-:
cil’ had for the present abandoned the
project of buying the Cockshutt road,
bit had obtained an opfion on the
Paris road at the sum of $4000, just;
half the price formerly asked by the
owners of the road.

Warden Pitts.

Warden Pitts, the first speaker of
the delegation, explained that the
proposal to. buy the Cockshutt road
had been dropped, but that the Paris
road could be bought for $4000.00.
He asked the ecity to contribute a
share of that sum, giving assarance
that Paris would do likewise,

A. Crié¢hton.

A. Crichton of South Dumfries,
stated that the county had been try-
inig in the past to make two deals
in one. He recounted negotiations
which had been held with the owners
of the Paris road, as-i& result of
which the latter had agreed to accept
$4000.00 as the purchase price,

J. A. Secace,

J. A, Scace of Brantford township
declared himself as still favoring the
purchase of the Cockshutt toad.
That project had beén abandoned,
however, and a rock bottom price
had now been obtained on the Paris
road. The toll roads committee had
not been authorized to make any de-
finite offer to the owner of the road,
but if supported by the ecity and by
Paris it could go back to the county:
council and be sure of the = pur-
chase.

Ald. Harp inquired if the Paris
road could not ‘be confiscated if the
present owners did not repair it
Mr. Seace replied that they could not
be forced to abandon: the road, ane
would not do so voluntarily unless
the highway was beyond repair. It
would -be better for the city and
county to acquire the road before
fitrther expenditure in the way of
repairg became mecessary.
