WASHINGTON, Oct 28.—Germany’s rejoinder to President Wilson’s last 
note was rather unexpected here, and pending receipt of the official text through 
Swiss legation, comment was withheld. Generally, however, the note was not 
regarded as one requiring an answer. ^

The diplomatic situation is just where it was when President Wilson in­
formed the German government that its request for an armistice and peace had 
been transmitted to the Allied governments. The next step expected was the sub­
mission of terms of an armistice to Germany. ,

An announcement from London that Premier Lloyd George and Foreign 
Secretary Balfour*had left for France with naval and military advisers foreshad­
owed an early mating of the Supreme War Council at Versailles. While the mil­
itary and naval |#embers of the council are drawing terms of an armistice which 
will be tantamount surrender by Germany, the political representatives of the 
entente powers are expected to disçuss the individual peace terms of their gov­
ernments with a view to formulating a complete program to be presented if Ger­
many accepts the terms of the armistice.

Arbitrate Ceckriratt Road.
Mayor MacBride, seconded by Aid. 

Burrows, moved:
That the city solicitor be instruct-' 

ed to take the necessary steps to 
secure an, arbitration tribunal for a 
hearing on the question of the aboli­
tion of tolls on the Cockshutt road.

Aid, Symons feared that > this 
resolution would result In the own­
ers of the Paris road withdrawing 
their offer and demanding arbitra­
tion. In arbitration cases, he con­
tinued, municipalities generally suf­
fered.

“The owners of the Paris road 
don’t want to arbitrate," declared 
the Mayor. He did not fear that the 
city would suffer through arbitra­
tion.
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Warden Pitts.

Warden Pitts, the first speaker of 
the delegation, explained that the 
proposal to buy the Cockshutt road 
had been dropped, but that the Paris 
road could be bought for $4000.00.
He aake<j the city to contribute a 
share of that sum, giving assurance 
that Paris would do likewise.

A. Crichton.
A. Crichton of South Dumfries, 

stated that the county had been try­
ing in the past to make two deals 
in one. He recounted negotiations 
which had. been held with the owners 
of the Paris road, as t. result of 
which the latter had agreed to accept 
$4000.00 as the purchase price.

J. A. Scace.
J. A. Scace of Brantford township 

declared himself as still favoring the. 
purchase of the Cockshutt road.
That project had bedn abandoned, 
however, and a rock bottom price 
had now been obtained -on the Parte 
road. The toll roads committee had 
not been authorized to make any de­
finite offer to the owner of the road, 
but if supported by the city and by 
Paris it could go back to the county 
council and be sure of the pur­
chase.

Aid. Harp inquired if the Paris 
road could not be confiscated If thé 
present owners did not repair it 
Mr. Scace repMed that they could not 
be forced to abandon- the road, an» 
would not do so voluntarily unless 
tho highway was beyond repair. It

A well organized corpora­
tion of private interests, headed by 
“the cleverest man in Canada. Sir 
Clifford Sifton,” was makiUg 
to obtain control of the potver sys­
tem of Canada. Last winter Hydro 
had been saddled with heavy bur­
dens of ^implying power to munition 
plants. Every possible effort to dis­
credit it had been male, and these 
would be repeated this winter.

AM. Symons, seconding the resolu­
tion. emphasized the advocacy of 
public ownership. The price of Hydro 
to-day was lower than before the 

If Hydro were discredited, it 
be a gteat victory for the pri­

vate iuterestis. and would take mil­
lions of ^dollars oat of the pockets of

Aid Chalcraft wanted to know the 
exact financial position or the Hydro 
system to-day. If it were a paving 
proposition, it Should be held and 
supported.

of Neutrals.
The war has perhaps brought no 

greater contrasts than those afforded 
by the crowds that entered Switzer­
land before the outbreak ■ of hostili­
ties and those that now cross its bor­
ders. Thm-e Is no longer any steady 
stream of tourists. In their place, 
exchanged French and British 
wounded soldiers cross the frontiers 
from Germany and proceed to the 
mountain and lake resorts as “pay­
ing guests" of tho republic. Thou­
sands of civilian refugees from the., 
devastated war zone enter the coun­
try in order to seek repatriation and 
rehabilitation on the beloved soil of 
France. Others there are, German 
subjects, who as spies have entered 
only to abuse the hospitality ofSxtyt- 
serland by means of their inter­
national plottings; and stiU others, 
forming a small but significant group, 
who have found the fatherland In­
tolerable and the welcome opportun­
ity of raising their protests in tol­
erant Switzerland.

Whatever the difficulties in enter­
ing Switzerland may be to-day, they 
were comparatively trifling to pre­
war days, when tourists were wel­
comed with open arms. Swiss regu­
lations for foreign traffic, though 
always more or less formal, incon­
venienced the passenger by train, 
however, less than the passenger by 
motor car.
