Determined to j 
find out the exact nature of the new 1 
malady a noted specialist, of New 
York was consulted, who after read­
ing carefully the Symptoms of the 
disease furnished him, decided that 
it was one very common in Asia and 
very closely resemhlingcholera which 
very often proves fatal, the only dif­
ference being that in the case of the 
local complaint, which has been pro­
nounced as Wabasso Hark, the head 
and heart are affected.

During that time within the Per­
mit Area no one may set out fire 
for clearing land, disposing of de­
bris or other inflammable waste, or 
for any industrial purpose, without 
first obtaining a written fire permit
