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Device for Packing Apples.

A correspondent of the Prairie Farmer,

who has had experience in gathering and

packing spples, describes as follows a de-

vice and gives some practical instructions

in the matter. Gather the apples as soon

a8 they are ripe, which is as soon as you

can pull them easily from the twig. Bort

them while picking, leaving all small and
imperfect ones on the ground. I wouldlike
to impress it upon the mind of all fruit
growers that it does not pay to put small
or imperfect apples in the barrels. Small
apples fill the spaces between larger ones ;
they do not measure any, and lower the
price of the product. Put all sound and
perfect fruit in bushel boxes, and take
them to some centrsl point to pack in
barrels. Make a table, say G fegt long, 2} to
8 feet wide with sides 6 ‘to 8 inches high.
Have the legs long enough so that a barrel
will go under one end. The other end

should be fcur inches higher, so the apples
will have a tendency to roll toward the end
where the barrel is. Empty the fruit from
the boxes into this table, set the head of the
barrel with smooth apples. Now, by hold-
ing one hand half way down to catch the
apples, you can let them drop in from the
table. The advantage of a table is that you
can see any defective fruit, and, by turning
them half over as they go into the barrel,
you see all sides of them. Again, your
hands being free, it enables you to sort
them much better than from baskets, and
more, it saves handling. Every time fruit
is handled you lose 10 per cent. A man
with a true eye and quick_hands_will-filk
barrels as fast nother can head them.

The lecturer
opened with the story.of her ecall to
India, through the impression nade
upon her when a girl by a missionary
lecture. Bhe deseribed her efforts to
obtain an’ education, and finally ' her

discouraging action of fiiends, Dur-
ing her first year in India, she was
occupied in learning’ thé lahguage,
and not content with that task, sturt-
ed a bible class which was well attend-
ed by English speaking Hindoos, sev-
eral of whom were converted to Chris-
vanity. The idea that the Hindoos
are unedncated was a false one, as
many of the men were highly educat-
ed. The education of the women was,
however, much neglected. The life
of a convert in India was very hard
indeed. At some of the mission sta-
tions the number of converts was very
large—about 1,700 at the station
which she had been compelled to leave,
Theé largest congregations in the world
are in India. At one baptistry 10,000
converts had been baptised. The
work among the women would result
in great things, as the men would be
converted through the instrumentality
of their wives, who, as heathen, prove
great hindrances to a spread of the
wospel, by making the lives of their
Christian  spouses unbearable.  Her
“ pearers ""—men who bore the palan-
quin in which she made kér journeys
—were useful Christians, as they
would preach to the crowd outside,
while she visited a house. One native
convert, named Peter, had been the
means of converting two thousand
souls. He wasa wealthy man, and
eupported a school with an English
teacher. There ‘were millions cf
household gods in India, which are
worshipped by tbe mass of the people.
The lecture was listened to with great
interest, and at its conclusion a collec-
tion wag tatén up in aid of foreign
missions.

THE LATE ALEX. MITOHELL.

Alex. Mitehell, of Columbus, Ohio,
who spent part of the summer in Far-
mersville, visiting his sister, Mrs. D.
Fisher, died very suddenly at his hom¢
on Thursday, the 20th ult. The de-
ceased lived here some twenty ycars
ago, and bears an honored name in
this neighborhood.

The  8pontaneous
marks of love and respect wereshown
in the beautiful floral emblems, some
of which were unique and original,
such a8 a broken carriage wheel, a
palette board and bruslies, ete., and
the wrords “ Qur Friend ! worked in
lovely flowers, betokening his profes-
sion and the esteem in which he was
held by both workmen and employces.
Such beautiful and lavish exhibitions
of respect, show what a good man can
accomplish in the ordinary walks of
life'if he has character and a will to
De of service in the path of practical
business life. Alex. Mitchell has left
a legacy to his wife and children and
friends and fellow workmen, more
precious and enduring than gold; and
the results of such a life, though cut
short in full manhood, will be felt as
long as the hundreds who knew him
can_remember the honest and kindly
fade and forin, and the character: and
ability of their old friend Alex, Mitch-

BURGLARS AT WORE.

Midnight Prpwlers Enter Vanarnum's
Store and Blow Open the 3afe.

This (Tuesday) night burglars b-oke
into T. Vanarnum'’s store, effecting
their entrance throngh a window on
the west side.
