Tn Joseph it begat
gentleness, patience, long-suffering and
forgiveness of injury. The history of
Jacob’s household had hitherto been full
of sins against family life. At the pros-
peet of reconciliation. Joseph could not
restrain his motions, nor conceal his
joy. Separation was- to end in umion
of hearts and lives. It wae by a seem-
ingly strange and ecircuitous route that
Joseph’s brethren were brought near to
him. Between him and hig brethren
there was all the difference between a
nature fashioned by divine love. and
one abandoned to the force of evil pas-
sions. By different methods Joseph had
at laet awakened the consciences of his
brethren. He was assured of his fath-
er’s, continued regard for him and for
Verfamin. He was convinced of the
changed attitude in his brethren regard-
ing his father’s care for Rachel's chil-
dren. Joseph’s emotions were too strong
and too deep to be shared or even wit-
nessed by strangers. He knew he could
not divuige his secret without some re-
ference to the past, and he would keep
that from strangers. Great pathos and
simplicity were expressed in his words,
“I am Joseph.” . That one disclosure
recalled the whole history of his pre-
ferment, his dreams, his bondage. It
was an expression of great humility
and filial affection and general bene-
volence. Though governor of Egypt. he
remembered that he was Joseph, a He-
brew, and brother of those strangers
who depend upon his goodness, and so-
licited his clemency. He wae Joseph,
used of the Lord to preserve his family
from misery and death. Iis tenderness,
pathoe, simplicity and truthfulness
showed how little: he had been injured
by prosperity. To his brethren he de-
clared his name, his place in the family,
his forgiveness of injury, and the divine
plan in the affairs of his life.

Conditiops have much, more to do with
successful poultry ralsing than is gener-
ally credited, so these things must be
taken into consideration.

‘or the first ten days chicks should mnot
be forced, but grown by steady methods,
In fact, never should they be what Is
called the forced growth system. Allow
them to grow steady and they will be
all the stronger at maturity and will
prove more profitable in the end.

Feed less corn now that warm weather
is coming on. Do not crowd. The same
crowding (never geod to practice) that
will raise the earlier hatched chicks will
result in stunted ghicks now. Plenty of
fresh water, shade. natural if possible
but artificial if no trees are in the yards
must be had for best results. Good,
roomy quarters is a big factor in grow-
ing these May chicks. Look carefully
and fight lice. These are a few of the
many small detalls that are essential in
successfully growing May chicks. Of the
chicks hatched late 60 per cent. never
reach standard weight in the time they
ghould, due to neglect to providing every
gssentlal that must be complied with if
profit-payers are to be the result.

TUBERCULOSIS BACILLI IN EGGS.

It is believed by many no matter how
bhadly hens may be affected with tuber-
culosis it is impossible for eggs laid by
them to be affected. But according to
the result of some experimentad work
noted by C. H. Higgins, B. 8., D. V..8,
in the annual report of the Dominion
Veterinary Director-General and Live-
stock Commissioner, fifteen eggs were re-
ceived from a flock of fowel in which the
disease had _been previously diagnosed
as tuberculosis, the result of an autopsy
performed at the laboratory, to deter-
mine the cause of unthriftiness. Six of
these fifteen eggs were used for micro-
scopi¢ examination and in three of them
tubercle bacilli were demonstrated with-
out difficulty, Even RuUinea-pigs were
inoculated with material from ten of the
eggs, (only one of the series used for
micropic examination being used,) with
result that in two of these animals uan-
mistakable evidence of tuberculosis was
found after allowing a sultable incuba-
tion period to elapse. This supplied what
Dr. Riggins called incontrovertible evi-
dence that under proper conditions the
bacilli of evian ‘tuberculosks can be
transmitted to guinea-pigs 1 the sub-
cutaneous inocculation of eggs from in-
fected fowl. The danger to oth animals
has not been determined and there are al-
so many practical polits with 1 rence
to the transmission of the disease, One
of the most important of which is the
possibility of conveyving the disease 10
the voung chicks during their incubation
through the medium of the bacilli con-
tained within tie egg. A curious. feat-
ure in connection with the present of the
bacilli in the eggs is that they are most
easily found in close assoclation with the
gerni,

MORTALITY AMONG YOUNG CHICKS.

The old sayi
chickens hefore

., "Don't count your
wy are hatched,” is a
safe rule to follow, bhut if one wishes to
keen on the safe side, it is better not 10
count the chickens until they are five or
gix weeks old. The mortality AMong
newly-hatched chicks is great. The re-
sult of careful investigation at the ex-
periment stations and elsewhere show
that with present methods, hoth natural
and srtificial, there ix an average loss by
death of about’ one-half the chicks be-
fore the end of the first six weeks. It
is a common notion that the heavy los-
es hy death are mainly found among
chicks that have been hatched in incu-
bators and reared in brooders, but stat-
jstic do not bear this out. Under ordin-
ary conditions it appears that heus do
hot succeed in hatching and ra si E
higher percentage of ehicks than t

bator, but she is mot, on the average,
as good a mother as the best up-to-date
brooder, managed by a careful and in<
human being.

The causes of death among little chicks
re many. Some belong to the hen alone,
some belong to tiie incubator and brood-
er alone and some are common to both.
First and foremos:, .t {& important to
have a vigorous parent stock. Without
that to start with one should not expect
‘a have vigorous chicks, that can stand
un successtully against the many dangersy
of early life. Poor stock undoubtedly has
a great deal to do with poor hatches,
and feeble chicks that die off early. Next
in jmportance to the quality of the stock
come the protection of the chicks from
¢hilling. This has especial force in the
early months of the year, when the daily
variations between high and low
peratures are apt to he consider:
one hatches with hens, they

provided with snitable helter,
eafe from the winds, or they may
be able to keep the chicks warm enough
night. Whith the present brand of
weather the hen shelter should be placed

{in the shade, that she may be comfortable

during the heat of the day and in many
cases af night. If ones uses artificial
means of hatching and bhrooding care
miust be taken that the chicks are not
¢hilled in the nursery of the incubator
or when they are taken from the incu-
bator Lo the brooder or in the broder it-
self,

Three-quarters of the deaths of little
¢hicks arises from diarvhoael diseases,
and it is probable that a very large pro-

i portion of these should be attributed &0

ti:e c¢hilling influneces to which the chicks
are subjected in one -way or another.
o every kind is especially
harmful. The food and drink, of ¢ L@,
are responsible for muny of the intestinal
disturbances.

All fowls, big and litile, require a three-
fold diet, green food, grain and animal
food. They must have each kind daily
in order to keep in perfect health and the
wimore varied thie diet the better. It is
a mistake 1o suppose that the chicks
will he apt to overeat and maket  them-
selves sick if a variety of food is offered
them. It Is the limited diet that is more
apt to disagrec. When one supplies a

! diet that does not contain the three ele-

ments that are needful for health the

| chicks are likelt to eat too much of some
i one article, indigestion follows and often

diarrhheea.

It has been said that three-fourths of
the chicks that die are carried off by
diarrhoeal diseases. The remaining of the
die from malformation, affections of the
breathing organs and the nervous system
and accidents. Hens kil a good many
chicks. Now and then one is met with

! that kills her chicks intentionally as fast

as they come out of the shells, but most
of the destruction of the little chicks by
the hens is accidental. The shape of the
nest sometimes has something to do with
this. When a nest is too small and too
deep the chicks spil down to the bottom
and _the hen cannot avoid stepping on
th . At other times the hen steps on
the ehicks from sheer awkwardness. Then
there is the loss of life from rats, cats,
weasels, skunks, owls, foxes and th=
trampling of the weaker birds.

GROW ASPARAGUS; IT PAYS.

1t has been said, and well said at that,
that the moment a man purchases a
home with a tract of land attached he

| should plant an asparagus bed, as &

permanent improvement. It adds to
the value of the property.

The culture of asparagus is not a dif-
fieult task, and it is not a crop adapted
to any particular section. 1t thrives
seemingly everywhere.

The demand for asparagus ssems to
be annually on the incresse. The de-
mand is greater than the supply, and
this, too, in face of the fact that.each
year there are great annual plantings.
8o long as asparagus is acknowledged
to be one of the greatest health-impart-
ing vegetables of all culinary delicacies
there will be a big call for it in market.
It is a crop that adopts itself to any
:lpil that is kept in a good, rich condi-

on.

The €oil should be well drained and
porous, a sandy loam being ideal.

For field culture, place out furrows
in well-prepared soil five or six feet
apart; make the furrows 10 and 12
inches deep. This is easily accomplish-
ed by the use of a team and large plow,
going two or three times in tne row un-
til deep enough; then run the eub-soil
plow in the bottom of the trench,
breaking up the clay bed and making a
porous sub-scil. This is almost a neces-
sity, for in this operation appears the
secret of planting all permanent crops,
and the more thoroughly this is done
the more profitable the returns. A lib-
eral applieation of well-rotted compost
and top-soil should be epread along in
the furrows, the more of this the bet-
ter; then set the plants one foot apart
in the row. Two-year-old crowns are
to be preferred; spread the young roots
out even on the compost, then cover
with one or two inches of soil, firming
it well by the use of the feet. Ae the
plants grow the furrows are gradually
filled up at each cultivation. When
the young plants have grown well out
of the trench the furrows should be
made level with the surface. Cultiva-
tion should be continued until the end
of the season. ‘The following epring
fertilizer should be distributed on eith-
er side of the row and then kept well
cultivated and free from weeds. The
first season a crop of potatoes, beets,
carrots, ete.. can be grown between the
rows. No asparagus £hould be ent the
first year, and but little the second.
Each year thereafter the yield ehould
increase. but somewhat in proportion to
the manure and fertilizers that are to
be used. These should be applied every
year, early in the spring or fall. If com-
mercial fertilizers are used they should
be supplied in the spring by opening a
furrow on the eide of the row. Dis-
tribute about 600 pounds to the acre
in the furrow,. then turn the soil back
upon it. Manure or compost, however,
should always be applied late in the
fall. When the top growth of the previ-
ous vear has sufficiently dried it ehould
be raked off and burned. and the bed
harrowed level. and top dressed with a
heavy coat of manure, which should
be lightly ‘worked into the soil the, fol-
lowing epring. . )

Wlien the time for cutting draw& nigh
and the soil is in good condition for
working. the rows should be nicely rig-
ged up for cutting. This is neatly done
with a plow especially designed fer the
purpose: on small beds this can be
accomplished with an ordinary plow and
steel hand rake. There are two ways
in preparing the rows for cutting as-
paragus. For large markets the atalks
are grown underground. This- requires
ridging, o at least two-thirds of its
length can be cut below the surface.
where “green” grass is preferred. but
little ridging is required: the etalks are
allowed to grow the desired length out
of the ground and then cut for the
market. This gives the green grase so
much talked of. always tender and
rather pronounced in flavor. It should
be remembered. however, that where
grass is cut below the surface it is of
the largest size attainable, but when
cut above ground it will diminish in
size and in consequence; a great differ-
ence may be looked for in the yield of
the entire crop. The green graes. how-
ever. nsually sells for a higher price in
markets that demands it.  The grow-
er with long experience and cloge obser-
vation always cuts his grass below the
ground, thus avoiding any loes from
overgrown stalks. which frequently hap-
pens on warm days when allowed to
grow ont of the ground.

For small beds of asparagus
home uee the owner can well afford to
take a little extra pains in the prepara-

tion of his bed, and it will make very !

little difference as to the nature of the
soil, provided the trenches for planting
are prepared with a fork that is thor-
ough. These tshould be made about 15
inchee decp and 12 inches wide.  Cart
away the pour sub-goil or clay, replac-
ing it with good garden loam, intermix-
ing a liberal quantity of stable manure
and eand. In the absence of the ma-
nure. a good reliable brand of commer-
r'lal\(t-r lizer may be used in the same
way. FEill-the trenches to within six
inches of the top of the ground; then
plant the young roots one foot apart.
and cultivate as above described for
field culture, Sinsce such a bed, so
prepared, may be expected to yield a
fine product for many years, the extra
Jabor and expense ehounld not be congid-
ered for the initial planting. The
entting of asparagus should not DLe con-
tinued too long in theseason; it would
finally exhaust the roots; hence it is
customary to stop cutting about the
latter part of June, allowing the re-
maining roots to grow on. and thue ac-
cumulate suficient strength to produce
another chop of sroots the next season.
The plants, one and  two-year old

Heavy seeding emothers weeds and
adds humus to the soil. Light seeding

A one to two-year-old sod when
plowed under will enrich the eoil as
muech as'would manure applied at the
rate of 10 to 12 tons per acre. Old,
worn out sod harbor weeds and insects,

‘and is of little value as a fertilizer.

On breaking a new meadow it is
easy to secure a fine seed bed. To ob-
tain a good eeed bed on an old meadow
s great deal of extra labor is required.

THE CROP OUTLOOK

Western Reports Are Ex-
tremely Satisfactory.

Winnipeg, Man., June 2.—According
to reports from 218 points in the Can-
adian prairie west, the average height
of wheat is from 3 to 4 inches, and
progress hae been fair since the hot
weather came, Seventy-five per cent. ot
the oats and barley are seeded, aund 50
per cent. of these grains are up. Nok
more than 25 per cent. of the flax acre-
age is sceded. Fully 178 points report
an abundaunce of moisture. nearly all
having had heavy rains on the 23rd. 24th
and 25th of this month. Thirty points
report rain would be desirable, and 10
points report rain badly needed. The
weather is now reported warm over tlie
entire western wheat belt, and progress
since the rain and warmth set in on
May 23 has been very marked. AsiN
from the fact that the crop is undoubt-
edly backward, conditions at the mom-
ent could hardly be more satisfactor.
A number of points report growth now
so rapid it is almost possible to see it.

Last year at the end of May wheat
wag on an average 2 inches higher than
this year. As has been pointed oui be-
fore, while the season is late. ideal wea-
ther conditions would allow a consider-
able portion of lost ground to be re-
covered, At the present time conditions
are almdst ideal, but it must be horne
in mind in making any estimates of
the outturn of this crop that the Can-
adian west hae enffered from one of the
longest, coldest &prings in its history.
and that this to some extent hae ak
fected the crop, and will continue to do

Usuall
Jy benzine or. gasoline is used by th
amateur, and, as this is somewhat &
pensive,, it is well to bear in mind th
1t can be use. cver and over agaip, un
entirely gone. Stains are often due
dirt being held in materials by greas
substances. The cleansing solution dis-
solves or releases the grease and natur- -
ally falls off and the stain disappears.

There i3 danger in benzine, gasolina
and. similar dry-cleaning solvetits, as
they are extremely  inflammable and
should never be used in a room whera
there is a light burning or fire in
stove. Outdoors, or a room free fro

 fire, should be selected for the clea i

process. :

In preparing the garmemt to be cleal
ed, first give it a good brushing if it'la
cloth, going through all the pockets,
backs of cuffs and under the collar, ehgg
Put it in a vessel sufficiently lagge cfi*
ough to hold it and then pour over i#!
enough gasoline to cover it as if yow
were going to wash it. To each’galion’
of gasolinc used add ome-half ounce of
turpentine, one ounce of borax and &
piece of benzine soap the size of an egg.
Cover the vesgel tightly and let it
for 20 to 30 minutes, allowing the
rmient to thoroughly seak. d Lo
clean as yow would if washing , SOUA-
ing it infto the solution. squeezing, ete.,
afterward rinsing it in clean gysoline if
necessery. If it is possible tH do'd
wring it cut end hang in th
to dry.

ment omit the turpentine. 'ns it has @
tendency to make dclicaté hues a little
yellow. In cleaning sils waist, trime

{ mings, such as lace or chiffon, should be
‘| spenged off with warm water and naph

tha soap, and very great care should be
exercieed in doing this not to spat
the water on the silk. ;s
Feathers afhd plumes may bé - dry=
cleaned in warm gasoline. To heat the
asoline put the vessel containing 3% in"ay
arger vessel helding hot water, Add
nothing to the gasoline but benzine
soap and wash the feathers as if you
were using sonp and water. Dona with
care, the plumes arc renewed in thely
beauty and tkeir curl is not affe:ted.

HEAD LICE CURE.

(By a Physician.)

Although it secema a needessly unpleas-
ant subject to discuss, head lice are

{ found here and there among children by

school nurses and physicians. Inasmuch
is at is a discase from which many per-
sons often want aid, and one that they
have a great deal of hesitancy is discuss-
ing, it may be well to give a recipe here.

The ipllowing wash is used by many
nurses and should be repeated
two or three nights to be beneficial:

Mix equal parts of kerosene and olive
oil {sweet oil), and at night rab the mix-
ture well into the scalp. Then cover the
hair with a piece of muslin and fasten
about the head securcly.

Caution.—Do not bring the head in
contact with any kind of flame or the
£23 jet.

MONTREAL'S EXPANSION;

The New City and the Old Present a
Peculiar Contrast.

‘The city of Montreal gives one the
impression of a conflict betweenr the

the: customs of the old world and
those of the new, says a writer in The
Toronto Globe. Narrow streets, relics
of the days when the city was fortified
under the old French regime, are |
slowly being transferred into wide
business thoroughfares. Chiurches,
convents and monasteries which till
now nestled beside bank buildings,
stock exchanges and manufacturing
establishments are giving way before
the onward rush of commerce and are

They have fallen before the sub- |
division shark and the real estate
agent. The result is that thousands
of acres adjoining the city, which
farm lands are to-day

the street-laying gangs and the builde
ers and home-makers. Although
Montreal is increasing her population
at the rate of 50,000 a year, this
growth wag far too slow to satisfy the
ambitious plans of the subdivider,
and he had to step in and buy up
the old farms, which contributed so
largely to the peculiar charm of the
city’s surroundings.

To those who are interested in the
story of Montreal’s material growth
and prosperity the following statis-
tics will throw some light on the re-
markable expansion which has taken
place in Canada’s commercial metro
polis during recent years:

The population of Montreal propet
is now 467,000, and of Greater Mont
real 650,000. Ten years ago the popu- |
lation of Montreal proper was 267,000,
The city has 470 miles of streets, of
which 80 miles are paved; has 340
miles of sewers, 50 public parks, which
cover an area of 850 acres, while the
whole city covers an area of 26,000 !
acres. The city has 64 millionaires
and hundreds of others who are verg-
ing on the magic seven-figure class. |
To look after the spiritual wants of
her citizens, Montreal has 242
churches, of which 86 are Catholic, 123 |
Protestant, and 33 foreign. To cater
to the amusement of her citizens, she
possesses 60 moving-picture shows,
with a total seating capacity of 30,000, |
and six regular theatres, with a regu-
lar seating capacity of 18,000.

In scores of ways the city is grow- |
ing and expanding beyond the wildest
dreams. of the older men of the pres- |
ent generation. To keep pace with
this expansion, public -stations, |
churches, schools, postal stations,
banks and many other institutions |
are straining every nerve. Greater
Montreal means greater demands on |
her public servants. -

To Eradicate Slums.

If present plans do not fail Mont-
real will be devoid of slums inside |
a few years. i

An organization was completed re-
cently which has for its object the |
elimination of slums through the es-
tablishment of proper dwellings, ade- |
quate perks and playgrounds, and all |
the other requisites of a properly con-
ducted city.

Late Clr wam.m Arrol Hn !nduﬂu
Monuments In Britain.

I remember, writes a London jour-
nalist, asking Bir William Arrol, the
world’s greatest bridge builder, who
has just died, what was his favorite

motto.

“‘Do it,’ >’ he replied, in hid char-
acteristic blunt manner. Bir William
was a man who hated to talk about
himself, and it was only after consid-
erable pressure on the part of the wxit-
er tha{ ue emphasized the value of
his favorite maxim by one or two per-
sonal reminiscences.

“One thing I made a point of doing
very early in life,”” he s.id, “and it
was this. Whenever I took anything
in hand I would do (it- thoroughly.
When I left the mill and went to work
in Tom Reid’s ‘smithy’ in Paisley I
was sometimes sent to clean th: flues
of the boiler instead of repairing it,
and even at times was asked to paint
cartwheels in vivid colors. But I was
willing to do anything I was told.”

To sum up, Sir William declared
that the secret of his success was sim-
ply this. He looked for work because
he wanted it to do; he stuck to his
work because he liked it, and always
did his work as well and as quickly
as he could. That was all.

The story of the career of the con-
structor of such great monuments of
engineering as the Forth and Tower
Bridges, to mention only two of the
great achievements of this great engi-
neer, is now a very familiar one; but
it may not be generally known that it
was competition that practically gave
him his start in life.

When in the ’sixties he established
himself near the outskirts of Glasgow
as a boiler-maker and engineer, he
was approachcd one day by some per-
son who, to quote Sir VWlliam’s own
words, “thought I was making a for-
tune, and gave me an intimation that
he was going to start opposition next
door.” Arrol at once offered to sell
his business to this competitor, which
he did at a good profit, and the money
enabled him to open larger works.

But it was a tough struggle. For
some time he never knew from week
to week how long he could keep a
modest roof over hig head and that of
his devoted wife, who, with character-
istic daring, he had married a few
years earlier. ‘I should not like to
tell the story of those years of strug-
gle and privation,” he onece said. “It
would be too painful.” But through
it all neither husband nor wife doubt-
ed that the sun would shine some
day.
It began to shine in 1874, when his
estimate was accepted for the con-
struction of the Caledonian Railway
bridge over the Clyde at Bothwell. In
the construction of this bridge Arrol
gave proof of his originality, which
was the true secret of his success. He
conceived the idea of building the
bridge on shore and rolling it out span
by span, instead of raising the whole
structure in position, as had hitherto
been done. The plan was a great suc-
cess, time and money being saved;
and ‘from that time Arrol never 1acke
orders for big bridges.

Strange Cures.

Strange ‘“‘cures” which are still ap-
plied in remote parts of the Highlands
where it may take days to secure a
doctor, are menfioned in the report
of a treasury committee appointed to
consider means of obtaining a more
satisfactory medical service.

A witness from the remote island of
Bona, Syke, described in Gaelic a
“cure” for epilepsy recently practiced.
A black cock was buried alive beneath
the spot where the patient had the
first attack.

He also described the successful
treatment of a women suffering from
“king’s evil,” i.e., bone or gland tub-
erculosis, by a sevent.h son to whom
she had gone all the way to the island
of Scapay, Harris.

Dr. Toimie, of South,\Harris, de-
scribed .the case of a man suffering
from Kkeratitis (inflammation of the
cornea of the eye), who drove nine
miles and walked another six to an
old lady at Licisto, The old lady made
up some rhymo, mixed some grasses
with water »:d sand.

Model” schools were“uholished
under the act which projected several
new normal schools an i aimed to grad-
uste fgom them 8o many qualified
teachers that the models wouid no
longer be required.

It became quickly apparent that' by
the. change the interests of the
schoolg, were not being fully served.

The rural schools depend now, as
formerly upon the models for teachers.
Young men and women quilify in
them for service under certain circum
stances. They fill important and
vecessary engagements, and they earn
sufficent to carry them onward as
students until they pass the normal
schools and schools of pedagogy and fit
themselves for the “highest appoint-
ments. The sudden discontinuance of
the model schools created conditions
which could not be tolerated. Model
schools had to be restored temporarily.
They must continue fo:“a{ considerahle
time,

That poigt being determined, it be-
comes a question whether thev should
not be improved The Education
Department has’ been making grants
from vear to year to schools at different
points and it has been guggesting im-
provements, in service, in connection
wite the models for which it has pro-
yided, Last year the Kingston school
wug enabled to secure a specially gual.
ified principal, woo was intend«d to be
a fixture because he was a particularly
good one. If Kingston is to have a
model school this year its Board of
Education should know it—should
 have known it before this, because in

making the appointments for the year

| the model school should be provided
for and cannot while the situation is so
uncertain.

l'he Ren{rew Board of Education
has been advised with regard to its
school. . It will be continued, and the
principal will receive an increase of
salary, and $50 will be allowed to each
of his critic leaders, It is assumed
that a similar provision will be made
in connection with the model school at
Kingston, but the 2nd of June has
arrived and the Education Depariment
is silent.

AN AID TO DIVERS.

nvention Makes Him Independent of
the Surface.

An important improvement has been
recently made by a German inventor
which makes it possible for the diver
to remain several hours under water
without any connection with the up-
per world, The innovation is a sell-
coutained diving suit in which a sup-
ply. of fresh air is generated and sup-
plied to the diver as wanted, the sup-
ply being entirely under his own cun-
trol. The expired air is purified auto-
matically by passing over cartridges
of chemical which absorl the impur-
ities, In the place of the usual lead
ballast the diver carries on his chest
a weight constituted by steel bottles
where compressed air or highly com-
pressed oxygen is accumulated. When-
ever the diver wishes to reach the
sarface without any outside help, he
simply opens the valve of these bottles,
thus causing air to flow into his out-
fit and to impart to the latter the re-
quired buoyancy. This is how, in
cagses of emergency, he will from any
normal depth reach, in a few moments,
the surface of the water. & safety
valve actuated with any excess pres-
sure prevents the diving outfit from
bursting with any accidental rise from
considerable depths. The apparatus
las been subjected to a number of
severe tests and is said to have satis-
tactorily answered all requirements.

‘Northeastern Siberia, boasts the distine-
tion. of being the coldest inhabited city
on the globe. It is in north latitude 67
degrees on-the arctic plane and scarcely
more than a hundred " and fifty feet
above the sea level.

Its annual temperature is 3 above
zero and in winter the maximum is 85
below zero.
owns the town and is interested in hav-
ing an administrative centre where
clever and industrious Yokuts, fur trad-
ers Jews of Siberia, carry on their op-
erations.

All the inhabitants of Verkhoyansek,
with the exception of a few officials
and Russian traders are Yokuts. The
Youkuts are such ambitious and aggres-
sive people that they do not seem to
mind the fact that the rivers freeze to
the bottom and that small trees have
been known to snap and split from the
biting force of the cold.

Still many Russians even seem to
prefer it to warmer poste. Itn atmos-
phere is always clear and the air still,
and there are no blizzards or snow-
storms. Then the Siberian dress adds
considerably to the enjoyment of this
arctic city. It consists of two suits of
fur, an outer and an inner, and a huge
hood to pull over the face so that
there is just enough space to see and
breathe through.

The summer is hotter than might be
reasonably expected, the average tem-
perature being 50 sbove zero in July.
The earth is green and vegetation
thrives, but the surface of the ground
is scarcely thawed.

TEMPERATURE OF OVEN FOR
CAKE BAKING.

Put a piece of writing paper in the
oven and if it browns a light brown
in five minutes the oven is the right
heat for loaf cake. Small cakes and
layer cakes require a hotter oven. If
the paper is dark brown at the end of
five minutes partly cool the oven and
test agmn just before putting the cake

in.

Another test is to hold the hand
in the oven and count twenty. If this
can be done comfortably, the tempera-
ture is right for the loaf cake baking.

NEW CHEMICAL GUN TESTED.

Ernest Welsh, of Hull, has invented
a new chemical gun for which remurk-
able claims are made and which has un-
dergone a Government test. The gun
weighs three hundred-weight-and is said
to throw its projectiles, which ignite up-
on impiet, to a distance of five miles.

The mechanism, as priefly explaiued
by Mr, Welsh, consists in part of three
generators which mannfacture three dis-
tinet gases. In the stopper there is a
small sponge saturatel with a certain
fluid which also gives off a gas, while
there is further a supply of oxygen and
bydrogen inside the cylinder.

Was Discovered.

Vienna, June 2—Knowledge that his
treachery in selling to Russian military
plans concerning Austro-Germany actions
in the event of a war with Ruseia, had
reached the ears of his superiore was, it
wae learned here to-day, the cause of
the suicide of Col. Albert Redl, of the
general staff of the Eighth Army Corps,
who shot himself in a hotel Here on
Monday last. His action has been otfi-
cially described to insanity due to over-
werk, but questions in Parliament to-day
elicited the fact that he had taken his
Jife rather than face trial om a charge
of high treason.

Col. Redl, wio was promoted to that
runk on ~ugust G last, was etationed
at Prague. 1t was his special duty to
keep watch on foreigh spies, but it now
turns out that he was in league with
the secret emissaries of other countries.
Information of this having reached the
Ministry of War soon after Redl came
to Vienna, eeveral days ago & search
wae made of his room at the hotel and
jncriminating  documents were found
there fully proving his guilt.

It is the custom in the Austrian army
to give officers who are accused of a
disgraceful crime the opportunity of
taking their own lives. In accordance
with this tradition the War Office sent
two officers to the colonel’s room. T'hey
told him of the charge againet him and
of the evidence which had bheen found.
‘Then they placed a loaded revolver on
a table with a significant gekture, and
left the room and moynted guard out-
eide. A moment or two later they
heard a shot. and entering the room
found Col. Redl lving dead on the floor,

Hits Cork Head.

TUGS IN 30 MINUTES

Reach Liner and Take Off |

Passengers.

A Queenstown cable: The Ameri-
can liner Haverford, with 750 paesen-
gers abeard, bound from Liverpool for
Philadelphia, ran aground on Cork
Mead in a dense fog to-day- As soon
as news of the mishap to the ateam-
ship was reccived here by wireless
tugs and naval craft were sent to the
ecene, and the passengers Were trans.
ferred to the rescuing vessels, vylugh
were alongside the atricken ship within
o half-hour of the accident.

Passengers say that after the Haver-
ford struck she was backed off the rock,
but made o much water that the eap-
tein ordered her to be run ashore again.

The Haverford is still aground af
fifteen feet of water
in her forehold, the others being dry,
thanks to the bulkheads not having giv-
en way.

The fog, which is due to the sudden
phenomenal heat in the British Isles,
has covered the eutire’coast for nearly
a week, and has led to numerous mis-
liape t osteamers, several of which nar-
rowly escaped disaster.

The passengers, who are mow in ho-
tels, were unanimous in praising the
crew for the discipline which they show-
ed after the accident, and which pre-
vented any “trace of panic among the
travelers.

FLEET SENT TO RESCUE.

The Admiralty station received
first nessage of distress, whieh it
transmitted immediately to  the
American Line office. and atdthe same
time despatched the big Government
tugs Hellespont and Stormcock to the
liner’s :esistance.

steamship Haverford into harbor thig
morning, after they had released her |
from the position in Rocky Bay. im-
mediately to the west of Cork 'Head,
at high tide at 1 o'clock. She had
been lying on the rocks since early
yvesterday afternoon, when, with 134
cabin and 850 steerage passengers on
board, she went ashore in a dense fog.

When she was brought into port
to-day, she was down by the bows,
with 21 feet of water in her fore bhold
and a considerable quantity in No. 2
hold.

She is to be patched up as soon as
workmen and material can reach her.
She will then be taken to Liberpool
for thorough repair.

The efforts to float the Haverford
began some time before high water.
Three tugs were placed astern to tow
her into deep water and another one
at the bow to keep her gteady. As
the tide reached its highest point, the
liner was gradually released and tow-
ed a=vay.

Rocky Bay, where the Haverford
struck, is in a very exposed position
and had the weather been at all
rough, the steamer must have become
a total wreck.

New York, June 2. The Board of

Health adopted this afternoon a mo-
tion forbidding the use of living bac-
terial organisms in the inoculation of
human beings for the treatment of
disease unless persmission is first ob-
tained from the board. Although Dr.
Friedrich ¥. Friedmann was not men-
tioned in the resolution, the effect of
the measure, it wag announced, wili be
to prolenit the furtier administration
of his treacment for tuberculosis ex-
cept under special permit from tlic
board. The resolution refers to thc
Friedmann “cure” as follows:
“Ce-tain tests of the efficiency aud
safety o® an alleged cure for tuber-
culosis now being made in this city
are being rendered unsatisfactory, un-
scientific and probably unfruitful, on
conditions which involve inadequate
observation, Inaccurate methods of
administration and the insistence of
gecrecy regarding the substances em-
ployed in some phases of the treat-
ment Evidence is already at hand
to show that the so-called remedy
not only does not fulfil the promises
of efficlency and safety under which
its use was at first permitted iu this
city, but on the contrary, during its
administration, many patients have
suffered serlous and unduly rapid pro-
gress of their disease.”
