Mr, Hill has taken up an
entizé issue of the city bonds which
bear interést at the rate of 4 1 2 pes
cent. These bonds were issued b
the city in amounts of $100 each; and
Mr, Hill bas cut these individual
bonds up into scrip of one tenth that

yalue, These $10 city bonds will be
Sold over the counter of a trust com
pasy to anyone who wishes to invest;
but in vo case will more than ter
bodds be sold to one person. la this
way it is hoped to {nterest the peopie
who bave never before subscribed for
city debentures aud to thus create
market tor civie securities,

This plap has been tried in Canade
by the Governmest of Ostario on 8
small scale, aud it is reported that &
ready market was found for the pro
vincial securities so issued. Some
years ago the Dominion Government
turnisbed 4 peculiar example of dis
cripfuation in favor of the British in-
Canadian bonds of Lro in
value were ofiered in London to at
tract the small Eoglish investor; but
notLing was obtainable in Canada wn
der $100; and there was little encou
ragement to purchase
