Nearly every business centre in the 
West, from Winnipeg to Vancouver, has been treated to a dose of 
financial medicine not to its liking. The Canadian banking system is 
all right for the banks and for the big cities in which the banks have 
their head offices; but were the branches of these hanks in the smaller 
centres and towns replaced by local banks, with capital furnished by 
local capitalists, and managed by local officers and boards of directors, 
it is not unfair to assume that there would be fewer “squeezes” and 
withdrawals of credit in towns like Vancouver and Calgary and Win­
nipeg than there are under the present system. THE BRANCH 
BANKS “MILK” THE SMALL TOWNS AND CITIES, 'NO THE 
MONEY GOES TO THE HEAD OFFICES OF THE J NKS IN 
TORONTO AND MONTREAL, and these banks keep tt; ., surplus, 
often millions of dollars, out at interest in New York, Boston, Phila­
delphia and, Chicago, where it is used in stock an<t grain speculation. 
Of course, it will be said that the Canadian banking system protects the 
bill holders and the depositors to a greater extent than the banking 
system of the United States. Every piece of paper money issued in 
the United States is absolutely safe, as safe as the issues of the Can­
adian banks. If a Canadian bank fails, which does not often occur, 
the depositors and the stockholders take chances in getting one hun­
dred cents on the dollar, as do the depositors and stockholders in 
banks that fail in the United States. The question is: Would local 
banks, with local capital, managed by local officers and directors, be 
better for the smaller towns than branches of banks whose officers and 
directors live in big centres like Toronto and Montreal? Had Van­
couver half a dozen local banks, with capital furnished by local cap­
italists, and managed by local officers and directors, it is safe it would 
be in a better financial position than it is today with its dozen branch 
banks and its millions of deposits out at interest in New York and 
Chicago. A surplus is a good thing to have at home. Canada's 
plus money is not at home, and is not likely to be under its 
banking system.

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I-,Game Birds Protected.
Clause 5, No person shall hunt, 

trap, take shoot at, wound or kill.
1 Any bird of those species of 

the Anatidae commonly known as 
ducks and swans, between the 1st 
day of January and the 23rd day 
of August; provided always that 
any person may at any time take 
and kill in that portion of the pro­
vince lying north of township 50, 
any white-winged scoter,

2 Any bird of the family 
Guidac, commonly known as cranes 
between the 1st day of January 
and the 1st dpy of September;

3 Any bird of the family Rall- 
ldao or rails and coots between the 
1st day of January and the 1st day 
of September;

4 Any bird of the family Limi- 
colae, or shore birds, including 
snipe sandpiper, plover and cur­
lew between the 1st day of Janu­
ary and the 1st day of September.

5 Any bird of the family Gal- 
linae commonly known as grouse 
partridge, pheasaut, ptarmigan, 
and prairie chicken before the 15 
th day of September, 1908, and be­
tween the let day of November, 
and the 1st day of October in each 
year thereafter, provided that no 
English pheasant shall be taken or 
killed at any time, nor shall more 
than twenty birds of the family 
Gallanae be killed by one person 
in any one day nor more than two 
hundred in the season; and no per­
son other than agamè guardian in 
respect cf game forfeited shall at 
any time buy, sell, barter, or ex­
change any bird in this sucl-clause 
mentioned;

Claused reads: No person shall 
hnnt, trap, take shoot at, wound, 
or kill any animal or bird mention­
ed in this Act on the first day of 
the Week* commonly known as 
Sunday.

The law in respect to these 
clauses will be rigidly enforced 
and positively no Sunday hunting 
will be allowed.

IT IS A WONDER. between the timber limit holbcr 
and the fruit men, while in the 
coast region the question of by king 
the low lands is rjne which offers - 
very serious complications. The 
Upper Columbia valley offers a 
combination of all the conflicting 
interests which prevail in the rest 
of the province.* There are low 
lands along the river which require 
to he dyked, high lands which re­
quire to be irrigated and bench 
lauds which are largely convered 
by timber limit and which are yet 
suitable for growing small fruits, 
vegetables and apples.

The cause of the difference 
which now exist is the rising tide 
of progress which is being felt in 
an increasing degree throughout 
the western province which is year­
ly attracting more and more people 
by reason of its climate and other 
advantages. Lumdering and fruit 
growing interests are both of great 
importance to the Pacific province 
of Canada and is desireable that in 
what ever adjustment is made the 
interests of both will be conserved.

The timbered lands of the pro 
vines have been reproducing in 
very high grade of lumber and 
there is no doubt that a well plan­
ed and executed forestry policy 
can be held in reserve through 
timber in ruauntains in British 
Columbia to supply the prairies 
for all time and there is no doubt 
that the valleys are equal to pro- 
bucing All the northern fruits that 
will be required in the prairie.

at $IO per acre for soft coal and $20for 
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres 
can be acquired by one individual or 
company. Royalty at the rate of ten 
cents per ton of 2000 pounds shall be 
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certiticate is 
granted upon payment in advance of $5 
per annum for an individual, and from 
$50 to $IOO per annum for l company, 
accordingto capital.

A free miner having discovered miner- 
eral in place may locate a claim 500 x 
500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must ba expended on a 

claim each year or paid to the mining 
recorder in lieu thereof. When £500 
has been expended or paid, the locator 
may upon having a survey made, and 
upon complying with other requirements 
purchase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent prov ides for the payment 
of a royalty of 2 1-2 per cent on the 
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally 
are lOO feet square; entry fee $5, re­
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a 
term of twenty years, renewable at the 
discretion of the Minister of the Inter­
ior

The lessee shall have a dredge in oper­
ation within one season from the date of 
the lease for each five miles. Rental 
$10 per annum for each mile of river 
leased. Royalty at the rate of 2 1-2 per 
cent collected on the output after it ex­
ceeds $ 10,000.

SYNOPSIS OF 
Coal Mining Regulations

Coal mining rights of the Dom­
inion, in Manitoba, Saskatchewan, 
Alberta, the Yukon Territory, the 
North-West Territory and British 
Columbia, may be leased fora 
term of twenty-one years at au an­
nul rental of $1 an acre, not 
more than 2,560 acres will be leae- 
to one applicant.

Application for a lease must be 
made to the Agent or Sub-Agent 
of the district in which the rights 
applied for are situated.

In surveyed territory the land 
must be described by sections, or 
legal sub-divisions of sections, and 
in •msurveyed territory the tract 
applied for shall be staked out.

Each application must be ac­
companied by a fee of $5, which 
will bo refunded if the rights ap- 
plied for are not available but not 
ot herwise. A royalty shall be paid 
on the merchantable output of the 
mine at the rate of five cents per 
ton. *

Every lessee of coal mining 
lights which are not being oper­
ated shall furnish the district a- 
gent of Dominion Lands with a 
sworn statement to that effect at 
least once in each year.

The lease will include the coal 
mining rights only, but the lessee 
may be permitted to purchase 
whatever available surface rights 
may be considered necessary for 
the woi king of the mine at the rate 
of $10 an acre.

For full information application 
should lie made to the Secretary 
of the Department of interior, 
Ottawa, or to any Agent or Sub- 
Agent of Dominion Lands.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

F"N HOflESTEAD REGULATIONS

even numbered section of Dominion 
l.unde in Manitoba or the North-weetAKr

Provinces, excepting W and 26, not reserved, may 
be Homesteaded by any person who is the eoie 
.‘lead of a family, 01 any male over 16 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter eection of 160 
acres, more or lees.

Application for homestead entry or inspection 
must be made in person hv the applicant at the 
oitice of the 1 Deaf, Agent or Sub-Agent.

The homesteader is required to perform the 
conditions connected therewith under one of 
the following plans:

At least six inonth'e residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each year for three 
years.

■J If the father (or mother, if the father le 
deceased) of the homsteader resides upon a farm 
in the vicinity of the land entered for the re­
quirements a* to residence may he satisfied by 
such person residing with the father or mother.

3 If the settler has his permanent residence 
noon farming land owned by him in the victuit 
of his homestead, the requirements as to res 
dence may be satisfied by residence upon the 
euid land.

Six months’ netlce in writing should be given 
to the Commissioner of Dominion Lanas at 
Ottawa of intention to apply for patent.
