The month of April, despite the mild-
pess proverbially ascribed to it, has been
a stormy one in history. The 1st 1s the
birthday of Prince Bismarck, and the an-
niversary of General Sheridan’s victory
at Five Forks,which virtually decided the
fate ot Richmoud. The general assault
upon Lee's lines betore that city took
place on the 2nd, and its occupation by
the Union armies on the 3rd. The last
named day has another and not inferior
distinction as the birth day of Washing-
ington Irvirg. €ir Henry Havelock, the
hero of Lucknow, was born on the 5th.
The 6th witnessed one of the bloodiest
struggles of modern times—the famous
stormmg of Badajoz, where 50 per cent.
of the British attacking force periched in
the assault, On thesame day the French
terrorist, Danton, was sent to the guillo-
tine by his former friend, Robespierre.
Dr.W. E. Channing was born on the Tth,
The 9th is the birthday of Lord Bacon,the
anniversary of Lee's surrender to Genersl
Grant, and that of Admiral Rodney’s
famous sea fight with the French Connt
de Grasse, which, renewed three days la-
ter, ended in the capture of De Grasse
himself and the greater part of the fleet.
On the 10th occurred Wellington's vies
tory at London (1848). Fort Pulask,
was taken on the 11th ; Fort Sumter bom-
barded on the 12th. The 14th, already
memorable for the defeat and death of
Warwick, ¢ the kingmaker,” at Bernet
during the Wars ot the Roses, asacquirs
ed a wider and sadder renown from the
murder of President Lincoln.

Vessrs. Laird Brothers undocked yess
terday, from their No. 5 Graving Dock
(1. M. S. Hotspur, which &k s Leenin
their hands for some time past under-
going very extensive alterations and
overhaul. The Hotspur,which is a tw.n~
screw armom~clad ram, of abtout 4 500
tons displacement and 3,5000 indicated
horse-power, was built by contract o
the Clyde in 1870, and had some novel
features in her construction, being fitted
with a fixed tower or turret, with %:inch
armour, contanining one 600~pounder
gun, worked on a revolving turntab e.
The principa! alterations which have been
made are the substitution for the fixed
tower of a revolving turret of the latest
construction, protected with compound
steel armour plates. equai in resisting
power to about 12 inches of iron, and
carrying two guns of equal size to the
one originally carried. ‘ihe bieastwork
has been enlaged to give increased ac-
commodation for the ciew, and an armour
plated bilot tower has been added. Ap-
pliances for working the Whitehead tor-
pe o and fittings for torpedo hoats are
provided. New boilers have been fitted
and the machinery generally overhauled,
A raised deck has been erected amidsh ps
and extended forward to earry uyp the
ventilation to a safe height above the
deck, and many improvaments have been
made in the general ftittings of the hull.
Staff Commander Roe and Mr, Barnes,
overseer, superintended the undocking
on beha't of the Admiralty, and the ship
was towed into the Alfred Dock, and
thence to Mes rs. laird’'s yard in the
West Float where she will be completed
for sea. Messrs. Laiid, bhave al:0 mn
hand for the Admiralty a powerful twin-
screw tug, designed as an improvement
on the Stormcock. built by them some
two years ago, which has heen so ruc-
cessful as to tave led to the adoption of
this system in more than one vessel in
which the main features of the Stoimacock
have been followed.

Great excitement has been awaks
ened throughout the Government of
Archangelsk by the finding of exteusive
new gold~veins within a short distance of
the town of Schenkursk. Measures have
been taken by the lmperial authorities
of the far northern proyince for working
the auriterous districts this spring, and
already applications have reached the
powers that be at St. Petersburg from
nat.ves of Schenkursk for concessions
and allotments,the Jand upon which gold
has been discovered being a most exclus
sive'y an appanage of certain memi ers
of the Imperial family.

of our staple products, owing to in-
creased competition on the part of
the subjects of other nations and vari-
ous other causes, may we not natur-
ally feel apprehensive, lest this most
important industry may in the near
future, fail to meet the growing wants
of out_people. That such'a contin-
gency is by noc means 1mprobable,
we feel confidently assured, no person
conversant with the trade and fishers
ies of this colony, for at ieast the past
quarter of a century, will for one
moment deny, more particularl
when we consider, the marked in-
crease which has taken place in the
number of those engaged in its pros
secution and the quantity of fish an~
nually secured, which. at the present
day is very little, if anything greater
than the annual amount prior to the
period referred to. This is certain
iy a matter well worthy of the most
serious and attentive consideration
on the part of all having at heari, tne
fututure progress and advancement
of this colony. Nay more if we wish
to maintain that position;, which nots
withstanding the non-development
of our natural resources hitherto en-
joyed, as one of the most flourishing
and prosperous amongst the colpnies
ol Britain in this western hemisphere
we should direct our attention to the
opening up and encoaragemenl of new
sources of industry for the employ-
ment of our surplus population. We
should not alone do everything in our
power to foster and encourage the
native industry of our people, bus Le
ever mindful of the salutary maxim,
that ¢ the wealth of a country is its
population.” no means should be left
untried to retain that industry in the
country as a certain means of contris
buting to its ruture wealth and im-
portance, instead of permitting it to
drain therefrom, to the manifést in-
jury of our colonal interests and the
permanent benefit aud advantage of
other couutries.

To obtaina poll in any District under
the existing Prohibition Law it is- no.
cessary to use oll the niachi.nery ne-
cessary for a conteste.d Election ; and
though in the past this has been recom-
plished without a hreach of the peace,
it may in the fature be accompanied
with more unpleasant eonsequences
than the mere trouble and expeuse. All
