At the opening session of the York 
County teachers institute, Dr. J. R. 
Inch, chief superintendent of education 
delivered a very practical and some what 
lengthy address. He said he had promis 
ed to speak informally and bad hoped to 
have been able to collect some thoughts 
that would be of interest to such a gather­
ing but he had been unable to do so. He 
had listened to the practical remarks 
of the president with a great deal of 
pleasure. At this joyous season of the 
year we should not feel too deeply the 
ingratitude of careless pupils, or parents, 
who think we have not done as much for 
them as individuals as we should. The 
speaker regretted that on account of the 
examinations at the Normal school which 
were going on at the same time, he would 
be unable to attend the meetings and 
share in the glories and triumph of the 
teaching profession. The teachers were 
there for various purposes, they should help 
and encourage each other in their work. 
He could scarcely agree with the presi­
dent’s statement that teachers labored 
without reward. The Almignty had never 
intended that good efforts slionld go unre­
warded. Some of them would be surpris­
ed when they reached his stage of life, to 
hear expressions uugolistic of their labors 
emanating from former pupils whom they 
had considered as hopeless eases. The 
doctor then referred at some length to the 
amount of adverse criticism that school 
teachers were subjected to, and said it was 
generally the most ignorant people in a 
community who found the most fault. 
They invariably knew more than the 
teacher as to the manner in which the 
school should be conducted, and what 
class of studies should be pursued by their 
children. The doctor would like to see 
teachers encourage an enthusiastic pro­
fessional spirit, such as existed in other 
professions. They should not think of 
crowding out another teacher by offering 
to take a school at a lower figure than the 
occupant was receiving. He did not mean 
To imply that teachers should form trades 
unions, as that would be beneath the 
dignity of their professions, but they 
should display a little more caie and a 
little more unanimity in this regard.

The chief superintendent took efor the 
subject of the greater portion of his ad­
dress, an article which had appeared in 
the last number of the Educational Re­
view under the heading of “Talks to 
teachers, ” and criticising our educational 
institutions. In speaking of the matricu­
lation and entrance examinations, he was 
inclined to side with those who thought 
there was a defect. His own experience, 
and the experience of every teacher was, 
that they could not regard ope written 
examination as a correct test oftheability 
of the student. If a student failed, it was 
more frequently the fault of the teacher 
who sent the pupil up, than the pupil 
himself. In speaking of spelling, he said 
there had been a great improvement 
among the teachers in this regard, since 
he took office. He frequently had re­
ceived letters from teachers with the 
simplest words mispelled, and no attempt 
made at punctuation. The doctor before 
closing his well considered address, took 
occasion to reply to some of the criticisms, 
which had been made against the system 
of granting third class licenses. He said 
there was. an impression abroad that the 
sending out of third class teachers had 
been a disadvantage, but the statistics did 
not justify the amount of criticism which 
had been expressed: There were some­
thing like 1,600 school districts in the 
province, and more than half of theee had 
not a valuation of over $15,000, one third 
have a valuation of less than $10,000, and 
quite a number less than $6,000, some 
running down as low as $2,000. He 
would like to know what teacher who 
held a first class license was willing to 
teach in a district with a valuation of 
$5,000, for the salary it would be willing 
to pay. It is now under consideration by 
the Board of Education, whether or not 
it would be advisable to compel districts 
with valuations exceeding $40,000 to em­
ploy none but first class teachers, and 
those under $10,000 to employ nothing 
but third class. He thought some action 
like this would prevent third class teach­
ers from coming into competition with 
those of higher grades. The doctor in 
closing his address, warned the teachers 
of the importance of guarding the en­
trance to their profession.

Thursday Afternoon Session. 
Meeting called to order at 2 p. m., Pre­

sident John Brittain in the chair. The 
Secretary called the roll and afterwards 
read the minutes of the morning session. 
The vice-President then in a neat speech 
introduced Inspector Bridges to the Insti­
tute. He apologized for not having a 
paper as was expected, and said he would 
merely preface the lesson of Mr. Cadwal- 
lader. There is a pleasure taken by all 
countries in music—from tiie hideous 
noises of heathen lands, up to the,orchestra 
of highly civilized lands. If children 
were taught from their earliest days to 
sing, it would come as natural as speaking. 
But after the child grows up it becomes 
more difficult to learn to sing. Every 
nation has its own national songs, which 
have a great influence in making the peo­
ple loyal, patriotic. The Jews and Greeks 
paid special attention to musical training. 
The influence of music in different armies 
was referred to in fine language. He 
then came to the subject of music in our 
schools, and said if the teacher could not 
herself teach the subject,she could usually 
find someone in the district to assist her 
in teaching a few leading songs. The 
chief faults in singing in schools are loud­
ness of utterance and dragging the rhythm. 
A musical instrument will be found of 
great use in schools where the teacher 
cannot sing. He closed with a beautiful 
quotation from Carlyle.

The vice-President then introduced 
Prof. Cadwallader, who proceeded with 
his lesson. He explained the two sys­
tems of writing music ; the old staff 
notation, and the new tonic sol-fa which 
was much preferable. He t hen gave an in­
structive lesson on the board, explaining 
the chief features of the new system.

The vice-President then vacated the 
chair, in favor of tiie President.

Mr. Qwe'n reported on behalf of the 
nominating committee, tiie names of those 
selected for the various offices.

The report of the audit committee was 
received and adopted.

The following were proposed for Presi­
dent: Principal Miillin, G. A. Inch, A S. 
McFarlane, and Mr. VV. T. Day.

I For vice-President—Miss S. G. Duffy, 
Miss Mabel Murray and Mr. Hagerman.

For Secretary Treasurer—Miss Thorne, 
Miss Mabel Hunter, Miss Lottie Vandine.

The ballot was then taken each voting 
for 8 officers. A committee was then ap­
pointed to examine the ballots.

Last evening in the assembly hall of the 
Normal school, Prof. Dixon of the U. N.
B. read a very interesting paper on 
astronomy, dealing particularly with the 
planet Mars, and speaking of its peculiar 
features showing that it could be inhabit­
ed. He gave the various, theories con­
cerning its great canals, compared it with 
the earth, aud showed that if it was in­
habited, the inhabitants must be from 13 
to 15 feet high, and if such was the case, 
it was the smallest planet that could be 
inhabited. '

At the close of Prof. Dixon’s admirable 
address, Dr. Inch made a few remarks 
after which a vote of thanks was moved 
by Inspector Bridges, and seconded by 
Mr. Foster, and presented to the professor.

The Closing Sessions.
After routine Friday morning B. C. 

Foster the efficient and popular principal 
of the Fredericton High School read a 
valuable paper on “moral teaching in our 
schools.”

The speaker mentioned some of the 
moral evils characteristic of the present 
age, instancing political corruption, com­
mercial dishonesty and the oppression of 
capitalists, and concluded from the pre­
valence of these that in the past intellect 
had been developed out of all proportion to 
character. In these respects as in all 
reforms,our best hope was in the education 
of tiie young. As to the question whether 
the principles of a sound morality could 
be taught in our free sectarian schools and 
state colleges or whether denominational 
institutions were necessary

He Spoke as Follows.
“ At the present time when the question 
of denominational schools has become a 
momentous political issue, and when 
Synods are gravely passing nonscensical 
resolutions seeking to destroy the integrity 
of our school system it liecomes those who 
believe in free non-sectarian schools to be 
able to give reasons for the faith that is in 
them, to ask themselves whether the 
fathers of our free schools were mistaken 
when they introduced and carried to a 
successful issue what we have been for a 
quarter of a century so fondly holding as 
one of our dearest privilege.”

The discussion of the question was, lie 
thought, beyond the scope of his paper, 
but he was of the opinion that it could lie 
best done in full non-sectarian schools, 
and that the teachers of from three to 
four years’ standing were as competent to 
perform the task as any body of persons 
whatsoever.

He thought that the schools had 
A Grave Responsibility

in regard to the moral statues of the com­
munity, but deprecated the attempt to 
saddle them with the whole of it. The 
loosening of parental control and the 
weakening of home influence, which was 
undoubtedly characteristic of this age and 
country, were responsible for the most of 
it. He argued that the lamentable ignor­
ance of the Bible displayed by the young 
did not warrant the conclusion that there­
fore Bible study should be added to the 
already overloaded curriculum, but rather 
that steps should be taken to strengthen 
and supplement the weak and ineffective 
means already employed.

The question how the principles of 
sound morality could be best taught 

Was of Vital Importance.
The speaker saw no reason why the same 
sound methods employed in teaching any 
other subject should not be employed. 
He would have moral instruction given 
incidentally as occasion arises- in school, 
and would make moral offences as they 
occur, object lessons in right doing. 
Technical instruction in ethics would not 
be understood and would be of little prac­
tical benefit if it were.

Weak and vicious pupils will probably 
be found in every school, but they will 
by no means be tbe majority. Many will 
be industrious, conscientious and always 
earnestly striving to do their duty to the 
best of their ability, and tiie teachers func­
tion is to so wisely conduct his school that 
this number will be reinforced from the 
ranks of the slothful and vicious. To be 
able to do this, the teacher must lie him­
self what he would have his pupils be 
He must be

Truth-Telling, Honest and Sincere
and besides must have a strong personal­
ity so as to be able to impress his pupils. 
Especially, the teacher before he can gain 
any influences over his pupils must be 
strictly just and impartial. “ He must 
make it clear to every, pupil that as soon 
as he enters the door of the school he be­
comes a member of a democratic commun­
ity, where wealth or poverty, high or ob­
scure birth is not taken into account, but 
where the stamp of merit alone gives him 
tiie passport to the highest society.”

Here the sneaker made some practical 
suggestions as to the best methods of deal­
ing with particular moral offences. Inter 
alia in regard to lying; while urging all to 
trust their pupils, he argued that when a 
pupil had proved himself absolutely un­
worthy of belief it would be foolish to 
continue to trust him, and it would be 
worse, it would be wicked, to pretend to 
do so. He was convinced the right way 
was to tell the pupil that by his conduct 
he had made it impossible for you to put 
confidence in his word, and that while 
sorry to do so you cannot choose but 
doubt him, until by a long course of truth 
telling he has

Won Back Hie Lost Reputation.
This would direct the pupil’s attention to 
the immediate consequence of falseness, 
and he knew by experience it would pro­
duce good results. He insisted that of­
fences ought to lie called by their right 
names. Many soft hearted and soft head 
ed people were -shocked, if the teacher 
called a lie by its right name. They were 
not apparently shocked at the tiling itself, 
but it was so “coarse” to call it a lie. 
The ‘Bible is not so refined ; it speaks 
freely of liars, and the punishment in 
store for them.

The speaker then took up another 
phrase of the subject looking towards the 
prevention of wrong doing. He urged 
the importance of the young forming high 
ideals, which would have a strong influ­
ence upon their conduct and character.

Every subject of tiie course may be 
utilized for this purpose, but natural 
science and literature especially lent 
themselves to it. In this connection he 
said : “I prize the study of the natural 
science in our schools very largely for the 
iqoral effect it has upon the student. It 
gives a

Refinement of Thought and Feeling

which cannot lie obtained in any other 
way. I never knew an earnest student of 
nature to be a vicious person. Who can 
study nature diiligently without having 
enkindled in his heart a greater admira-

How can one ignorant of God’s Works in 
nature worship acceptably ?” He quoted 
from Wordsworth to show the influence 
of nature upon him :

—“ Therefore am I still
A lover of the meadows and the woods
And the mountains^ and all that we 

behold
From this green earth ; of all the mighty 

world
OI eye and ear, both what we half create
And what perceive ; well pleased to 

recognize
In nature and the language of the sense
The anchor of my purest thoughts ; fhe 

nurse,
The guide, the guardian oi my heart, and 

soul
Of all my mcral being.”
Again in literature, we have recorded 

in the most vivid and impressive lan­
guage, the ethical experience of the race. 
There is not a phase of virtue, or its oppo­
site, which is not embodied in a thousand 
forms in classic literature, both for old 
and young. Here then we have surely 

A Perennial Spring
from whence to draw ethical lessons. 
Nothing in the whole range of literature 
is excluded. In the early grades, the 
fairy story may come to the child freight­
ed with useful moral instruction. His­
tory, in the lives of the great and good of 
ancient and modern times, will supply 
him with"grand object lessons in noble 
living. Poetry will awaken hie imagina­
tion, and enkindle in bis breast high and 
noble aspirations, and fiction, touching 
him lightly with her fairy wand, will 
transform the curly headed school boy 
into an armed hero doing mighty deeds 
for the right.

He argued that not only was there 
ample opportunity in our free schools for 
moral instruction, but all the essentials of 
religion could be taught. Matthew 
Arnold defines religion to be “ not simply 
morality, but morality touched by - feel­
ing.” If we jaccept this definition, there 
is nothing to prevent our attempting the 
higher aim. All formal creeds, especial 
forms of worship were very properly ex­
cluded, but surely these

Were Not the Essentials of Religion.
In refetring to the charge, often made, 

that our schools are “Godless,” he insisted 
that our schools ought no more to be 
called “Godless” than our churches. “If,” 
said he, “we succeed in teaching our pu­
pils to love and practice truth and mercy, 
and justice and the like virtues, then I 
claim we have taught them to love God 
in the only way that ‘loving God’ i§ 
thinkable—namely, in loving and prac­
tising His attributes, and thus becoming 
like Him. If the school fails in many 
cases in doing this, surely the church does 
not always succeed. The persons who 
employ this epithet are bigots who have 
deified a man-made creed or body of 
dogma, and so they cry out because their 
God is excluded.” N

In closing his address, the speaker urged 
all, in view of the magnitude and import­
ance of the work to be done, to rise to 
the height of their opportunities and 
responsibilities, and bade them remember 
that upon them very largely depended, 
not only the future intellectual but, as 
well, the future moral development of 
our people. .

A short discussion followed the reading 
of Mr. Foster’s admirable paper, and was 
participated in by Principal Mullin of the 
Normal school, Inspector Bridges, J. M. 
Palmer of Sackville, Miss Jennie Harvey, 
Miss Thorne, and Miss Duffy. Mr. Mullin 
was very glad that this subject had come 
before the institute, and thought at the 
present time the main object of schools 
was to turn out good men and women. 
Mr. Bridges was of the opinion that while 
a great deal could be accomplished in the 
school a great deal more could be done in 
homes. Mr. Palmer’s address was very 
interesting aud to the point.

Mr. Mullin delivered a very instructive 
address on Pyschology, which was 
followed by a discussion participated in 
by Prof. Davidson and A. S. McFarlane.

At the closing afternoon’s session of the 
York County Teachers’ Institute, Mr. H.
C. Creed, of the Normal school, read an 
interesting and instructive paper on the 
teaching of grammar.

This subject of grammar, he said, is 
very old, but none the less important. It 
is a subject of extreme importance, as it 
affords an excellent means of gaining 
knowledge, and gives facility of expres­
sion.

Tiie speaker read several amusing ex­
tracts from answers given to Normal 
school examinations, in grammar and 
domppsition, which showed a remarkable 
ignorance of the most rudimentary prin­
ciples of these subjects. These facts show 
that these subjects are not properly 
taught in our schools. Reading, listening 
and practice in composition arc helpful. 
Grammar, parsing and analyzing should 
be/taught, but not until the pupil is old 
enough-to understand the subject. Al­
though there is a tendency in some parts 
to do away with the study of grammar 
and composition, and in its place teach 
literature. Mr. Creed thought it would 
be a great mistake to abandon the study 
of these very important subjects. Mr. 
Creed then devoted sometime to pointing 
out, what in his opinion, were mistakes 
in the prescribed text book in grammar, 
and closed hie remarks by saying, that in 
his opinion it was not yet worth while to 
burn our grammars.

Mr. McKay followed with some very 
able and practical hints on analysis and 
parsing, which were listened to with great 
interest by the members of the institute. 
A general discussion then took place, in 
which Messrs. Foster, Rogers, Day, 
Owens, Dr. Inch and others took part.

At the close of this discussion, Mrs. 
Twining addressed the institute in a very 
interesting and suggestive address. The 
question box was next opened and ques­
tions answered by different members, 
after which the institute adjourned sine 
die.

At this meeting of the York County 
Teachers Institute, wasvhe largest and 
most successful gathering of the kind ever 
held here. There were 108 teachers en­
rolled, and the number before never 
reached the 100 mark. The papers read 
and the discussions were valuable and in­
teresting, and altogether officers and 
teachers were very much pleased with tbe 
success of the Institute. Mr. A. 8. 
McFarlane the young Principal of the 
Charlotte Street School is receiving many 
congratulations on having been elected to 
the responsible and honorable position of 
President of the Institute for the iî current

PUBLIC EXAMINATION V

Of the Upper MaugervlUe School Taught 
by Rossborough.-

A telephone message "(from Stanley 
yesterday, conveyed the startling intel­
ligence that William H. White, the well 
known Gibson hotel keeper, had died 
suddenly at that place yesterday morning, 
of heart failure.

Saturday morning he left Gibson to go 
to his brother’s camp near Stanley, to de­
liver some letters. He got as far as 
Johnson’s at the head of the settlement, 
and put up there for the night. Sunday 
morning he rose early and went down 
stairs, and while the fire was being light­
ed he laid down on the sofa. In a few 
moments lie complained of feeling un­
well, and before Dr. Moore, who was 
summoned, could arrive, death had en­
sued. The doctor attributed heart failure 
aa the cause of the sudden demise.

Mr. White was born at Marysville, and 
was a son of the late William White of 
that place. For the past 30 years he has 
carried on the hotel business at Gibson, 
and of course was well known to a very 
large portion of the population. He sat 
in the York Municipal Council for eight 
years, and was a popular representative 
of tile people, and zealously guarded the 
interests of his parish, though he did 
not make any great pretensions at re­
ligion. -

Mr. White was knowmstr-steadfast 
friend of the sick and afflicted. He has' 
repeatedly gone into diphtheria stricken 
houses, and cared for the sufferers, when 
others could not be found to volunteer 
their services. The deceased was twice 
married, and his last wife formerly Mrs. 
Helen Linforth of this city, survives him 
He leaves by his first wife a family of 
four sons, Wellington, Davenport, Moses, 
and’Luke, all residents of the United 
States, and one daughter, Mrs. Bachetler, 
of Boston. Michael White of Nashwaak, 
and Allan, Moses and Elias White of 
Marysville, are brothers of the deceased.

Mr. White possessed considerable pro­
perty at one time, but he was a heavy 
loser by the big Gibson fire in 1893. The 
building where his hotel business is now 
carried on, was the only dwelling saved 
in that locality. The deceased was in his 
62nd year. _____________

AN EXPLANATION.

In oar report of Dr. Inch’s address, at 
the opening of the Teachers’ Institute, 
there occurred a slight error, which we 
are glad to correct. The Chief Superin­
tendent was reported to have said that it 
was under contemplation by the Board of 
Education to require districts having an 
assessable valuation of less than $10,000 
to employ only third-class teachers. What 
he did say, was that it was under contem­
plation to require districts having an as­
sessable valuation of over $10,000, if in 
the receipt of the extra provincial and 
county fund allowance granted to poor 
districts, to employ teachers of a class not 
lower than the second, and to make the 
same regulation in regard to districts not 
on the poor list which have an assessable 
valuation of $15,000 or upwards. It is not 
intended to prevent any district, however 
poor it may be, to employ the best teachers 
available.

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A TORY DEFEAT.

For the first’s time in its history since 
Confederation the county of Cardwell, 
Ontario, has defeated a Tory candidate. 
The Dominion bye-election in that con­
stituency to fill the seat vacated by the 
resignation of R. S. White was held Tues­
day, and resulted in the return of Stubbs, 
the McCarthyite candidats, defeating 
Willoughby, the Tory nominee, by over 
two hundred majority, and the Liberal, 
Henry, by a twô-to-one vote.

Mr. Henry was believed to have a good 
chance up to the last moment, when the 
majority of the Liberals, fearing that the 
split among the government’s opponents 
would ensure the election of Willoughby, 
bolted to Stubbs, and elected him.

The defeat to the government is a very 
serious one, showing that in a usually 
strong Tory constituency like Cardwell, 
their policy on the Manitoba school ques* 
tion is condemned by an immense majority 
of the electors. While the Tory organ 
fees to sneer at the apparently-poor show­
ing made by the Liberal candidate, they 
know, as a matter of fact, that the Mc­
Carthyite and Liberal stood on practically 
the same ground on the two great questions 
at issue in the contest, the tariff question 
and the Manitoba school muddle. Mr. 
McCarthy has announced hitoself over 
and over again as a tariff reformer, and 
everybody knows his attitude’ regarding 
Manitoba. It was this gentleman who 
led the fight in Cardwell against 
the government hosts, and with the 
assistance of the Liberals at the polls, he 
achieved a notable victory, a victory 
which has sent a thrill of dismay into the 
Tory camp at Ottawa, and throughout the 
country. If the government could not 
carry the hitherto strong Tory Cardwell, 
where can they win on the school issue, 
which they have forced on the country.

A gratifying feature of Tuesday’s con­
test was the fact, that in the Roman 
Catholic parish of Adjala, the electors of 
that denomination refused to be dragoon­
ed into voting the Tory ticket, notwith­
standing the appeals made to them on the 
school question. While no doubt anxious 
that their co-religionists in Manitoba 
should secure their just rights, they ob­
ject to the government’s policy of coer- 

"cion, preferring rather the plan of recon­
ciliation proposed by Mr. •Laurier.

The returns from Cardwell were not 
pleasant reading for the Tory ministers, 
but they will have a lot of that kind of 
news before the end of next year.

FORTY-THREE YEARS OLD.

The Religious Intelligencer, published 
in this city by Rev. Dr. McLeod, and the 
organ of the Free Baptists of the Mari­
time provinces, has completed its forty 
third year, being, we believe, with one 
exception, the oldest paper in New Bruns­
wick. Dr. McLeod in the last issue of 
hie paper, indulges in a retrospect, tracing 
briefly the history of the Intelligencer 
from its establishment in 1853, by his 
father, the late Rev. Ezekiel cLeod. It 
was a small sheet, at first published fort­
nightly, and in its second year was 
changed to a weekly. Its founder, who 
was also the Free Baptist clergyman in 
this city, died in 1867, and was succeeded 
both in bis pulpit and bis editorial chair 
by hie son, Dr. McLeod, and the latter 
has conducted the paper successfully ever 
since, enlarging it from time to time, as 
the necessities demanded, and making it 
a popular religious paper, invaluable to 
members of the Free Baptist denom­
ination.

The Intelligencer has kept fairly clear 
of political matters, but occasionally has 
found it necessay to administer reproof to 
the Dominion government for its course 
on prohibition and the Manitobayschool 
question. Dr. McLeod is a vigorous writer, 
and the Intelligencer is an exchange, 
which we never by any means dismiss, 
without a perusal of its well filled pages 
We wish our contemporary many more 
years of useful life and prosperity.

GENERAL ELECTION IN MANITOBA.

The Manitoba legislature has been dis­
solved, the general election is to be held 
January 15th, and the new house will 
meet January the 24th for the despatch 
of business. Premier Greenway has ad­
dressed a manifesto to the electors in 
which he recounts the negotiations which 
have passed between his government and 
the Ottawa authorities on the school ques­
tion. He refers to the “ menacing at­
titude ” of the Dominion government, 
and protests against the attempt of the 
latter to destroy Manitoba’s national 
schools. In view of the proposed reme 
dial legislation to be introduced next 
month at Ottawa, he asks the electors of 
Manitoba to clearly and unmistakably, 
express their opinion on the matter in 
dispute, and expresses the belief that if 
the province votes overwhelmingly 
against the concessions asked for by the 
Ottawa people, the Tory ministers at Ot­
tawa will hesitate before entering upon a 
policy.of coercion against Manitoba.

There is no doubt, Greenway already 
strong in the legislature, will go hack to 
the new house, with an almost unanim­
ous vote of the country in favor of his 
policy of resisting the attempt to bulldoze 
the province into acceptance of Separate 
Schools. The campaign will be a short 
but very lively one, and will be watched 
with intense interest all over Canada.

ATTORNEY GENERAL LONGLEY.

The Hon. J. Wilberforce Longley, At­
torney general of Nova Scotia, who spent 
Sunday in this city with his friend Prof. 
Roberts, and chats pleasantly on some 
important topics in to-day’s Hbrau>, is 
one of the most eloquent and popular of 
Nova Scotia’s younger generation of pub­
lic men.

Mr. Longley was born at Paradise, An­
napolis Co., January 4th, 1849, and will 
soon be 47 years old. He was educated at 
Acadia college, from which he took his 
M. A. degree in 1871. He studied law 
and was admitted to the ]Bar in 1875, 
opening an office in Halifax. Besides 
practising his profession, he also engaged 
in literary work, writing editorials for the 
Halifax Recorder, and for several leading 
magazines. He was returned to the legis­
lature in 1882 for his native county, and 
despite the most vigorous and uncom­
promising opposition has represented it 
ever since. He entered the Nova Scotia

—it as Attorney^teneral twelve 
years ago, and has provey himself a clever 
politician, a brilliant debate^ and the 
main stay of Premier Fielding mthe As­
sembly.

Mr. Longley has travelled extensively, 
both on this continent and in Europe, 
and has addressed many distinguished 
audiences on political and other matters. 
As a lecturer on popular subjects his 
services are widely sought. Mr. Longley 
is an earnest Liberal, a gentleman of pro­
nounced views, and able to eloquently 
express them, whether in the legislature 
in the hustings or in the public press. As a 
stump speaker during an election cam­
paign he is without peer among the Nova 
Scotia politicians. He is bright, keen, 
pungent>nd sarcastic, and few men in the 
sister province, care to meet him in public 
debate.

rTHE IMONROE DOCTRINE.

The observations of James Monroe 
fifth president of the United States, 
which have since been known as the 
Monroe doctrine, were stated to Congress 
in his annual message in 1823, and were 
as follows :

“ We owe it therefore to candor and to 
the amicable relations existing between 
the United States and its allied powers, to 
declare that we should consider any at­
tempt on their part to extend their 
system to any part of this hemisphere, as 
dangerous to our peace and safety. With 
the existing colonies or dependencies of 
any European power, we have not inter­
fered, and shall not interfere, but with the 
governments who have declared their 
independence, and maintained it, and 
whose independence we have on great 
consideration and just principles acknow­
ledged, we could not view any inter­
position for the purpobe of oppressing 
them, or controlling in any other manner 
their destiny by any European power, in 
any other light than as the manifestation 
of an unfriendly disposition towards the 

States.”
The Monroe doctrine no doubt is ac 

ceptèd by the great majority of the peo­
ple of the United States, and just now 
finds its most active advocate in President 
Cleveland, but the European nations are 
not likely to accept the fiat of either 
Munroe or Cleveland as governing their 
relations with their American colonies. 
Lord Salisbury at least, ridicules the pre­
tensions of Cleveland in applying the 
doctrine to the Venezuelan difficulty, 
and in this he is backed up by public 
opinion emphatically expressed by the 
statesmen and press of Germany and 
France.

A POPUARL TEACHER.

Miss Sayre who is leaving this city to 
engage in Kindergarten work in Charlotte­
town, carries with her the best wishes of 
all who have the pleasure of her acquain­
tance. She was the pioneer of Kinder­
garten in Fredericton, and by her inde­
fatigable labors has given it a standing 
and reputation here which will ensure 
its continuance on a permanent basis. 
Miss Sayre was simply idolized by the 
little ones who came under her instruc­
tion, and their parents express every con­
fidence in her as a teacher. She has 
made a deep impress on the minds of her 
youthful charges, and they part from her 
with feelings of very great regret. Socially 
too, Miss Sayre was a favorite, and the 
Daily Herald only expresses the general 
feeling of this community, when it says 
good bye to her with a sincere expression 
of the loss Kindergarten work and social 
circles feel at her removal. .

YANKEE PRETENSION

A United States congressman gives no­
tice of a bill authorizing the President to 
call a conference of all the American re­
publics to mould the Monroe .doctrine 
into an international law ; but, even with 
this elaborate re-christening, it is probable 
that Lord Salisbury and other European 
rulers will regard the absurd claims of the 
United States to the protectorate of the 
American,continents with no more respect 
than at present. It is not proposed to 
invite the European nations to the confer­
ence, although such important powers as 
Great Britian, France and Spain have 
colonies in America, and the results of 
the international gathering will have no 
more influence on these nations than will 
the findings of Cleveland’s Venezuelan 
commission. United States politicians are 
rendering themselves supremely ridicu­
lous these days.

Tub United States politicians who want 
war with Great Britain, have run up 
against two important and influential 
classes of the nation, the financiers and 
the clergymen. The former are going to 
the wall daily as the result of the jingo 
talk, with loud and deep imprecations 
against the men who have thrown the 
country into a financial panic. The latter 
from their pulpits yesterday, preached the 
Christmas message of “ Peace and Good­
will,” and arraigned the President for his 
attempt to plunge two great Christian 
nations into a bloody tfar.

A Fredericton gentleman who has 
just returned from Toronto, reports busi­
ness of all kinds in a deplorable condition 
in that city, the greatest Tory city in 
Canada. Real estate values were never 
so low as at present, and there are almost 
daily failures among the tradesmen. The 
farmers are receiving miserable prices for 
their produce, potatoes selling as low as 
ten cents per bushel, turkeys at six cents 
per lb., and every other variety of coun­
try produce at a proportionate rate. And 
yet Toronto gives an almost undivided 
support to the N. P.

Hon. Dr. Montague has been promoted 
to the portfolio of agriculture in the Do­
minion government, an appointment that 
will be received with a smile of derision 
all over Canada. Fancy a young country 
doctor placed at the head of so important 
a department. Dr. Montague may know 
à great deal about physics and something 
about politics, but his knowledge of agri­
culture is nil. His selection for the 
position is an insult to the scores of intelli­
gent farmers in parliament, and to the 
whole body of agriculturists in the 
country.

The financial panic is evidently subsid­
ing in the United States, but the future 
depends on the London speculators show­
ing how completely our American friends 
are at the mercy of the nation with whom 
they pretend they would like to make 
war. If the United State cannot stand a 
war scare, what would become of them if 
they had the real thing.

It is the Cleveland Plain Dealer which 
suggests that “ Man is somewhat like a 
sausage, fair enough upon the skin ; but 
you never know exactly how much hog 
there is within.”

On Monday evening, Hon. Wilfred 
Laurier, Hon. W. S. Fielding, Premier of 
Nova Scotia, Hon. H. R. Emmerson, 
Chief Commissioner of Public Works in 
the New Brunswick government, and 
Hon. D. C. Fraser, M. P. for Guysboro, 
N. S., assisted Hon. James McShane, the 
Liberal candidate, in addressing an im­
mense meeting in Windsor hall, Montreal 
and the Maritime men especially, were 
given a royal reception.

Some of the Press Comments.
The Montreal Herald report says : 

“ One of the most pleasing features of the 
night was the warm, hearty welcome 
given to Messrs Fielding, Emmerson and 
Fraser, M. P. The gentlemen from down 
by the sea were welcomed in a manner 
that told of the treat the people expected 
—and the people were not disappointed. 
The questions of the day were treated 
from every standpoint, and the enthus­
iasm aroused was second only to that in­
spired by the hon. leader.”

The Montreal Star (Conservative) says : 
“Long before eight o’clock the hall was 
filled to the doors, and it was only by dint 
of much “ moving up,” pushing and 
squeezing, that a portion of the unfortun­
ates who came late could be accommodat­
ed with standing room. The enthusiasm 
that prevailed throughout, was extraordi­
nary, and its spontaniety was apparent. 
The gallery was filled with ladies, whose 
presence seemed to inspire the orators to 
even higher flights than usual. It was 
“ Maritime Province” night, and the Hon. 
Mr. Laurier spoke very briefly himself, in 
order that the audience might have every 
opportunity of hearing the visitors. The 
Hon. Mr. Fielding, Premier of Nova Scotia, 
made the speech of the evening, and the 
Hon. Mr. Emmerson, Minister of Public 
Works in the New Brunswick Cabinet, 
also made a very favorable impression.”

The Star reports Hon. Mr. Emmerson’s 
speech in full as follows :

Hr. Emmerson’s Address.
“ Mr. Chairman, ladies and gentlemen ; 

fellow countrymen ; I am profoundly 
grateful for the warm and hearty reception 
which you have given me, coming, as I 
do, from a province by the sea. I have 
been told that we would be warmly re­
ceived, and I am proud that the assurance 
has been fulfilled. Although I have not 
been many years in public life ; yet, dur­
ing these few years I have felt that it 
should be the aim and the object of pub­
lic men in all sections of the Dominion to 
meet together as often as they can, to 
mingle together and know more of each 
other.

I have seen that exemplified in the 
visits which have been made by some of 
our friends down to our country, and I 
know the good results which have follow­
ed those visits. Our honored leader, the 
Hon. Mr. Laurier, came there. He came, 
he saw, and, if he did not always conquer, 
it was

Through No Fault of His.
Certainly he conquered the hearts of his 
friends, not only by his eloquence, but by 
his winsome grace of manner. He had 
done much to sweep away prejudices. In 
Westmorland County Mr. Tarte has done 
good work, and has given the people 
there a conception of him which they did 
not previously «posses?. Whenever he 
goes there again he can rely upon it that 
he will receive a warm and hearty wel­
come. (Cheers). Montreal, the people 
down by the sea realize, is the great com­
mercial and industrial centre of our com­
mon country ; the great heart of the trade 
of the country, from which extends the 
arteries of the business life of the nation. 
Montreal depends for its prosperity upon 
the prosperity of the whole country. The 
interests of one section of the country in­
volve the interests of the others ; Mon­
treal is, therefore concerned in the

Welfare of the Maritime Provinces.
If times are prosperous in the mari­

time provinces, there will be a reflex ac­
tion upon the interests of Montreal. Your 
trade will increase ; purchases will be 
greater, and greater benefits will accrue 
generally. We cannot, therefore, discuss 
these questions from a sectional point of 
view. We cannot discuss the interests of 
one section without involving the affairs 
of all and every section of our common 
country. (Cheers.)

Down by the sea we believe that the 
more trade there is, the more wealth 
there is, and that if we prosper there the 
Dominion at large will have the benefit. 
You have had, I think, upon this very 
platform, if I am not mistaken, the Min­
ister of Finance, that intellectual giant of 
the maritime provinces, the man who has 
vanquished Mackenzie, who has driven 
Blake from our shores, and who would 
annihilate our leader—if he could. I have 
read his speech of Saturday last, and I 
want to know why he did not speak of 
he county, which he has the honor to 
represent. Mr. Foster had

Said Nothing About the Fact
that the county he represented—Kings 
County—had decreased 2500 in population 
from 1881 to 1891 ; that there had been 
reductions in the population in almost 
every county in New Brunswick. The 
ship building industry of the Maritime 
Provinces had declined. Did not that 
decline effect Montreal 7 That decline 
wife due to the so-called National Policy, 
(Applause) True, there had been great 
improvements in ship building; steam 
instead of canvas ; iron and steel instead 
of wood. But had we not iron and steel 
enough and everything in abundance in 
this country to build ships equal to those 
of any country 7 Why had the industry 
decayed ? Because of the National Policy. 
Protection had also ruined the merchant 
navy of the United States, whose carrying 
trade was now carried on by

The Ships of Great Britain
and other countries. We were now all 
not scared, but amused, at the talk of war. 
(Applause.)

When the United States went to war 
with Great Britain in 1812 that country 
had a large and flourishing merchant 
marine. The “ National Policjb’ had, to 
use the phrase quoted by Mr. Foster, 
cribbed, cabined and confined its trade of 
the country. The workingmen of the 
country, and of Montreal in particular, 
knew well to-day that they were worse off 
now than they were formerly, and had to 
pay more for their necessities. If they 
elected the Liberals to power trade would 
be enlarged, work would-be plentiful, and 
wages better. (Applause.) The whole 
country was clamoring for a change of 
government.

If a commodity was increased in price, 
a man had to work longer to earn thp 
money to purchase that article. Even 
the Conservatives, by their actions

Had Admitted That Doctrine,
when, in 1893, they had promised tariff 
reform. They had appealed for support, 
on the ground that they had reduced 
sugar duties.

A cry had now gone forth that there 
must be a reform of the tariff— (cheers)— 
and everybody recognized the fact that a 
tariff was a tax, and the less the tariff, the 
less the tax. The hon. gentleman then 
ridiculed the Government’s pretence of 
making reforms in the tariff, and the 
“ clerical errors,” which had prevented 
the coming into effect of these reforms. 
A change was needed, he continued, and 
the necessity for the change was felt most 
in the large centres. Still the demand for 
change was general. He concluded by 
asking them to stand by the Hon. Wilfrid 
Laurier, and Montreal would find the, 
maritime provinces by their side working, 
shoulder to shoulder.

CHRISTMAS MARKET-

Without a Doubt the Largest of the 
Season.

If any indications were needed to con­
vince one of the fact that Christmas was 
rapidly approaching, they would have 
been found by a walk through the country 
market Tuesday. As early as eight 
o’clock produce laden teams began to ar­
rive, and continued to pour in up to eleven 
o’clock, and it staggered people to know 
where they were all coming from. All 
morning the market square was one strug­
gling mass of humanity. People were rush­
ing right and left through the deep mud, 
and were bumping against each other in 
all directions, and all with one purpose 
in view^that of securing something sub­
stantial for the Christmas dinner. There 
was an enormous quantity of fowls of­
fered for sale, and the demand was quite 
equal to the supply. Prices were con­
siderably lower than last season ; for 
instance, pork, which brought 8 cents per 
pound then only brought 5 this morning. 
Turkeys sold at 9 to 11 cents per pound, 
and geese 50 to 70 cents each, according 
to quality ; chickens brought all the way 
from 30 to 50 cents per pair, and ducks, 
50 to 60 cents. Other prices were about 
the same as published in The Herald on 
Saturday.

A Christmas Eve Squabble.
Tuesday evening,a short course sergeant 

belonging to Nova Scotia and attached to 
the Royal Regiment for instruction, was 
walking calmly down Queen street in 
company with his best girl, when he was 
overtaken by another short course soldier 
named Doyle, hailing from Woodstock, 
and brutally assaulted. The sergeant at 
once turned upon his assailant, and was 
about to administer to him a severe drub­
bing when the police happened along and 
ran the both of them in. Wednesday 
morning they secured their liberty by 
depositing $5, which was forfeited at the 
police court Thursday. Doyle former­
ly belonged to the permanent corps here 
and is well known about the city as a 
tough character. He was considerably 
under the influence of liquor at the time, 
and held a grudge against the sergeant, 
which prompted him to commit the as­
sault. The latter was perfectly sober, and 
gave Doyle not the slightest provocation.

Xmas at the Alms House.
The inmates of the Alms house were 

well looked after Christmas, in the 
matter of Christmas luxuries. They were 
furnished with an elaborate dinner by 
His Worship the Mayor and Mrs. Van- 
Wart, both of whom paid the institution 
a visit during the noon hour, and watched 
the proceedings with a great deal of in­
interest. Several of the societies con­
nected with the different churches kindly 
remembered the unfortunates with parcels 
of confectionery, fruits, nuts, and alto­
gether the day was a pleasant and en- 
oyable one for them.

SHOP LIFTING

Has been extensively Carried en Here 
During the Past Week.

That ubiquitous clash of society known 
as shop-lifters, who always make their 
presence felt in this dity ddtlng the holiday 
season, have been getting in their work in 
fine style lately. The bargain counters of 
some of the large establishments which 
deal extensively in fancy goods, have been 
the principal targets for these light 
fingered worthies, thought the perfumery 
counters of several of the drug stores have 
not escaped attention at their hands. It 
is a regrettable fact, but nevertheless true> 
that in the majority of cases, the offenders 
are believed to be of the female sex. Dur­
ing the rush of the Christmas season, 
when the clerks are constantly on the 
jump, it is a very easy matter for a person 
so disposed to enter a shop and while 
making a pro text of examining goods 
drop something into an over-coat pocket 
or slip it under a cloak and escape with­
out being apprehended. This has been 
carried on to an enormous extent during 
the past week and in some cases the cheek 
and boldness displayed by the thief was 
astounding. Possibly most of those who 
carry on this nefarious occupation imagine 
that they do so unnoticed, but they never 
made a greater mistake, if they labor 
under this delusion. We venture the 
statement that many of our merchants 
could furnish the names of at least a 
dozen persons, whose “ lifting” operations 
have come under their personal notice. If 
some of these names were made public it 
would be a revelation to the citizens of 
Fredericton, but unless some plan such as 
this is adopted, the practice will continue 
to go on year after to the expense and 
Annoyance of the business community.

An illustration as to how these opera­
tions are carried on might be in order 
here. Last Monday two well known 
young ladies, or females would be a more 
appropriate term, entered a leading drug­
gist’s establishment, and at once began 
rummaging over a counter containing 
among other things, a quantity of fancy 
perfume cases, each containing from one 
to three bottles of high class perfumery. 
After they had subjected the contents of 
the table to a pretty thorough overhaul­
ing, they took their departure without 
making any purchase. After they had 
gone, the proprietor, who was quite 
familiar with such characters, and had 
his suspicions aroused, made an examina­
tion, and discovered that two bottles of 
perfumery were missing from their cases. 
He informed the clerks of the incident, 
and instructed them to keep a sharp 
watch in future. On Tuesday, the same 
two females who had lifted the perfumery 
the day previous, again paid the ‘estab­
lishment a visit, and as a consequence, 
another bottle of perfumery came very 
near going to join its two brothers which 
had been abducted the day before. But 
this time the proprietor was up to snuff, 
and kept such a close watch upon 
his visitors, that they had no opportunity 
to get in their crooked work. When 
they saw that they were under surveil­
lance, the would-be purloinere became 
intensely interested in the names of the 
various patent medicines that were dis­
played in a show case, and after casting a 
wistful glance at the perfumery counter, 
took their departure.

Hosts of other similar cases could be 
instanced, but the above is sufficient to 
show the methods employed, and the 
amount of cheek and nerve possessed by 
this class of our population.

A donation to Rev. Mr. Freeman, paster 
of the Maugerville Baptist church, was 
held at his residence Christmas, and was 
a great success. Upwards of fifty persons 
were present, and the reverend gentle­
man was the recipient of $26 in cash, and 
a large number of useful and costly pres­
ents. The wretched condition of the 
roads which made travelling very difficult, 
was the means of keeping quite a number 
away, who had intended being present. 
After ample justice had been done to the 
delicious spread, which had been thought­
fully provided by the ladies of the con­
gregation, Parson Freeman returned hie 
thanks to the parishonere, and referred 
to his labors among them, and spoke of 
the kindly disposition they had always 
manifested towards him. He also spoke 
of the social character of these gatherings, 
and the happy good feeling that was pro­
duced by bringing people of different re­
ligions together, who found that after 
all they were only separated from one 
another by imaginary rather than real 
differences.

The Hon. J. Wilberforce Longley, M.
P. P., for Annapolis, and Attorney Gener­
al in the Nova Scotia local government, 
arrived in the city Saturday evening to 
spend Sunday with his friend Professor 
Roberts, and during his stay was inter­
viewed on the lending questions of time 
by The Daily Herald. The reporter 
found the genial politician curling wreaths 
of blue smoke from his pipe in Professor 
Roberts library, and was cordially greeted.

“ How is The Daily Herald?” said ber 
and when assured of our excellent condi­
tion and prospects, Mr. Longley expressed 
the pleasure he felt that an aggressive 
and enterprising Liberal daily organ had 
been started in Fredericton.

“ I have been more or less a newspaper 
man myself for twenty years, and always 
feel a warm interest in the press,” added 
the attorney general.

And with this preliminary skirmish, 
the reporter and the politician settled 
down to a discussion of some political 
themes.

“ What of Liberal prospects in the 
sister province of Nova Scotiav and in 
Canada generally” was the first query. 

Hurled at Mr. Longley.
In regard to the prospects of the Liber­

al party, my belief is that they are going 
tq win overwhelmingly in the Dominion, 
at least they will have a majority in every 
province in the Dominion except New 
Brunswick on election night ; and they 
will have a majority in New Brunswick 
three weeks after the election. It seems, 
unfortunately, to be characteristic of the 
people of New Brunswick, to have a press­
ing desire to keep in with the ruling 
power. In Nova Scotia the Liberals have 
been so often disappointed in the result 
of general elections that one feels a little 
timid in indulging in prophecy, but the 
prospects are that the Liberals will carry 
a majority in Nova Scotia. The present 
standing of parties is fifteen government 
and six opposition. In nearly every con­
stituency the Liberals have already candi 
dates in the field, and there are great 
tokens of reaction in all parts,

“ What are the apparent reasons for the 
change of sentiment in regard to the gov­
ernment?” asked the reporter.

“ It is due,” replied Mr. Longley, “ to a 
variety of reasons. First, the general 
feeling that this 
Government Have Been in Power Too 

Long
and have become corrupt, and it is in the 
public interest that thqre should be more 
frequent changes in the administrations. 
Secondly, the National Policy has become 
greatly dircreditod since the last election, 
and especially since the publication of the 
last census returns. The only result that 
has been secured by the National Policy 
has been the creation of a few trusts and 
combines, which have enriched them­
selves at the expense of the masses of the 
people, and the real character of the sys 
tem fs just beginning to be understood. 
The third and perhaps one of the most 
potent causes of the falling off is the losses 
which the conservative party have sus­
tained by death. Sir John A. Macdonald, 
whose prestige was an enormous source 
of strength to his party, and from whose 
magnetism the party was able to secure 
strength and courage, has died and left no 
successor. Sir John Thompson, who was 
a man that commanded considerable con­
fidence and respect, has also died. Sir 
Mackenzie Bowell, is a very respectable 
old geutleman, but no one regards him as 
capable of flaming the popular imagina­
tion, or holding the reins with any 
strength. As a consequence 
The Conservative Party Is rapidly Dis­

integrating
and is being rent by defections and cut up 
into factions. The liberal party, on the 
other hand, is entirely united, and has in 
its leader, Mr. Laurier, a man who has 
not only the respect, but the admiration 
and love of all classes of people.”

“ What are your views in relation to 
the Manitoba school question ?” queried 
the scribe

“ In a country like this,” said the Nova 
Scotia’s Attorney General, “ with various 
creeds and religious differences the great 
est possible toleration should prevail, and 
the spirit of bigotry should be exorcised to 
the largest possible extent. The govern 
ment seem pledged to introduce remedial 
legislation, and I cannot help but think 
that this will be a most unfortunate thing 
for all parties concerned. The result of it 
will fall heaviest upon the Roman 
Catholic minority of Manitoba, 
measure passed by the Federal parliament

and will be practically incapable of being 
enforced ; and it will also tend to in­
voke a spirit of resistance on the part of 
Manitoba and prevent the conceding 
such reasonable rights as would satisfy 
the just claims of the Roman Catholic 
minority. I believe fully in Mr. Laurier’s 
policy of having no federal interference 
until the facts have been thoroughly in­
vestigated ; and if it appears that injustice 
is being done to the minority in Manitoba 
then Federal power can very proper­
ly be invoked to induce the Manitoba 
government or legislature to concede 
necessary changes. I have no doubt from 
what I know of both Mr. Laurier’s views 
and those of Mr. Green way and colleagues 
that an equitable arrangement can easily 
be made if the latter were approached in 
a reasonable and proper spirit. The 
worst thing that can happen is to have a 
federal act passed as I consider under the 
constitution is irrepealable, and con­
sequently irreparable.

“ Do you think that war is likely to 
occur between Great Fritain and the 
United States over the Venizuela ques­
tion ? ”
“When Mr. Cleveland’s message was first 

delivered in Congress, the situation look
