Now Vicar-Apostolic of Jamaica.

The intimation that Father Gor
don B, J. Glasgow, has been appoint-
ed by His Holiness Vicar-Apostolic
of Jamaica came upon priests and
J;‘eople in Scotland with surprise.

he Rev. Charles Gordon, thus sig-
nally favored by the Holy See is a
native of Endinburg, where he was
born fifty-cight years ago, He be-
longs to an old Catholic Highland
family, his father being the late Sir
Charles Gordon, of Argyleshire.
Up till his thirty-sixth year he lived
the retired life of a Scotch landed

proprietor. When the crisis in
Rome broke out in 1867 however,
he at oncoe took up a publie position.

He enrolled himself as an officer of
the Papal Zouuves, and enlisting
many recruits for that regiment in
his pative country, he set out at
their head to do all in his power to
safeguard the interests of Pius IX.
in the Eternal City. He remained
a layman in Rome for two years,
but he then (1869) cntered the
Jesuit Order, for which he ever felt
& special calling. e was ordained
priest at Rome, which he left in
1878 for Galashiels, Scotland, From
there the new Vicar, who is Titular
Bishop of Thyatian, went for two
years' experience to the Cape of
Good Hope. In 1881 he returned

with him for nearly an hour. He
was frank and evidently sincere.
Having learned that he neglected
his religious duties for nearly ten
years, and had never once entered |
the chapel or the mission, I put be-
fore him what ought to be done
without delay. He had evidently
not lost his faith, though his prac-
tico had certainly been defective.
Baflice it to say, briefly, that I then
and there heard his confession, gave
him my blessing, and left.

“On the following day—Sunday
within the Octave of All Saints’,—
though I had expected to see the
young man at the presbytery, hav-
ing made an appointment, he never
came ; nor, 80 fur as [ could notice
or discover, had he been to divine
sorvice. I wondered at this, but the
thought, on which I dwelt for a
while, soon away. On the
Monday immediately following, how-
ever, his old and ‘ithfnl servant,
almost heart-broken with grief, wait-
ed upon me at the presbytery to tell
me of his sudden and unegpected
death. [ acknowled, that I was
awe-strickon when I was informed
of it. He had been found doad in
his bed! He died, as the doctor
declared, of rheumatism of the heart
a few hoars after our interview ; for
his corpse was found cold and stiff
about ten o'clock on Sanday morn-
ing.

Caron d¢ Besumarchais, the Freach
dramatist, was one of the most remark-
able men of his day. He is known in
this country chiefly by his celebrated
comedies, ‘ Le Barbier de Seville' and
“ Le marriage de Figaro,’ or rather by
the operas founded on them. to which
Mozart and Roesini coutributed their
beautiful music, apd which bave gained
unbounded popularity in every country
in Europe.
