Premier Peters has returned
home from London. As our
readers are aware, it is almost a
month since intelligence of his
absolute failure in his conduet of
the representation case before the
Privy Council was flashed to this
gide of the -Atlantic.

Flotsam and Jetsam.

The British bark Inverkip [Capt.
Jones, from Melbourne for Queenstown]
was esunk and twenty persons were
drowned as the result of a collision off
Fastnet Rock, Ireland, last Saturday
night, with the British ship Lochchar-
ron [Capt. Clark] from the Clyde.

Victoria, Aylmer near Ottawa was
taken to 8t Luke’s Hospital on Sanday
night with his neck dislocated as the
result of an awkward dive. He was
bathing at the hotel wharf and was
seen after diving to straighten out as
though paralyzed. A companion res-
cued him immediately. Hischances of
recovery are slight.

The British torpedo boat destroyer
Decoy sank off the Scilly Islands last
Saturday night as the reenlt of a
collision with another destroyer. The
crew was saved. The Decoy was a
vessel of 4,200 indicated horse power,
265 tons displacement, and was
capable of making 27 knots an hour.
She was equipped with three torpedo
tubes and one 12 pounder and three 6
pounder quick firing guns and carried
a complement of fifty men.

The British missien to Thibet is
experiencing difficulty in obtaining
supplies, and no attempt has yet been
made to start negotiations. Thibetan
officizls, baving been warned that if
supplies were not forthcoming the
British would be obliged to seize them,
replied that they were unable to compel
the peasants to sell their grain. After
geveral hours’ delay some monks
produced a hundred maunds of barley

When the
people of St. Petersburg retired last even-
ing reports from Tokio and Chee Foo of
the sea fight which followed the departue
of the squadron were so cooflicting and
inconclusive that strong hope exists that
the Rassian ship may have succeeded in
breaking through the Japs fleet. Indeed
it is rumored that the Admiralty received
information that the squadron passed
beyond Shan Tung, Premontory which
would be at least 159 miles to the south-
east of Port Arthur and into the Yellow
Sea. Though unable to confirm the rumor
the Associated Press learns that the
family of Lieut Sniynoroff an officer of the
hattleship Czarevitch last evening received
s despatch dated at Tsing Schan. The
message contained only two words ** alive,
embraces. ”
Tokio, Aug. 12.—Admiral logo reports
that the Russian battleship Czarevitch was
sunk. It is believed the Russian fleet has
returned to Port Arthur.

Tokio, August 13.—Admiral Togo re-
norts the following :—Oa August the 10th
our combined fleets attacked the enemy’s
fleet near Gugan rocks. The Russian
vessels emerged from Port Arthur trylng
to go south, We pursued the enemy to
the eastward. Bevere fighting lasted from
one o’clock on Wednesday afternoon, until
sundown when towards the close, the
enemy’s forces weakened remarkably.
Their formation became confused and then
their ships scattered. @ The Russian
craisers Askcld, Novik and several torpedo
boat destroyers fled to the southward.
Others of the enemy’s ships retreated
separately towards Port Arthar. We
pursued them and it appears, inflicted
considerable damage. We found life
buoys and other articles belonging to the
Russian battleship Czarevitch floating at
sea. The Czarevitch was probably sank.
We received mno reports from the
torpedo boats and torpedo boat destroyers
which were engaged in the attack on the
ships of the enemy. The Russian vessels
with the exception of the Askold and New.
Czarevitch aud cruiser Pullada appeared
to have returned to Port Arthur. Oar
damage was slight om fighting power not
being impaired.
Shaoghai, August 13.—The Russian
protected cruiser Askold arrived at
Woosung. with her fourth funnel gonme
close to the deck. All her funnels were
riddled by shells ; one gun on the port side
was dismounted, and she had several large
reats above the water line. One
lieutenant and eleven men were killed and
fifty men wounded.

ADDRESS AT THE GRADUATION ExER-
o1ses oF TriniTY CoLLEGE, WasH-
INGTON, BY VERY REv. Epwarp
A. Pacg, Pu, D., oF THE CATHOLIO
UNIVERSITY.

The diplomas which bave just been
conferred by bis Eminence upon the
gradnates of Trinity College are the
offioisl expression of the epproval
given by the oollege to the work that
these women have carried on during
the past four years. They are the

- outward. signs of an inward culiure
which has been imparted to them.
The cultare, however, has all been
directed in view of an ideal which
the college adopted at the very out-
set of its work, The college woman,
meaning thereby the woman who
bas received the benefit of a college
eduocation, has been and still is one
of the fairest ideals that the ednoa-
tional world can place before itself.
That that ideal shopld vary from
time to time, from perind to period
in the growth of our educational in-
stitutions is not surprising.  The
higher the education given to woman
beoomes, the fairer is that ideai; the
wider the opportanities that are
opened to the college graduate, the
more serious is the work of prepara-
tion by whioh she enters upon that
field. Finslly, in proportion as the
woman gradusate takes her place
better in that field, in proportion as
she profits by the opportunities
which are given to her, in thatsame
proporticn is she more highly appre-
eiated, is the idesl of higher educs-
tion for women more thoroughly
roceived, is the ipstitution which
prepares her regarded with greater
approvel.

We may say that there has been
in this country within the past
twenty-five years, in the closing de-
cades of the nineteenth centary, s
better appreciation of the woman’s
college eand of the college womao
than ever before, either in this coure
try orin the old world ; but now,
what is the ideal that this institation

Boaf thet attempted the task of giv.-
ing women a higher education;
there are institations all over this
country stronger in many respects
as they are older ; nevertheless Trin-
ity Co!lege did not have to discover
an ideal; that idesl was written
clearly and plainly in the whcle bis.
tory of Oathclic edncation. Just ae
the Csurch tc—day in founding a pew
institutior, whether it be college or
university, does not have 1o go be-
yoad its own record to determine
what that institation shall aim at,
80 the founders of Trinity College
did not have to 100k beyond the ideal
which had nst ocly been prepared,
but also been realized a thoueand
times over in the history of the
Qatholic Church.

Itisa false
idea to think that the woman educat-
ed in college is one who has learned
to live among books alone, is one who
treasures her cultyre, her refinement
for herself alone; but at the proper
time and in the proper circum-
atances, guided by that inner instinct
which comes from cultare and edu-
cation, the college woman is able to
go forth as through the gates of the
sanctuary to dispense among otbers
tho blessings which she herselt has
received. The college woman bcs
cause she is cultured, does npt there-
by look down upon those who have
not had the same advantages; oa the
contrary, culture means a broaden-
ing out of her sympathies. She
is ready to enter into every good
work and help those who strive to
uplift others. Consequently, wher-
ever we find a genuine college woman
we find that she is the médium, the
cbannel of communication between
all the cuitore, all the spiritual in.
beritance of the race and the entire
race a8 it exists at present.

The women who
go forth from Trinity College to-day
bave received an education in which
faith and 1ntelligence barmoniously
blend, We know we!l enough that in
the judgment of the woild at the pre-
seot time intelligence counts for nearly
everjthing, and sometimes the re-
proach has been made to our Catholic
people: “Yes, but you do not oc
cupy the high places of intelligence ;
others hold those places. You, who
are living in the past, you refer to the
history of the Church, what the Church
has done for science, what the Church
has done for’ civilization, but let us
live in the present, and let us cast up
the account.” Now it is precisely in
the- lives of those who graduate from
Trinity College that we expect, and
expect confidently, an answer to every
such cbargé, and even 1o any such
suspicions as these. Books are writ-
ten to prove that faith and intelligence
are in barmony. Theoretically the
demonstration bas its own value, but
the men and the women who combine
in themselves in a concrete form
Oatholic faith with the highly cultivat-
ed intelligence, they are the living
arguments we want to refute all
charges against Christian belief as op-
posed to science and education,
Faith and intelligence, united with
character—these are the three factors
that not only make beautiful the
life of women, but that spread all
around her the sweet fragrance of ber
influence, of her virtues, and these we
confidently say have been carefully
developed duing the four years of
your experience bere in the college.
To you, therefore, the first gradu
ates of Trinity, as you pass beyond its
portals to-day, there is but a simple
word to be said. Remember that as
a result, a necessary result of your
training and of your experience here,
you have contracted certain respon-
sibilities, These respoasibilities, in
the first place, concern the institution
in which you have been trained and
which bave conferred upon you to-
day the first honors that it ever con=
ferred.

cation,

Not to the college alone, not to the
work of Catholic education alone do
you bear responsibility. Pérhaps the

selves, If these four years that you
baye spent bere are to mean some-
thing in your lives, it wi}] be precisely
in the degree in which they have de-
veloped in you the sense of being true
to yourselves,

Carry out as the resoive thai shall
guide all your actions to be true to
yourselves as graduates of the college,
true to yourselves as representatives
of the highest type of Oatholic educa-
cation given i@ womanp, jrue to your-
selves as Catholic women. Go out

sociation, to which he replied in hap-
py aad well chosen terms, He thank-
ed the people for the enthusiastic: re-
ception they had given him, and then
gave the Apostolic benediction,

In the afternoon His Lordship ad~-
ministered the Sacrament of Confir-
mation, one bundred and seventy
candidates met in the High School
and marshalled by the officers of the
Star of the Sea Association and
bearing flags and banners, marched
tothe Cburch. Oppasite the Presby-
fery they cheered for fhe Bishop, Frs
Veitch and Murphy, who then joined
the procession to the Church, which
now greatly reinforced by citizens in
waggons aud on foot. Before ad-
ministering the Sacrament the Bishop
addressed a few words of instruction
and admonition to the children.
He dwelt particularly on the natural
and supernatural graces and expressed
bis hope that all to be con-
firmed would remaia true to their re-
religion and live the lives of practical
Catholics and thus be an honor to
their parents, to their teachers, to
their country and to their God. In
this imposing ceremony his Lord
ship was assisted by the Rev Messrs
Veitch, Murphy and O’Donnell, and
was witnessed by a thronged Church,
comprising not only the Holyrood
congregation en masse, but also large
oumbers of promineat residents from
the adjacent towns, Dinner was
served at the ‘presbytery at five
o'clock.
