which the Divine Offloe as recited 
throughout the world is now chan­
ged, brings ebont one ol the most 
■mportaot reforms yet undertaken 
by Pius X. For mauy years the 
Holy See has been requested by the 
Bishops of various countries to re- 
form the Breviary. Toe French.

^Qraiutika Bishops asktif* "that the 
Church should return to the ancient 
custom of reciting the Psalter every 
week; those of the Untied States 
petitioned that it shonld be abbre­
viated ; while those of Germany 
naked for the correction of certain 
parts that were not in hat mony with 
history. After years of study given 
to the question by a special Com­
mission appointed by the Pope, the 
reform has oome at last.

In the opening of the Constitution 
the Roly Father dwells upon the 
beanty of the Psalms, “Wherefore,” 
says Pins X in the Const Italian, 
“provision was rightly made by the 
decrees of the Roman Pontiffs, by 
the canons of the Connoils, and by 
monastic laws, that the members of 
both parts of the clergy should re. 
cite or sing every week the entire 
Psalter. This regolation, which 
was banded down from the Fathers,
- ur predecessors S. Pius V, Clement 
VIII, and Urban VIII, piously pre­
served in acknowledging tbe Roman 
Breviary.”

"Id eouree of time,” proceeds the 
Pontiff, “ tbe old order was departed 
from, inasmuch as the offices ol 
Saints were introduced, and thus by 
degrees the present order came into 
use. It is no wonder then that 
Bishops throughout tbe world, both 
n tbe present and past Pontificate-, 

asked the old custom to be recallaJ, 
without, however, any heavier obli­
gation being laid upon the more la­
borious part of the clergy,’’

The 
transferring of impeded feasts is 
abolished, except in oases of feasts of 
the first and second class, in which 
esse these may be transferred to the 
followit g day, Sunday feasts are 
given back their old place of honor, 
so that only feasts of the Divine Re­
deemer, and those having the dig- 
oily of fitst and second class may be 
solemnized on snob days. Inferior 
feasts receive only a commemoration 
on Sundays, so that tbe Mass and

and regular clergy, in monasteries, 
orders, congregations and institu­
tions of religions, and each or al| 
who, either from obligation or cus­
tom recite tbe canonical hours ac­
cording to the Roman Breviary pub­
lished by S. Pius V, and recognized 
oy Clement VIII, Urban VIII and 
Leo J^III, we command the new 
order of the Psal er to be carefully 
observed, snob as we approved, with 
its rules and rubrics and decrees, to 
be published by the Vatican press. 
At the same time we announce the 
penalties to he decided upon for 
those who might fail in the datly 
fulfillment of their duty in t^ie leci- 
tationof the Canonical Honrs. Let 
it be understood by those that they 
will not satisfy so grave a duly un­
less this new order of tbe Psalter, as 
Lid down by us, is followed.

'fmaoaiw, ti may be *e«etMd that eo 
inconsiderable portion of our con 
temporary literature owes its origin to 
studies undertaken for work in ’Tbe 
Catholic Encyclopedia.’

The Borden Government continue to furnish evi­
dence at every turn that they area business adminis­
tration ; that they hold office for the purpose of 
safe-guarding the great trust committed to their 
keeping by the people of Canada. They do not 
waste valuable time discussing useless schemes, but 
devote their talents and energies unreservedly to 
the public affairs of Canada. A strong evidence 
of their prompt business methods was manifested 
on the reassembling of Parliament, after recess, on 
Wednesday last, ioth inst. Immediately after 
routine proceedings, the Finance Minister, Hon. 
Mr. White, tabled the estimates of expenditure 
for the next year, thus starting at once the most 
important business of the session, voting supplies.

The Borden Government have, without delay, 
afforded to the people of this Province the most 
practical and tangible evidence of their earnest de 
sire to assist them. The estimates, tabled in the 
House of Commons on the ioth inst., contain a vote 
of $400,000 towards the car ferry project between 
this Island and the mainland. Here we have, in 
quick succession, the promise of redress of our 
grievance in the matter of transportation ; then 
the promise of remedying the evil by means of a 
car ferry, and now the sum of $400,000 placed in 
the estimates to start the project at once. That 
surely means business of the most important na 
ture to the people ol Prince Edward Island. What 
a contrast to the methods of the late fifteen year 
old Liberal Government, that talked, talked, talked, 
but accomplished nothing Among other items of 
expenditure for this Province are $69 500 for the 
branch line to Elmira, and $7,300 for increased 
railway accommodation at Summerside.

According to the figures submitted, the total 
expenditure so far estimated will be $149,789,677. 
This is $6,289,861 less than the amount voted last 
year. Of the total amount to be voted $27.574, 
348 is authorized by statute. According to the 
estimates, the amount to be taken from the Con­
solidated Revenue Fund next year is $77,344, - 
956," and the disbursements on capital account will 
amount to $44,870,372, or $1,592,248 less than 
the amount of the present year. Among the latter 
estimates, apart from those above mentioned, 
are $25,000,000 for the Transcontinental Rail­
way ; $3,000,000 for the Quebec Bridge ; $5,- 
000,000 for deepening Welland Canal ; $2,000,000 
towards the construction of the Hudson Bay Rail­
way. Following the recent census there are the 
following increases in the subsidies paid to the 
Provinces: Ontario, $267,657; Quebec, $285,125; 
Nova Scotia, $26,207; New Brunswick, $16 614 ; 
British Columbia, $191,704; Alberta, $87,653; 
Saskatchewan. $318,213, Fringe Edward Island’s 
subsidy remains stationary.

Tlje Canadian Fisheries.

The produce of Canada’s fisheries, the most ex­
tensive in the world, in the fiscal year ending 
March 31 last, was valued at $29 965.433, a net in­
crease of $336,263 as compared with the year 
1909 10. The value of the Canadian fish exported 
in the 1910-11 season was $15,675,544, about half 
of the catch. In the waters of Canada the prin­
cipal commercial food fishes are found in great 
abundance, the Dominion leading the world in this 
respect, according to the forty-fourth nn> pal report 
ol the Dt pertinent of Marine and Fi i<-s, just is 
sued, A part of the catch is made al >ng the coast 
line of the Provinces whose shores re washed by 
the Atlantic Ocean, from the Bay of Fundy qorth 
to the Straits of Belle Isle. This extensive fishing 
ground measures 5,000 miles, not counting the 
smaller bays and indentations. Natural harbors 
and coves along this great waterway yiel their 
finny wealth to the hardy fishermen, and the pro­
duct of their toil goes to help feed countless dwel­
lers on land in Canada and other countries.
Besides the Atlantic fishing ground, there is the 
Pacific and the waters of the coast of British Colum­
bia, 7,000 ®;les of bays and fords, teeming with 
fish and manuals, yield their store of food wealth 
in abundance. i® addition to this immense salt 
water area there are 220,000 square miles of fresh 
water in our numerous lakes, abundantly stpclted 
with many species ,of excellent food fishes.

The value of the fisheries of each Province is 
shown in the following table :

Nova Scotia, Manitoba and the Yukon are the 

only Provinces and district showing increases 
compared with 1909-10, but the great gain of $2,- 
038,131 made in the former helped to put the bal­
ance on the right side of progress lor the year. 
British Columbia shows the greatest decrease, $1, 
151,520; but the catch was still ahead of the year 
1908-9

While salmon led in value, there was a phenomen­
al increase in the value of cod, due to the coinci­
dence of high prices with a big catch. There was 
also a substantial increase in the value of lobsters 
over the previous year, and halibut maintains a 
steady increase. Mackerel fell off" greatly, partic­
ularly on the Nova Scotia coast. On the other 
hand, Prince Edward Island had a better catch than 
the previous year.

The relative value of the principal commercial 
fishes returning $100,000 and upwards, for 1910-11, is 
shown in the following table :

The Atlantic deep sea.fishery is pursued in ves­

sels of from 40 to too tons and the crews number 
from twelve to twenty men. The fishing grounds 
are the banka, which lie from twenty to ninety miles oft 
the coast. The fish are caught by trawling with hook 
and line The inshore fishery is carried on in small boats 
with two or three men in each Qill nets, hooks and lines 
are used ; while from the shore are operated trap nets, 
haul seins and weirs' Almost one hundred thousand per­
sons were employed last year in the fisheries. There were 
engaged 1,680 vessels and tu»s, and 38,977 boats, manned 
by 68,610 men , while 84,978 persons worked in the var­
ious canneries and fish houses preparing the fish for the 
market.

The total capital invested in the fisheries was $19,019,870. 
The value of the vessels was $3,028,625. and of the boats 
$2,483,996- The value of seines and nets was $2,786,548, 
and of other fishing material $10,720,701. The fishermen 
of the Maritime Provinces received the sum of $159,166 
as bounty on their catches of sea fish for the 1910-11 
season. These figures from the Government report will 
give an idea of the great wealth of this Canadian indus­
try, and it is satisfactory to know that the net result last 
year was the best in the history of the Dominion.— 
Montreal Gazette.

Appalling Tragedy.

New* of an appalling disaster 
in the village of Sacre Cœur, Lot 
binier County, reached Quebec. 
City last Wednesday morning 
Five children perished in a tire 
which destroyed their home, and 
their mother Mrs. Joseph De- 
Roches, wae so badly burned, that 
it was not expected that she could 
recover.

The 
fire broke out in Mr. DeRoche’s 
residence and spread rapidly. Mr. 
De Roche is postmaster, ot the 
village and a general merchant, 
and the building was completely 
destroyed as well as the adjoining 
building. The fire raged with 
such rapidity that the church 

! near by was in danger for a time. 
While the family was asleep the 
fire broke oat. The parents were 
aroused by the smoke and an at 
tempt was at once made to save 
the children. It is supposed that 
the fire was caused by an over 
heated stove. DeRoches children 
ranged from two months old to 
twenty years.

The appli­
cant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lauds Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district. Eolry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions by father, mother, eon» 
daughter, brother or pister of intending 
homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation nf the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely owned 
and occupied by him or by his father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Must reside upon the home 
stead or pre-emption six months in 
each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent) and cnlti 
vate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right and cannot obtain 
a prs-emption may enter for a purchas­
ed homestead in certain districts. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must reside 
six months iû each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house 
worth $300.00.
