llen. Edward Blake's Speech at Picton.

A crowd of 5000 person filled the large
skating rink at Picton, Ont., last week
to listen to the Liberal leaders, who re-
ciived a genuine oration.

It was 3.40 o'clock when C. H. Widdi-
field, secretary of the Prince Ecdward
Reform Association, arcse and read an
address of walcome to the Hon. Edward
Blake. The vast audience, at the con-
clusion, arose ¢a masse and for several
minutes tendered the great Liberal lead-
er an ovation such as he had not received
before in this part of the country. Hats
and ‘kerchiefs were waved, and the
building shook with the cheers that
arose. DMr Blake's face indicated the ap-
preciation he could not fully express. He
looked the picture of vigorous heaith. He
began by afew complimentary references
to the decorations, and then expressed
his pleasure at the demonstration, the
magnitude of which was not confined to
the audience before him, for thousands,
failing to secure admission,were attending
an overflow meeting in another part of
the town. - He spoke of the presence of
young men in the audience and intim-
ated that he was the first to suggest and
give to the young men a voice and. a
vote in public affairs. He then turned
his attention to the representation of the
Liberals in the thirty eastern constituen-
cies, pointed out that the proportion ac-
cording to the voting population was in
favor of the Conservatives as 16 to 14.
But by the infamous gerrymander act
the namber of Liberals had been reduc
ed to merely three. He produced a dia-
gram which tickled the audience im-
mensely. One side looked like a checker
board with its white and black squares
representing Grit and Conservative con-

stituencies, This was as it should have
been, but as he turned the other side,
with a small white space in a yreat ex-
panse of black, he said, ‘Thisis how it
is.” He made a strong appeal to the

presented was founded on righteousness,
truth, equity or justice? He urged the
Liberals of the eastern section to
exert themselves and avenge the wrongs
committed upon them, as the Liberals in
eight other gerrymandered constituencies
had done., Ho weutinto the financies of
the country, and proved that the present
sdministration had been recreant to the
trasts committed to them.

THROUGH THE AIR.

Successful Voyage From Cherbeurg to Lon-
don in a Steering Balloon.

The balloon Torpilleur, which is fitted with
& patent steering and propelling apparatus, and
in which the aeronaut L'Hoste and astronomer
Mangot ascended from Cherbourg, France, at
11 o'clock last Thursday evening, descended in
London at 6 o'clock the next morning. The
aerial navigatqrs veturned to Cherbourg, and
will attempt a voyage from that place to Nor-
way.

The most t feat, with ive proofs
in the new born science of balloon navigation
was performed in France on September 24,
1885, by the young military engineers, the
brothers ,from the camp at Cholons,
within a few miles from Paris. Starting at
4.25 p. m., the aeronauts reached Point du
Jour after 5 p. m,; returning to the camp at
5.45 p. m.—a distance of three miles each

way. Onmn this journey in the outward
trip the wind was against them, oppos-
ing the advance of the apparatus to-

ward the capital at the rate of four
metres per second. The rate of speed of the
balloon, as recorded by the ‘“‘log balloon,” was
six metres per second. The revolution of the
screw was fifty-five per minute; its diam-
eter seven metres. The volume of the balloon
was 1860 cubic metres, filled with pure hydro-
gen gas. The machine was eight horse power,
constructed by M. Gramme, with a battery
by Captain Renard, weighing in all 320 kilos,
and capable of working at the rate given for
two hours. The whole journey was mr-
formed with perfect evenness, and the bal-
Joon acted in a most satisfactory manner. Af-
ter the journey Captain Charles Benard said :
“I consider the problem of aerial navigation
solved by the results of our experiment.” A
journey was also made on Sept. 28, 1885, with
much the same results, the only difference
being that the wind was witn the aerial boat
going out and against her on tke return jour-
ney, and wyas light all the time, blowing at the
rate of oftp metre per second. The distance
covered was about five miles.

On November 3, 1884, Captains Renard and
Krebs made a balioon voyage from Mendon to
Bellancourt, and returned, alighting at the
point from which they started in forty-five
minutes, This was the third attempt made
by Captain Renard with his balloon and
steering apparatus, the second having proved
a failure. is first attempt was in August,
1884, with such good results as to create the
test intereat in all the military circles of
Jurope. The balloon was cigar-shaped and
pointed at each extremity. In the car were
seats for two aeronauts, and the balloon had a
directing apparatus and rudder. The force
was obtained by a series of electric accunula-
tors of ten horse power, and the balloon was
operative for four hours,

On October 29, 1883, an experiment took
lace at the Place de la Defense, Courbevoie,

aris, under M. Brisson, but the cable appar-
atus failed and the result was consequently
unsatisfactory.

In June, 1879, Professor Grimley started
from Montreal for New York in the air ship
Canada, but he had a fearful experience and

came near losing his life owing to the poor
quality of gas used.

In September, 1879, Professor C. R. Ritch-
ell's air ship was sent up at Hartford, Conn.

It eonsiste(i of a balloon above and a vertical
screw, worked by hand power, beneath for
lifting purposes, and a horizontal screw for
steering. The result was anything but a suc-

cess. In a four-mile breeze it could be steered

but at a little increase above that force, it
