A little minced sweet green or red 
pepper added to the croquettes, hash 
or morning dish of eggs, weatheï 
poached, scrambled or served as an 
cmiet, will prove a tasty change.

Cleanses

Kaufman Rushes Lang.
.lround the Ring in Sixth Round but 

Unable to Knock Him Out.
National Bass Ball Park, Philadel­

phia, Sept. 6.—Al. Kaufman, ; the 
heavyweight of California, to-night 
got the popular decision over Bill 
Lang, the Australian heavyweight. In 
only one round did Lang show to ad1 
vantage, the second, In' which he 
fought back and punished the Cali­
fornian as severely as the latter had 
hurt him in the opening round. From 
this round to the close of the fight, 
Kaufman had all the advantage.

The fight as à spectacular exhibi­
tion' was disappointing. Time . and 
again Lang would lead with hie right 
End then to a clinch, requiring tfte as­
sistance of the referee to force the 
men apart. In the fifth round Kauf­
man rushed his man all around the 
ring but was unable to land the 
knockout. Kaufman left the ring 
without a mark, but Lang's face was 
swollen and there Was a cut between 
his eyes, where Kaufman had a hard 
left. The “-go" was scheduled for six 
rounds and was -"hneased tiy 81)00 
persons.

The field of operation of the A.P.C. 
for lectures during\the summer was 
chiefly confined to that section of 
Trinity Bay extending from Bonavis- 
ta to Cavendish.

A public meeting was held at each 
of the following 25 places, but a great 
many .other harbors were visited also: 
Bonaventure, British Harbor, Ireland’s 
Eye, Britannia Cove, Burgoyne’s 
Cove, White Rock, George's Brook, 
Shoal Harbor, Clarenvilie, Foster’s 
Point, Elliott’s Cove, Hickman’s Har­
bor, Deer Harbor, Fox Harbor, North­
ern Bight, Long Beach, Hodge’s Cove, 
Little Heart’s Ease, St. Jones With­
out, Bay Bulls Arm, Chance Cove, 
Bellevue, Norman’s Cove, Green’s 
Harbor and Cavendish. The meetings 
were all well attended and in several 
instances people walked five miles to 
be present.

One would think that this district, 
owing to its proximity to St. John’s, 
and also for the past few years hav­
ing a-Tailway service; that modern 
ideas and conditions would be mod­
erately in evidence. Although on the 
surface this may seem true, yet in 
reality other circumstances are 
found. In many places a mall boat 
is never seen and the nearest railway 
station is two miles distant. Again, 
trains usually pass at midnight or in 
the early morning; so the advantages 
to be derived from this source are 
greatly minimized.

Rather than dwelling upon the 
prevalence of consumption let us "di­
rect our attention to conditions which 
were found that are greatly conducive 
to the disease. For it must be under­
stood that consumption is rampant 
and the vast majority of young peo­
ple who die are victims of the Great 
White Plague. In one small place of 
about 200 population a well informed 
resident in the course of a short con­
versation enumerated very readily 20 
who had died of pulmonary tubercul­
osis. A not unusual* occurrence was 
fer my attention to be directed to 
houses where practically whole fami­
lies had been exterminated by con­
sumption; but apart from the past 
history it appears that there are ex­
isting at the present time an alarm­
ing number of cases, and the doubt 
of the populace as to whether such 
and such a person is suffering from 
consumption or not is frequently ex­
pressed, though in many of these 
cases the disease is conspicuously 
and painfully evident.

PEOPLE.—The people for the most 
part are kind and affable and very 
often most obliging. Their isolation 
has rather militated against the 
spread of modern ideas. The tendency

Often In pro­
moting the campaign against con­
sumption, the first remark would be: 
“’Tis the Lord’s wilPsthat we have the 
affliction amongst us, and it is no use 
in us fighting against what He wills.” 
It. Is arther surprising how this con­
ception really “sticks," and a great 
deal of sledge-hammer talking is ne­
cessary to eradicate this delusion. The 
one thing that did a good deal to 
thwart this belief was that the meet­
ings were free, and the fight against 
ccnsumptlon was entirely for the 
people’s benefit. The thought had 
prevailed among the people that the 
A. P. C. was but a short-lived institu­
tion, but they were glad to see -that 
it was still alive and active. It was 
stated in one of the meetings by the 
Meal chairman that over 100 public 
meetings had now been held in the 
rvtports. Evidently he had been fol­
ic ring the work carefully. Attribut­
ing all things to Divine will seems to 
ba a species of fatalism among tbyu, 
and it is often difficult to combat the 
belief that in the matter of disease 
t' c-Ir hands are clean and that they 
; vc justified in disclaiming the obvious 
fact that bad habits and their mode 
of living are largely contributory to 
disease.

CONSUMPTIVES.—Every consump­
tive visited was living under the most 
unfavorable conditions: a kitchen, a 
cooking stove, a closed window and a 
tu gging at the doctor for a bottle of 
medicine for “the blood,” or to stop 
the cough, constituted the daily treat­
ment. The outdoor treatment was 
’coked on with discredit and even 
openly and publicly claimed to be im­
possible among poor people. Seeing 
that it costs no more to sit out of 
doors than alongside a cooking stove, 
the protestation is paradoxical. The 
p. oper condition of the room seemed 
to be an entirely ignored factor, and 
often such apartments as were seen 
must be a menace to the others mem­
bers ofthe family.

HOUSES. — Many of the houses 
: were fairly comfortable and clean, but 
by far the greater number are exactly 
opposite. After entering the harbors 
a glance at the edges of the windows 
or doors told a tale, a tale not dis­
cernible-to the most casual observer.

The site of the" buildings or the 
plan seemed of no moment, the prime 
object being to locate tbe house near 
the stage; and remembering that the 
fishery is operated for only a short 
period of the year, it is difficult to 
justify the convenience of proximity 
to the fishing premises as against the 
6’Domination of flies and dirt. Dirty 
filthy, indecent, do not describe the 
condition of some of the dwellings 
and their environment. This condi­
tion was not altogether due to large 
families or illness or poverty, but ra­
ther to carelessness or ignorance of 
r-11 the conditions of healthfulness. 
In one place sand was put on the 
Poor to “keep it clean." Flies are 
found in the houses in myriads and 
the windows are often closed to keep 
them put. The use of a little cheese 
cloth or inexpensive wire netting 
would obviate this difficulty. It Is 
sometimes difficult to pass along the 
street owing to the refulse of the 
houses making a cesspool across the'

• road. A pigsty located, near the back 
or front door, or utider the house, 
which is often supported on posts, 
need not be viewed with curiosity be­
cause many such exist. The odor 
emanating from this source as well 
ns from tbe fish offal spread on the 
fields, adds materially to the already 
disastrous conditions existing.
'WELLS.—Wells are in most cases 

simply holes in the ground, wltllout 
regard to location and without any 
protection, the only object being to 
obtain water, regardless entirely of

quality. They are often situated ie 
the drain by the roadside, where ani­
mals of all kinds have free access. 
A hole on the lower side of the road 
receiving the drainage of several 
houses and gardens often furnishes 
the water for the neighbouring fami­
lies. 1

SCHOOLS—In a few rpcalitles large 
and properly planned buildings are 
being erected, but on the whole the 
school buildings are not suited to ac­
commodate the pupils and the furni­
ture ie rarely of the desired kind. The 
factions existing in these places act 
detrimentally to the good of the child­
ren and leave a delapidated building 
where a suitable and commodious 
structure‘might easily be erected. But 
the fact stands out clearly that 
crowded In those badly ventilated and 
poorly constructed schoolrooms are 
from 30 to, 60 children day after day 
sowing on would-be healthy soil 
seeds which must choke a healthy 
constitution and leave growing hu­
manity very susceptible to consump­
tion.

One school opened after the holi­
days without the floor being scrub­
bed in the interval. Thirty children 
were Crowded in a small room on a 
beautiful July day with no window 
open, and not a window in the whole 
building could be opened. The sash- 
ps are made in one piece and fitted 
In the box so that they cannot be 
moved. Four schools were examined 
in succession and not a’window In any 
of them could be opened. Very little 
expenditure and a will on the part of 
the parents and proper enlightenment 
upon the danger to the health of the 
children could easily revolutionize 
these conditions.

LODGES.—Meetings were usually 
held in the Orange Lodges, and :t 
must be admitted with pleasure that 
the Orangemen wgre always willing 
to do their part to aid the work of 
the A. P. C. Many of the Lodges are 
good buildings, but ventilation in 
nearly all is insufficient, and in many 
nil. The task of speaking in such 
halls crowded, and in summer, can 
readily be understood. Several Lod­
ges were unfinished, and during the 
explanation of the plans and of the 
reasons for the incomplete buildings, 
the cause assigned in some cases was 
that death dues were heavy and thus 
impoverished the till. In those cases 
it was very common to find the cotise 
of the deaths to be consumption. A 
member of one Lodge stated that two 
members had died of tuberculosis re­
cently, and a coincidence worth not­
ing is, that Spitting in that hall' was 
the worst seen In. the bay:

The passage of hygienic laws in 
sr.ch Lodges must of necessity in 
crease the financial prosperity of the 
Society and be of lasting good as an 
example to the community. A few 
Ledges had anti-spitting by-laws, but 
spitting was most conspicuous at 
many of the meetings until its evils 
were pointed out. If the Orangemen 
as a body made it a point to discuss 
tuberculosis at some of their meet­
ings it would prove of incalculable 
value.

SPITTING.—The habit of spitting 
is well formed and unconsciously the 
sputum is deposited on the floor in 
masses repugnant to behold. One 
gmtleman of a group while convers­
ing on tuberculosis loudly acclaimed 
that he had been spitting for the past 
eighty years and he intended stop­
ping it for no man. Evidently it is

ting, even by explaining its evils.

COOKING.—Cooking is of the crud­
est .kind, very little attention being 
paid to varying the methods of pre­
senting tbe food. Stores furnish very 
little variety of foodstuffs, as it is 
claimed they will not sell. In most 
households there are a large number 
of meals. Flour is usually of a good 
quality, and if cooking classes could 
be established for a few months in 
some of those localities the women 
would be. very teachable, and under 
a competent nurse with the same ex­
penditure the appetite could be much 
more effectually appeased. The stom­
ach would not be compelled to work 
overtime. The system would be1 bet­
ter nourished and the proclivities to 
consumption would be lessened.

Mr. Roberts comments in the above 
report are more or less prevalent ov- 
ef a large part of Newfoundland, as 
most people know. There is some 
reason to think, however, that in some 
degree they are improving. The prin­
cipal hope of betterment would ap­
pear to .He in continuing the agitation 
that has been begun and pursuing a 
campaign of education by lectures, by 
trained nurses and through the 
schools and societies. The subject is 
admittedly of sufficient importance to 
call for the appointment of a special 
Health Officer or Department whose 
entire time and attention can -be de­
voted to the study and improvement 
of public health matters. The cost 
would pay for itself over and over 
again. The people are ready and 
willing to learn, and our social obli­
gations demand that this question 
should be seriously dealt with.—Com.

. Little Change Wrought by Award.
“Clause III is in our favour, The 

Americans maintained that they could 
do as they liked without respect to 
our customs and policing regulations. 
The award decides little or nothing 
that has not been in vogue for years, 
but it established our right to enact 
legislation governing conditions pure­
ly local and which right was attacked 
in the United States contention.

“In Clause IV little change is ef­
fected from the old order of things 
and in this there is little or no sig­
nificance.

“The decision of the tribunal as 
handed down in Clause V. is of the 
utmost importance to the Island and 
establishes definitely what are to be 
considered territorial waters. Through 
this pronouncement Fortune Bay—a 
most valuable ground—is placed with­
in the three mile zone and under the 
jurisdiction of the Newfoundland gov­
ernment entirely. The definition of 
the outline at Placentia Bay estab­
lishing the line from Latine Point on 
the eastern mainland to the most 
southerly point on Red Island, and 
thence to the most southerly point on 
Merasheen Island to the mainland, is 
also of great importance and it is 
well to have this established.”—Mon­
treal Star, Sept. 10.

It is a well known fact that Arch­
bishop Howley played a very promin­
ent part in the preparation of New­
foundland's case although His Grace 
with characteristic modesty gives all 
credit for the splendid manner the 
ancient Colony's side was drawn up

It’s often a little
Great Britain. The Hague tribunal 
has sustained our contentions in a 
manner quite acceptable to us and it 
only remains for our government ih 
the colony to exercise the rights the 
award gives us to greatly promote the 
best interests of the people of the 
Island. Whether this will be done or 
not, I cannot say. I am sorry to con­
fess that political exigency has played 
too prominent a part in the affairs 
of Newfoundland in the past. It does 
not require any great exercise of one’s 
memory to recall election issues there 
which resulted in the people espous­
ing a cause opposed, I am convinced, 
to their best interests.

“However this may be, we have 
gained what we stood for and the 
award will stand as a precedent in all 
matters of a similiar nature ih years 
to come.”

Commenting on the details of the 
decision of the tribunal His Grace 
said:

“What the American have gained 
is of- little value and does pot seri­
ously affect existing right from 
Newfoundland's standpoint.
Treaty Nation Subject to Local Laws.

“Clause I, admits the principle that 
a nation granting treaty rights has 
power to make laws governing the 
exercising of those rights on land or 
sra, and that any treaty nation is 
bound to respect the laws and regu­
lations of the one granting these 
privileges. This ie* important, con­
sidering the stand taken by the Unit­
ed States in the present dispute. Had 
the adverse principle—that advanced 
by the United States—been advanced 
and adopted at the Hague, a citizen 
of a treaty nation, when confronted 
with the aplication of local laws, 
might say. .“I care nothing for your 
laws; I have treaty rights.” This, as 
may be readily understood, is a per­
nicious principle and would be disas­
trous to us in Newfoundland especi­
ally. The broad principle laid down 
in this clause means that local laws 
cannot be ignored by anyone, whether 
citizen, or otherwise.

“In secetion 2 of this clause the 
term equitable and fair is vague and 
may possibly lead to misunderstand­
ing in the future; but with this we are 
not concerned at present.

“Clause 1, as I have said, is im­
portant as it is well to have our rights 
definitely recognized and established, 
but existing conditions will be little 
affected by the award in this regard. 
It affirms a broad, abstract thing to 
have in oiir favour.

The Council met at 7.30. Fell Board 
present.

Councillor Mullaly pointed out that 
the minutes and the reports of last 
regular meeting quoted him as being 
oppored to a reduction in the Nickel 
tax, but did not mention that he had 
*id he would (all in line with any ar­
rangement that could be shown to be 
better than the present. Also, he ask­
ed to point out that it had been said 
lie was here in the interest of the rich 
man, because he advocated the return 
of the motor tax. He wished to re­

That was 
not properly done, and Councillors had

sat at thir Board for three years, and . 
cither did not know it, or wilfully ig- ! 
nored it. So far from being here in I 
the interest of the rich man, he would 
say that when the proper time came, 
he intended to propose that the tax be 
increased from $10 to $25. He was not 
here in the interest of any particular 
class, but of the public in general. He 
could not help noticing that there was 
no flaw in the Act that required a 
truckman to pay $7 taxes, but it was 
easy to discover a loophole in the law 
that affected automobile owners. He 
would not say the mistake was made 
deliberately, but the fact remained 
that it wras made.

John S. Currie drew the attention 
of the Council to the decision of the 
late Council to extend the water and 
sewerage to Freshwater Road, and 
asked when the Council intended to 
proceed with the work.
