The conditions of our every day
life are changing; the traffic on our
streets is much greater than former-
ly; the ageeq of the automobile is on
us, and the effect of the new self-
driven vehiele is such ag to shorten
the life of our streets and increase
the nuisance by making more dust.
We must- therefore provide for, this
pew Set of conditions which we bring
about, but how? 0Oiling of streets
commenced about twenty years  ago
in California, but lack of knowlédge
of the chemistry of these oils by en-
gineers and of the suitability or non-
,mtablhty of many of these oils led
.0 dire failure and to the prejudicing
>f public opinion.

The death of the Very Rev. Michael
J. Clarke, late Parish’ Priest of Tor-’
bay, St. John’s, Nfld.,, which occurred
at St. Michael’s, Haddon Road, Clon-
tarf, removes from our midst. a most
hospitable and: cultured Priest. It
is just three years ago since Father
Clarke retired from the arch-diocese
of St. John’s, after some forty years’
active servic\e on that mission. He
was ordained in 1871, by the Ilate
Bishop Power, whose Dbirlliant pupil
he had been at Clonliffe. During the
first ‘two yvears of his priesthood, he
served God’s work nobly and well in
Fortune Bay; and in 1873, was.ap-
pointed curate of Torbay. ' Here he
devotedly performed his duties, and
on being promoted to the position of
Parish Priest, his redoubled efforts
obtained for him a deservedly high
reputation, of which any clergyman
might well be proud. He organized
and satisfactorily accomplished, many
works of restoration and reforma-
tion:; and the Church and Convent,
the Presbytery and the Schools, stand
to-day as an everlasting testimony to
his zeal and ability.

I have been impressed by the number
and size of your splendid harbours,
but above all I carry away the convic-
tion that Newfoundland, old as is her
history, is a land of great future pos-
sibilities. I am glad to hear that
these possibilities ‘are now being in-
creasingly developed, as, with the
growth of your industries, the pros-
perity and comfort of your people will
become more and more independent
of circumstances. -

While hesitating to touch on so tra-
gic a subject, I venture to express the
deep sympathy that I felt at the news
of the sealing disaster, wihch is fresh
in all our memories.

If there were no other sentiment
common to British subjects we should
still be united by our common asso-
ciation with what we have come to re-
gard as our special element, namely
the sea. Consequently when the news
cf your disaster, with its mingled tra-

sympathy with you all through the
Empire was most genuine. I can
only trust that it will be many a long
year before your sturdy fishermen are
visited by any such calamity.

Ladies and Gentlemen once more
let me thank you for your welcome
and let me conclude by saying that
my only regret is that the Duchess
and Princess Patricia were unable t9o
accompany me on my visit.

It required half a dozen policemen
for the removal from Marlborough
Street Police Court of two Kkicking,
clawing, screaming militant suffra-
getes, who earlier in the day had at-
tempted to horsewhip the Secretary
of State for Scotland. Only for the
timely intervention of his butler, it is
very probable the Secretary would
have been soundly thrashed. A mili-
tant lashed him across the chest but
before she could deliver a second cut,
a butler seized her, threw her sprawl-
ing to the ground, leaving him free to
tackle the second woman, who was
shouting, “Let me get at the Scotch
pig.” When the police arrived they
bundled both women to the police
station. In court the women gave the
names of Jeanette Wallace and Ber-
tha Watson.
