THE REAL
MEANING OF IT.

The comments of the ab-

lest sections of the press

upon the Allied offensive

in the West front are to
be commended to the notice of the dis-
mal pessimists who shake their heads
doubtfully over every success of our
arms, and continue to crogk of an in-
terminable waf.‘The pessimists should
all be in Germany, where they would
be able to enjoy themselves. If it'is
logical to argue from the past into the
future, the sequence of events leads
to the prospect of a total victory by
no means so remote as many are in-
clined to ‘believe.

Here is that sequence of events,
brieflly. The German General Staff
knew that a great-Allied offensive was
preparing on the West front, to be
launched some time this:summer. At-
tack has always been their best form |{
of defence. They attacked Verdun in1
tremendous force. If this did not
break the French, it would have the
secondary . effect of so .depleting and
drawing away their forces that they
would be unable to co-operate with the
British in the offensive planned, and
the offensive itself be disorganized.
But it achieved neither object. By
superhuman effort and with consum-
ate skill, the French held * Verdun.
Both France and England grew im-
patient and asked why thé British did
not attack to relieve the pressure: Sir
Douglas Haig offered to do so. But
Joffre refused to be hurried. He ask-
ed Haig to take over more of the line,
that was all. Meanwhile, to quote the

New York Post, “the work of getting |

ready for the Allied offensive/went on.
Cuns by the thousand w got to the
front, and shells by the hundred mil-
lion. The Allied command was neith-
e¢r hurried nor daunted by Verdun.
The German battering ram thus fail-
eq in its most. probable object. In
the fulness of time, the Allies took the
offensive as the} had planned to do.”

That offensive is now under way.
The marvellous feature of it so far is
that the greatest progress has been
made by the Freach, the nation that
the Germans fondly supposed to be so
exhausted by the ruthless siege of
Verdarf as to be of little further mili-
tary account. If, Verdun saved, the
Freach take Peronne, Berlin will have
received: such a lesson as should for-
ever curb her arroganée and humble
her conceit.

This is not to detract from the mer-
it of the British performance: it is

The armies are now one. The great
point is that we no longer defend: we
attack. We have bent the German
will to our own. Paris points out that
the Kaiser’s western army is now
split into five distinct sections. One
faces the British at Ypres and its
surroundings, and dares not remove a
man elsewhere. Another is in Cham-
pagne. The third is now endeavour-
ing to stem the great drive in the
Somme. The fourth is grappled at
Vérdun. The fifth is in the Vosges
mountains and -Alsace. The mean-
ing of it all is this. If the present
offensive suceeeds, trench warfare will
no longer be possible to Germany.
Fighting in the open will take its
place, and the overwhelming superi-
ority of the Allies will have its full
effect. And the present offensive may
be counted upon to succeed. There
will not be the slightest let up in the
flerce bombardment and the succeed-
ifig infantry assaults. A French cor-
respondent says, “The moment is not
far distant when the Bavarian Crown
Prince’s line will be worn so thin thit
he will be compelled to muster his
troops for a gigantic pitched battle,
which will prove the crowning point
of the offensive. Already his losses
have been so severe, and the situation
has become so critical, that we know
the general emergency reserve, for the
whole western front, which can be
employed only at the Kaiser’s orders,
has been rushed in automobiles from
Cambrai to the Picardy front.” Read-
ing all this, and looking at the syn-
chronous progress of the Russians, we
refuse to be numbered among the pes-
simists.

German at Large Here

Causes Sensation.

No small amount of commotion was
created in a certain section on Satur-
day night when the report was given
widespread currency that an alleged
German subject had struck the town a
few hours previously and sensation
and excitement vied with each other
when it became known that the police
authorities were anxious to have an
interview with the unwelcome visitor,
and were eagerly seeking his where-

The story, which comes from an
authentic source, goes that this man
reached the city on Saturday, having
come from Bell Island where he land-
ed from an ore boat, we learn, some
weeks perhaps months ago.

Galhpoll Heroes Return

By the express which reached town
on Saturday afternoon, Sergt. Harold
Mitchell and Sergt. Stan. Newman,
Leroes of the Gallipoli campaign, ar-
rived on furlough. Sergt. Mitchell,
who was promoted to Lance Corporal
at Edingurgh and Corporal on board
the transport en route to the Dardan-
elles, received further promotion on
the field of battle and is classed as a
King’s Sergeant. During different
sapping Operations he performed
some good work, whereby he extri-
cated his squad of fifteen men from
a dangerous position, his services be-
ing recognized by the officer in com-
mand. He was stricken with enter-
ic six days Dbefore leaving the
trenches and eventually reached Eng-
land, whence he remained inehospital
for .several months. Sergeant Stan
Newman at the outbreak of hostili-
ties was a non-commissioned .officer
in}}he C.L.B., and was among the first
to offer his services to the Empire.
Leaving here with the first 500, he
was all through the Gallipoli war,
where, in the thickest of the din of
battle, he was knocked out by a piece
of shrapnel in the eye. He was after-
wards stricken with enteric, and a
fair share of the other diseases that
were going the rounds of the soldiers.
However, thanks to well-trained
constitution he was able to beat them
off. Both young soldiers bear witness
to the invaluable services rendered
the Empire in time of peace by our
local Boys’ Brigades. Sergt. Mitchell
was a member of the Nfid. Highland-
ers.

The First Prisoners Brought in.

In the afternoon I saw the first
Latch of prisoners brought in in, par-
ties of 50 to 100. They came down
guarded by men of the border regi-
raents, throughk=—little . French ham-
lets close behind the fighting lines,
where peasdnts st(foql in their door-
ways, watching these first fruits of
victory. Some. were wounded. and
nerve-shaken in the great’ bombard-
ment. Most of them belonged to the
10%th and 110th Regiments of the
I'ourteenth Reserve Corps, and they
geemed to ‘be ‘Prussians -and Bavar-
jans.  On the “whole, they were tal.
strong fellows, and there were strik-
ing faces dmong them of men higher
than peasant type and thoughtful,
‘but, they were very haggard gnd
worn and dirty.

’The menduﬂont manner in which
the recent battle in the North Sea was
dealt with by the official chroniclers |

| of Berlin has made so painful an im-
| pression on the friends of Germany in
‘| this country ‘that the editor of “The

Fatherland” may be exculed for his
elaborate effort to explain it. He is
forced in so desperate a case to use
desperate means, and what he under-
takes to demonstrate is that the offi-
cial admission of -the original lie
-"merely‘reveals the almost pathetic
truthfulness of the Germans.”

To begin with:he explains that the
lie “was literally true,” because the

| “Lutzow” did not sink at once, and he

guesses that the original report may

.| have been given out while she was still

afloat. ‘“No explanation,” he says,
“was needed,” and the explanation ul-
timately given was in fact wrong.
The official explanation was that the
loss had been concealed “for military
reasons,” but Mr. Viereck knows bet-
ter. “Germany did not deny the loss
of the “Lutzow” for military reasons,”
he insists; “she merely for military
reasens concealed her damaged con-
dition.” It is a pity that in order to
account for one lie he is obliged to
discover another, but it was the only
way.

However, his well meéant effort to
-establish the pathetic truthfulness of
German ofricialtfom will not do.- He
forgets the “Elbing,” he forgets the
“Rostock,” he forgets the quite defin-
ite official statement of June 1 that
“the German High Sea Fleet returned
to our ports in the course of the day.”
Two days later, after some men had
ben landed from the “Elbing” at
Ymuiden and it was no longer possible
to conceal the truth about her, it was
reluctantly admitted—in a statement
beginning “In order to prevent the
spreading of fantastic reports”—that
her name must be added to the list of
losses. It took the pathetically truth-
truthful Germans a full week to make
up their minds about the ‘Lutzow.’
Then at last the enemy’s claim was
admitted—"“in order”, it was again ex-
plained. “to frustrate English Ile-
gends.” For the same singular- rea-
son it was admitted that the “Ros-
tocfl” had also been sunk. Only the
German admission came four days
later than the British Admiralty’s an-
nouncement.

Mr. Viereck is justified in regarding
the official German way of breaking
Jbad news as “almast gpathetic.”. », But
it is not clear that truthfulness ig éne
of the strong points of this entertain-
ing series of confessions.
