We found ourself gazing with hatred
at the remains of the snow and ice,
and wonderiﬂg when the turf would
be dry enough for us to go out and
cut it into nice long divots.

Kitchener’s Attitude.

One cannot help thinking that this
wonderful magnanimity on the part of
the Allies—and particularly on the
part of France—would have rejoiced
the heart of Lord Kitchener had he
been here to witness it.

At the conclusion of the Boer war,
it may be recalled, this great soldier
was, in striking contrast to the po-
liticians both in this country and in
South Africa, all for a policy and con-
ciliation. Indeed, as soon as it had de-
finitely been settled that the Boer Re-
publics must lose their independence
his almost efforts were directed to-
wards obtaining terms which the
Boers could banourably accept.

For a soldier, Kitchener’s attitude
was a surprising one, but his stand-
point was a very simple one. The iwo
Republics were to come within the
British Empire—just as Germany is
to come now within the League of Na-
tions—and he believed that they would

' be a most valuable element in its com-

position, He wak, therefore, convinced
that neither legalism nor war pas-
sion should stand in the way of peace.
Indeed, if he had had his way, the war
might have been ended twelve months
before it was!”

It is interesting to recall to-day that
the point on which the earlier negotia-
tions in'regard to South Africa broke
down was the question of an amnesty
for the Natal and Cape rebels. Louis
Botha was ready to agree that the re-
bels should be disfranchised, but siace
they had risen to aid the Boer Repub-
lics he would not consent that they
should be exposed to the‘rigors of the
law for treason. Lord Kitchener was
with him, but Lord Milner carried the
day, and so Kitchener was left to de-
clare “we are now carrying the war
on to put two or three hundred Dutch-
men in prison at the end of it. It seems
io me absurd and wrong.”

According to Sir George Arthur, his
bicgrapher, Lord Litchener was ‘wont
to remark, “I think I shall be of some
Teal use when peace comes. 1 have
little fear as to our fiual victory. bul
many fears as to cur making a good
peace.” ;

How thankful we chould all be that
the Kitchener rather than the Milnev
spirit has so far pervaded the Confer-
ence!—Glasgow Week!y Herald.

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A Golden
Opportunity.

Yesterday’s cabled despatches
from Montreal contained an
item of news that shoul be
noted by Newfoundlanders. This
item was, in effect, an intima-
tion that a golden opportunity
is now offered the dominion to
make good in an industry, which
has never yet reached the pro-
portions that its value and im-
portance warranted. The pack-
ing of saimon, by tinning, has
never been carried out on an
extensive scale by Newfound-
land fishermen. They have, on
the whole, preferred to dispose
of each season’s catch, fresh,
from the nets, or to pickle the
fish and ship in tierces and bar-
rels. On the Labrador, es-
pecially, where the salmon
school is largest during the
months of June, July and part
of August—in some seasons,—
there has never been any at-
tempt made to establish can-
ning plants, and the total quan-
tity of the catch is split and
bulk salted in ‘puncheons, after-
wards being packed in tierces
and barrels for export. A num-
ber of years ago a French Com-
pany sent a refrigerating steam-
er from France to call at ports
in the Straits of Belle Isle and
Southern Labrador to Francis
Harbor or Venison Tickle for
the purpose of buying up fresh
salmon direct from the nets of
the fishermen and freezing them
on bdard, but unfortunately the
venture did not nett any profit
and after 1889 was abandoned,
that year having been a poor
one so far as salmon were con-
cerned. Since then there has
been no attempt made to depart
from the old method, and the
pickling process is still the cura-
tive method employed.

* % * %

The news déspatch referred
to gives the intelligence that
the Fraser River, British Col-
umbia, salmon fishery is prac-
tically dead, the enormous
catch of over fifty million
pounds, approximating one mil-
lion cases of forty-eight pounds
each having dwindled down to
but one-twenty-fifth of that
complement, representing now
but a few hundred thousand
dollars yearly. The Fraser
River salmon fishery was prob-
ably the greatest in the world,
and employed thousands of peo-
ple in every one of the processes
from catching to shipping. 'To-
day, according to the opinion of
an expert, it is all but gone, its
value declining, its importance
waning, Yet the world's de-

® %

mand. New packs are being
held over until the army.pur-
chases have been disposed of,
but as these holdings are incon-
siderable, they are not expected
to last very long after Novem-
ber. A No. 1 article such as
could be supplied by Newfound-
land, would not fail to interest
French merchants, and as sal-
mion can very reasonably be put
up in this country with less ex-
pense than attaches to the
Pacific. Coast fisheries, beside
the vast difference in transpor-
tation charges, there i a great
opportunity for a revolution in
our salmon industry by the
general adoption.of tinning. The
possibilities are great. All that
is needed is encouragement.
Enterprise belongs to New-
foundlanders, and with our Lab-
rador and South and West Coast
waters, not to speak of the
Northern prospects, teeming
with the finest specimens of this
much-sought-after food, there
is not any substantial reason
why our exports of canned sal<
mon should not run into thous-
ands of cases annually to the
enlargement of a valuable in-
dustry and the beneflt of the
dominion all round.

An Important Question.

Bverywhere we look to-day, improv-
ed road making is employing the at-
tention of municipalities, provinces
and states. A great deal of what
might be termed local work is done
through Motor Associations, assisted
by Provincial and State Governments
by capitalization of motor taxes, main
highways being taken care of by the
Federal Governments. The Canadian
Government is now building a na-
tional highway at a cost of 1$50,000,000
from Halifax to Vancouver. Placing
the population of Canada at 10,000,-
000 this means $5.00. per capita, the
same rate for Newfoundland would
mean $1,250,000. The Provincial
Governments and Counties will spend
as much as the Federal Government,
making $10.00 per capita, at this rate
our Government, to give us -equal
roads to Canadians, should spend
$2,500,000 this year. About the same
rate of expenditureé in highway build-
ing is being carried on in the United
States. Washington, this year, voted
$500,000,000 for main artery high-
ways; State Governments will spend
a similar amount. Placing the
population of the United States at
100,000,000 this expenditure means
$10.00 per heali, or the same as Cana-
da is spending. This means all of
North America, excepting- Newfound-
land, is in the forward march of
bringing their highways up to the
European standard.

To state some individual cases of
what is being done, we quote from the
Canadian Gazette of April 29th:

“Charlottetown, P.E.I.—Among the
measures to be introduced ‘in the
Legislature, is one to take advantage
of the Federal Government’s grant
under the highways act, and to in-
crease the revenue by levying an
equitable system of taxation. IT IS
PROPOSED TO FUND THE AUTO-
MOBILE LICENSE FEES.”

“Victoria, B.C.—Hon. J. H. King,

Provincial Minister of Public Works,
announces that approximately $8,000,-
000 will be spent on highways during
the next three years.”
- “Toronto, Ont.—For five years $3,-
000,000 is to be set aside annually by
the . Provincial Government as a
highway improvement fund. THIS
FUND WILL BE MADE UP AS FAR
AS POSSIBLE FROM MOTOR VE-
HICLE LICENSES AND- - OTHER
SOURCES . OF REVENUE UNDER
THE MOTOR VEHICLES ACT.”

The Nova Scotia Motor League,
through the funding of motor license
taxes, are now building a boulevard
from Halflax to| Lunenburg County,
via 8t. Margaret’s Bay. We intend
publishing an account of the wup-to-
date method employed in building this
road. We understand a bill is to be
presented to the House this afternoon
to give the Nfid. Motor Association
control of the motor license fees,
same as is being done throughout
Canada and the United States, and
that it is the intention of the Asso-
clation to import rock orushers,
tractors, road planes and up-to-date
road making machinery, If this bill
is passed no doubt a nmew system of
road making will be commenced in
this colony whieh should give very
beneficial results through the Domin-
ton. / : -

Increased Wage for
Fish Handlers.

The L.S.P.U. held a special meet-
ing last night to consider the increase
of wages offered fish handlers by the
merchants.

New Seam Opened Up.

00D REPORT FORM ST. GEORGE’S
COAL FIELDS.

A recent telegram received by the
St. George's Coal Fields Co., Ltd. say-
ing that & new seam of coal 3 faeet
thick had been discovered about 200
yards southeast of Jukes has been
confirmed by a later letter which ad-
vises that the new find has been strip-
ped for 120 feet along the line of
strike, and it was found that the aver-
age thickness of the seam {is 3 feet, and
the coal of excellent quality. The
late Mr. James P. Howley, Geological
Surveyor in his report of this section
speaks of finding small lumps of coal,
but he had not time to make further
investigation, This find will add great-
1y to the value of the property both
materially and economically, the
Jukes, Cleary and new seams being all
within a breath of 600 feet.

Street Wat-ering_.

The dust nuisance has again set-
tled upon us. The evil is an intoler-
able one.

In addition to being a menace to
Health, a destroyer of enjoyment, and
a serious nuisance, it is a cause of
heavy financial logs. It has been es-
timated by a well known American
expert that even greater damage is
done to merchandise by dust than by
smoke. In many places it is being
largely overcome by a system of oil-
ing. Oiled roads have proven quite a
success in Chicago and many other
places.

While the imitial cost of oiling is
somewhat high, the final cost is held
to be much cheaper than watering.

As to the dust-ridden streets of our
own city, we are sgﬂering worse con-
ditions than usual to-day, because of
the plea that our civic administration
have not been able to get prompt de-
livery of divers watering devices.

But what about the watering plant
the corporation already possesses?
It appears pretty much out of com-
mission—and for what reason? If a8
much zeal was devoted to the problem
of keeping the streets watered as
there is in levying new taxes, a better
order of things would prevail.—Mon-
treal Daily Star.

BRITAIN'S AIMS.

NEW YORK, May 25.

A sweeping denial that Great Brit-
ain was seeking to monopolize the
world’s fuel oil supply, was made
nere to-night by Sir Auckland Ged-
des, British Ambassador, speaking at
Pilgrim's dinner.. The state-
ments that Great Britain had such
inten s, he added, were as ecom-
pletely without ‘basis, in fact, as the
that Britain to-day was
moved by militaristic impulses. “I
say without fear of informed ecriti-
eism,” Sir Auckland declared, “that
the British foreign policy is directed
against no man, but is inspired by a
desire to seek peace, to bring order
out of chaos, to extend the boundaries
of freedom, to improve the lot of all,
and to increase the material prosper-
ity of the world. That is our pro-
gramme, and those are the principles
by which I, as British representative
in this land, am guided from day to
day.” The Ambassador touched also
upon reports that the British Govern-
ment was trying to pool the war debts
of Europe, and to drag you into the
pool. You may seek far and wide for
evidence, on which - that = statement
could be based, he said, but you will
not find it. “If you look elosely you
will find my Government trying to
pour oil on the troubled waters of Eu-

The Council met at 4.30 p.m., and
went into Committee on the Survey
of Foreign-going and Labrador ves-
sels’ Bill, Hon. Mr. Murphy in the

Hon. Mr. Grieve considered it vexa-
tious to have a survey after every
voyage.

Hon. R. K. Bishop asked what will
happen to vessels from foreign ports
that go to the outports? He could
not see how a survey or could be madz
in every port, and to get one from
St. John's would cause great delay.

QUEEN’S TREASURE HUNT.

MARRIED COUPLES IN DOMESTIC
SERVICE.

West End housewives have been
considerably agitated by the report
published last week of a county
court case in which it appeared that
the Dowager Lady Wilton had engag-
ed a married couple as cook and but~
ler-valet at sum of $6,000 a year.
They have been alarmed lest lhis
should indicate a general enormous
rise in the wage siandard for domes-
tic help. The truth probably is that
$6,000 was a misprint for $600. The
manager of one important office said
she had never heard of such a wage
being offered. On the spur of the mo-
ment she remembered $650 as. being
the highest wage offered recently.
That was for a cook, but the circum-
stances were exceptional. I know of
several cases of a trained man and
wife taking on the work of a flat for
$500 a year. The ex-gervice man wko,
often without any previous knowl-
edge of housework, goes as parlour-
man is giving, I hear, ~ satisfaction.
Sometimes he is single, but it is better
&ill if he is married and can divide
the work with his wife. In one suc-

i)

cessful case the man was quite un-
trained, but his highly-skilled wife
acted as cook and taught him ‘the
duties of a parlourmaid. These men
do mot generally ask for more time
off than is granted to women servants,
but mistresses are now ungrudgingly
giving much more free time to their
maids. A new idea which works very
well is to give the two or three maids
their holiday on the same day and
engage some outside woman to an-
swer the door. Then the family lives
for the day in picnic fashion, and
there is no difficulty about the maids
taking pn each other’s duties.

TO WATCH THE WORLD’S
HEALTH.

Health experts representing the
countries in the League of Nations
and the United States are sitting now
at the Ministry of Health, consider-
ing the establishment of an Interna-
tional Health Office, parallel in its
constitution and work to the Interna-
tional Labour Bureau already set up
under the League of Nations Coven-
ant.

BRITISH WARSHIPS UNDER FOR-
EIGN FLAGS.

Considerable interest attaches to
the desire of the Chilian Government
to purchase two British battleships
and two, light cruisers, for in recent
years it has been the policy of the Ad-
miralty ‘carefully to’ avoid the least
possibility of any ex-British ship hoist-
ing a foreign flag. Under the present
urgent necessity of saving and obtain-
ing money wherever possible tradition
is likely to be shelved. Shortly be-
fore the war we had an excellent op-
portunity of making a little money,
for the Turks were very anxious to
zot possession of our Centurion anil
Barfleur, then being paid off. But the
powers at White Hall considercd such
a course undignified, and the Turks
pald ‘a very high price for two ancient

| Gallipoli with her 11-inch guas before
{ a British submarine torpedoed her.
In the old days we were not so parti-
cular, and at the close of the Napo-
leonic wars we asked no questions as
to the ultimate fate of our surplus
warships. Chile fought for her inde-
pendence from Spain with severa:
brigs and corvettes that had onec2
flown the British flag. In the fifties we
exchanged a frigate for two iron gun-
boats which the Prussian navy had
ordered to be built in England, and
some years later we presented tham
with another. Curiously enough, this
latter was employed during the war
as a harbor flagship for the battle-
cruiser squadron which carried oat
the raids on our east coast towns.

PLIGHT OF HOSPITALS.

Most of the big hospitals and similar
institutions dependent on public char-
ity for upkeep are in a bad way dn-
ancially. Besides the common difficul-
ties of advancing prices and higher
wages, they are faced with a general
fall in subscriptions and donations. It
is feared that the prospect spells
bankruptcy for many of thess institu-
tions. The managements are making
various forms of appeal to the public.
One method is no longer popular. That
is the organised flag selling day. The
most recent, held on behalf of a cot-
tage hospital, indicated that the era
of flag days is over. Per-
haps one of the best methodes is
the system of permanent collecting
boxes at railway stations and other
places where people congregate. But
the times are hard, and it is clear that
there is a reaction from the big spurt

in public benevolence which marked

periods of the war.

AEROPLANE POSTAL SERVICE.
The British Post Office, I hear, is

beginning to realise that too high a

price has been put upon aeroplane
postal services. The present rate to

Paris, for example, which is half a

crown (60 cents) an _ounce, is felt to
be more than the public is prepared
to stand. It is intended to run an aerial
post between this country and Hol-
land, and it is hoped that this service
will be much cheaper than the Paris
one, but what the figures will be can-
not be determined until tendesrs have
been received from firms willing to
supply the necessary aeroplanes. Two
sets will be required. One will be pro-
vided by the Dutch Government, and
whether it will have its headgquarters
at the Hague, Amsterdam, or Rotter-
dam, will be determined by ‘he com-
pany which secures the contract. The
other half of the. aeroplanes needed
will be supplied by the British Post

‘Office; but all the machines will be us-

ed for carrying mails both ways, so
that a British service will alternate
with a Dutth one. The tenders for the
new. service must be received before
the middle of May, and it is anticipat-
ed that the Dutch aerial post will be
begun not later than June or July,
when the weather may be expected to
be at its best for aerial navigation.
With a good start it is possible that
the service may be made.to pay with
a2 much smaller fee than that now
charged to and from Paris.

Achievement.

S. 8. FPLATEA® FLOATED.

The chief topic .of conversation in
Marine circles yesterday was the re-
floating of the Greek Steamer Platea
off Sable Island by the Atlantic Sal-
vage Company, and praises are being
voiced everywhere for the saivagers.
The steamer was anchored in the har-

bor and will be docked at the Ship-|

yards where an inspection will be
Leld. She is in splendid condition and
will likely soon be in the freight ser-
vice again.

Lawrence Porter and Norman Mec-
Beigan were in charge of the sal-
vage operations and with their wreck-
ing crews deserve all the credit for the

successful venture. Fred Colwell was
at the head of the mechanical staff,
who overhauled all the Platea’s boil-
ers, her engines, reversing engines,
steam pipes, and steering gear. The
ship came from Sable Island to Hali-
fax under her own steam.

The Atlantic Salvage Company
started operations on April 27th, when
they arrived at the Island on the tug
Le Canadienne, and landed gear ani
supplies. Immediately the work of
pumping the ship was carried oat
there being 12 feet of water in the af-
ter hold.

On April 30 steam was put on in the
boilers and by this time they had three
Ignd tackles out from the ship, and in
all there were four strong cables out
from the ship. Two of them included
6,000 feet of wire to which were at-
tached three anchors and the rcmain-

——

ing two were 500 feet in length and
had two anchors each. The Platea was
then lying east and west on the beach,
about 30 degrees to pert, and practical-
1y high and dry.

On May 2nd, a bad piece in the main

steam pipe was found, which was

sent to Halifax to be repaired. On
May 6th the boilers had been examined
and were in A 1 condition. Three days
later, on May 10, the bow of the ship
was moved about 8 feet to starboard.
On the 13th the ship was moved 30
feet astern and the next day she was

moved some, being then afloat between |

the outer sand bar and.the beach. With
the early morning tide on the 15th,
the ship was pulled half way over the
outer sand bar, about 500 feet, and
with  the afternoon tide the ship was
thén hauled clear of the bar. She was
then towed around to deep water and

ifeft shortly after for Halifax under her
own stegm, with the tug Sarnia City
acting as a pilot, making the trip in
