The Concert Last Night.
The concert in aid of the orphans and 

poor, in St. Joseph’s Hospital, was held in 
the Drill Shed last night. The attendance 
was very large, over a thousand we are 
informed being present. The active com­
mittee of management, however, were 
enabled to seat nearly the whole audience, 
though quite a number were compelled 
to stand during the entire performance. 
The committee had thoughtfully put up 
a canopy over the platform, which not 
only set off the appearance of that part of 
the building greatly, but was of material 
service to the singers, as by confining the 
space it did not tax their vocal powers so 
much, and helped to carry the sound out 
through the building. But make what­
ever Improvements you please, so long as 
the Drill Shed retains its present barn­
like appeafrance, no singing, however 
good, will have any effect in it. The 
most powerful notes are weakened, and 

*the softest and fittest passages lose their 
effect entirely. § The audience does not 
feel at home, they lack enthusiasm, the 
best efforts of performers fall dull on their 
ears, and the singers in turn catch the in­
fection and lose heart. Guelph is miser­
ably off for a good concert room, for be- 
tweeen a Town Hall not much larger 
than a pretty big ante-room, and a huge 
hulk of a Drill Shed there is no choice.

The concert was under the direction Of 
Mr. Cherrier, of Hamilton, who acted as 
conductor In the two elaborate choruses 
by Lambilotte, which were well rendered 
by a well trained choir, Mrs Budd play­
ing the accompaniment,. Mrs. Freeman 
and Miss. Bettton—two Hamilton ladies— 
are pleasing singers. The former sang 
the simple, sweet little song—“ The 
Swiss Girl”—very nicely, and the latter 
rendered “ The Child of the Regiment” 
very correctly and with taste. “ Has sor­
row thy young days shaded” was admira­
bly sung by Miss Green, a promising 
amateur vocalist of Guelph, but the 
selection was rather unfortunate, as it is 
rather slow and plaintive for a concert 
room. She was more effective in “ The 
Bird of Beauty”—given in response to an 
encore,and showed a versatility and power 
of vocalization which was well appreciated 
by the audience. Miss. Hillary followed 
with “ I cannot sing the old songs.” This 
lady is an accomplished singer, has a 
sweet, clear and well trained voice, and 
throws considerable expression into it. 
Being encored she sang” Mary of Argyle” 
to her own accompainment with great 
feeling and effect, Mr. Filgiano’s “ Grave 
of Napoleon” was well done, but he was 
far more effective in his rendering of the 
“ Marseillaise.” In the second part Mrs. 
Freeman and Miss Benton gave the duet 
“ Wondering Stars” with spirit, and re­
ceived a vigorous encore. Miss Fraser 
sang “ Do you thing he’ll come to night” 
with all the power her rich voice imparts. 
She was loudly encored and in response 
gave with feeling and taste “ Do they 
pray for me at home." Mr. Filgiano’s 
rendering of “ The Beggar Girl ” was 
well done, though lacking somewhat in 
expression. “ Take back the flower ” was 
beautifully sung by Miss Hillary, her 
rendering of it showing a true apprecia­
tion of the music and words. She was 
encored, and gave an operatic selection, in 
which she showed her thorough musical 
training in the elaborate ornamentation 
of the bravura passages. Mrs Budd, 
Miss Coffee and Mr. C. Murton played the 
accompaniments with their usual taste.

On tne whole the concert was a great 
success, whether we regard the character 
of the entertainment, the attendance, or 
the amount realized. The decorations 
were in good taste, the arrangements 
excellent and wellcarried out, and every­
thing passed off satisfactorily. After the 
concert the hall was cleared, and dancing 
was commenced and kept up with great 
spirit till an early hour in the morning. 
The music was supplied by the Hespeler 
Quadrille Band. Excellent and abundant 
refreshments were provided by the com­
mittee, and laid out at one end of the 
hr’1.

The Commercial Bank.
The amount of the bank's liabilities, as 

shown by the , September statement, Is 
$4,987,048. Of this amount, over three 
millions was owing to depositors, and a 
Bttle over a million and a quarter to bill 
holders, while the amount due to other 
hanks is only $400,891. Its assets are 
•omprised as follows Coin, bullion, and 
Provincial notes, $708,141 ; landed or 
other property of the bank, $277,687; 
Government securities, $400,000 ; promis­
sory notes, or bills of other banks, $106,- 
384 ; balances due from other banks, 
$174,281 ; notes and bills discounted, and 

credit accounts, $6,975,857 ; other 
debts due to the bank, not included under 
the foregoing heads, $498,782 ; total, $9,- 
140,982. From this it will be seen that 
the other banks in the Province will not 
be seriously inconvenienced by the stop­
page of the Commercial, and there is 
therefore no fear of the failure being fol­
lowed by others.

The Montreal Gazette, referring to the 
meeting of ban£ managers in that city, 
euys the feeling was'so urgent that they 
lad even one informal meeting on Sunday 
last, and met again on Monday morning 
In the British North American Bank. All 
She managers expressed themselves quite 
w‘?ling to come to the rescue, and assist 
She Commercial Bank in proportion to 
their capital ; the Bank of Montreal alone 
refusing. This Bank had made an ad­
vance of $800,000 some weeks ago, upon 
» special security. It refused with all its 
capital and ability to do more, unless the 
other banks would guarantee ; the other 
banks standing quite ready to do their 
share, could not consent to any special 
conditions of favor to the Bank of Mon­
treal ; and tfu^&fter holding during the 
day four protracted and anxious meetings, 
the entire matter had to come to a failure, 
in consequence of the action of the Bank 
of Montreal, and Mr. King, its manager. 
The conduct of this manager was most 
dogmatic, and had it not been that the 
meeting was so strongly impressed with 
the immense importance of the occasion, 
end the necessity for patient discussion 
and calm and right action, Mr. King 
might have beefh shewn a proper appre­
ciation of his conduct.

The press and pub"*c opinion seem to 
bo pretty well agreed that, though the 
bank has, under the pressure of adverse 
circumstances, and the selfish poi:cy of 
Mr. King, the Manager of the Bank of 
Montreal, been compelled to suspend pay­
ment, still the stock is worth at least fifty 
cents to the dollar, if not sixty, and that, 
consequently its bills in circulation will 
bo paid dollar for dollar. It is the inter­
est of brokers and money shavers to depre­
ciate the bills of the bank, in order that 
they may be able to buy them up at a 
heavy discount, and afterwards get them 
redeemed at their par value, and thus 
make a handsome profit off the unfouu- 
nate bill-holders. We see no reason why 
* single bill should be passed or sold at 
over one per cent discount.

The Revolt in Crete.
Th ^ Aate ot Italy has absorbed so much 

attention lately that the efforts of the 
Cretan insurgents to shake off the yoke 
of the Turks have been almost forgotten. 
The visit ot the Sultan to England has 
not been without good results. He saw 
people living and exulting in freedom, 
and he rather liked the picture. It was a 
useful journey to His Majesty, and it may 
be of immense benefit to the people over 
whom lie sways despotic authority. It 
Would appear to have rendered his mind 
Susceptible to humane impulses, and in a 
Turkish Emperor whose titlebaajooJmrg 
and too often been but a synonym for 
unrelenting cruelty and barbarity, that is 
one great thing accomplished. He saw 
the Cretan insurrection in a different 
light ; he was not so indignant as former­
ly that the descendants of men who pre­
ferred death on the battle field to life 
under foreign despotism, should still 
evince the spirit of their progenitors, and 
Struggle earnestly, energetically for the 
possession of political freedom. Tho Sul­
tan has endeavored to treat with his 
Cretan subjects, but it is reported that 
they refuse to accept any terms short of 
annexation to Greece. It must be re­
membered, however, that the inhabitants 
of Crete are not exclusively of the Hel­
lenic race, and the cession of the island 
would be by no means satisfactory to the 
Mohammedan portion of the population. 
The history of civilized, or even of chris­
tianized governments can scarcely afford 
» parallel to the magnanimity and human­
ity evinced by the amnesty proclamation 
of the Sultan. But the proverbial treach­
ery of the Turkish race has negatived the 
effect which such a proclamation might 
Otherwise have had. We hear that the 
Cretans regard the promises as delusory, 
and that hostilities have been renewed. 
Bach a report is not incredible if we reflect 
on the former tyranny of the Porte, and 
on the spirit which must yet animate the 
descendants of the men who maintained 
their liberties against the millions of 
Persia.

If report be true, Baronin's power» of 
humbugging mankind are suffering no 
deterioration by frequent use.. We have 
all heard about his woolly horse and his 
mermaid, and hie various other wonder­
ful stuffed creatures: some of Nature's 
most strange and unaeoountable pheno­
mena in the animal creation. The last 
proof of his enterprise that was bruited 
abroad was his having secured a real live 
gorilla, that amused himself tearing peo­
ple’s arms out of their sockets when he 
could get hold of them, and sportively 
snapping in twain bars of iron two inches 
square. He was confined within a certain 
circumference by a chain possessed of a 
resistant force of some tons—we don’t re­
collect the exact number. It is now re­
ported, somewhat to the further detri­
ment of Mr Barnum’s already sullied 
reputation, that the gorilla that has ex­
hibited such ferocity and such prodigious 
strength is neither more nor less than a 
very handsome and athletic young man 
who has donned for the nonce the skin of 
a gorilla procured by himself and some­
body else, with Barnum’s sanction, at a 
great expense in Africa. The sensational 
stories about the beast’s tremendous, un­
paralleled ferocity and strength are said 
to have been circulated for the purpose of 
preventing too close an inspection, and of 
avoiding a probability oi the deception 
being detected. It is now related that 
the gorilla was so imprudent lately as to 
address an acquaintance by name and ex­
tend a “ paw” in salutation to the virtu­
oso. On recollecting himself he earnestly 
entreated his friend, who was a Southern 
gentleman, not to tell what he had dis­
covered, at least until he returned home. 
If the story of Barnum’s imposture be 
true, the gentleman must have returned 
and told the story.

much more dir ^trous. The Emprcrs and 
the Prince Imp rial had been cruising 
towards the Spanish coast ; but finding 
the sea would be too high to land at Bi­
arritz, the royal yacht took shelter be­
hind the breakwater, and the royel party, 
instead of landing at Socota, started in 
the yacht’s boat for St. Jean de LuZ. The 
pilot who had charge of the leading boat 
in which were the Empress and the 
young Prince, missed the entrance of the 
harbour, ran the boat among the rocks, 
fell overboard hi? elf, and was drowned. 
The royal party was carried through the 
surf and safely landed. The boats in 
which were the suite hit the entrance of 
the harbour, following, as they supposed, 
the royal gig. Great was their conster­
nation when they found what had hap­
pened the Empress and her boy.

Murder in Own Sound.
About noon on Tuesday, a young man 

named Anthony Ford was travelling 
along between the fourth and fifth conces­
sion of Derby in a waggon, when his at­
tention was arrested by hearing the snap 
of a gun close to him.

Tradk and Manufactures of Eng­
land.—The London correspondent of 
the N. Y. Herald writing under pate of 
the 2nd inst., gives the following inter­
esting information. The wholesale 
boises engaged in the Manchester and 
general trades throughout the city have 
been very busy so far this week, the 
winter trade having fairly commenced, 
the “turn” of October being on, when the 
houses “date forward" and every one ex­
pects to be busy. The weather also has 
turned cold, which helps the progress of 
business. Cotton goods have been fall­
ing slightly again last week, while cot­
ton in Liverpool remains for tho present 
firm. There still continues to be a lack 
of anything like business speculation or 
energy in England just now, and people 
in all the different and varied channels 
of trade confine themselves almost with­
out exception to the strictly legitimate 
requirements that are called for by a 
regular demand. The people here are 
better customers to us for our cottons 
than you are on the other side of the 
Atlantic, and would take plenty of them 
from us and send corn in exchange over 
here. The exchange would suit us capi­
tally, whatever it might do for you.

Apropos of cotton spinning, in con­
cluding a paper on “cotton spinning 
machinery,” read before the institution of 
Mechanical Engineers at Birmingham, 
Mr. Platt stated that the number of 
spinners now employed in the cotton 
manufacture of Great Britain exceeds 
36,000,000. Their produce of yarn when 
in regular work is 64,000,000 nrles 
in a day of ten hours, which gives enough 
to wind four times round the globe every 
minute. We stand in much need of a 
better supp'y of silk in this country/ and 
it has occurred to me that in some parts 
of your continent, especially in Texas 
that a quantity of. cocoons of certain 
descriptions of the silkworm might 
be gathered, which would find a ready 
market here. It is reported that native 
silk hi s been found in the neighbourhood 
of Gramstown, which is the produce of a 
worm that feeds on the mimosa thorn 
and is found in most parts where the 
mimosa flourishes. The cocoons are 
three times the size of the ordinary silk­
worm, but, while the thread is deficient 
in brilliancy, it is just as strong as the 
mulberry silk and quite as fine. If co- 
cc >ns arc to* be obtained they would pay 
well for the gathering.

Young men 
however are earnestly aautioned against the injuri­
ous practice of hurrying through the course from 
the mistaken ideatiiatthey will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Infinitely 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since his full course oftuition is already paid for, 
to incur the comparatively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks board in order to make himself 
completely master of the course ; and thus, by a 
small present outlay, qualify himself for some lu- 
curative situation. The erudness that such haste 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College where he 
graduates ; and, besides, it brings opproblum on 
Commercial Colleges generally. The common prac­
tice, therefore, of holding out this crowding sys­
tem as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible,
