At 8:25 the jury returned to court, and
Judge Davis was sent for, On his arrival
the roll was called, and the jury was
asked if they had agreed om a verdict.
The foreman answered ‘' We have, we find
thoe prisoner guilty of murder in the
second degree.”*For several minutes
after the verdict, neither the prisoner nor
his friends nttered a word. Mr. 0'Conor
then whispered a2 word to Judge Davis,
who announced that he would suspend

sentence until Saturday morning at half
paet ten. The prisoner was then remov-
to the Tombs.
