President Grant
then stepped forward and in a few
sentences truthfu'ly sketched the
character of his illustrious predeces-
sor, He closed his remarks by say-
ing: ¢ From March, 1864, to the day
when the hand of an assassin opened a
grave for Mr. Lincoln, then President
of the United States, my personal re.
lations with him were as close, as in-
timate as the nature of our respec-
tive duties would permit. To know
him personally was to love and re.
spect him for his great qualities of
head and heart, and for his
patience and patriotism. With all
his disappointments from failures on
the part of those to whom he entrus.
ed command, and treachery on the
part of those who' gained his confi-
dence but to betray it, I never heard
him utter a complaint, or cast censure
for bad faith. It was his nature to
find excuses for s adversaries, In
his death the nation lost 1ts greatest
head. In his death the South lost its
most just friend.”

We cannot refrain from quoting
the following just tribute to the
memory of Mr, Lincoln from the New
York Tvribune :—

*‘ His tomb is a large, handsome and
stately structure, overiooking a green
valley and hillside, filled with the graves
of the friend, and neighbors, who saw
Lincoln going 1 and out among them for
1lirty years, who 1 arncd to houor and
love him day by day, and to whom he
turned, in the solemn hour of Lislast
departare from Springfield, to ask their
prayers for Divine assistance in Lis heavy
task, It is altogether fitting thut his
bones should lie there as long as the
inéxorable laws of nature will permit.
But forghis glory, monuments und pro-
cessions can do very little. The most
brilliaut erray of ofticial visitors is
eclipsed by the eimple grandeor of the
now almost mythical fignre, which has
grown up in the hearts of t'u:\:eoplr‘,
of the hero and ' martyr  wile, as
they believe, saved our libertics when
they were imperiled, and gave freedomn
to those that were in bondage. 'The
world is rapidly outgrowing monuments.
It is hurd to decide who merits them, of
those who obtained them. But it may
safely be asserted that no man conquers
the love of Christendom without merit.
Lincoln has become a myth and type of
ideal democracy in every country on the
carth where the history of our wars is
read, and where the masses are working
fora better future. Every one blesses
him now, Jess than ten years after his
death.”
