Difference in Exchange between London
and New York.
The question is often asked why Can-
adian Pacifie stock sells apparently at a
higher price in London than New York.
The explanation is that in London all
American stocks are sold (unless other-
wise specified) on London terms, which
mean $5 to the £ sterling. If ome buys
or sells an Awmerican stock in England
the calculation is always made by turn-
ing the dollars into pounds at that rate,
and then caleulating the. cost on that
basis. For example, supposing the Can-
adian Pacific stock is bringing 573 on
the New York market, to make as good
a sale in London the rate would require
to be at least $583, as will be seen from
the following illustration :
