The dredge “Mudlark” 'has been oper­
ated almost continuously in deepening 
the channel of the inner harbor of Vic­
toria. Another plant has been engaged 
in removing rocks in the channel which 
has been deepened and a uniform depth 
16 feet at low tide will soon be secured 
below the railway bridge, but until the 
arrivai off the ndw dredger, now under 
construction, which is to replace the 
‘Mudlark” progress will be slow. The 

works now proceeding are in accordance 
with a plan of general hatbor improve­
ment prepared by this board and 
adopted by the government. That 
plan, however, ,was precented as prelim­
inary to another of more general utility 
and the time has now arrived for its 
preparation.

In October last the provincial govern­
ment called for tenders for the purchase 
.of lots 6703 when the board’s commit­
tee waited upon the chief commissioner 
of lands and, works and rasked that the 
property be not disposed off until the 
Dominion government could -be communi­
cated with. This. request was granted, 
and the Dominon government was re­
quested to' acquire the property in the 
interests of the port, it being pointed 
out that a high building, if erected on 
the property in question would be a 
menace to navigation. The matter is 
not yet settled, but in the meantime the 
lot has been rented, month by month, 
with building restrictions and Mr. G. 
A. Keefer, will deal with the question 
in his report on Victoria harbor 'im­
provements generally.

Rational Free Fort—The royal com­
mission on transportation also recom­
mended to the Dominion government the 
establishment of national or free ports 
and included in the list the port of Vic­
toria. It is «recommended that the lands 

-adjoining and reasonably usable in con­
nection with navigable waters shall be 
acquired by the Dominion government, 
and subsequently, by proclamation of the 
governor gemeral-in-council the port shall 
be declared a national port, and that, 
thereinafter, no port or dock (other than 
dry dock or elevator) charges shall be 
levied by the government, or allowed to 
be collected by any government official 
at that port.

Pilotage—The last recommendation in­
volves a national- policy and although 
there is ao reason to believe that a de­
cision will be long deferred, it was 
thought advisable to fully acquaint the 
royal commission on transportation with 
this hoard’s endeavor- to have compul­
sory pilotage abolished at the porta of 
Victora and Esqnimalt. The facts were 
fully presented and after due consider­
ation the commission recommended to 
the Dominion government as follows:

“That in view of the fact that in 
many cases the present Charges for pilot­
age appear too be without Warrant of 
law, but rather to be based on the de­
sire of,the board of pilotage commis­

the raw materials they use, as well as 
a heavy duty on tlie machinery which 
they may import, amounting to twenty- 
five per cent.”

It was further stated that machinery 
represents about one-half, the value of 
the completed ship:

The commission lp reporting to the 
Dominion government recommended:

“In view off the fact tbatf your com­
mission was appointed to deal with mat­
ters of transportation, and that these 
are so vitally affected by the amount of 
tonnage suitable for the trade, and that 
tonnage can nowhere he so well supplied 
as from our own Canadian yards, your

register on all such iron or steel vessels 
of 500 tons or over so commenced and

Recently the B. C. Marine Railways 
company of tbs city tendered in compe­
tition with the shipbuilders of the Do­
minion and Great Britain for the con­
struction of a survey ship to be used 
by the Dominion government in the 
northern Pacifiy waters, 
was the lowest‘received from Canadian 
shipbuilders but the government have 
not yet awarded the contract because, a 
still lower tender was received from 
Great Britain. Apart from the approved 
and established policy of supporting local 
industries, we consider that this prov­
ince has a strong claim upon the federal 
government on account of the large sums 
paid into the Dominion treasury hi cus­
toms duties and internal revenue being 
three times as much per head as is col­
lected from the remainder of the Do­
minion.

guards recommended by this board -will 
be speedily carried to completion:

Steamship and Railway Services—Tlie 
steamship services with Victoria have 
been greatly improved. The daily ser­
vices between Victoria and Puget Sound 
are maintained by seaworthy vessels 
with good passenger accommodation ; but 
it was only by the vigorous protest of 
this board that the Alaska Steamship 
company was prevented from doing that 
business with an inferior vessel.

British Columbia northern ports and 
Lynn Canal ports are also well served 
and on the west coast of Vancouver 
Island .the trade has grown to such an 
extent as to necessitate the operating of 
à larger steamer. Victoria is exception­
ally well situated for Australian and'
Oriental trade and many steamers en­
gaged call at this port which do not 
enter other Canadian ports.

Canadian Pacific railway freights are 
delivered in cars by ferry connection at 
Ladysmith and the Great Northern rail­
way cars reach Victoria by ferry connec­
tion at Sydney. The advantages of 
these ferry services enable Victoria mer­
chants to compete favorably with other 
coast cities.

Railway Commission—Although the 
Canadian Pacific railway have invar­
iably met the representations of this 
board in a friendly spirit and generally 
acceded to our wiehps, the Victoria mer­
chants felt compelled to join -the mer­
chants of .other coast cities in a com­
plaint that that company is discrimin­
ating against coast cities in favor of 
Winnipeg. The distance from Calgary 
to Winnipeg is 840 miles and from Cal­
gary to the coast, 640, bgt rates are 
lower from Winnipeg. The facts have 
been placed before the railway commis­
sion and it is hoped a decision will be 
given in favor off the coast cities. After 
failing to obtain any redress from the 
Canadian Pacific railway all the facta 
were laid before the railway commis­
sion and it is hoped that a decision will 
soon be given and that it. Will be in 
favor of this coast cities.

TTe coast merchants were also threat­
ened with another discrimination in an 
application for mixed freights in car­
load lots from eastern Canada.

With regard to infractions of tha 
alien labor law in this. province, Hon. 
William Temp’.eman wrote to say that 
the matter would receive his earnest 
consideration.

Deputy Minister of Labor Mackenzie 
King wrote .with regard to the 
matter, enclosing copies of the Allen 
Labor Act arul advising the council 
that any person coulti act aa prose­
cutor, and in case of a conviction the 
prosecutor would be entitled to receive 
half the fine. The matter was re­
ferred to the incoming executive.

Letters were also received from Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and Hon. William 
Templeman, saying that the request» 
of the labor unions for the removal ot 
W. T. R. Preston as Canadian emi­
gration commissioner in London would 
receive their earnest consideration.

Aid. Fell of the library commission 
wrote to eay that the council had not 
complied with the 
missioners for a list ot technical 
books on labor.

Members of the council protested 
that such a list bad been furnished 
months age and must have been mis­
laid. The committee were instructed 
to prepare and. furnish another Hst.

Secretary Elworthp wrote to eay 
that the Board ’ of Trade would name 
three representatives, about the early 
part" of next week.

A letter waa received from clerks 
and other employees, complaining that 
some merchants refused to close their 
place» of business on Wednesday af­
ternoons. ■

The secretary was Instructed to 
reply to- the letter, taylng that the 
council would instruct its executive to 
use their beet efforts to induce mer­
chant» to recognize the half holiday 
In question, artd at the same time to 
inform the writers - that “God helped 
them that helped themselves,'’ and 
that they would permanently serve 
their beat interest» by becoming or­
ganized into unions.

A letter was received from Samuel 
Gompers, saying that- J. A. Flett, gen­
eral -organlzfler for Canada, would rep­
resent the American Federation of 
Labor at the session of the Dominion 
Labor Congress at Victoria on Sep­
tember 17, and that it waa quite pos­
sible that other officers of the Ameri­
can Federation would also be present.

The finance committee presented 
their report, which was of a very sat­
isfactory nature. After some discus­
sion It was decided to obtain and post 
up in Labor Hall a list of all publica­
tions that did not- employ union print­
ers to -do their work.

Delegates made strongly worded 
complaints of the action of the police 
In making a deal with a steamship 
agent by which certain prisoners were 
allowed to leave the prison to take the 
place of union men who were on 
strike. The secretary was instructed 
to draw the attention of the city coun­
cil to the matter, and to say that, while 
they could not reasonably object tb 
the agent In question paying the fines 
of the prisoners, yet it appears from 
the reports of the transaction which1 
appeared in the daily papers that the 
agent In question made “the dicker" 
with the prisoners in the presence of 
the chief of police, and waa only will­
ing to pay the fine on condition that 
they agreed to go as firemen on his 
boat; or, in other words, to act aa 
strikebreakers.

CANAD^ ’AS A PAH-AMERIÇAN.

Under the aWv.e>captiOQ the Mexican 
Herald of a recerft daté has a rather in­
teresting editorial; based tipon. some ob­
servations made by a writer in the Na­
tional Review, of. London, England, 
with respect to the; position which Can­
ada will take, in thye near future, in re­
gard to Pan-American affairs. Tne Her­
ald—whether rightly or wrongly, we 
are not prepared to say-treats the arti­
cle, in question, as being inspired in high 
Dominion quarters, ana terms it “an in­
teresting disclosure' of the ambitions 
of Canadian statesman.” It is possible 
that most Canadian^, enjoying a nearer 
view of these high ihatters, may enter­
tain very grave doubts as to whether 
even a small proportion of those gentle­
men now at tiie helm in Dominion affairs 
entertain any such lofty ideals as those 
attributed to them by the National Re­
view writer. For example, lie says that 
Canada in the neàr future is to serve 
as • a “mediator, a vital link,” between 
the British Empire and the United 
States. This would seem to the average 
observer to be one of two things— 
either a reversal of present conditions,

, or the creation of a totally unnecessary 
office. But this London writer goes very 
mûch further as he proceeds to reveal 
his views of Canada’s immédiate future. 
He states in practically so many woids 
that the Dominion is to act as the arbi­
trator between the United Statès and 
the growing powers of Latin America, 
“who wish to see Canada represented 
at the Pan-American Congress.” In 
other words, as The Herald remarks, it 
is the aspiration of Canada, according 
to this writer in the National Review, 
“to ' be a sort of permanent peace tri­
bunal for this hemisphere.” And. the 
Mexican journal goes ' on to remark, 
^ith what may be either sincere ad­
miration or gentle satire, that the role

A NEW GOLD FIELD.

mineral discoveries at- Cobaf| 
seem doomed to be dwarfed -by the re 
cent finds of gold to the country farth­
er north. Rev. Father A'arAdis, ,who 
has been engaged to missionary.and col­
onization work in northern Ontario and 
Quebec for twenty-five years, arrived 
recently at Montreal and told a thrilling 
story of the mineral wealth of the re­
gion in which hie work lies. He says 
the gold discovery recently reported by 
Messrs. Benaud and Ollier, of Villa 
Marie is but a mere speck on the sur­
face of a vast mineral range that run* 
a,l- the way from Lake Opaeitica to the 
Labrador coast. It is a range of Hu- 
renian formation, full of mineral depos­
its and altogether dlièrent from the 
Laurentian range which rises from the 
valley of the St. Lawrence, described 
by miners as “starvation” rock.
_ The recent gold discoveries to the 
north of Lake St. John are on the same 
range, wihich forms tlhe Height of Land, 
and consists of mineral bearing quartz 
All through northern Quebec and Lab­
rador.

For more than twenty years Father 
Paradis has known of the existence of 
gold at the very point where the dis­
covery was made0 by the two prospec­
tors, and has long been convinced that 
right in Quebec they had gold to as 
great abundance as there is in the far- 
famed Whitwatersrând mines in the 
Transvaal.

“I have seen myself,” he declared, 
“shelves of the bright yellow metal shin­
ing through the clear water from the 
rocky bed of the lake.

“I have told scores of people about 
th* gold as well as of silver and cop­
per and iron, and it was through me 
that Renaud and Ollier went north on 
tlieir prospecting tour.

The dictation 
and spelling in this form were first-class, 
and the Euclid and Algebra exceedingly 
good- English History was perhaps the 
weakest subject. Both forms did very 
well in Scripture. I consider that the 
examination this year has been most 
satisfactory, and that both masters and 
boys may be congratulated upon the re­
sult.

Sut 
as he can fly, thft lower mandible sud­
denly develops its fi* net—or a scoop­
like shape, and - “Skimmer” skims his 
food from the ocean. Gulls sit high and 
dry on tbe water, and ride the waves in 
schools and flocks; but Tern rarely enjoy 
this sport, and do-not linger long On the 
water. They have longer wings and 
■tails than the Gulls, and more pointed 
bills; and they are more active. Tern 
and Skimmers sometimes, though rarely, 
visit their cousin Geils on this Coast.

Wet* and see tf you find them here, 
and when you are sure, send work to 
this little comer of the Colonist. Gulls 
nest on the ground, on drifts of seaweed 
and on rocky cliffs, and the baby Gulls 
can leave the nest in a very few hours. 
There are three species, at least, which 
nest on the islands belonging to British 
Columbia, so some of out, boys must 
have seen the eggs and nests and young 
onfes.

Mrs; H. B. T,. writes to ask me the 

origin ot the Orpingtons; and which 
variety is best to keep for general all 
round work.

The Orpingtons all originated "with 
the tote Wm. Oock, of Orpington, Eng„ 
and have been known favorably there 
since 1886, when he introduced the 
Black Orpington, followed to 1864 by 
the Buffs. The blacks are made "up of 
crosses of Black Langshang, Black Min­
orca and Golden Hamburg.

The Buffs are crosses of Buff Cochin, 
Silver Dorking and Golden Hamburg. 
There are three other varieties: The 
white, spangled qud jubilee; hut the 
buffs and the blacks are the best general 
utility fowls, being first-class layers, 
good mothers and rapid growers, with 
unnsual flesh forming abilities, 'which 
render them profitable market .fowls. 
In British Columbia the buffia have made 
themselves very popular as profitable 
birds. r v

But from Los Angeles comes the voice 
poultry 

the blacks, 
quailed as winter layers, unexcelled, as 
market fowls and altogether thé best 
of all those excellent varieties known 
Orpingtons. He strongly advises the 
exclusive raising of Black Orpingtons. 
The cocks weigh eleven to thirteen 
pound»;, the cockerels ten pounds; and 
the heps from eight to nine and one half 
pounds. They mature very early.

The bnffs are so well known that yon 
can judge them for yourself. I think 
they are favorites with all who have 
tried them. This is the best I cam do 
in helping you to a choice; as my own 
buffs are in their first season; and my 
Macks just downy chicks; so personal 
experience is limited.

Now if you have not yet tried this 
work—do not give up too easily—-think­
ing written instructions are confusing. 
Take a first lesson with a clover leaf, or 
an ivy; outline it with lead pencil on a 
piece of town, arid practice with coarse 
cotton or linen. You will be pleased at 
the rapidity with which the work may 
be done; and its really pretty effect. It 
does not take months to embroider a 
watit in shadow work; but is simply the 
result of one or two afternoon’s work, 
done to some shady, cool, retreat—-ont 
under the apple trees, perhaps; ok under 
the maple down by the creek.

this pretty yoke for a coreet cover or 
chemise.

A corset cover could be made more 
elaborate by crocheting insertion to 
match the yoke, and setting in the fronts 
in V shape. In this case, crochet six 
pieces, of three different lengths, as re­
quired for the cover according to size 
and fullness; the two short pieces for the 
top V, the next for the V reaching from 
the boat to tbe yeke; and the longest 
pieces, from the waist line to the yoke.

Corset Cover Yoke.—Make chain as 
long as. required for the width of the 
yoke, according to size. It is well to 
allow an Inch or so extra in length ot 
chain, as it takes np in working.

1. Make 11 doubles in 11 stitches, * 
chain 3, miss 3, 3 trebbles in next stitch, 
chain 3, miss 3, 23 doubles to next 28 
stitches; repeat from- * across, ending 
with 11 doubles, turn.

2. Chain 1, 9 doubles in 9 doubles, * 
miss two doubles, chain 3, 3 trebles in 
1st of 3 trebles, chain 3, 3 trebles to last 
of same 8 trebles, chain 3, 19 doubles 
over 23 doubles, missing 1st 2, repeat 
from * across, ending with 9 doubles.

When 
the mixture boils, pour it over tile cher­
ries. Train off heat, "and refill the jars 
for three days. Then at the last heal Ing 
have melted a little twhite wax.
