NOT 80U BRIGHT FOR BULGARIA,
Prince Alexander’s Troops Repulsed Be-
fore Picrot — Expected Surrender of
Widdin,

LoxpoN, Nov, 27,—A despatch from
Sofia states that on Thursday morning
Prince Alexander, at the head of 50,000
Bulgarian troops, entered Servia, Great
enthusiasm prevails in the army and
throughout Bulgaria, - Severe fighting in
the neighborhood of Tearibrod wae re-
ported yesterday, and latest acoounts re-
present the Servians as retreating. The
Bulgarians report that 2000 Servians were
killed at Widdin,

The Ruigarians Repulsed.

LoNDON, Nov, 27.—The entire Bulgarian
army made an attack on Perot. A prolonged
struggle ensued, during which the Servian
artillery rendered excellent service and main-
tained such an effective fire that the Bulgari
ans were repulsed. The losses of the Bulgari-
ans are reported to have been very large.

Fxpected Rurrender of Widdin,

BELGRADE, Nov. 27.—General Leshjanin of
the Servian army telegraphs that he is bom-
tarding Widdin and expects the surrender of
the city to-day.

No dynastic changes in Servia are expect-
ed. Austrian influence in Servia is waning
because Russia initiated the movement for an
armistice and the latter power has grown
accordingly in the esteem of the Servians, A
change of mmistry, which may occur on
account of this transition ofifeeling, will not
affect the fidelity of King Milan to Austria.

Echoes From the War.

King Milan has visited the Austrian em
peror to ask for aid. The Austrian govern-
ment has consequently instructei its minister
at Belgrade to see Prince Alerander and dis-
suade him from invading Servia.

The Russians are sending surgeons, nurses
and hospital supplies to the Bulgarians.

ONTARIO OROPS FOR NOVEMBER.

Monthly Report of tve Provinelal Bureau
of Imdustries,

The Ontario bureau of industries yesterday
issued it summary of crop statistics for No-
vember. The report says:

“Fall wheat is a fine samplé and the yield is
large; but owing to the effec's of rain and rust
spring wheat is a serious failure, both in quin-

ty and quality.

“The bulk of the barley was discolored by a
widely extended rain storm at the harvesting

season.

“(Oats are below the average guality, having
rusted in the ripening sufa.

“Rye is a fair average in {ield and guality
but the area in crop is steadily deereasing. -

“Peas and beans were affected by spells of
dry and wet weather in July and August, and
they ripened very nnevenly; the pea bug
almost wholly disappeared.,

“The growing and ripening searon for corn
was short, cool and rainy, and much of it is
soft in consequence ; in the Lake Erie coun-
ties it has dom » fairly well. :

-Sorghum is generally a failure, and farm-
ers are ceasing to grow it,

“Buckwheat has given a good yield and the
quality is excellent, but in iocalities it was
hurt by early frests.

“The potato crop has suffered severely from
the rot. In all the southern pa t3 of the pro-
vince, from the Detroit river to the Ottawa,
fully one-half of it 1s destroyed, and the dis-
ease continues its ravages in the pits and
cellars. Inthe northern parts of the province
but little harm has been done.

““Turnips are sound and in moderately good
supply, and the accounts of man el wurzels
and carrots are nniformly favorable,

“The midge bas wrought havoc with the
seed oclover. It is only where flelds were pas-
tured until the beginning or middle of June,
and then left to grow. for seed, that fairly suc-
cessful results have been obtained. %

“Thenew crop of fall wheat has been sown
in good condition, and it has a promising
appearance.

“Good accounts are received of the fruit
crop. Inthe older counties there has been a
surplus of apples of excellent quality, and
large quantities have been shipped to Eng-
land and the Northwest. Peirs have been
moderately plentiful in westarn districts, nnd
also in two or three eastern counties. The
supply «f peaches was confined to sheltered
orchards in the Niagara peninsula. A good
surplus of plums is reported for the northern
and eastern districts, but biack-kmot and the
curculio have been destructive in the West
Midland and Lake Frie counties.: The black-
knot has also wrought great damage to cherry
trees, and cherries were scarce and of poor
nality. Grapes and small fruits were very
abundant. Fruittrees have madefine growt.
during the season, and are generally in a
healthy state.

“Live stock are-in’ good condition. The
swine plague caused serious loss in some
western localities early in the fall season, but
there remain now only & few scattered cases.
The market for live stock is reported dull, a
comparative absence of demand and low
prices being the ru'e. A gbod many sales of
cattle off the grass have been made for the
British markets. ere is a continued de-
crease in the number of sheep, owing, it is
stated, to the low price of wool. ‘The dairy
industry has been very dull, and sales of
cheese and butter in the carly part of the sea-
son were made st low figures.”

CROPS IN THE UNITED STATES.
The following account of cropain the United

States is prepared from the Ootober and No- |

vember reports of the department of agricul-
ture at Washington.

The last winter was the most destructive of
wheat since " 66. The area harvested s esti-
mated at 31,000,000 acres, and the average
yield at about 10.5 bushels per acre. In some
southern and central states the average is
only flve bushels per acre, while in Michigan
the crop is the best for saveral years. In the
Northwestern States there is complaint of
shrivelled grain, and the yield is very un-

equal.

q’l‘he total yield of onts is estimated at 600.-
000.000 bushels, and the average yield at 27t
98 bushels per acre. In somesouthern states
it was injured by drought; but the most ex-
tensive injury was caused by excessive rains
during and immediately after harvest—
especially in Towa, Illinois, apd in parts of
Michigan, Ohio, New York and Pennsylvania.
In portions of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Iowa
serious damage was done by grasshoppers,

A fair product of barley has been secured,
the average yield being twenty-two bushels
peracre. In New York a good deal of the
grain was stained or otherwise damaged by

excessive rains, and fo some extent in Iowa |

and Wisconsin. In Kentucky and Tennesses
a considerable portion of the crop was killed
by frosts

The corn crop of this seacon is the first of a
full average vield since 1880, being 26 to 28
bushels of sheilel corn per acre. The area is
n-arly 74,000,000 acres, being the largest in the
history of the conntry. The quality is very
good in the east and routh, medium in the
central parts of the west, and rether low on
the northern border from Michigan to Dakota.

An excess of rain has been very injurious to
the potato crop from New Kngland to Min-
nesota. The crop in New York has been
reduced one-third, and the rot has been seri-
ously prevalent in rortions of Penmsyivania,
Ohio, Michigan, Minnesota and Northern
Tilinois. The reports from Wisconsin and
Jowa are extremely unfavorable. In parts of
Pennsylvania, West Virginia, Kentucky, In-
diang. I'linois and Minnesota the crop has
been materially diminished, and in a few
localities almost destroyed by bugs,

" ment of my oandidature, but simply say I
am once more in the field (to stay), and I
will confine my address, which I fear will
be somewhat lengthy, to an explanation of
my views on some of the many civic ques-
tions thet I think will (or at least ought
to) engage the attention of the City
Councll of next year,

I foel bound to take this course, owing
to the faot that my private business at
present engages so much of my time that
1 would be simply impossible for me to

_make a persenal oanvass, and, in addition
to shat, I do not thiok it & proper way to
gonduct any election,

The iniguitous system of ocanvaesing
enables unscrupulous candidates te tell a
different story to each elector, whereas, by
the course I am adopting, my policy is
before each of you alike, and you -are at
liberty S0 express your approval or disap-
proval of my course at the polls, and you
do it with your eyes open,

RE ASSESSMENT,

The subject of undervaluation and im-
assessment is of such 'stupendous
that I will not enter into it
fully, but simply show a few of the effects
of assessing a small property owned by a
workingman for six times as much (in
to size and value) as a large

property ewned by a wealthy man,

In the firss place, there is the manifest

" Injustioe of taxing the working classes for
the benefit of the wealthy, when the spirit
and letter of our institutions requires each
eitizen to contribute according to the
actual value of his assessable property,

Secondly, this iniquitous system permits
wealthy land-owners to hold large blocks
of land, by psying merely a nominal tax,
antil it becomes very valuable by virtue of
the toil and sweat of the iIndustrious
working classes, who buy small parcels of
land adjoining these large blocks and
improve the neighborhood, when the man
who has been dishonestly shirking his
fair share of taxation for years will open
up' his fields and reap the benefit of the
labor and enterprise of a community whose
growth and development he has for years
potarded.

There is still another class who, by their
wealth and position (sometimes offictal),
are able to overawe and bulldoze the
assessors, and Court of Revision (which, by
the way, is generally composed of & num-
ber of subservient aldermen, instead of a
judge who understands the law and how to
administer it), and the assessors are help-~
less to resist she pressure, for, owing to
publio indifference, the assessors who
desire to act fairly are not properly sup-
ported by either press or public,

I may say that in our own ward I have

-only appealed against a-few cases, not
more than a dozen, and they were against
properties which were proving a bar to all
improvements to the ward; and in such
eases I will centinue to break np monopo~
lies and abate abuses, if necessary, single-
handed and alone,

“Though friends misjudge,

efame,

faithless prove.”
IMPROVEMENTS, .

I am daily asked by electors, “If I get
elected will I'give partionlar attention to
this Jr that gas lamp, crossing, or piece of
sidewalk, etc.” Now, while I quite sym-
pathise with each of these local grievances
(and they are real grievanoes), and while I
will endeavor to adjust them to the best
of my ability and the satisfaction of all
citizens, still I would remind the public
that a great deal depends upon themselves,
for the reason that the local Improvement
system s prevailing more and more each
year, and the council are endeavoring to
adopt it altogether, wherever practicable,

While I admit the many local and imme-
diate disadvantages that we suffer, still it
would be wiser to get at the root of the
matter and the cause of their existence
than to attempt to put each of them right,
for in my opinion it is Hke trying to cut a
tree down by commencing at the branches
instead of the trunk,

In the first place, we never yet set eyes
on the City Commissioner unless it be
when he comes to ‘arrange for the supplies

_ond administration of the affairs of the

smallpox hospital,

The City Engineer is not seen oftener
than once in every two or three months,
and as for the Chief of Police, the oldest
inhabitant would not know him, and the
cause of all this is the wretohed approaches
to the place (which is naturally the most
beautiful part of Toronto), The principsl
means of ingress and egress to and from
the business portion of the oity are the
Queen street and Gerrard street biidges,
and the impression 1t gives one upon first
seelng either of them is ¢that there is nothing
desirable beyond them, and his reasoning is
quite logical, for knowing the disposition
of the Toronto Street Railway Company to
extend their lines wherever money can be
made, he would say to himself, if St. Mat-
thew's Ward amounted to anything the
Btreet Rallway wonld be extended to at
least an extent something approaching the
west end, - ’

We are a mile and threequarters nearer
the St. Lawrence Market, City Hall, Post-
office and general business centre than
Parkdale, and oar situation infinitely
saperior in every respect, and all that ie
required is the improvement of the Don
and its bridges and street railway service,

I hawe collected a few figures and facts
end put them together with comsiderable
eare, and if anyone sheuld question the
correctness of them or the conolusions
srrived at, I trust they will do so through
the press and as soon as possible, and thus
allow me an opportunify to explain any
spparent discrepancy (a reasonable time

before election day), to the emd that the
electors may go to the polls realizing their
true position and prepared to vote intelli
gently upon the guestions of the day,

We were snnexed to Toronto om the
24th Marob, 1884, too late to permit of an
ssscssment by the oity, and Parliament

directed that the township assessment of |-

3883 (that we are in no way responsible
for) should be taken for the then current
year; it amounted to $511,750 (five hund-
yed and eleven theusand seven hundred
and fifty deliars), and we paid about $3000
(eight thousand dollars) taxes for two-
" thirds of the year,

The 1885 pesessment amonnted to $5810,«

188 (eight humired and ten thoussad one

llldntlnulcl.h'y-d‘hd.mm;wilohm
shown to be most glaringly oorrups, still
we have paid abont $12,557 (twelve thous-
and five hundred and fifty seven dollars)
for this year,

The assessment made during the present
year (for mext year)is $1,113,607 (one
million one hundred and thirteen thousand
¢ix hundred and seven dollars) and at the
present rate of taxation we will pay about
$19,071 (nineteen thousand and seyenty-one
dollars),

It will be seen at once that the assess--
ment for 1886 is the nearest approach to
a just valuation (though the wealthy still
esoape their fair share, while the industrial
classes are taxed to the last dollar), and I
will taxe the last assessment as the basia
for futare argument,

I find this statement is more necessary
than it otherwise wonld have beer because
of an aldermanic card issued before last
election, and purporting to contain a state-
ment of recelpts and expenditure of the
Ward, and the sum and substance of it was
that we had received about forty or fifty
thousand dollars in values from the city
more than we had paid for; and whenever
our people or their representatives sought
to get any much needed improvement from
the city, the contents of this card was
thrown in our face, and we were (in effect)
told we were an incumbrance and a burdem
on the city, and if we made an attempt to
reply we were told, “Why, your own
Aldermen say s0.” You will therefore
pardon this lengthy statement, for my only
excuse is that it is necessary.

I have divided the amounts etpended in
the Ward into two ’mc/ounh, capital
account and current expenditure, The
former is for permanent improvement, such
as public buildings, etc.; this account has
been raised by City Debentures, and which
the city have to pay off in say twenty
years or more, 8o that we shounld be only
charged with the sinking fund and interest
each year,

The current expenditure is the moneys
which are spent for things that exhaust
themselves during the year, such as gas
lighting, salaries, eto, which have to be
paid each year respectively without refer-
ence to any other year,

When we joined the city we had nearly
$2000 (two thousand dollars) of cash in the
hands of the school authorities and about
85000 (five thousand dollars) worth of
school property, which would amount to
about §7000 (seven thousand dollars) alone,
and the township was possessed of about
$50,000 (fifty thousand dollars) worth of
bonds, debentures and other securities,
and our share of the above is about $13,000
(thirteen thousand dollars), which the city
is entitled to (by Act of Parliament) and
and has not been collected (no fault of ours),
making in all an asset of $20,000 (twenty
thousand dollars) and thus reducing our
capital acoount to $12,713 (twelve thon-
sand seven hundred and thirteen dollars),
which reduces our current account, inter-
est and sinking fund by $1100 (eleven
hundred dollars) per annum,

It thus appears that we are (taking next
year’s assessment as a basis) paying di-
rectly nearly $9000 (nine thousand dollare)
more than we are getting value for, or
more than enough to pay interest on
$200,000 (two hundred thousand dollars),
which would Straighten the Don and build
all the necessary bridges, and leave a
handsome surplus besides.

A somewhat different showing to the
one made by the aldermanic card, but that
is not all. Toronto has an indebtedness of
about $7,000,000 (seven million dollars),
and we, as about one-twentieth part of the
people, assumed about $350,000 (three
hundred and fifty thousand dollars) of the
debt, for which we receive no value
whatever, as the most of the money repre-
sented by this debt has been wasted by 50

(fifty) years of extravaganes, corruption

and aldermanic blundering, and & large
portion of the balance has been expended
in making improvements to the central
portion of the city, such as we now have
to pay for as local improvements, My
deductiens from the foregoing figures and
statement are as follows:
receive about $9000 (nine thousand dollars)
more of current expenditure, and about
$350,000 (three hundred and fifty thousand
dollars) on account of capital, which would
so improve the Ward and increase the
value of property to such an extent that
the revenues would be greatly augmented
and St. Matthew’s Ward would prove to
be the best investment that Toronto has
cver made,

I will now close this address by reaffirm

ing what I have always stated, i. ¢., that
our fullest dovelopment can only be attain-
ed by the straightening and bridging of
the Don and street railway service, and I
would support the following platform:

Firstly. 1 believe that the placing of
sidewalks at the sides of the (present)
Queen street bridge is onmly temporizing
with an evil,

Secondly. A new bridge 66 feet wide is
required, Itshould be on a level with River
street and Queen street east st Steiner
avenue, capable of supporting & double line
of street railway.

Thirdly. Which should go direct from
the 8t. Lawrence Market o the Wood~
bine,

Fourthly, And from the Market to
Broadview avenue, thence morth to the
Danforth avénue,

Fifthly. The Don should be straightened
to Gerrard street, and the Gerrard street
bridge raised,

Sixthly, And the ¢ Parliament Street

-for it at their place or boarding house.

We shonld |
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Railway extended eastward to the end of
Gerrard street.

Seventhly, And the Smallpox Hospital
and other nuisances removed to a more
suitable location,

I once more ask of each elector the
favor of his (or her) vote, and I pledge
myself if elected to at all times endeaver
'to advance the interests of the ward with
all my energy and influence, and by all
honorable means in my power,

And last, but not least, I congratulate
the ladies of Toronto upon their acquisition
of the franchise, and as a special declara-
tion to them I would avow my principles
to be fully in accord politically with those
of Burns when he said :

“While Europe's eye is fixed om mighty

things,

The fate of empires and the fall of kings;

When quacks of state must each produce
his plan,

And even ehildren lisp thé rights of man;

Amid this mighty fuss just let me mention,

The Rights of Women merit some attention.”
