SUSPECTKD OF MURDER,

A Farmer's Death Brought About by His
Wiie and a Farm Hand, *

Haurax, N.8., Oct. 24.—Peter Doyle, the
Musguodoboit farmer whose dead body was
discovered in unfrequented woods a mile and
a half from his home with a shot in his back,
has been found to have been deliberately mur-
dered.
