MoNTREAL, March 17.—The neps of the
strike on the western division of ti C.P.R.
reached the head office in Montreal about

11 o'clock this morning. The despatch

_ stated that the trainmen, yard and switch-
men from Fort William to the Rocky
Mountains had “gone out” at 12 o'clock
last night.

In response to inquiries ab the head office
Mr. Shaughnessy, vice-president, stated
that by far the greater number of conduct-
ors and trainmen now out had been dis-
missed during the. first of the week in
accordance with the decision arrived at
by the management when the lock-
out .was  first threatened. ~Most of
the remaining men, he said, had quit
work last night. .

Asked as to the extentof the interference
with the traffic of the road, Mr. Shaugh-
nessy said that tho passenger trains ki
not yet been delayed, but that “temporary
delay was expected. He counld say nothing
fof the present as to the course to be put-
sned by the company, but was busy in con-

- sultation with Mr. VanHorne.  °

Mr. Shaughnessy does not anticipate an
extension of the strike to the eastern divi-
sion. The men who quit work last night
are said to have pledged themsalves at the
beginning of the week to remain true to the
interests of the compan{ and continue
at work. This is learned from the state-
ment of Mr. Shaughpessy that all the men
who did.not promisé loyalty to the com-
pany had been dismissed.

The remains of the woman and four
children were identified as the wife and
children of Deeming, who belongs to & good
family residing in ‘Birkenhead. He mar-
ried the woman Marie James in 1880 and
she accompanied him to Australia, return-
ing to England in -July last with four
children.

The woman and her children remained
with her sisters until they mysteriousl{
disappeared.

151 received aletier
that my sister, Katie White, was very
sick and I tried to get money to come to
Canalla to see her. George Douglas gave
mé $165, and he and I went to_ Suspension
Bridge on the American side. 1 left there
on the same day (Wednesday) for Hagers-
ville, and went from there to the house of
Isaac Douglas. When I got there I heard
Khtie White was dead. The funeral took
place Thursday, Jan. 22, and 1 went to the
funeral. Goosey and Isaac Douglas with
others went with ~me to  the
funeral. After  the . fuperal 1 went
back to the house ‘of “Isaac Douglas,
called at White’s house the next day and
slept there Friday night. I left there on
Saturday and was driven to Cayugsa on
Saturday by Samuel Goosey. When I
reached Suspension Bridge I saw George
Douglas; saw him also on Sunday morning
in Lewiston. He told me I should not
have returned so soon. On that day Mrs.
Mary Jane Patterson was buried and on
Tuesday George Douglas and I went to the
funeral. Rev. Mr. March of Lewiston con-
ducted the funeral services. On Tuesday
nlight Mrs. Hewitt died. Among the pall-
Bearers at the funeral were George Douglas
and myself. . George Douglas was at this
time working at Lewiston. He continued
to work there till the first. part of March.
Between the time George Douglas came to
Lewiston in the fall and up till next March
he did not leave there to my knowledge.
1 next returned to Canada some time in the
following April. Did not return to Lewis-
ton till this winter.

ALL PRAISED ST. PATRICK.

GREAT DEMONSTRATION OF IRISH-
MEN IN TORONTO,

The Largest and Most Orderly Procession
Ever Held in Honor of Ilreland's
Patron Saint—Sketches in the Streets,
the Churches and the Public Halls at
Night—A Day of Jubilation.

Hibernia's champion saint was duly hon-
ored yesterday. Never in the history of the
city was there wiinessed such a large and
magnificent gathering of “the sons of the
Emerald Isle, If Irishmen are not patriotic
then there are no patriots on earth., Wher-
ever they may be, no matter how distant
from the land of their birth, the hearts of all
true Irishmen cling to that little green spot
in the ocean, of which countless bards have
sung, atd for which brave men bave bled
and died, Ireland, the birthplace of some of
the greatest orators, statesmen and warriors
that the world has ever seen. The children
of Erin bave been scattered all over
the globe. They have left oceans -between
them and their native land. They have mix-
ed with other races. Yet withal they bave
preserved their own individuality and to-day
are as Irish anag as loyal as when they walk-
ed_along the banks of the sparkling Shannon
or plucked the shamrock from the green
meadows of Limerick.

That sbamrock, so deaf to every Irish
heart, was in the ascendant yesterday. It
was seen on nearly every breast.

It isa long time since .the Irishmen of
Toronto turned out in procession on St. Pat-
rick’s day, but yesterday they demonstrated
en and ¢ rat the festival of
the great saintin a manner unprecadented
in this city. The procession was orderly
trom start to finish. In all the rush and
crowd everything was peaceful.

The Rendezvous.

8t. Lawrence market was gay with green
and white in the early hours of the morning.
St. Patrick’s Day was opening with sunsbine
and was as favorable for marching as
could 'be desired. The loyul sons of
Old Ireland were pouring in. from Dan
to Beersheba, and were thronging the old
square, ,Green bauners overhead, green
uniforms underneath, green and. white
plumes upon the marsbals, whose steeds
pranced under unaccustomed trappings of
the prevailing color. Here and there were
towering figures, whose black wedge caps
and brownish gray capes proclaimed the
mounted police. It is not altogether pru-
dent to fool with a mounted man, A jovial
Hibernian—not an ancient one—seized the
bridle of one of the officers. The policeman

a by, and made bis steed plunge at
exactly the right moment; a horseshoe
suddenly appeared within six inches of the
joker's nose, and 'he seemed inclined to be
gentler afterwards.

Most of the societies assambled at the
market, but the Ancient Order of Hiber-
nians came down in full force from their
own gathering point and, headed by
the O'Comnell Band, marched upon
the, square.

man had jeeringly cried, *Now, farmer, you
can go on!”

We know the hardships he to en-
dure in his conversion of Ireland, He suf-
fered much; but the Irish people . listened to
him. They did not declaim against
him, but  listened to his words
and believed him.

When the glorious saint
lett this earth bis successors took up his
work, They preached the gospel and ex-
tended Christianity tbroughout the land,
Then the dark days followed. Thesilence of
death settled over Ireland; but the gospel
g:nzn been transplanted .to this country from

National Pride.

“Nowadays we hear people say that the
Irish people ‘cannot govern themselves.
What nation can show Better men than Ire-
land? What nation-can boast of greater
scholars and warriors! Where are the
equals of O’Conneld, Grattan, Flood or
Maher? Where can be found such soldiers
as Brien Boru, Sarsfleld, Wellington and
MecMahon?  Look toSpain, Austria, Frauce,
Germany or the United States, and you will
find that the smartest and ablest men are
Irishmen. Does notlthis show that they are
fit to govern themselves? It 1s a grand sight
to see such a vast gatlieriog as s here to-
day—to see so many ‘children of Erin in
their uniforms. Set an example. Never be
ashamed of the cross of the shamrock, aud
always stick to-your faith,’

The Archbishop Speaks.

His Grace Archbishop Walsh addressed a
few remarks to the assemblage from the
altar railings. Their great object, he said,
was to give honor to St. Patrick. This they
could” do by practising Sheir love for the
Church and léve for their country. Thbey
bad now reached the goak for which tbeir
forefathers fought and died; namely, free-
dom of their religion. He cautioned them
to make this a peaceful celebration. Every-
one-was watching, vhem, and they stould
practice in an especial way the virtues of
self-respect and sobriety.

’ On to St. Mary's.

From the Cathedral to 1. Mary’s Church
the route of the procession was winding, but
uneventful. Along Shuter to Churcn, up
Church to Gould, along that street to
Yonge, down to King, along that thorough-
fare to Simcoe, then to Queen, by Queen to
Bathurst, and down Batburst to St. Mary's.
The march was uneventful, and the condi-
tions were the same as in the morning, ex-
cept that the weather was slightly colder
and that the spectators were much more
numerous. The procession, indeed, was be-
tween two lanes of people, and crowds walked
abreast. Once some small and very dirty boys
entrenched themselves at the top of a very
high board fence, one leg over, ready for a
sudden strategic movement to the rear, and
hissed vigorously ; to their disappointment no
one took any notice,

St. Mary’s was at Jast reached and a show
of strength was made, the procession Wwind-
ing all around the block on which the sacred
edifice is situated. From all the bands now
placed around the church ‘‘The Wearing of
the Green,” “The Harp That Once ' ‘hro’
Tara’s Halls,” *8t. Patrick’s Day” and
‘{Garry Owen” were pealed forth, just far
enough apart to prevent fatal confusion.
A dozen sturdy policemen formed a
squad of observation; the procession
dissolved, its long tramp over, and
mingled with the admiring ‘crowd. “Did
ye see me makin’ eyes at Ee in the proces-
sion?” cried a daughter of Erin to a tall offi-
cial as his command scattered,and the crowd
hasteued, some to secure the banners in the
hacks around, some to scurry off home, but
the most to rush to the door of Vicar-Gen-
eral Rooney’s house to hear him speak.

His remarks were short. He congratu-
lated the Irish Catholics of the city on. the
success of the celebration. Such a’ proces-
sion, he said, bad pever been seen in Toronto
on St. Patrick’s Day.
