The Police Believe He Did and
Would Not Tell.

The Inq R d Last Evening — The
Stonehookers Put in Am Appearance
and Give Evidence, Thus Dispelling
the Last of the. Many Theories Advane-
ed to Account for the Shooting—County
Crown Attorney Testifles As to the
Boy's Ante Mortem Statement.

“You can’t pump me.” “Mum’s the
word.” “I was fooling with him in the
hall”—these were the admissions made
by Frgnk Westwood to County Attorney
Cyrry the day before he died from the
effects of a bullet wound inflicted by
some unknown hand, and with the death
of the victim of the murder, all expec-
tation of ferreting out the mystery was
abandoned by the police, ‘aithough they
have been working on the case.

The fourth|session of the inquest took
place last night at No. ¢ Police Station,
but no verdict was reached.

It was evident that the crown officials
had no theory to promulgate, or no ac-
cusations to put forward against any-
body. Up to date the inquest has re-
sembled a game of nine-pins. The detec-
tives have cheerfully set up half a dozen
theories and as cheerfully brought new
witnesses to bowl them over.

The Lad’s Ante-Mortem.

Last night the facts as to the lad’s
ante-mortem statement, first giv-
en to the public ¢by The
World, were related under oath
and very little that was newr was
made known. The remark of the dying
boy to Mr. Curry that he had * fooled "
with his slayer in the hall might point
to the fact that he knew who his assail-
ant was.

The story of the stonehooker was the
only other matter dealt ‘with at length,
but though it has its picturesque side the
relevance of the testimouy to the ques-
tion of who killed Frank Westwood may
be. questioned.

City Crown Attorney Curry was the
first important witness called.
tified that he first went ta the West-
wood house on the merning of
Oct. 7, the day after the shog¢ting. He
saw Mr. Westwood then, who ¥
the same account of the affain
related at the inquest.

*“We Fooled Round the Mall.”

Mr. Curry attended on several occasions
before the boy's death, for the purpose
of taking an ante-mortem stateiment.
Saw him first on Monday, but did not
take his statement, as the boy was not
in expectation of death.

“What did he say to you then?” was
asked. /

* Not much, but I particularly remem-
ber his saying, ‘ We fooled round the hall
for a few minutes ’; then the boy stopped
short and said nothing further on the
matter. Iattached no importance to it
at the time.” : .

On Tuesday afternoon Mr. Curry was
summoned to Frank'’s bedside to take
his statement. He arrived at 10 min-
utes past three.

The boy made the ante-mortem state-
ment alrcady detailed in The World.
He spoke unwillinzly, it seemed to wit-
ness, and with a desire to hedge his
words with statements ~ which would
place the deposition in the realm of
mere possibility. Frank's eyes closed
several times during the interview and
at times seemed as if he did not com-

. prehend, but Dr. Lynd said he did.
Z’, The Dying Depositioun.

The statement was as follows:

“I, Frank B. Westwood, believing that
I am about to die, desire to state the
facts connected with my being shot. I
heard the bell ring. I then went down-
stairs and lit the gas. 1 then walked
to the door, unlocked it and put my
foot against it, and then opened it
slizhtly, about 14 inches. I saw a man
standing on the platform above the
outer steps. This man had a mustache,
I think, and was about as tall as I
am. I can’'t say as to age, I can’tsay
how he was dressed. I had some trou-
ble with Gus Clark; the man who shot
me, I think, looked like a man. who
chummed with him:; Possibly it might
have been him. ZLowe is, I think, his
name. He is in the nail works. His
Christian name is James.” -«

Interrogated by a juryman, Mr. Curry
said that when Frank said he had
“fooled” with his assassin in the hall,
he had attached little or no importance
to it, but it had been forcibly brought
back to his mind by the evidence of the
previous witness, Constable McLennan,
as to Mr. Westwood's message that
there was a man in the hall with his son.

Mr.. Westwood’s Message.

P. C. MeLeunan had previously testifi-
ed that he went to the Westwood house
on the night of the shooting in response
to Mr. Westwood’s message received by
‘Serzt. Hart, . As they understood it at
No. 6 Stagion, it was that there was a
man in' the hall withyhis son. He went
to the house with P. C. Baird, and search4
ed the grounds, but saw no signs of any
one. .

Dr. Lynd was re-called, and swore that
Frank was quite conscious when Mr.
Curry took his ante-mortem i statement,
and in his right state of mind. He re-
membered Frank's saying to Mr. Curry
that he could not pump him. !

“Is Gus in the Cooler?”)

Patrol Sergt. Coombs, who accompa-
nied Detective Slemin shortly after the
murder, testified to taking notes when
1 ‘¢ latter questioned the dying boy. He
tuld,the same story of his movements ou
the night in question and of the shooting,
as has been related by previous wit-
nesses. Among eother things Frank said,
“Don’t searcd my' clothes; I don’t want
my clothes searched.” For a few min-
utes witness was left entirely &lone with
Frank, while the medical men, the detec-
tive and Mr, Westwwood were ‘in  the
bathroom. Presently (Frank opened his
eyes and-said:

“] saw you to-night in
sergeant.”

Wituess replied: “Did you?”

Frank then asked: “Isn’'t Gus in

“Do you mean Gus Clark ?” asked the:
witness.

Frank replied : “Yes,” and the sergeant
told him that Clark was not arrested, and
Frank gaid, “That settles it.”

“‘stone-hooker,” testified that his vesset
anchored opposite Parkdale during Ex-
hibition time in the lake. They lay out
there for some time in ‘the darkness, as
there was no breeze. They were anchor-
ed about “three-thirds” of a mile out.
He and his father were alone in the ves-
sel and they anchored some time before
midnight. After he and his father had
been in bed two or three hours he was
awakened by two men lookinz through
the cabin window at him. He did not
know the men. It was about ten minutes
before he got dressed and came out on
deck, and when he did so no one was to
be segn nor could any sound be heard.
¥ was not moonlight. A |little later he
was disturbad by a rapping on the rail
He came out and found either two or
three men in & canoe;

There Was Danger In-shore.

They said that they did not come to
do any harm, but to advise them not’ to
‘20 ashore, as they would get some lead
in them. Witness said that they had no
intentioc of Zoing ashore. The men then
paddled olf in the direction of the city.

Afterward while they were heaving
up the anchor they heard shots straight
in shore, but did not hear any bullets
strike the water, nor aay oars.

Witness was uncertain of the date or
the day of the week.

Cross-examined assiduously by Mr.
Dewart witness stated that he knew of
nobody in Port Credit who had been shot
this summer. He was equally positive
that he did not know the name of the
man who came to the scow:

‘The Elder Stonehooker Piqued.

Albert Peer father of the previous wit-
ness, swore that he was anchored in the
lake some time in September nearly op-
posite Jameson-avenue, It seemed to
be a grievance to the witness that the
coroner had overlooked his parental im-
portance by calling the boy first. “That
boy ain’t much of a sailor,” said he, “I'm
boss of him.” A statement which he re-
iterated during the taFing of his ovi-
dence. g

As the senior Peer was asleep when the
first men came he did not see anything,
and as he is somewhat deaf he did not
hear anything when they came the
second time. He did hear a shot
while they were heaving up the anchor.
He did not Lear of any of the stone-
hooker boys being shot at this sum-
mer, J

. Bert Westwood on the Stand.

Bert Wesétwood, the elder brother of
the dead boy, whose home is at; 33 May-
nard-avenue, swore that he’first heard
of the shooting when his brother Willie
and hie little sister Emily came to his
house after 8 o’clock on Sunday morn-
ing. Witness was with Harvey German
on Saturday night until alter 11 o’clock.
He did not see Frank on,Saturday. He
did not. enjoy Frank’s confidence, = but
there had not been any coolness between
them since they were children together.
He could throw mno light on the assas-
sination. He knew of no quarrel be-
ween any member of the family and
anyone else that might lead to such con-
sequences.

“1I believe there was a man discharged
from your father’s employ a month be-
fore the shooting ?” said Mr. Dewart.

“ Yes, he was discharged because’ they
were reducing expenses, but there was
no - difficulty so far as he was con-
cerned.”

The witness further averred that he
knew no one who had cause, to hate his
father. - ’

He went to the housé as soon as he-
heard of the affair, but Frank tould
give him no . explanation 4+ of
the affair. In  describing - the
assassin Frank - said that he
wore & fedora hat, dark clothes and a
dark mustache, and witness thouzht he
had mentioned a light \overcoat, -but
could not say. Frank’s recollection of
the man was indistinet, it seemed to
him. When told that the bullet went
downwards, Frank said, “You're right,
it did.” He could swear positively that
80 far as' he knew there were no girls
with whom Frank associated.

Witness owned a revolver, a 22-cali-
bre, which he kept in his secrétary and
which had been handed to the detectives.

Other witnesses gave unimportant testi-
mony. Charles Fresent of 13 Close-ave-
nuéd said he heard the shots while in bed.
William Jeffrey, a chum of the dead lad,
could throw no light.on the case,

The inquest was adjourned until Mon-
day, eveninz next.

The -Accredited Rep tative App
Before the Board of Works With An
Offer to Deliver Lake Simecoe Water in

_ the City’s Reservoirs at 1 1-2 Cents Per
Thousand &Gallons.

Those whose business takes them to
the meetings of the Board of Works have
become quite aceustomed to seeing the
“trusted agent! of the Georgian Bay
Ship Canal and Power Aqueduct'Co. on
the back benches. At the usual fortnight-
1y meeting of the committee, held yester-
day afternoon, Chairman Lamb presid-
ing, the man of photographed gheque
fame had a new echeme to advocate, to
wit, that the company should be granted

a franchise to supply the city with water
from Lake Simcoe for one and & half|
cents per thousand gallons. i

As on former occasions, Mr. Macdonald ;
approached the committee wit_h a care-
fully drawr up resolution, which he de-
sired to have passed right there and then.
The comanittee would not, -hdwever, be
hurried, and as Ald. Hewitt was .not-on
hand to protest against delay, the mat-
ter was quietly left over to be discussed
at a special meeting of the board.

The company ask that the guestion
shall be submitted to the electors on
Jan. 7, 1895, @nd that if the electors
approve ,of the acceptancé of the 9&1d
oifer, that an agreement be enteredinto
with the company upon the Hollowing
terms :

The Draft Agreément.

4. The company shall supply and de-
liver to the city’s ‘reservoirs such quan-
titics of water as the city may require,
not less than 20,000,000 gallons daily,
at and for the price of 1 1-2-cents per
thousand gallons for each thousand gal-
lous £0 to be delivered.

3. The water to he delivered to the
city’s existing reservoirs, or such:other
reservoirs ‘as may hereafter be provx.ded
by the city west of Yongze-street, \vxlth-
in 10 miles of the northern city limits,-
at any altitude not ¢xceeding 400 feet
above Lake Ontario.

8. The water supplied shall be qua]
in purity to any supplied to any city
on this continent, and shall be up to
any standard that may be required by
the Provincial Board of Health.

4. The company shall begin to supply
such water in any quantities that the
city may require, not .less than 20,
000,000 gallons daily, not later than
Dec. 31, 1897, "

Will Depeosit $100,000.

5. The company shall at the time of
the execution of the agreement de-
posit with the City Treasurer $100,000,
for which interest is to be allowed to
the company at the rate of 8 per cent.
per annum, such sum to be forfeited to

default "in its agreement, and the com
pany shaflk be bound to pay a further
penalty of $1000 per week as liquidated
damages should they fail in any part
of their undertaking with the city, such
weekly sum to be payable durmg. the
period while such f%ihu'e may continue,

Mr. Macdon#ld, in'presentinZ the.uﬁer,
stated that the company were wil]mg to
pay any expenses in connection with the
submittinz of the question to the elec-
tors, and also r the cost of printing.
In his speech the “trusted agent” refer-
red to the power aqueduct offer as hav-
inz been refused by the ecity, whereupon
Ald. Lamb said: “The agzreement was
adopted.” s

_Ald. Sheppard’ thouzht this ‘was the
first practical offer that had come up in
connection with the whole business, He
had always advocated zetting water from
Lake Simecoe.

Ald. Lamb was agzain§t handing over
a. valuable franchise. If it was worth
the company’s while to 2o to Lake Sim-
coe for water, then it was worth while/
that the city itself should go. The eity
of Toronto could finance the scheme a
great deal better and give better security
for capitalists than the company.

One Thing at a Time.

Ald, Burns suggested that the company
should first go on with the electric pow-
er aqueduct, and then if they showed a
disposition to carry on work of that
magznitude perhaps the city could enter
into some arrvanzement with them in re-
zard to the water supply.

Ald. Lamb agreed with the last speaker
and said that if the company had any
objection to clauses insqrted by the
Council their proper course was to speci-
fy these objections and let the Council
consider them.

The question was then allowed to
stand over for discussion at a special
meetling. .

Object to the Sword-street “Y.”

A deputation of property-owners from
Sword-street waited on the board to
protest against the Street Railway Com-
pany being allowed to construct a “Y”
on that sPreet./. Mr. Flack spoke for
the deputation/ and ‘Ald. Allen - spoke
for the property-owners. The proce-
dure of the company in the matter was
condemued, ahd the committee decided
to leave the matter in the handg of the
City Engineer.

On the motion of Ald. Bailey, the com-
mittee recommended that the City En-
gineer be allowed an appropriation of
$10,000 to purchase stone for road re-
pairs in order that work can be given
to the unemployed in_breaking it up.

Hamilton May Be the Centre of a Great
Network of Trolley Linmes—A Big
Purchase.

Hamilton, Oct. 29.—The Hamilton Elec-
tric Radial Railway made one of the |
bigzest railway purchases that this sec-
tion of the province has ever had on
Saturday. Mr. William F, Forsyth, Presi-
dent, acting on behalf of the company;
bought out the Niagara Central Railway,
lock, stock and barrel, the consideration
beinz $400,000, to be paid to Dr. Ville;
Mr. Sylvester Neelon and the other own-
ers of the road.

The Hamilton Radia¥ Company .will
make the 18 miles of road from Niagzara
Falls to St. Catharines :the first part of
its radial system. Messrs. Oidlle, et al.,
are out to-day and the road is nowijbeinz
operated under new ownership.; The
papers were all signed before Mr. Forsyth
left on Baturday and they are now safe
in the vault of the company’s solicitors,
Messrs. . MacKelean, Gibson, Martin &
Osborne.

This morning’ Mr. Forsyth started a
lot of surveyors on the line between this
city and St. Catharines. The first work
will ‘be to build the road into. this city,
and then a gortion of the existinz road
will be straightened out. The part from
St, Catharines to Hamilton will be gone
on with this winter, Mr. Forsyth says,
and will, when finished, be a steam road,
the electriec lines running from this city
to Galt, Guelph, Port Dover, Woodstock
and other places,

The Missing Parts of the Girl’s Body Found
Buried Near the Sceme of the Crime.

A morning mewspaper which got left
on the confession of Amedee Chattelle, the
murderer of Jessie Keith, said yesterday:
“That Chattelle made no such confession
as has been published is positively cer-
tain, as the authorities would not have
permitted any such interview.”

Ii the paper in question had taken the
trouble to make inquiries of passengers
on the sp&:iﬂ.l which eonveyed the mur-
derer from  Listowel to Stratford,
Friday, it could. have found at least 20
who heard Chattelle maka his confession
to the representative of The World.

The missing parts of the victim’s body
were found Sunday. Chattelle told Detec-
tive Murray some days ago that he bur-
ied them at the foot of a tree, scraping
& hole in the ground with his hands for
the purpose. Sunday, H. L. Howell, a
London cutler, determined to search the
woode, and accompanied by Henry Les-
lie, who was one of the first to see the
murdever after the commission of the
erime; Archibald Robertson, who found
the girl’'s hat, and John Shank, on
whose property the young girl was done
to death, went over the ground carefully,
and the search was successful. Just
as the search was about to be abandoned
as hopeless, p dog was noticed making a
slight demonstration at the foot of an
elm sapling, growing within a foot of the
line fence between the bush and the
field adjoining. Howell raked over the
leaves carefully, and expose® the miss-
ing orgaus; which were conveyed at once
to Dr. Rutherford, who made a micro-
scopical examination of  the internal
parts. The result was a discovery of
the most shocking character.

His father
was married three times and he is a son
of the second wife. It is expected his
hali-brother, Eusebe, to whom he re-
ferred during the trial, and who: is a gro-
cer and dealer in knickknacks at St. Hy-
acinthe, will go to Stratford to see him.

The End of the Beaver Line.

Montreal, Oct. 29.—The old Beaver
Steamship Line, which has plied for
years between Montreal and Liverpool
in summer and Portland and Liverpool
in winter, is to be .wound up. This action
has been decided on owing to the great
falling off in receipts, caused by the de-
pression in shipping business during the
last few years. The line is operated by
the Canada Steamship Company, and at
a meeting of the shareholders this after-
noon, H. E. Murray and J. Hyde, Mon-
treal, and R. W. Roberts, Liverpool, were
appointed liquidators, The first result of
the: decision will be that the vessels
the Lake Superior, Lake Ontario, Lake
Winnipeg, Lake Nepigon and Lake
Huron will be withdrawn from service.

THE WATER PROBLEM. )

The interminable question of the
city’s permanent water supply is before
the aldermen again, and in éuch a shape
that itis very likely the whole question
will have to. be threshed out and a de-
finite policy decided upon at an early
date. The Aqueduct Company yesterday
filed a new drait agreeme#t with the
Board of Works, and we are satisfied from
the persistency witl% which they hbhave,
we might almost say, hounded the council
in the past thAt thé city will now " be
forced to detetﬂne definitely what its
future water supply policy is Yo be.
The World has all along contended that
the time has arrived when thecity should
secure the services of expert hydraulic en-
gineers to advise what is the best sys-
tem for us to adopt, considering all the
circumstances, We' have, therefore,
favored the proposition that originated in
the Board of Works of appropriating
$20,000 for securing such expert opinion.
We think the expenditure of ewen 60
large a sum would not only be justifiable,
but an excellent policy on the part of the
city. We would favor the retaining of
not only the best English engineer pro-
¢urable, but also the man who has the
best repute in such matters in the United
States, ey have had great experience
in the buifding of waterways, agueducts
and tunnpels in both the Old Country and
in the United States, and it is not un-
likely that from the latter country we
might be able to obtaia information that
may not be"’i)rocurable in England.
The duty of such experts would be
to. zo over the whole ground, to in-
vestizate in detail the ‘séhemes that
have already been furnished by various
engineers, including the latest given by
our own engineer, and to pronounce upon
the merits of each individually. As the
question is now before the . public, it is
one not only of furnishing a water sup-
ply, but of providing electrical power,
and it involves also the sewage problem.
The Lake Simcpe scheme will have to be
viewed from a three-fold point.
If it should be decided upon, it would
furnish, us with our water supply, it
would probably afford us a large amount
of power, and, finally, it would in a
great measure solve the sewage question,
which is bound to come before us for
While it
might not pay us, and undoubtedly would
not pay us, to brinz our water supply
alone from Lake Simcoe, yet, ecoupled
with these other features, we are not
prepared to say that the expenditure
of $7,700,000 would not be justifiable.
This is the estimate furnished by Her-
inz & Gray. For the present, The
World passes no judgment upon this pro-
ject, but thinks that yit should be
thoroughly investigated, both because it
is possible that it may be a practicable
and advisable scheme and because the
citizens are so divided on the question
of the water supply that the problem
ean never be settled finally until the
gravitation scheme has been investi-
gated.

The application of the Aqueduct Cor-
pany to the Board of Works we can dis-
miss in a few words. . No matter what
kind of -agreement they may lay before
us for signature the city will be no
party to it. If we can, size; up the feel-
ing of the citizens on this question, we
can say without hesitation that the
city of Toronto will never hand over to
a private individual such an important
service- as that of supplying the city
with water. We need only refer to the
Coneumers’ Gas Company to point out
the disadvantfiges of giving over to a
corporation the monopoly of any service.
If the Lake Simcoe scheme ia a, practi-
cable one, the city of Torouto is large
enough and rich enough to undertake it.
We don’t require the intervention of a
private concern to assume this work for
us, and certainly are not going to put
the private concern in & position to ex-
act tribute from us the same as the Con-
sumers’ Gas Company does. The very
first condition of the drait agreement
is that the city shall pay so much. for
every thousand gallons of water that
is delivered in the reservoir. One of
the most enticing features in connection
with the gravitation scheme is that
once it is completed every resident in
this city can use water without stint
for whatever purpose he may -wish. By
handing the enterprise over to a private
corporation the people are denied the
privilege of unlimited supply. The first
provition of the draft agreement is ‘that
the city pay one and a half cents' for
every thousand gallons delivered. That
provision of itself is enough to kill the
whoie scheme. If we go to Lake Sim-
coe for water, we go there with the
intention of getting as much as we can
possibly use, and once the aqueduct or
pipe is laid we are not going to have
some one keeping toll as to the quantity
that passes through, and charging us jor
every thousand gallons measured. In
fact it is hardly worth while discussing
the. company’s proposal at all. We feel
satisiied the Council will have nothing
t6 do with it, nor will the citizens, if
they are ever asked to vote on it.

. MR PEARSON PROVES OUR CASE.

In his statement to the shareholders
yesterday, General Manager Pearson pro-
duced a great array; of figures to prove
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that the Consumérs’ Gas Company would:
not be justified in further reducing the
price of gas. Mr. Pearson seems to bhe
‘a first-class manipalator of figures and,
to his own satisfaction at least, estab-
lishes his contention. But he produces
enough evidence in regard to the working
of his own company to show that such
a reduction would not only not injure the
standing of his company, but would ac-
toally benefit it. Mr. Pearson -tells us
that ‘during the year ending Oct. 1,
1894, the net profits of the rcompany
were only $1608.21 less than the net
profits for the precedinz year, “notwiths
standing the large reduction made in the
price of gas” during the past year. This
resalt was obtained in sfite of *‘the gen-
eral business depression that has prevail-
ed during the year, rendering cconomy
necessary on the part of many gzas con-
sumrers, and the competition which the
company, has had to meet from other
systems of lightil‘g.” Furthermore, the
taxes paid durinz the year exceeded the
amount paid in 1893 by $8627.

What do these facts prove?

. Simply that the last reduction made by
the company has had the effect of put-
tinz the company in a ‘better position
than it ever was in before: ad the
prices remained as they were during 1898
the profit would have been| a preat deal
less than it was, because we would
have to take into account the ge'neml
depression and the competition to which
Mr. Pearson alludes. Therefore it is
clear beyond a doubt that the last re-
duction made by the company has had
the effect of increasing their business
and increasing their income and profits.

What ie the inference ?

That a further reduction will have the
effect in the future of increasing con-
sumption and increasing profits.

Mr, Pearson felt called upon to give
his reasons why gas could be sold at 80
cents in Cleveland and could not be sold
at the same rate in Toronto. K He point-
ed out that coal was $1.75 dearer here
per ton than in Cleveland, and that this
item accounted for the difference in price
between the two places. First of all,
we deny that the difference in the price
of coal is responsible for the difference
in the price of gas that rules im the two
cities. In the second place the gas com-
panies in Cleveland do not receive 80
cents per thousamd. They are obliged
to retura to the city 7 1-2 per cent.
of their gross income, and this
makes their net price about 75 cents.
Mr. Pearson might as well argue that
the sfreet railway fares in Cleveland
should be less than the fares in Toronto
because coal, which is one of the biggest
items  of expenditure in connection
with the operation of an Electric Rail-
way, is so much cheaper in Cleveland
than in Toronto. That is the theory
of it; but in practice what do we find ?
Trolley fares in l'oronto are ' 20 per
cent. Jower than they #re in Cleveland,
and the Toronto people receive back
from the Railway Company some $30,-
000 a fenr as a per¥ééntage on the gross
receipts. In Cleveland the city receives
no percentage, The analogy, there-
fore, proves nothing, or if it proves any-
thing it proves that we should get our
gaslight cheaper than Cleveland in the
same ratio that exists between the car
fares in the two cities. <Mr. Pearson
fails to take account of the diiference
in the wages of labor in Canada and the
United States and of many other items
which vary in the two countries, with
the difference in favor of Canada.

We belicve Mr. Pearson and the di-
rectors are fully convinced in their own
minds that a reduction of ten cents per
thousand feet would prove as advan-
tageous to the company as their last
reduction did. Why then should they
play the part of the dog in the manger ?
For that, in truth, is what they are do-
ing.

Sir Frank Smith’s short speech at the
meeting is, we take it, an intimation,
notwithstanding Mr. Pearson’s con-
tention, that the directors feel com-
pelled to reduce the price of gas to the
cénsumers., Why should they hesitate to
do what will both benefit the sharehold-
ers and advantage the consumer?

By the law, the directors are trustees
as .inuch for the consumers as they are
for the shareholders, and if they refuse
to protect the users they will certainly
find the courts compelling them to do
80.

And not only will the courts protect
eonsumers, but the citizens, -acting
through the Council, can, by establishing
a plant for street lighting by electricity
and by holding themselves ready to pur-
chase electric light from the Niagara
Falle syndicate, bring these stubborn
gentlemen to time.

They Wetter come down, not be or-
dered down by the courts or forced
down by civic competition.

CANADIAN BRONDS IN LONDON.

When the tenders for the new Canadian
loan of $12,000,000 were opened in the
London office of the Bank of Montreal,
yesterday, it was found that 564 appli-
cations for it had been made, and that
the money asked for had been suhscribed
five timMes over. The  Dominion will re-
ceive £95 8s 6d for about one-half of its
three per cent. bonds, and a higher rate
for the rest. The sale is most satisfac-
tory from every point of view, It
places Canadian Government securities in
the very first rank in the principal finan-
cial centrfe in the world. The method by
which this loan was effected contrasts
strongly with that pursued by the city in
floating its bonds. In regard to the Do-
minion loan the prospectus was adver-
tised in a business-like way, and the ten-
ders were received and opened in  the
presence ' both of thoke seeking the loan
and those offering to take it up. Every-
thing was open and above board and the
decision was made on the spot. It only
required an hour or two’s deliberation
to ‘settle the matter and to settle
it in such a way as to admit of no future
jangling or threatened law suits. We
trust the city will in future adopt the
principle that prevailed in the handling
of this loan.

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SHAREHOLDERS 80 DECIDE AT THE
«ANNUJL‘ MEBTING,
““ 1 3
Secretary Pearson Makes His Annual Re-
port -A Shareholder Says That the
Price Will Not Be Lowered Unless the
Company Is Compelled to Do So By
Legislative Enactment.

The annual ‘meeting of the Consumers’ '

Gas Company was held yesterday in the
company’s offices, Toronto-street. The
meeting was called for 12 o’clock, at
which - hour & World reporter presented
himself and asked for admission. Upon
informingz the attendant at the door thist
he believed reporters were to be admit-
#ed, a messenger was ‘despatched inside
to ask Mr. Pearson if such was the case.
*The messenger soon returned with the
information that mone but shageholders
could be admitted, when the reporter

left.

It was subsequently learned that a
reporter for one of the eveninZ papers
was admitted, buf when discovered  Man
ager Pearson informed Chairman Austin
that a reporter was in the room. . At
the ®olicitation of Bir Frank Smith the
press man was allowed to remain.

The meetinz was opened by~ Chairman
Austin, who -said he would not lower
the price of gas no matter what the
newspapers said, unless the law required
it. He also congratulated Manager Pear-
son for the way, the work had been per-
formed duringz the year,

Sir Frank Smith said that he ias al-
ways in favor of a decrease in the price
of zas, but did not think such a reduc-
tion should be made unless the receipts
warranted it. As soon as this occurred
the price would be lowered.

Mr. Pearson read the forty-sixth an-
nual report, a summary, of which is here
subjoined:

The report for the past year, now laid
before you will, I ghink, be considered on
the whole a satislactory one. :Taking
into account the general business depres-
sion ‘which has prevailed during the year
—rendering ecounvmy necessary on the
part of many gas comsumers—and the
competition which the company has had
to meet from other systems of lighting,
that there should be any increase in the
output; 18 cause for congratulation. The
increase actually amounts to 38.566 per
cent., and ié largely due to the increased
use of gas for fuel purposes, which branch
of the business continues to grow ra-
pidly.

Comparing the reports of 1893 and
1894, it wiil be observed that the gross
profit for the past year—$262,668.561—is
within $1608.21 of that of the preceding
year, notwithstanding the large reduc-
tion mi i the price of gas in April,
1898 (which only affected the profits in
1898 to a limited extent), as from April
to October a ‘comparatively small quan-
tity  of gas is cousumed, and the fact
that the amount of taxes paid in 1894
exceeded the amount paid in 1893 by
$8627.03. The reason for this pleasing
result is given ia the printed report,
and ag I shall say something upon the
subject further on, it will only be ne-
?essary for me just now to allude to the
act.

Owing to unfair and persistent attacks
upon the company from a certain quar-
ter, there is a somewhat general impres-
sion prevailing .that the company is
charging exorbitant prices for gas, and
at the same time paying large dividends
and piling up an immense and unneces-
sary reserve fund. I shall endeavor to
show you that this impression is utterly
groundless, ;

The principal reason given why this
company should reduce the price of
gas is that in the city of (g)levelnnd,
Ohio, gas is eold for 80 cents per thous-
and eubjc feet, and it is- urged that it
should be sold at the same rate in To-
ronto. Now, as a, matter of fact, the
average price charged in Toronto is
only Y8 cents per thousand cubic feet-—
just 18 cents more than Cleveland —
and as the cost of bituminous coal in
Toronto is $1.75 per ton of 2000 Ibs.
hizher than it is in  Cleveland, this
item alone makes a difference of 18 cents
per thousand in the cost of manufacture
in favor of Cleveland, which sum is
exactly equal to the difference in the
price of zas. In other words, if this
company ot its coal at as low a price
as the Cleveland company, it could sell
its gas as low and make as much pro-
fit as it now does. This is sayinz a
zreat deal, as in no other large city in
the union is the price as low as that
charzed in Cleveland; but this is ‘not
all, the quality of the zas supplied there
is but 18'candles, while in Toronto it
is 21 eandles, or about 17 per cent.
hizher., It will thus be seen that this
company has no reason to fear a com-
parison even with Cleveland.

Comparisons have also been made with
Engzland — particularly with the city
of Manchester, where it is setated that
zas is sold at 28 6d. As a matter of
fact, there are two prices in Manchester,
2s 6d, or 61 cents, and 8s, or 73 cents
pggrthousand. It is manifestly unfair
to make a comparison between the city
of Manchester and the ecity of Toronto,
on “acedunt of the large population of
-the former, the immense output of gas—
six times as much as Toronto—and the
fact that the works could be erected at
a very-much less cost than they canon
this side of the ocean, the capital per
thousand feet of gas gupplied being but
$1.883, while in Toronto, reckoning the
amount actually invested in the com-
pany’s business, it is $4.18 per thousand,
or 126 per cent more than in Manches-
ter. Besides, wages and most of_  the
materials required cost much less in
Manchester than in Toronto, and the
residuals can be more profitably dispos-
ed of than in Toronto, while the gas is
of lower illuminating power. The same
argument holds good with regard to
Enzland as a whole. .

In making comparisons the only fair
way is to compare the prices charged in
Toronto with places somewhat similar-
ly situated, and that you smay see our
true position 1 herewith give you a
list of the prices charged in & num-
ber of . American- cities: Washington,
$1.26; Indianapolis, $1.25; Chicago,$1.15;
and $1.20 for light, $1 for fuel; Louis-
ville, $1.80 for light, 75 cents for fuel;
Baltimore, $1.26; Boston, ‘$1; Detroit,
$1 for light, 80 cents for fuel;
apolis, $1.60; St. Paul $1.50 and
St. Louis, $1.18; Newark, $1.84; Albany,
$1.60gand $1.70; Brooklyn, $1.25; New
York "city, $1.25; Buffalo, $1; Roch-
ester, $1 and $1.25;. *Philadelphia, $1;
Montreal, $1.30 for light, $1 for fuel,
and meter rent charged; New Orleans,

dence, $1.20.
