POISON IVY BANK OF MONTREAL
A. M. Me(Experimental Farm Notes)

Year after year as folks fare forth 
to camp or summer cottage, interest 
in poison ivy revives. Many have yet 
to learn to recognize these low, bushy 
slightly woody-stemmed plants, rising 
from long rootstocks at or just below 
ground level, and bearing the char­
acteristic leaves of triple, smootihish, 
pointed leaflets, and frequently the 
old clusters of round, whitish fruits 
beneath them.

Failing to recognize and avoid the 
plants, many people, susceptible to 
poisoning, find themselves presently 
interested in remedies. Few seem to 
be aware that on contact with the 
weed, or even with shoes, tools, etc., 
that have been in contact, they should 
promptly remove all traces of its ver- 
ulent oil by freely lathering the skin 
with strong soap, and rinsing under 
hot running, or constantly changed 
water. Inflammation resulting from 
unsuspected exposure, or neglect of 
the above precautions, may be re­
lieved by applying solutions of bak­
ing soda or Epsom salts, one or two 
teaspoonfuls to a cup of water and 
bandaging. Various elaborate treat­
ments are offered which are seldom 
any more helpful, or so readily avail­
able.

It is surprising how few efforts are 
made to clean up ivy from constantly 
frequented public and private 
grounds. Though eradication is bound 
to be laborious, there are plenty of 
people who could safely work at it. 
In hard or rocky ground, wherever 
injury to the soil does not matter, dry 
salt or strong brine might be applied 
before growth becomes too dense, or 
after mowing it with a scythe. Caus­
tic soda and other poisonous chem­
icals are also recommended. As a rule 
however, direct removal of the root- 
stock from the soil, by means of

Ontario Boar Policy Meets Approval.
Evidence of the ever-increasing 

interest being taken by hog producers 
In the type of breeding stock being 
used Is manifest in the formation of 

; Bacon Hog Clubs under the policy of 
the Ontario Department of Agricul­
ture. Already one hundred and ninety 
such clubs have been supplied with 
boars, an increase of almost one hun­
dred within the past year. A number 
of other clubs have been formed and 
these are being supplied with the 
best animals available as quickly as 
possible.

Coincident with this increased in­
terest in the type of boar being used 
is a culling as it were of the sows 
kept. In many sections producers are 
replacing undesirable type sows with 
young sows, from litters that are well 
bred and which are grading a high 
percentage of selects. In some sec­
tions packing houses and drovers are 
co-operating in this exchange of sows 
and splendid results are being ob­
tained. Now is the time for the hog 
producer who has not a good sow to 
select from good young breeding stock 
that may be in the district. Good 
bacon type sows with plenty of 
ruggedness and quality mated with 
high class bacon boars assures, the 
producers of a fair chance to make 
the progeny of desirable market type. 
—I. B. Martin, Live Stock Branch, 
Ontario Department of Agriculture.

Marl for Soil Acidity.
Marl deposits are not uncommon 

In the older farmed sections of 
Ontario. While discussing soil prob­
lems with many visitors to tfce O. A. 
College exhibit at the County Fairs 
many farmers mentioned that they 
knew of deposits of marl in their own 
districts that were lying unused. 
Many do not realize that marl is quite 
equal to the best grades of crushed 
limestone or hydrated lime as a cor­
rective for soil acidity. The use of 
marl from a local deposit if such is 
available, will save the purchase price 
and the transportation costs on other 
forms of lime. October and Npyem- 
ber are usually good months in which 
to excavate and team marl to the 
fields where soil acids prevent the 
luxuriant grpwth of clovers,

| But her sweetheart catches her, 
carries her back to her house, and 

! the final preparations for the wedding 
are then made. A short and peculiar 
ceremony is gone through with the 
aid of the local medicine-man, who 
acts as priest, and after much feast­
ing on beef and maize, and the corn- 
sumption of many huge pots of 
utulu, a light grain-beer, the time 
Comes for the bridegroom to take 
home his bride.

He literally takes the burden of a 
wife upon his shoulders! He must 
carry her plck-aback from her fath- 
err's hut to his own. There he de­
posits her, and turning round to the 
relations and friends who have fol­
lowed, faces another spell of trouble.

Armed with clubs and sticks, the 
male relations of the bride set lustily 
upon the unfortunate bridegroom, 
and beat him until he flies for his 
life! Poor wretch! It is the Man- 
gati custom that the menfolk of the 
bride’s family guard the hut in which 
■he sleeps until the bridegroom can 
creep Into tt, unobserved, through a 
hole which he must scratch in the 
mud wall! If he is seen, woe betide 
him, for the whole lot set upon him, 
and belabor him might and main.

Many a bridegroom has got over 
this pleasant little custom by “dop­
ing” the beer at the wedding feast! 
His friendly enemies soon fall asleep, 
and by the time morning comes he 
may creep, bruised and battered, into 
the hut to greet the fair maid whom 
he has won at such great risks.

Most people imagine that the ear­
liest civilization In Britain was 
Roman, says London Answers. But 
that is not the case. There are tracee 
in Scotland of a mysterious culture 
earlier than that which followed in 
the wake of the all-conquering eagles 
of the Eternal City. i

Long before the Romans set foot 
in Britain the Caledonians built a | 
“dyke,” with forts along it at regular 
intervals. It started on the East 
Coast of Scotland, went to within a 
mile of where Galashiels now stands, 
and then turned south through 
Scott’s Borderland to Peel Fell, in j 
Cumberland. ‘

In three places this ancient fortifi- ■ 
cation survives, and Is known var­
iously as the Catrail, the Dell’s Dyke, 
and the Piets' Work Ditch. The 
dyke was some twenty-six feet broad, 
supported on either side by ramparts, 
each about seven feet high and twelve . 
feet thick.

All over Scotland are hundreds of 
forts built on hill-tops. The White 
Caterthun, in Forfarshire, is a goôd 
example of these. It consists of four 
circles of stone, the diameter of the 
inner circle being eighty paces. Tht, 
stones are twenty-five feet thick dk 
the top and over a hundred feet thick 
at the base.

Beyond the outer circle is a ditch 
with an earthen breastwork round it, 
while beyond this, again, runs a dou­
ble entrenchment. The entrances to 
these various circles are zigzagged, 
so that each remains covered by 
fortifications.

The fort at Bamukin, in Aberdeen­
shire, has five great stone circles, all 
perfectly round and flawlessly built, 
although there are no toolmarks to 
show how they were shaped.

These buildings are interesting but 
not puzzling, because we khow for 
what purpose they were built; but 
there are others, commonly known 
as Piets’ Burghs, to which no use 
can be assigned.

A burgh is a single tower, per­
fectly round in shape, wide at the 
bottom and narrowing towards the 
top from the outside. Tho outer walls 
of these towers, shaped into perfect 
circles, have no openings of any sort 
except the entrance. Obviously, then, 
the buildings were never intended for 
forts.

Inside, the walls slope the reverse 
way, and between the two are count­
less rooms, often too small for people 
ever to have lived in them. The 
largest of these mystery towers is 
that of Rousay, in the Orkneys.

At pottery the Caledonians could 
not compare with the Romans, since 
the potter’s wheel seems to have been 
unknown amongst them. But they 
almost excelled the “masters of the 
world” in their ornaments. The 
mountains yielded their craftsmen 
gold, silver, bronze, amber, rubies, 
and rock crystals such as agate, jas­
per, and cairngorms and jet. From 
these they made ornaments and 
weapons.

Most people are familiar with the 
shoulder-brooches with which High­
landers fasten their plaids. Brooches 
such as these, only much more ela­
borate, have been found In both 
cairns and towers. They are of gold 
or silver, or both, circular In shape, 
and Intricately chased with inter­
turning rings. Often they are jewel- 
studded. They were obviously made 
for fastening the heavy, many-hued 
—tartan—stuffs mentioned by Ro­
man writers as being worn by the 
Caledonians.

Even more Interesting than the 
ornaments are the weapons of the 
people. From brome they made 
themselves beautiful short swords, or 
long daggers, shaped like the gladi­
oli leaves, on which the Romans later 
modelled their swords. The handles 
of these knives—“dirks” the Scots 
of a later day called them 
gold and silver, richly chased and 
jewelled.

Their shields, or targes, are also 
I beautiful. They are small and round 
and are made of bronze, embossed 
with circles of jewels and raised 
mouldings.

All these things and many others 
have been supposed to date back to 
about 500 B.C.; but this year a dis­
covery, not yet fully investigated, has 
suggested that this early civilization 
built up by Britain’s mystery race 
may date as far. as 2,000 B.C. or 
farther.

received which explains why the plant 
of the Elarton Salt Works at War­
wick has not been operating for 
sometime.

It seems that, after making ex­
tensive alterations with the object of 
considerably increasing the daily out­
put, and using coal instead of wood, 
the general manager, Mr. John 
Youngson, finding that the brine was 
not pumping to its usual full strength 
decided that the first bed of salt at 
a depth of 1224 feet was played out 
and that it would be policy to drill to 
the second bed at about 1250 feet. 
Unfortunately, an obstruction was 
met at 480 feet and the Vibration 
caused by trying to get the drill past 
this, dislodged tihe steel casing above 
and it fell in and wedged the drill so 
tightly that it could not be moved 
either up or down and so closed for 
ever a well which had -been in oper­
ation for such a long time.

However, the Company promptly 
decided that a new well must be sunk 
and that it would be advisable to 
strike the salt bed at some distance 
from the present boring, so a point 
was selected on the property as far 
west -as possible and drilling there is 
rapidly proceeding, and it is confid­
ently anticipated, that by the end of 
next month the plant will be running 
smoothly again, pumping the same 
full strength brine and making the 
same well-known Elarton Salt as here 
tofore, though in large quantities.

Major Franklin asks that the

WOULD PAY
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Local Health
Administration

I improved. The experience of England, f rMm tn tip Hrarlpr! 
Wales and Scotland and of the United UTCaiT! 10 DC UraOBO ext

Mr. Nevil Chamberlain, the Minis­
ter of Health of England, in speak­
ing of the local! administration of 
public health in that country refers 
to the “obsolete, cumbersome, illogi­
cal, wasteful and unjust” character 
of the machinery whereby such work 
is carried out. The remarks of the 
Minister might, with equal truth, be 
applied to the system of local health 
administration in operation in Ontario 
and the measures designed for im­
provement of this work in force in 
England, might with certain modifica­
tion be employed to advantage by 
the local government of the province.

The Ontario system is briefly as 
follows : Each city, town, village and 
township has a local board of health 
and a medical officer of health. There 
are upwards of 900 of such local 
health governments in Ontario. In 
Ibut eight of these, including the 
principal cities, can there be said to 
be an efficient health service. In all 
the others the organization consists 
chiefly of a part-time medical officer 
of health, who is a practising physic­
ian, with, as a rule, but small remun­
eration and subject to the various, 
well-known disabilities of such a local 
officer. Little money is provided for 
public health purposes and what little 
is expended is frequently used at the 
wrong end, in the cure, rather than 
in the prevention of unsanitary con­
ditions. The public receives little or 
none of the instruction so necessary 
to the advancement of sanitary meas­
ures.

There are, of course, notable in­
stances where the local health officer 
despite the difficulties under which he 
labours, gives a much better service 
than might be expected. But as a rule 
the administration is poor, the funds 
for public health work scanty and 
the personal application of the prin­
ciples of hygiene neglected. The for­
mer chief medical officer of the Local 
Government Board in England in 
speaking upon this sdbject in refer­
ence to England and Wales, says 
“The inefficiency of the smaller san­
itary authorities has been frequent­
ly exposed. There are in England and 
Wales 1727 sanitary authorities not 
including 82 county burroughs. The 
total of 1809 compares with 317 
education authorities and 635 boards 
of guardians. No one has suggested 
that the efficiency of the work of 
either educational or relief author­
ities is lowered by the relatively 
large areas and population served by 
them, and every line of evidence 
points to the opposite conclusion.”

In Ontario, in dealing with the 
sdbject of local school management 
çf which there are often as many as 
ff dozen to 20 in a rural municipality 
the Premier (as Minister of Educa­

tion) has struck the keynote in his 
; recommendation that local school 

areas should in the interest of effici­
ency and economy be combined. The 
same principle holds true in respect 
to local public health administration. 
Opportunity should ibe allowed for 
the local units of a county to com­
bine for sanitary purposes.

The townships, towns and villages 
of Ontario annually spend in the ag­
gregate considerable sums of money 
for this purpose, without much to 
show for it. The figures for the year 
1924 show that there is spent on the 
salaries of part-time medical officers 
of health about $100,000.00 andiYor 
public health work in places with a 
part time organization about $200,- 
000.00 or a total of $300,000.00. For 
places with full-time health organi­
zations the salaries of the medical 
officers of health aggregate about 
♦44,000.00 and for public health 
work apart from this salary bill the 
sum of.$1,053,696.60.

The *>tal for local public health 
administration part-time and full- 
time in Ontario reaches the sum of 
approximately one and one-half mil­
lions pf dollars ($1,500,000.00).

Outside the eight cities with satis­
factory health administration, there 
is, with certain exceptions, little val­
ue gained for the expenditure of this 
large sum o‘jf Money.

Much of this expenditure is wasted 
or at least misapplied. There is no 
concerted effort to control diseases 
such as cancer, tuberculosis or the 
venereal diseases. There is no ade­
quate pre-natal care of mothers and 
infant mortality and the incidence of 
tuberculosis range high. The medical 
inspection of school children is only 
beginning and education of the pub­
lic in the principles of .hygiene, with- 

which no administration can 
£essfully operate to the best ad­

age, is sadly needed. Government

States has shown thait the small town, 
village and township health unit is 
too small to bear the financial burden 
of a full-time public health organi­
zation and these countries are rather 
rapidly adopting the plan of Combin­
ing Municipalities for public health 
purposes. In Great Britain the unit is 
called a “combined area.” In the 
United States the county is usually 
the unit. In Ontario where many of 
our countries are large in area one- 
half of a county might form the unit, 
or, where adjacent counties are small 
two Or more might be combined. The 
advantages of such a plan are appar­
ent. The aggregate funds now spent 
might be utilized in the employment 
for the area of the full-time organi­
zation. A notable example of such a 
combination is to be found at Wind­
sor (Essex Border Municipalities) 
where under the direction of an ener­
getic, well-trained medical officer of 
health there may be seen one of the 
most efficient health departments to 
be found on the continent and where 
a couple of years ago virulent small­
pox, instead of spreading, as it did in 
Other communities, was Limited to 67 
cases.

Little legislative amendment is 
needed. Permission might be given to 
counties to substitute county control 
for the existing municipal health ad­
ministration using the combined re­
sources of the municipalities for this 
purpose. Instead of an army of 900 
or more health officers, we would 
eventually have perhaps 60. These 
men would embrace public health 
work as their daily business and give 
to that business the supervision and 
enthusiasm at present lacking, and 
which is necessary to the success of 
any undertaking.

The work of public health depends 
chiefly on three factors, viz., siuffic-, 
ient funds, competent management, 
and a receptive public. Health and 
thrift like other qualifications for 
good citizenship are virtues which 
have to be appreciated, striven for 
and acquired by each individual for 
himself. But there must first be train 
ed and competent management to 
lead the way, and the provision of 
reasonable funds for expenses. Public 
Health is purchasable.

/GRADING cream and paying L#r it 
on a graded basis will he intro­

duced in the creameries of this «Prov­
ince early in 1926. It is therefore im­
portant that cream producers Become 
familiar witji the standards for the 
different grades and plan how they 
can produce cream that will bring the 
highest price. Grading tjie cream and 
paying for it on a graded basis pro­
vides at once three markets for 
cream; one for special grade, one for 
1st grade and one for 2nd grade 
cream. It is the farmers’ privilege to 
produce cream to suit any one of 
these markets.

If he produces special cream, he 
will be rewarded by receiving the 
highest possible price. If he produces 
first grade cream, he will receive 
a slightly lower price. If a second 
grade cream is produced, a still lower 
price will have to be accepted. Off 
grade cream is of little value and 
should be returned. The care given 
the cream will decide Which, market 
it will sell in. Therefore the cream 
producer who makes proper arrange­
ments for taking càre of his cream 
will be rewarded by receiving a bet 
ter price than the man who will not 
go to any expense in taking care of 
his cream. The grade standards and 
the differences in prices are as fol­
lows:

Special Grade
This grade shall include -any lot of 

cream which is clean in flavour, of 
uniform consistency and suitable for 
making butter of this grade. Its acid­
ity shall not be more than thirty-one 
hundredths (.30'/, ) of one per cent, 
at the time of being graded at the 
creamery where it is to be made into 
’butter.

First Grade
This grade shall include any lot of 

cream which is reasonably clean in 
flavour,, of uniform consistency and 
suitable for making butter of this 
grade. Its acidity shall not he more 
than sixty-one hundredths (.60%) of 
one per cent, at the time of being 
graded at the creamery where it is 
to be made into butter.

Second Grade 
This grade shall include cream that 

does not meet the requirements spec 
ified for first grade cream ; such as 
cream that is bitter, stale, musty, 
metallic or otherwise unclean in 
flavour, or has acidity of over sixty- 
one hundredths (.60%) of one per 
cent.

Off Grade
This grade shall include any cream 

with a strong objectionable odor or 
flavour, such as gasoline, leeks, stable 
or such other flavours that may ren­
der cream unfit for making second 
grade butter.

Spread in Price
A premium of (1) one ceqt per 

pound butter-fat shall .be paid for 
special grade cream over first grade 
cream, and a premium of (3) three 
cents per pound Ibutter-fat shall be 
paid for first grade cream over sec­
ond grade cream.

Special grade cream will be pro­
duced when the cows are provided 
.with pure water and clean wholesome 
feed, when the cream is cooled im­
mediately after separating and kept 
cool .until it is delivered to the 
creamery. The same care is necessary 
to produce first grade cream, except 
that it may not be necessary to cool 
it quite so much, or deliver it so of­
ten: It is impossible to • produce either 
special or first grade cream unless it 
is properly cooled. In summer an 
abundant supply of cold water will 
do this—but we believe it will pay 
the créam producers of Ontario to 
provide a supply of ice for this pur­
pose and use it in an insulated tank.

Second grade cream will likely be 
produced when the cows are allow 
ed. to eat highly-flavoured feeds, 
When the separator is washed only 
once a day, or not that often, when 
the utensils used are not properly 
washed and scalded, when the cream 
cans become rusty, or when the cream 
is not cooled sufficiently. Metallic 
flavour is usually caused by keeping 
the cream in rusty cans and allow­
ing it to become sour.

Off grade cream will be due to the 
cows eating leeks, or exposing the 
cream or milk to odours from the 
stable or a gasoline engine.

Wholesome feed and pure water 
for the cows—clean separators and 
utensils and cooling the cream quick 
ly to under fifty degrees will elim 
inàte any danger Of second grade 
cream. The colder cream is kept, the 
longer rt will keep sweet. Warm 
cream should never be mixed with 
cream already cooled.

An Old Home Week Celebration 
to celebrate the attainment of 
City status will be the big attraction 

tor Northern Ontario the first week 
in August. North Bay, to-day the 
largest Town in the Province, with 
a population officially estimated at 
13,011, will become the Baby City of 
Ontario on Sunday, August 2nd. Fur 
the following six days, it will be a 
case of “open house” with all the 
well-known hospitality of the North 
Country.

Special services in all the City 
churches, conducted in most cases 
by former pastors, Who were identi­
fied with the early history of the 
Town, will inaugurate Old Home 
Week. The following day official­
dom takes charge with “Civic Day”, 
when the formal presentation of the 
City Charter will be made at Memo­
rial Park and representatives of the 
Federal and Provincial Governments 
will extend their congratulations to 
the Gateway City of the North.

tical’.y rebuilt, two privately owned 
parks have had to be taken over tor 
the year and other large expendi­
tures incurred, but the citizens are 
behind the celebration movement and 
are determined to make it something 
that will be long remembered in the 
Northland.

The history of North Bay is one 
that is net generally known to all 
Canadians, even though the name is 
familiar from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific, as a great railroad centre. 
North Bay was originally discovered 
by Samuel de Champlain in 1615 and 
was a post on the old trail from the 
Ottawa to the Great Lakes in the 
-time of the great French explorer.

Hie first settlements here are re­
corded as in 1882, "with the coming 
of the first train over the Canadian 
Pacific Railway. North Bay was 
never incorporated as a village. Like 
Topsy, it just grew and became offi­
cially a town in 1891. In 1895, the 
population was 2.024, in 1905 It was 
3,813, and in 1915 it was 10,041, and

the last municipal census placed 11 
at 13,011, while the rapid growth ol 
the town this year indicated that i( 
will be at least 15,000 when it takes 
its position as a City next August

Thc Canadian Pacific paved the 
way for North Bay. The old Grand 
Trunk followed with its first train 
in June, 1888. Next was Northern 
Ontario’s oVn railway, the Temis- 
kaming and Northern Ontario, which 
was built north to the mining areas 
from North Bay in 1904, the first 
train being operated ont of here on 
January 12th, 1905. The Canadian 
Northern was the fourth Une to 
come In here, their first train arriv­
ing on September 14th, 1915.

Three and a half tons of gold bul­
lion pass through North Bay every 
month from the Northern Mines, ttn- 
gether with 13 tons of silver bullion, 
503 tons of high-grade silver OTMt, > 
6,030 tons of pulp and 12,450 tone 
of paper. It makes a formidable 
array when checked up.
