Ottawa, Dec. 20.—A deputation com-, 
posed of the Hon. Messrs. Holmes, White 
and Troop, of the Nova Scotia Government, 
has been in Ottawa for a week past, con- 
suiting with the Dominion Government 
respecting the condition of the railways in 
the Province of Nova Beotia. The Pro­
vincial system of railways includes a line 
from Yarmouth at the extreme sonlliswest 
end to the Straits of Caaso at the extreme 
north-east end of the Province, with a 
branch road from Middleton on the main 
road to Lunenburg on the eastern coast, 
this latter branch being styled the Nictaux 
and Atlantic Railroad.

To the different Provincial railroads the 
Nova Beotia Government bayi given cash 
bonuses to the amount of about two and a 
half millions of dollars. The Province 
has a floating debt variously stated at from 
four to eight hundred thousand dollars. 
The Provincial Government estimates the 
debt at four hundred thousand dollars, 
but asked for power not long since to bor­
row eight hundred thousand dollars with 
which to pay off the floating liabilities. 
This proposal wa« rejected by the Legie 
lative Council. The scheme now under 
consideration appears to be that the Nova 
Scotia Government shall acquire possess­
ion of the whole system of Provincial rail­
ways with a view to their being tranefered 
to a syndicate which will Immediately 
complete the Western Counties Railroad 
and the Nictaux and Atlantic branch. The 
Local Government hare the necessary 
power under existing Acts of Legislature 
and by agreement to acquire possession of 
these roads. In the case of the Windsor 
and Annapolis Railway the price to be 
paid will be fixed by arbitration, in that of 
the Western Counties Railroad and other 
roads the amount to be paid will probably 
be mad* in bonds of the company, wholly 
or partially guaranteed by tbs Government. 
Under this arrangement it is anticipated 
that the owners of the road* will receive a 
sum equivalent to the roads’ commercial 
value, and that the Nova Scotia Govern­
ment will receive back such a proportion 
of the amontit of subsidies paid as will 
enable them to pay off the Provincial 
floating debt and provide for Important 
services.

It is reported here that running powers 
over the Intercolonial main line between 
Truro and Windsor Junction have been 
promised by the Dominion Government to 
the Nova Scotia Government, with power 
to transfer such privileges to the syndicate 
so as to establish a through line of direct 
railroad communication from one extre­
mity of the Provincee to the other. The 
Dominion Government further agrees that 
when the transfer of the Pictou Branch is 
effected the Government will give the 
syndicate, on the completion of the East­
ern Extension Railroad, the whole of the 
rolling stock (valued at from one hundred 
to one hundred and fifty thousand dollars ) 
There appears to be no doubt that when 
this thorough system of railroad# has been 
established, inter-communication between 
the different sections of the Province will 
be placed upon a satisfactory basis, and a 
new outlet afforded for trade with the 
United States.

While a movement was being organ 
jsed to put the threats into execution, 
nn officer arrived from Canada with a 
requisition and he was taken across the 
hue for trial.

ISIn 1835, there was published in Win­
dsor, the The liante and Kings Counties 
Qazette, being the first newspaper that 
appeared in either of the Counties. H 
was edited by Mr. E. K. Allen and was 
issued for about two years, though 
under many discouragements. Copies 
of the paper are very scarce, but W.e 
understand it was conducted with con­
siderable ability, and presented a neat 
typographical appearance. The popu­
lation of the town was less than one 
thousand, and with a sparsely settled 
country the paper had a bard struggle 
for its existence. The building which 
served as a printing office, long since 
burned down, stood on the ground 
now occupied by the bouse of Mrs. 
.Salter, opposite the present post office. 
Mr. Allen’s career as an editor was a 
very stormy one, Many of our readers 
will remember it was then that Joe 
Howe was beginning his public career j 
political feeling ran high, and the 
columns of the Gazette were filled with 
editorials and communications of a very 
inflammatory character. As an inevi­
table result, Allen was the subject of 
much abuse and persecution, which 
culminated in his being lodged in jail 
fora trifling debt, The type-setting 
with the whole mechanical execution 
of the paper bad always been done by 
Charles Denn.et, then a boy of twelve 
or fourteen years. During the pro- 

Y prietor’s incarceration, Dennet, in ad 
" dition to his duties as a compositor, 

furnished the editorial and attended to 
the literary make up of the paper. 
This was certainly no small undertak­
ing for a boy of fourteen, and the suc­
cess with which it was accomplished 
met with warm encomiums from every 
side. By transform g a 1 bis property 
to his creditors, klr. Allen was enabled 
to procure his discharge from jail, but 
without means to furnish another 
office, he was obliged to begin life 
*new. from Windsor be sailed for 
Boston, taking with him Dennet, for 
whom be had conceived a warm attach, 
mept, The boy entered the office of 
the Boston Advertiser, where he served 
his apprenticeship as a printer, work­
ing on that journal from 1835 to 1840. 
During this period be bad been in 
regular communication with his mother 
and friends in Nova Scotia, but in ’40 
nis health failing, he embarked at New 
Bedford on a whaler. Nothing was 
heard of him afterwards. The letters 
which had hitherto arrived at regular 
intervals abruptly ceased. With the 
exception of two sisters, who reside in 
Windsor, his relatives gave up all hope 
of his re-appearance, and mourned him 
as dead. Forty years passed away, 
when a few weeks ago the long lost 
boy turned up as an elderly man, till­
ing a responsible position in a western 
city, His restoration, it the word be 
permitted, was purely accidental. 
When travelling io company5.with a 
New York gentleman, who is acquaint» 
ei in the provinces, Dennet made some 
inquiries concerning his Nova Scotian 
relatives. This gentleman mentioned 
the incident to a Halifax lady, from 
whom Miss Dennet, of Kentville, heard 
the story. Scarcely believing that her 
brother could be alive, yet anxious to 
remove all doubt she wrote him a let­
ter, and the result is that the corres­
pondence which was broken off in ’40 
has been renewed in ’80. Jn his letters 
recently, he gives an account of his 40 
years’ wandering. After returning
from the whaling voyage, he was con­
nected with the New York and Chicago 
press, and from the latter place
he removed to Minneapolis to
assume the editorial chair of the 
Tribune, the leading journal of 
Minnesota State, Some of our
readers may remember the bitter and 
prolonged contest between that jour­
nal and some of the giant railway cor­
porations of the North, in which the 
exposures made by the paper led to 
the breaking up of eorrupt combina­
tions and a reduction of rates. The 
editor at that time must have been 
Dennet, to whose conspicuous ability 
the paper owes its reputation.
