Present plans of trans Atlantic 
passenger lhies call for a redaction 
of ten per cent, in minimum llrst and 
second class rate's to Europe, begin­
ning August 31, according to the Wall 
Street Journal. Westbound rates pr'.l - 
ably will not be reduced until Octo­
ber 31. Rates for the better accom­
modations on the liners will be lower­
ed at the same time as the minimum 
rates, but the extent off these reduc­
tions may vary among the different 
linee.

While a greater cnt than ten per 
cent, is not at present contemplated. 
It ie not denied that the outlook for 
winter business, combined with low­
ered costs of operation, may lead to 
reductions as great as twenty per 
cent. Nothing has been definitely de­
cided yet.

Due mainly to the fact that more 
passenger vessels are running this 
summer than last, the period when 
every shfp sent out with cabin ac­
commodations fully booked has end­
ed somewhat sooner. Even the most 
popular ships are now leaving with 
room to spare.

Passenger agents are frank to say 
that 1921 summer rates will not be 
duplicated next year. The impossi­
bility of maintaining rates 125 per 
cent, above those of 1914 is realized, 
especially in view of lowered operat­
ing costs, immigration restriction 
has probably more than cancelled 
the advantage gained from lower 
costs, but the travelling public is 
not expected to take that into con- 
sideraion.

Contemplated reduction of 10 per 
cent, represents the lines’ effort to 
spread the tourist trade more evenly 
over the year. It is pointed out that 
not only on the ocean, but every­
where in Europe, fall and winter 
rates are lower than summer, while 
congestion is avoided. Weather con­
ditions in September and October are 
described by experienced travellers 
as "ideal."

HUDSON, Plaintiff Southampton. July 23—After a 
battle lasting many hours the flames 
on board the (,'unarder Mauretania, 
which broke cut as she was lying 
at her dock here yesterday afternoon, 
were finally conquered by the firemen 
to-day, but not before the interior 
of the mammoth liner presented a 
sorry spectacle from fire and water.

The damage is not so extensive as 
was feared at first, but it is serious 
enough and considerable time will oe 
required to put the big veesel into 
shape. Meanwhile the passengers 
booked to sail on the Mauretania will 
be transferred to other ships. No 
estimate of the damage in money *s 
possible as yet.

The fire originated in a first class 
cabin on the starboard side of the 
E deck and fifty cabins on that deck, 
extending across the ship and for­
ward of the engine room bulkhead 
for eighty feet were destroyed. The 
flooring of the main saloon on the 
D deck was badly burned and buc­
kled. The priceless carved wood 
panelling in the saloon for which the 
Mauretania was famous, is untouch­
ed except for a few scorched places. 
The flouring of the upper saloon of 
the C deck was severely damaged, 
while the woodwork around the fun­
nel casings between the A and E 
decks was completely burned.

Other parts of the ship were badly 
damaged by water, but not irrepar­
ably.

Shortly afterwards, Mrs. Stone 
slipped into a crevice and fell on a 
ledge seventeen feet below the slope. 
Her husband was unable to raise her 
to the surface with a rope, and low­
ered himself to her level. Then, with 
his wife in his arms, he tried to 
climb back, but lost his footing and 
fell into a deeper crevice to his death. ) 
Mrs. Stone slipped back to the ledge I 
where she had lodged originally, and, 
unable to get away, was found there 
by a rescue' party eight days later. 
The body of Dr. Stone was jammed 
between two jagged rocks and he 
must have been instantly killed.

Mrs. Stone was given first aid at 
a temporary camp at the base of 
Mount Eon, and in the meantime 
better quarters at Marble Creek hur­
riedly were established. Owing to 
the extremely difficult country she 
has to be carried every foot of the 
nine miles on a stretcher. A route 
has been chosen which avoids all 
summit crossings, and it is thought 
that Mrs. Stone is strong enough to 
withstand the hardship of the journey.

The best seed crop from Aleikc

Curing the hot summer weather, 
be ever on the watch for vermin. 
Spray the houses occasionally with 
a good disinfectant and It there are 
any traces of red mites, keep right 
after them, as It is good-bye to 
healthy growth in the chicken» if 
these pests ever get headway.

As soon after “weaning" as pos­
sible, get the pullets on to good fresh 
range. Hopper feeding will be found 
most convenient. Keep m'xed grain 
and a good dry mash before them 
where they can have free access to 
it. See that they have an abundance 
of succulent green feed and always 
a supply of fresh water. If butter­
milk can be obtained nothing is bet­
ter to produce healthy, vigorous 
growth or to bring the pullets into 
production.

Get the pullets into winter quar­
ters before they start to lay, so that 
they will not receive any set back.

On housing them, bear in mind the 
change in conditions. Induce them 
to consume large quantities of green 
feed and to exercise for all the scratch 
feed.

(Experimental Farms Note) LIME IN AGRICULTURE
There are many advantages at the 

Hand of the intelligent farmer who 
practises summer feeding of his lamb 

Every farmer breeding sheep.

The use of lime in proper quantity, 
in proper quality, and at the proper 
time will prove beneficial to most 
soils. Used otherwise. Its effects are 
the reverse. That there may be no 
lack of knowledge on the subject, 
there has been Isewid by the Depart­
ment of Agrlcultene at Ottawa a re­
vised edition of a bulletin entitled 
“Lime la Agriculture," in which the 
Dominion Chemist, Dr. F. T. Shutt, 
has dealt comprehensively with the 
subject. From this bulletin it is 
learned that there ard several classes 
of lime, such as quick lime, burnt 
lime, caustic lime, stone lime etc., 
also that limestone at excellent qual­
ity Is to be foend in many parts of 
Canada, especially in the East and 
at some points in British Columbia. 
Some exists in Manitoba in the vicin­
ity of lakes Winnipeg and Winni- 
pegosis. Otherwise there is none 
available on the prairies. What is 
known as lime kiln refuse is some­
times sold ae "Agricultural Lime,” 
but the advice la tendered that pur­
chases should be made only on 
analysis as to the percentage of 
quicklime, cabonate of lime, etc..

A Philadelphia despatch says:—The 
master of the small British schooner 
Pocomock, which came into Atlantic 
City on Wednesday in distress and 
without her cargo of 1,000 cases of 
intoxicating liquors, will have some 
explaining to do to the British au­
thorities, according to Chas. R. Kurtz, 
surveyor of the port.

"There is no question the Pocomock 
is the mysterious vessel reported off 
the New Jersey coast," Mr. Kurtz 
said to-day. "All the vessel's papers 
were taken by Navigation Inspector 
Marstellar, who boarded the' Poco­
mock at Atlantic City, and turned 
them over to the British consul tor 
inquiry."

Mr. Kurtz said the Pocomock came 
into Atlantic City under distress 
signals. Captain J. A. Roy, accord­
ing to Mr. Kurtz, said he left Nassau, 
Bahama Islands, with 1,090 cases of 
liquor for Quebec. Oft the Delaware 
Capes, he said he encountered a 
storm which caused him to transport 
part of the cargo to a schooner and 
to throw the remainder overboard 
because the vessel sprang aleak.

According to Mr. Kurtz. Captain 
Roy said his crew was discharged and 
transferred to another vessel at sea, 
which is said to be a violation of 
maritime law.

“While we cannot do anything about [ 
what he did with his cargo outside 
the three limit, the British govern- ] 
in ::t can certainly make him give a 
more definite explanation of the ac­
tions of the Pocomock at sea, -aid 
Mr. Kurtz.
