With the coal strike in Cape Breton 

nearing its sixth month and showing 
no signs of a near end, and with 
the Pennsylvania miners and the 
(English miners talking strikes, the 
coal problem of the coming winter 
must strike the average householder 
as worthy of serious thought.

With the coal strike in Cape Breton 
nearing its sixth month and showing 
no signs of a near end. and with 
the Pennsylvania miners and the 
English miners talking strikes, the 
coal problem of the coming winter 
must strike the average householder 
as worthy of serious thought.
