Haddock ptuffed with oysters.—Remove
the head, tail, skin, and bone, keeping
ecach half is shape. Lay ‘the fisk on o
plotter and spread oysters hetween the
layers of fieh. Dip each oyster first in
huttered cracker-crumbs. Press the edges
of ithe fish together to have it likea
whole fish. Sprcad softened butter all
over ‘the top and sprinkle with buttered
crackes-crumbs. Set the platter across a
pan of hot water and bake about half
an hour. When ready to serve garnish
the «dish with red cabbage mixed with
hutter-dressing.

Fscaloped Onions.—Te preriie escnloped

onione stir together one tablespoonful of
butter and one tablespoonful of flour,
add oue cupful of sweet milk and cook
in a saucepan. stirring counstantly until
smootli. Boil the onions until soft, add-
ing o little salt to the water; then {ill
the baking dish with onions aml cracker
crumbs, hiaving o layer of the crackers
on top. Season with bits of butter and
o little pepper. pour the sauce over all
aud bake until nicely Lrowned.
- Hazel Pudding.—Beat two eggs  ver)
well. add to them one gill of new milk,
two ounces of castor sugar. ope ounce
of finely shred orange peel and enough
pounded unut to form a stiff paste. Bake
in a buttered dish for an hour.

French Dish.—Take about tweo cupluls
rach of chopped veal and ham. soak two
cupfuls of bread crumbs in one of boil-
ing milk, senson and mix together with
two avell-beaten eggs, put into a well-
buttered dish or old, and bake for half
an bour, not allowing the crust to be-
come too hard, turn out on a platter,
amd serve hot.

A pleasing variety in the .turkey line
can be had by stuffing ¢ ten-pound turkey
with bread and oysters and boiling three
fioure. It ghould be served with egg
spuce or drawn butter. Cranberry sauce
i ‘not an accompaniment. This is pre-
Terred to the American roast turkey by
the English, and is much more Jelicate
in llavor.
