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9. Board of Managers:

All the congregations with the excep-
tion of three, from whom returns have
been received, report that they have man-
agers; their numbers vary from thrze to
seven.

10. Times of meeting of Board of Man-
agers:

Congregations appear to be very irte-
gular in this duty : 9 congregations meet
annually ; 8 half-yeariy ; 7 quasterly;
some meet when required, and others do
not wmeet at all; 1 congregation, viz.
Halifax, meets monthly.

11. Do your managers report annually
to the congregation !

22 report annually ; 1 intends to do sv ;
others give no answer to this query ; and
the inference drawn is, that they have no
regular time for reporting and have made
no arrangements to have any.

12. Peculiar circumstances :

Under this head, your committee would
state, that it appears that 2 copgregations
in the Preshytery of P K Island are
rapidly becoming disorganised from want
of pastors; that one congregation in the
Pictou Presbytery has been much weak-
ened by emigration and disturbances, but
are heping for better times; and that in
the same presbytery another congregation
reports that they are only to have as much
of their pastor’s labor as they are able to
pay for. Your comumittee would also here
notice, and they do it with much pleasure,
viewing it as an excellent example io the
church, and a iavorable omen for the
future, that one congregation inthe Pictou
Presbytery has paid up all its airears;
and that another in the Truro presbytery

has, in addition to the full payment of |

their minister’s stipend, paid ap £40 of
arrears.

Remarks :

Your committee have carefully exam-
ined the sums paid by many of the congre-
gations to thelr pastors; the manner in
which these sums are raised, and the sin-
gular disproportion of the sums raised by
some congregations for missionary and
other benevolent purposes, compared with
the sums which these congregations give
for the support of religions ordinances
among themselves~and vour committee
have felt deeply. It wosld appeario them
that thére are miristers, members of this
Synad, who do notreceive from their peo-
ple enough to support them and their fam-
ilies. It would appear to them that there

are others, who, in order to proeure a

~

| living are forced to engage in employments
which however henorable and honest in
themselves,] are calculated to lower the
status of the minister in the eyes of]
his people, and to lessen the efliciency
of his labors-among them. Is there much
respect entertainéd for their minister by
any congregation, and can we éexpect
vitality or energy im that congregation
which can from year to year suffer their
pastor to be placed in such circumstances,
through their neglest? for be it observed, !
your comrnittee lahor under the conviction
that the sacrifices which are made in the
cases refirred to are all generally made
by the pastor.

These thouglits passed through our
minds as we examined these returns, and
they have led to suggestions of the follow-
ing kind :

1st. Presbyteries should be directed to
increase their efforts for the improvement
of the financial affairs of the congrega-
tions under their inspection ;—that in their
visitations they inquire particularly into
the way in which congregations fulfil this
duty, aud impart such directions for the
more efficient discharge of this where it
may be necessary.

2nd. That wherezs ministers have
hitherto, from feelings of false delicacy,
been disposed to kcep this duty in the back
ground, they be enjoined to be more faith-
tul in bringing before their people the
sacred duty of conscientiously supporting
the ordinances of religion, according as
God hath prospered them, not grudgingly,
hut as of a willing mind.

3. That every congregation be warned
against the danger of compelling their
pastor, by their want of liberality, to
devote any part of his time either to teach-
ing or manual labor ; as the very probable
censequences will be that they will seon
cease to profit by his ministrations. 1t
frequently happens that congregations
compldin of thefteaching they receive;
| but we believe that oftentimes they them-
, selves are to blame, as they do not enable
y their Minister to devote so much time as
1 is necessary to gather and arrange the
needed instruction ; nor do they enable him
to procore such books as are indispensi-
bly hecessary for the enlargement of his
own views, and his preparation for the
pulpit.

senting their Annual Report, have much
satisfuction in stating their conviction that
considerable improvement has attended the
operationg of the past year. In recalling
the *“ smull things ™ conanected with the re-
erganization of the Board, and contsasting
them with the amount of lahor since per-
formed—funds ex sended—and it is hoped,
'good accomplished, it is not too much to
say, that results anticipated have been ex-
ceeded. But were your Board to rest here
they would do justicenerihicr to themselves
nor the cause which they superintend.
The extent ofbeneficial influcace exercised
by the Synod’s Home operations, can
be krown to Him alone from whom no-
thing is concealed, yet by the Church it
has been, in part, both seen and apprecia-
yted.  Increasing confidence in the plans of
jthe Church, and more fiequent demands
for ordinances, confirm this statement.—
These demands, tho’, in most cases, at-
tended with considerable expense, have
been marked by an increasing wil-
lingness on the part of these by whom
they were made, to bear, as circumstances
permit, a portioh of the burden. TFrom
many of ihe missionary stations, just
struggling into existeuce, much self-sup-
porting action cannot, in the meantime, be
expected.  Still, your Board fecl assured,
that were some sound organization intro-
duced among them, and adapted to thuir
peculiar situation, this, together with
other not less importani ends, might be
gained.

Within a recent periad the operations of
the Board have assumed a new and some-
what enlarged aspect. For years little
more could be accomplished than giving
occasional supply of ordinances, and at
long intervals., In many cases, those vis-
ited by missionaries, recognized no special
or direct relation to the Church. These
accasional visits have, however, begotten
a desire for direct and permanent connec-
tion, and to foster this feeling a new di-
rection has been given to the labors of
your Board—a direction, which when its
full bearings and importance are consider-
ed, will, it is hopedy receive the sanction

The Board of Ifome Missions in pre-!

Feeling the necessity of a common ral-
lying point, and the neccssity of organiza-
"tion toward the stability of the cause of
religion among them, several of the sta-
tions have commenced erectingchurches for
their own special use, and under a promise
of aid, to a small ameunt, from the Board.
T'he step thus taken is producing import-
ant results, and if succeeded by the requi-
site Presbyterial action, will concentrate
around those ckurches, or rather the prin-
ciples they represent, the afieetions of
those heretofore united by common tie.

Such your Buoard would remark is the
practice of the Presbyterian (Old School)
Church in the U. Statez—organizing even
where members are few, and giving a
status in connection with the body—a
course which your Board deem exceed-
ingly desirable here, even tho’ in the
meantime attended with considerable ex-
pense. Outlay would be merely tempo-
rary, and erc long would amply repay in
both the stability and self-sustaining char-
acter of such stations.

Taking an cenlarged view of this subject
your Board belicve that it affords a practi-
cable and safe means of gradually extend-
ing sound doctrine and seriptural order,and
each station so organised and as far as
possible made self-sustaining, will become
a pust from whence operations may be
still further extended.

The Boatrd would earnestly press upon
the attention of Synod this mode of pro-
secuting the great cause of IIome Evan-
galization. Mere Missionary localities
without organization, Churches or Elders,
do not accupy that plece in the eye of the
Church to which they are entitled, nor do
they feel that interest in their connection
with the body or in the success of the
common cause, §0 necessary to their pro-
gress and stability. They know not their
own power, because energies are undeve-
loped, and what is of no small moment,
they affurd no means, by example, of im-
pressing upon those around the valie of
sound gospel teaching and the import-ace
of scriptural order. By giving them a
status—as frequent dispensation of ordi-
nances as possible, and the exetrcise of
discipline, the effect upon themselves. will
be most happy, and cannot fail of gaod to
those aronnd. To enconrage this portian

of Home Mission work, your Board would
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recommend either that a building fund
should constitute one of the itemns of con-
tribution, or that, as heretofore, the
Board be allowed g discretionary power.
By pursuing this course the Board trust
that they will be able, not merely to meet
current demands more profitably, but to
lay the foundation of futurc selfsustain-
ing churches.

In the prosecution of the above plan,
aid has been given to Parrshoro, Wallace
River and Rawdon, and promised to Mac-
can and Westchester Mountain. Besides
these, there arc other places which ere
long will require similar aid.

The usual claims for supply of vacan-
cies have met the earnest and prompt
attention of the Board.

The amount of Imissionary work per-
forred during the past year presents un
encouraging feature in the Churcl’s
operations.

Under the Pby. of P. T, Island, Mr. R.
Grant was employed for two mopths in the
early part of last summmer, in supplying
vacancies and stations. Mr. McCulley
has received appointments under the same
Pby. for eight Sabbaths, and while making
these statemeats, your Board regret that
from paucity of laborers they have been un-
able to strengthen the hands of the breth-
ren on'tlie Island as they could have wish-
ed. They hope that the time when they
will be able to do so, is not far distant.

Under the Pby. of Pictou, Kr. Grant
hins ‘been supplying the congregations of
Mirimachi, and Prince Street, Pictog, and
and “also the settlements of Cape John,
Salt Springs, Gairloch, etc. For the
miasion to Cape John the Board have to
acknowledge the receipt of the sum of £2
from a mhember of the P. S. Congregation
Pictou. By gppointment of the same Pby.
Mr. Honeyman is now on a migsion to the
Strait of Canso and neighborhood.

Untler the Pby. of "T'ruro, Messts.
Giint, Honeyman and MeCully have been
actively employed during the elapsed year
in supplying the vacant congregation of
Gays River,and in missions to Parrsboro,
Maccin, the Joggins, Rawdon, Petite and
Oheverée, and In each of ‘these places a
desire for further supply was manifested,
and also to dosomething toward defraying
expenses.

Missianary 'labor, to a very great extent
nas been performed by 'settled ministers
during the year, by Mesdrs, Sinclair and
Murray in P. E. Island; the former of
whom gives an encouraging account of his

reception in diflerent places, and enters
into details claiming the carnest attentioa
of the Church.

The Rev. G. Walker visited Cape Bre-
ton, and the Rev. John Campbell the Bourd
understand has beca Jaboring vecasioniy
in the destitute {localitics along the coa. 4
of his work the Board_hase nospec:fic
knowledge.

The Rev. Messrs. Watson and McCul-
loch visited Parrsboro und Maccan, in the
latter of which places Mr. W. suceceded
in inducing the prople to commence the
erecticn of a chureh. The Rev. Messrs.
TRoss and Bayue perfurmed similar duty at
Wallace River and West Chester respec
tively, in both which places they were in-\
stumental in forwarding the ercction of;
churches. Tor the saine purpuse, and
with similar success, the Rev. J. Cameron
was appointed to Rawdon, and by the end;
of the year it is hoped that in cach of]
these pluces there will he a suitable build-)
ing for religious worship.

‘The Rev. G. Christie by appointment,
midertook a inission to Digby and its
neighborhood, where a nunmibur of Pres-
bytcrian families was found.  His visit
appears to have been highly appreciated,
as is cvident from a report, highly inter-
esting, which he has forwarded to the
Doard.

TFrom the foregoing statement it wiil be
scen that the past year has bren marked
by @ wider range and greater amount of
missionary work thun many preceding,
{ho’ your Board regret that reports Jdo not,
admit of thuse details w hich it is desirable |
the Church siould possess. The whole
amount of service extends o nearly two
years of 4 Probationers time.

In the allocation of Preachers, the
Board have in all cases made the urgency
of demand the rule of decision in compe-
ting claims, and in this respeet they trust
thet they have given satisfaction.

During the year there has been but one
demand upon the funds for aid to 2 weak
Congregation —the case of River John, to
which a grant of £10 was made on recom-
mendation of the Pby. of Pictou.

Disburse:nents in aid of young men pre-
paring for thePministry have been very
limited, and itgis expected that ere loug
they will entirely cease.

A statement of the funds will be sub-
nitted by the Treasurer, from which it
will appear that at the time of the last
order drawn by the Bbard, the Board was
in debt.  This has arisen from the outlay |
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“for building purposzs, and calls loudly for
increase of christian liberality.  Afier
'vears of management upon the ordinary
hasis ‘of missionary operations, the Board
believe that they have cutered upon a
,course whicly, if sustained, will ere long
,work a beneficial and permanent change,
jand that there is within the Church a suof-
'fieiency of means and christian spirit, if
;developed, to meat the wants of the cause,
your Board are so well assured, that so
:fur from retracing their steps, they would
‘rather give the question a more extensive
"and decided trial. They arc induced to do
.80 from witnessing the steadily increasing
support which the cause has reccived, and
also from tite counsideration that ere long
the Charel: will have at its disposal young
men of its own training, to whom mission
stations, organised and provided with
churches, will-form outposts whence the
Church may push her advances as circum-
stances may warrant. Indeed from a care-
Hirl survey of the state of the country the
Board feel assured, that had they the
agents and means of their support, an im-

ulse would he given toreligion and sound
>reshyterianism, which would soon ex-
tend their influence fur beyond their pre-
sent limits,

On reviewingthe foregoing report, your
Board conceive that it presents a powerful
claim upon the church to provide the
means of extending missionary operation.
There remains much land to be possessed,
and the duty of the church is to go up
and occupy, with the promaise of the . less-
ing 'of him whose is the work.

‘Taking therefore even a cursory glnce

board, it is evident that nothing but a:
scheme, comprehensive, well digested,|
well sustarned, and energetically wiought,!
will meet the neeessities ¢f the case, or|
cnable the church to meet her respms:bib’
ities. Your Board need scarcely remark, |
that her mission, as assigned by her great
head, yet remains to he performed, even
in lands long called christian. But they
feel caor.strained to ask how is this consis-
tent with the frequent and seemingly cer-
nest praycrs constantly asconding to the
Throne on high, that on ourselves showers
of blessings may descend, ean it for one
moment be imagined, thatan answer as
favorable as might be ours can be vouch-
safed. At the present day this cannot be
anticipaied. If we suppose that we can
sit down quietly in the negleet of any part
of the Saviour's great commission, we
grievously mistake both his character and
the nature of the work entrusted to the
church. Tach year is affording indubita-
ble evidence that the Synod has only
reached the confines of the great work of
Home evangelisation, and that there lics
beyord a vast couptry requiring instant
occupation, and careful and steady culture,
and the Saviour's injunction is, ogcupy
till Teome. ‘I'hat the work of the Synod
15 not to leave a single corner of the land
unexplored, or asingle immortal being
within reach uninstructed, your Board fecl
assured : and as time is short, the work all
important, ahd its cflects vast for time and
fur eternity ; vour Board would close with
the language of God himself, so impressive |},

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STATE OF MISSIONS.

I have not any thing new to report as
regards the progress of the missionary
work. There have not heen any acces-
sions to our numbers since the date of my
last letter. The heathen and chnstian
parties have now taken sides, and the
former will not come to hear the gospel,
and I find them less accessible to christian
instruction when I visit them than they
formerly were. But though stationary at
present as regards numbers, I do trust that
thuse who have ranged themselves on the
side of christiamity are making some pro-
gress in divine knowledge, and obtaining
clearer, more comfortable, and more
saving views of the Gospel of Salvation.
Qur average attendance on the Sabbath
day is about 80.

THREATENED OUTRAGE AVERTED.

An event of a rather exciting nature
occurred about six weeks ago. Amongthe
heather. party there were some cases of
sickness, supposed tobe caused by the nat-
masses, on account of indignities done to
them by the chbristian party. A number
of the heathen party resolved to take
revenge, by making an attack on our peo-
ple. A messenger was accordingly sent
to them on a Sabbath evening, to inform
them that they would be attacked next
morning. On the receipt of this alarming
intelligence, the leaders of the christian
party met for consultztion, and sent one
of their number to ask my advice. [ told
the men that T must first see the chief and
heathen party befure I could give any
advice at all. T went immediately to No-
hoat, accompanied by my native assistant,
a Rarotongan teacher. 1 asked the chief
if the report that I had heerd wascorrect?
He told me that it was, aud said that he

My feelings were more
than I can well describe ; and 1 was about
to jeave him in despair when another ar-
gument occurred to my mind, which I
thought might havosome effect. 1 saidto
him, ¢ Nohoat, thisis my only word to you
now, and mark it well : if you lift 2 wea-
pon against any christian native to-morrow
I will leave your land as soon as the
nelgow nalaigaheni arrives and go to some
other division of the island, or to some
other laud where the people wish to know
the word of God ; anid as for those who
have turned from their dark customs, as
many as wish to leave this persecuting
land will be taken to some other place,
where they can worship the true God
without molestation > This caused the
chief to alter his tone a little. e has
often endeavored to extort promises from
menever to leave thicisland. 1is motives
for wishing me to remain, however are
all selfish. He feels that it adds to his
importance to have a missionary in his
kingdom, as he calls it, and besides this he
has such faith in the eticacy of my medi-
cines, that he considers his existence con-
tingent on their use. He often tells 1 .e
that if 1 should leave the island he would
die. After a good deal of conversation,
Nohoat agreed, on condition of my not
leaving the island, to alter his design from
nethoa (fighting), to nehtuo (scolding),
that is, from a war with weapons to a war
with tongues. 1 now asked the chief to
give me a pledge that all weapons should
be left at home, and that the natives would
come to the place of meeting unarmed.—
He consented that spears should be leit
behind ; but he said they must take their
clubs. 1 wished the clubs to be left be-

He gave me his hand, and
assured me that he would not deceive me:
su I left him. After leaving the chief, I
went (0 the public place of meeting of the
heatl. :n party, and found some peisons
collected there. I told thom that 1 had
been to the chief, and the result of my
interview with him. Afier some talk,,
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they said that they wera willing to acqui-
esco in his views.
On my return home, I found the leaders
of the christian party assembled and wait-
ing for me. Before stating to them the
result of my visit, I asked what they had
resolved on themselves. Waihit, in the
name of the others, said, ¢ Misi, our word
is peace; we know that it is wicked to
fight, and we are not afraid to die for the
cause of God. Such astatement, especially
from the lips of a man who but a little
more than a year befure was one of our
greatest opposers, I felt to be more thanan
ample recompence for all the trials, anx-
ietiex and labors which I have endured
since my connection with this mission. 1
began to feel for the first time w'th some
degree of confidence, that a sacred flame
had been enkindled in this dark island,
which the waters of opposition and perse-
cution were not likely soon to quench. I
then told them my conversation with the
chief and his party. They were pleascd;
but seemed dubious of their sincerity. 1
urged them when they met their enemies
to exercise chrisuan forbearance, to dis-
play nothing but gentlenees and kindness,
and when reviled not to revile again.—
After our Sabbath evening devotions were
over, they left my house and again assem-
bled for prayer by themselves. Thus
ended the Sabbath day.
Early on the Monday morning, the
christian party began to assemble at their
Inteptung, close by the mission premises.
I repeated to them my request that every
word and act caleulated to irritate should
be avoided by them; and directed them to
choose one of their number to speak as
occasion shouid require, which was done.
About 8 o’clock a. m., Nohoat and his
party made their appearance. The chief
then commenced a harangue atthe highest
pitch of his voice, and ina very angry
tone. He told the christian party in a
very ostentations manner that he had
designed to punish them, but that T had
come to him and interceded for them, and
to that jntercession they were indebted for
their safety. He next went over a long
list of grievances, such as their eating
sacred food, destroying altars, polluting
sacred ground, &c., and told them thatas
theconsequence of this several persons were
sick alrcady, and he would very likely
besick tou.” e went on in this strain for
nearly two hours, except when interrupted
by the representative of the other party,

give explanations, &c. ‘The christian
party exercised the utmost maderation and
torbearance, whilst their enemies said all‘
that they had to say against them. A fter
the chief’s speech was finished the mest-
ing broke up, and the better disposed of
the heathen party joined some of our peo-
ple in » fiehing excursion, while the
others left apparently mortified that the
affair had ended so quietly.

I trust that good will result from the
above transaction. If it has made some
more decided against us, it has also de-
cided others in our faver. It has shown,
moreover, that the gospel has taken a
deeper root in this dark land than I was
prepared to expect, and encourages us to
go forward in the hope that our labor is
not altogether in vain in the Lord.

WORK AT OUT-STATIONS.

The work poes on quietly at the out-
stations. There seems to be a general
desire for chistian instruction throughout
the island. 1 have frequent applications
for teachers, but alas, there are none to
send. The harvest in this dork land is
truly great, but the laborers are few. 0,
for a right hearted and devoted christian
brother, to unite in the responsibilities,
the labors, the trials, and I will also add,
the joys, of this arduous mission. My
heart would almost sink within me if 1
thought that such a person was not now
on his way to the help of the Lord in this
dreary land.  With another missionary to
carry on the work, on the opposite side of
the island, heathenism would soon give
way, and the religion of Christ would
speedily become the religion of the land.

NATIVE AGENCY.

Ilong for the day when we shall have
an effective native agency on the field.—
At present I have a few young men of
promise who come to me daily for instruc-
ticn, and who I fundly hope will ere long
become teachers to their benighted coun-
trymen. The natives of this island are
by no means inferior, in an intellectual
point of view; and with minds enlight-
ened by divine knowledge, and hearts
renewed by divine grace, many of them
will yet become useful auxiliaries in.the
work of evangelization—not iu this island
only, but in the dark regions beyond. I
often admire the simplicity and vigour of
our native addresses, though there is some-
times 2 homeliness about them which
would not be tasteful to those who are

to repel false cliarges, answer accusations,

choice in their metaphors. On one acca-,
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sion T heard the following illustration, in
. addiess from one of our natives :—
- When foreiguors first came to our land,™
said he, ¢if they wished to purchase our
tood they held out beads in vne hand and
Lobaeeo in the other.  We turned {rom
the tobaceoin disgust,und eagerly grasped
the beads. Ty and by onetried the to-
bacen, and liked it, another tried it and
liked it 3 every one who trizd it liked it
When beads are now offered to you, vou
warn from them in disduin, and ask fir
tobacco.  And there is now a great cra-
ving for tobaceo round the whele island.
Now it will be just so with tl ¢ naluigakc-
ni (new religion). When AMisi first came to
our Jands to teach us the word of God, we
'said that the nalaigakeai was a had thing.
and we laughed at those who listened to.
him. By and by one tried the nalaignhe-
ni and liked it, another tried it and liked
it; many tried it and liked it ; and thetime
is not far distant when the people through-
out the island will crave the nalaigaheni
as they now do the tobacce.’

MISSIONARY MOVEMENTS IN N. S, WALTS.

You will rejoice to hear that the British
‘colonies in the Pacific are awakening toa
sense of their duty in relation to the dark
islands of western Polynesia. A meeting
took place at Sydney iast month, for the

arpose  of organising an Australian

oard of Missions. Thave were present
at this meeting the Bishops of New Zea-
land, Van Dieman’s Land, Svduney, Mdl
bourne, New Castile, and Adeluide 5 3
large number of clergymen, and an im-
mense eoncourse of people.  The Bishop
of New Zealand has been the main spring
of this missionary movement. The Board
will commenece its operations on the New
Caledonian group ; and as scon as agents
can be procured, they will he located ou
such parts of that field as are considered
open to missionary enterprise. At the
meeting it was'resolved to raise £1,000
to purchase a vessel of 70 tons burthen,
for the purpose of visiting the islands;
and £100 of this sum was raised on the
spot. The whole movement is a noble
bne; and I trust the anticipations of its
'sanguine promoters may he more than
lexceeded. May we not hope that the
dawn of a bertet day is near at hond, whea
the colonies of Pritain arc coming forth
to the work of evangelization. In a deeply
!interesl'mg speech which the Bishop of
| New Zealand made at the above inceting.,
'he alludes to vour infant mission in the

fullowing paragraph, which T have cut
from a newspaper, and inclose for your
perusal. [Tne extract alluded to has been
accidentally omitted, but will appear in
the Octoher No.]

You will see that your cxample has
been quoted by the bishop as a motive Yo
missionary exertions on ‘he part of the
colonists of New South Wales. What
an uchievement hus been gained if your
feeble exertions in Nova Scutia have cor-
tributd in any way to awaken an iaterest
i the cause of Jesus in the remotest
extremities of the British Empire; and 1
think that this has been the case,  Nearly
three years ago I met the Bishop of New
Zealand on the Navigator's island, and
told him what you had done, and what the
Isaptists had done for Foreign Blissions,
and remarked tha. Nova Scotia was the
first of the British colonics to seud agents
of her own to heathen lands. When he
was last here he told me that my cbserva-
tion had struck him, and he soon resolved
that as Nova Scotia was the first, so New
Zealand should be the second of the colo-
nies to embark effectively in the work.—
The Bishop has nobly carried his resolu-
tion into effect. A novement has com-
menced in New Zealand alrcady, which:
has spread to Van Dieman’s Land and’
New South Wales, and which is likely to'
lead at no distant period to stupendous!
and happy results in the dark isles of the]
Pacific. T hope in the course of a few]
months to see a rissionary vessel of about
iV tons burthen, the entire property of the‘,
Australasian missionary Boards. Ought,
not these things to encourage the church,
at home, and stimulate every member of’
it to more liberal, more cheerful;and morei
prayerful exertions in behalf of the Re-
deemer’s cause.

slaughter against the disciples of the
Lord.” The missionaries are obviously
the men who stand between the aborigines
and the colonists, to protect the for-
mer from the latter; and they are spoken
of after a fashion, such as would be na-
tural and proper in a conclave of wolves,
who have met to complain of the wrongs
done them by the shephard’s dogs, in their
attacks upon the sheep. The missiona-
vies are to be sent home, as the great
drawbacks upon the civilization of South
Africa. The Caffres are to be driven into
the interior, and utterly exterminated.—
Their territory is to become the property
of the Colonists, who need more room for
themselves. and for their herds. It is not
without meaning, as an evidence of the
manner in which information from Caffra-
ria is at preseni marufactured, so as to
serve a one-sided purpose,that in the Times
sewspaper no reference has ever been’
made to this disgraceful European riot in
Grahamstown. The offence charged upon
Mr. Renton was his remaining longer in
Caffreland than those worthies thought he
should have done ; and that when there,
he ‘must as a matter of pecessity, have
been fanning the flarres of rebellion. Mr.
Renton acted throughout with great nobil-
ity of character. With an admiiable
union of firmness and prudence, he took
his ground as a British citizen over whose
head waved the imperial banners of Great
Britain, and defeated the throng of cow-
ards who were 2lmost thirsting for his
bloud. Thanks to our Saviour, who gave
him grace to withstand them, and who
was his shield in the day of trouble '—

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF TIIE
ESTABLISHED CHURCH.

The General Assembly was opened on
Thursday. the 22nd May, with the usual
military pomp. Lord Belhaver was the
Lotd High Commissioner. The Rev.Dr.
McLeod was chosen muderator, one of his
qualifications for this high office being, as
was stated, that there wus not a dissenter
in his parish. If this is to be henceforth

! reckoned an indispensable qualification for
acting as chairman of the General Assem-
bly, it will be rather difficultto find a
successar to the worthy Doctor. The
mission funds have increased during the
tast year. T'he Jewish mission fund was
£2492. The colonial missions realised
£3243, of which were exponded £2558.
"The home mission fund was also pronoun-
ced in a satisfactory condition. The
amount £3323, of which about £1500
were devoted to assist 40 extension church-
es in the Synod of Glasgow and Ayr
alone, which have been recovered from
the Free Church since the disruption.—
These churches seem to be a heavy bur-
den, as the Paisley Presbytery complained
to the Assembly that they were liable to
£2000 of law expenses, contracted in
acquiring these places of worship. There
is a lay association for raising funds,
which appears to have been in operation
four years. It raised £3323, which was
divided among the various schemes of the
church.

There are some statistics presented with
respect to the Sabbath Schools, and what
are called the Assembly’s Schools, a sort
of supplement to the parochial schools.—
Sabbath Schools Returns are received from
617 parishes, the population of which is
more *han one and a half millions. T'here
are 1095 Sabbath Schools ; teachers, male
and female, 4927 ; pupils on the rolls,
63,178; in actual attendance, 53,790.—
Assembly’s Scheole. 119 of these are in
the Highlands, and45in the Lowlands.
‘I'he pupils in the Highland schools were
7420 ; and in all the church day schools,
11,774. The remuneration of the teach-
ers, particularly in the Highlands, is
wretched. The salary is £20 or £25
per year, and the annual average of the
feesis £5 6 93. Matters are scarcely so
bad in the Lowland schools. The fees
are not so small, and they are better paid.

There was censiderable discussion on
Lord Melgund's bill. As a matter of
ccurse, it was unanimously condemned.
There was the usual display of small talk
about infidelity, religious educution, the
vested rights of the church, the Act of
Union between England and Scotland,
all ending withk the medest conclusion,
that the education of the young is safe in
no hands but their own. Some even
pleaded, that the church cannot exist
without the scwo0l, an argument which
the clergy of the Anglican Establishment
will hardly ackuowledge to be sound, as
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‘in England there are no parochial schools.
This is rather a dangerous weapon to em-
ploy, forif the doctrine be laid down, that

have the cowplete control of reading,
wriling, and ciphering, religion included,
we must labor with a little more zggl to
getquit of the Established Chnrch altoge-
ther, a8 an jnstitution endowed by the
state.” There was another discussion on
education. It was in connexion with an
increased endowment for schoolmasters.
The maximum stipend is £34. A desire
was expressed that the minitaum should
be £34, and the maximum £50. Iow
v/as this additional sum to be raised? A
difficulty was mentioned by some that, in
receiving grants from the Privy Council,
they were coming down from the high
position of an establishment, and reducing
themselves to the Jevel of other denomina-
tions; and moreover that they were sanc-
tioning the principle of religious error
being supported by government as well as
divine truth. A vote was taken, and the
matter was apparently settled by the pro-
position that they should apply first to the
government for a direct grant, as an Es-
tablished Church, and upon the under-
standing, that should this application
prove unsuccessful, the money would not
be rejected, though given onthe very same
conditions as Roman Catholics and other
sectaries. Petitions were also drawn up
against the appropriation of the Canadian
reserves, against the abolition of univer-
sity tests, and papal aggression.

The Assembly, in cnerespect, presented
4 humiliating spectacle. No less than
seven ministers were deposed from their
sacred office for drunkeuness and other
offences. We rejoice not in iniquity. Dis-
senters as we are, from conscientiods con-
victign, and believing, as we do, that an
established church cannot carry out effi-
ciently the work which Christ committed
to his apostles, it is our desire that every
church, endowed and unendowed, should
be conspicuous for spirituality and sound
doctrine and faithful discipline. But the
Assembly are entitled to praise for the
firmness they manifested. There was no
mistaken leniency. 1t was remarked, that
all these were cases of persons who had
been inducted into parishes within the
last eight years. No deubt, when the
secession of the Free Church left hun-
dreds of pulpits empty, many of dubious
character found admission.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE FREE CHUBCH,

‘The Free Assembly was opened on ths
same day as that of the Established Church.
t was 2 most interesting and successful
session, and characterised by a fine mis-
sionary spirit. Dr Duff, the eloguent
missionary from Calevita, was elected
moderator, an honor o which he is well
entitled. The schemes of the church were
in a prosperous condition. Total amount
raised last year was X£560.8G0, being an
increase of £8858 on the previous year.
It was raised in the following proportions:

Home Mission Scheme, . .£6,083
Education Scheme, . 13,906
College fund, . . 3,671
Foreign Missions, . 17,264
Colonial Missions, . 4,900 -
Jewish Missions, . . 5,671
Building Fund, . . 3,365

The Sustentation Fund was £91,527,i
being an increase on the previous year of
£1763. This gave £123 to each minis-
ter; but as the rates for the widow’s fund
are deducted before distribution, this would
raise it to about £130. Such, at least,
is onr impression. It has often been sug-
gested, that the principle of distribution
is not a sound one, and encourages apathy
on the part of many of the churches, each
receiving the same sum, whatever it sends
to the general fund. It appears to us,
that every congregation should aim at self]
support, which is not the case, so long as
it rececives more than it takes. Much
mischief springs from the practice of|
churches supplementing their minister’s|
stipend, while they send into the general
fund less than they receive. This policy
is self-destructive, and is the reverse of|
honorable. It is not safe for hundreds of
charches to be leaning so much on 20 or
80 other churches, whatever may be their
wealth or liberality. A committee was
appointed to take the whole subject into
consideration, and to suggest any modifi-
cations which would allow the machinery
to work with moreharmony and efficiency.
The amount originally subscribed for
building manses was £116,000. Four
years were allowed for payment; these
have now ended, and there is still a bal-
ance unpaid of £13,187, after deducting
what is irrecoverable. Total or pamal]
grants have been made for the erection of]
430 manses. Deducting churches which,
are abic to build entircly from their own,
resources, 150 churches are unprovided;
with reanses.  Some statistics were given

of the Sabbath Schools. They are 1661 ;;
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the teachers are 8056 ; and the scholars
hre 90,960. Let us make a comparison
here, between the. returns. of the. three
Presbyterian Cburches. The Free Church
returas are.alone camplete. The Estab-
lished Church reports 1095 schaols in 617
parishes, and the; scholars are 63,17%—
‘Che. Free Church reports 1661 schools,
and the scholars are 90,960. Fhe United
Presbyterian Church reports 663 schools
from 317 congregations (there were no.
retyrns from the.rest), and the scholars
are 49,746.

A very interesting speech was made by
Dr Buchanan of Glasgow, on the dense
masses af ignorance und depravity. in our
large towns, especially in Glasgow. ‘Lhe
picture drawn .was truly appalling. Tre-
land is pouring in upon_us, almast without
limit, her impoyerished and degraded popr
ulation ; and Romanism appears among, us
in a form hideous and alnpst brutak—
This subject is well woxth the attention of
all chzistian sogieties, and. demands.tieir
most, strenuous, efforts.ard hearty co-oper-
ation. A repoxt was read. from the edu-
cation committee. They have 422 con-
gregational scheols, or sehools properly
helenging to.their own church: 174 dis-
trict, 5.grammar, and 33 industriaj, besides
2 normal semisaries. at, Edinburgh and
Glasgaw. The teachers are 687 ; and.the
scholars.are 73,837 The annual income
was £13,000. Grants f{rom the Privy
Cauncil, nearly £6,000. The report,
however, was. upay the whole rather of-a
desponding charactez. Complaiuts. were
made of the remissoess of many. congre-
gations. The broad question: of national
education was conveniently shirked. Since
last, year, the opinion. in fyvor of a.scheme
like, that of, Lotd, Melgund, has; made con-
siderable advapce in the Free Church ;
and it was perhaps prudent to avoeid adis-
cussion and. 2, vote.. Dr Candlish aban-
doned a collection from the churches,
which he wanld nrot have done, had there
heen. no liops in the.way. ‘Three.thou-
sand pounds are thus. lost to. the fund,
which is about a foyxth. or fifth paxt of the
|salaries of the. tenehers. TFhe laity are
much ahead of the ministers.on this ques
uon, apd they will prcbably. soon learn
that they bave cuough to. do.to support
cfficiently the sustentation fund, without
imposing upon. themselves, as & church,
the,task of instyneting children in reading
and wyiting. '"Thequestion.whether there
shquld be a, Divinity Hall in Aberdeen
and Glasgow. as well asin Ldirburgh,

was settled by o compromise. It was
made to depend upon funds. We should
have Iiked better had it been argued upon
broader gronnds.  T'here is perbaps
enough of this policy among our friends.
ft only serves for a season.

T which
Church do you belong, to the Refurined or
tothe Lutheran? Neither to thie ‘one nor
the other, I am an Independent pasteur.—
In France there are neither Independont
pastears nor Independant Churches! In
virtue of what right do you come here?
In virtae -f the right given me by the lib-
erty of ~rship. Such liberty does not
exist. But it isinscribed in the Constitu-
tion. It is bt a vain word! 1If you re-
tura here again, 1 shall have you incaree-
rated.””  'T'he furious functionary was not
content with acting thus; he immediately
wrate to the Maires of the cominunes of
his arrondissement, 2 circular, in Which
he speitks of pretended ministers who are
enly Socialistes, Biblical Méthodists, and
orders that they be not allowed to intro-
duce themselves into localhies, there to
open political clubs under pretext of reli-
gion. To give effcct to his circular, he
accompaied it with 2 decree of 'tlie Prefect
of the Haute Vieune, which interdicts all
clubs and meetings in four cantons. Now,
these are precisely the cantons in ‘which
evangelical pasteurs have been long estab-
lished.

Thus the combat has commenced, and
seriously ; for this is not an_isclatéd fact,
unlikely to occur again. Principles are
Iaid down.  Liberty of worship is but a
vain word.  There is no Tidépendent
Chureh in France. We are deoidedly in-
clined to resist. The advice given to M.

They may dare much, and seek to do us

much harm, in sending us to the tribunals, ||

not as Protestants, but as Socialists.—
‘These tactics are clever. They have be-
giiix by shutting up our schools. The In-
depéndent Chuich of Lyons—that Church
that ‘makeés doiiquests every day—had
tounded three schools—a)) flourishing :
thiey hate just been clused by order of the
authoritiés. At Paris we arc {hreatened
with a siinilar medsare. In the Evangel-

ical'Socigty’s stations several s¢hools have |

‘been shut.  'We are at the iercy of the

clergy; for thie Academiéal Councils,|
euinposed mostly of puisons devoted to, |

or afraid of the bishops, ivill aliways pro-
nounce against us. But, on the other
hand, the struggle has doubled our forces,
and’the anion of the churéhes has diseip-
litied them. We are, thank God, in a po-
sition to cope ivith our adversaries, and to
dct uianfindusly and Wwith vigor.

Our young churchés show, by their
spirit of selfsderifice, that they would
know hoiv to'suffer for their Head, if ne-
dessary. It is interésting tc Tead in the
historital netice which has jhst appeared
of the Synod of ‘St. Foy, the reports of
somhe of thém—ithe ofigin of which dates
froth the inovement of 1818,

‘Tlius, thie church of Bergerae, although
poot and sinall, has built a place of wor-
ship and two school hvusgs. ¢ Each (says
the reporter) imposcd sacrifices on him-
self, accorfing to his means, and the poor-
est were not the least gencrous. We
might mention a peasant ‘brother living la-
boriously by the sweat of lis brow, who
found means to give ‘300 francs to the
Lord, ur a poor dress-maker, earning froim
eight o ten sous a day, who joyfully'sub-
sribed for sixty francs, which 'she gave in
little by little, as she was able ‘to make
little savings on her very small gains. It
is thus that twenty families, all nearer po-
veity than ease, Were enabled to reulise a
sim of 7,000 frinces!”

“The church df Laiorce has also built a
plateof woiship. In its poverty the flock

conttibutéd 9;000 francs towirds the cob-|

struction, and give in Tabor a sum equal to
16,000 “frands; this paor *woollen-shoed
jpedsints have found 26,000 francs for the

service of ‘the Lord. * This liberality has||
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i beén manifested in the other churches in a

somewhat different proportion. It is with
joy that we point out these dispositions.—
Nothing prepares men fora struggle so

well as self-sacrifice. The young man in
the Gospel was unly to follow his Master
and bear His ctoss, after having sold all
his goods.—Christian Times.
