This is the burden of the
Gospel.  « He that believeth on the Son
hath everlasting life; he that believeth
not the Son shall not see life ;the wrath
or God abideth on him.” The answer
which the Bible gives to every sinner
who asks, “ What must I do to be sav-
ed,” is Believe on the Lord Jesus
Chbrist and thou shall be saved. The
scriptures clearly teach what it is, con-
cerning Christ that we must believe.
‘We must believe the record or testimony
which God has given of bis Son. That
testimony according to the common faith
of christendom is that Christ is the Son
of God in the sepse that he is of the
same pature or substance with the Father
and equal in power and glory; in such a
sense that in virtue of his sonship, all
the Angels,—that is all intelligent crea-
tures—are required to worship him; in
such a sense that he is entitled to be call-
ed God, the creator of heaven and earth,
eterpal and immutable. (Heb. 1.) This
is the great central truth, which if any
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man truly believes he is born of God.
The eternal Son of God became flesh ;
he was born of a woman; he hada
true body and & rational soul, and so was
and continues to be God and man in two
distinct natures and one rerson forever.
God thuse manifested in the flesh was
made under the law; he fulfilled all
righteousness; he offered himself uato
God a sacrifice for our sins which he
bore in bis own body on the tree. He
was set forth as a propitiation for our
sins tbrough faith in his blood. Having
died for our offences he rose again for
our justification and is now seated at the
right hand of Ged, all power in heaven
and earth being committed into his hands,
whence he sends forth his holy spirit to
apply to men the benefits of his redemp-
tion.

Faith in Jesus Christ is not merely
speculative assent to this testimony of
God concerning his son. It is the cor-
dial or sincere recognition of a1l that is
revealed concerning him and his work,
and resting on him alone for our
salvation. There is however a dead as
well as a living taith. There is a kind
of faith which 1s of no avail. Our Lord
says: In the last days many shall say
Lord, Lord, have we not pruphesied in
thy name? To whom he will say, 1
never knew you. How then can we
tell whether our Faith can be genuine
ornot? Some endeavour to solve this
question by & process of introspection—
by analyzing their feelings and endeav-
ouring to determine which are natural
and which are gracious. This seldom
leads to any satisfactory result. Others
endeavour to decide by the immediate
effects of faith in their own conscious-
ness, from the degree of joy and peace
and sense of God’s favour which they
experience. This also is delusive. First,
because great joy, and great confidence
may arse from a faith which is not sav-
ing. Many with joy receive the word
who soon show that their faith had no
root. Secondly, because even when the

TEWIS!I MISSION.

We give extracts from the Report to
the General Assembly.

CONSTANTINOPLE.

The Rev. D. B. Spence relates the
following illustrations of the success of
our mission :—

« As indicating the influence of the
New Testaruent lessons on the wminds of
the pupils, and tke guod that is done
through the schools. I will here give
an extract from an interesting report
handed me by Mr.Segura. ¢ One ofthe
Jewisk girls having learned some of the
New Testament histories, repeated them
to her father. He was so much pleased
with them that.he bought a New Testa-
ment, and asked me to point out to him
the bistories which his daughter bad
learned. I notouly complied with his
wish, but requesied him to read every
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night a chapter” Mr. Sergura also
mentions the case of a man who brought
his children to school, assigniug his
Teason on one occasion for doing s0 :—<A
man occupying an official position among
the Jews brought his children to school.
Oae day he warned them inmy pres-
ence not to tell anybody that they attend-
ed our school. I rard he did wrong in
thus encouraging his children (o speak
lies. And besides, I told him if he was
afraid to send them to us, and risked the
loss of his situation by such a step, 1t
would be better for him to send them to
a Jewivh school. Ile replied. T pre-
fer yours for two reasons: wereI to
send them to the rabbinical schuol, they
would stuff their *heads with as much
nonsense as they did mine ; and were 1
to send them to the Frenchified school,*
they would become worse than I am in
religious matters. In your school I am
aware that you teach them about Christ,
but I am sure you will not force them by
roundabout ways to become Christians.
‘When they grow up they may judge for
themselves. 1If they choose to embrace
the Christian religion, let them do it;
and if they choose (0 remain in the faith
of their forefathers, no one will interfere
with them. WhatI wish is that they
should be better than I am. As long as
Y am not molested by my superiors, my
ehildren shall attend your school.””’

“ Several attempts were made to take
away our Jewish pupils, but in no case
with much success. A few were re-
moved at the instigation of the rabbis, or
the teachers of aventured =chools, but,
generally speaking, they returned after a
time, or others came in to fill their places.
The teacher of one of the Jewish schools
i3 an inveterate enemy, and he used
every means in his power to draw away
our pupils ; but for the three or four he
succeeded in capturing we received six
from him without any effort.

“ The appointment of Jacob Durom, as

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND EN-
DOWMENT SCHEME.

CHURCHES ENDOWED DURING TIE
YEAR 1879-80.

“ The Fndowment Committee have to
report to the General Assembly the en-
dowment and erection of ten new par-
ishes during the year ending 15th April
1880.

“The population of these ten new
parishes amounts to 43,550. 'The total
nuihber of sittings in the ten churches is
6093.

CHURCHES ENDOWED SINCA THE COM-
MENCEMENT OF THE SCEME

“ This Report brings up the number of
parishes erected and endowed since the
commencement of the Endowment
Sceme to 293—the number of parlia-
mentary churches erected into parishes
being 40 additional. ~1hese numbers in-
clude 42 of the additional 100 parishes
proposed by Dr. Smith, apd approved
by the General Assembly.of 1876.”

In a table of statistics given in tha
Appendix, it is shown thaf according to
a Yarliamentary retarn made in 1878,
these 298 churches had  then on their
rolls' 129,747 ¢emmunicants, and thg'.,
their total contributions reported to the

By the Report of the Coloniul Com”
mittee we learn that their grant to this
Presbytery this year ia only one half the
amount graated last ycar.™ In British
Columbia also one half the amount has
been withdrawn. This probably means
that one half the Ministers must logve
that coleny. In our own Presbytery
we trust the effeet will not be so disas-
trous. The DMinisters of our Suwple-
"mented charges huve all we believe got
tarms and homes of their own, so that it
the worst must happen they can-survive.
Our benevolent people may accomplish,
and, already arc in the habit of accom-
plishing much by assisting in cultivat-
ing the Minister’s farm, and belping him
in many other ways. Our Home Mis-
sion or Lay Association iscapable of
large developement, our richer congre-
gations can ussist the weaker ones, and
the problum of rendering our church
self-sustaining may thus be solved.

Various causes” have compelled the
Colonial Committee to lessen these
grants. There can be no doubt that
those of our church in this Dominion
who entered the Union bhave many of
them disapproved of our recciving any
aid from home; and it would pot be un-
'charlwble we trust to say that however
much they loved us they have used some
inflaence ut least agninst us. Again
some Ministers in Scotland and members
of the Committee also, soms of them our
owa dear tellow-countrymen are not will
ling to aid us and choose for us rather
the chastening discipline of deprivation.
In addition to tins we way state that
owing to bard times the Comumittee’s in-
come has fallen somewhat behind, and
their expenditure in European citics has
largely increased. During a few years

gone by the Committee have undertaken
to send Ministers to certain towns
Europe where weulthy Scotchmen travel
for health and reereation.  We are told
that living in these places is expensive,
travelling expenses are very high, and
then ““when in Rome vou must do as
Rome does”™ so thar although these
travellers ave generally speaking rich,
and luxurious in their expenditure, why
cannot afford everything—a line must be
drawn somewhere—and so the church of
Seotland has to spend large amounts
annually in sending first-cluss Scotch
preachers to look after them.

These reasons are quite suflicient to
account #r the partial withdrawal of the
grant in aid. Doubtless the loss will
fall heavily upon some of our Minis-
ters, especially upon those whose people
are already doing their utmost toward
the support of ordinances. ¥ith the
revival of trade and the long expected
return of commercial prosperity the
burden will grow lighter, but meanwhile
in some of our congregations the matter
will occasion mueh anxiety, and the loss
will be severely felt.

@™ The sacrament of the Lords sup-
ptr was administered in St. Andrew’s
Church, Pictou. vn the 18th ult. The
minister of the cl;arge was ably assisted
by the Revds. Messrs. Carruthers, Me-
Cunn, and Fitzpatrick. The Gaelic ser-
vices were conducted in the basement by
the Rev. D. Mcllenzie, Earltown, in his
usual efficient manner.

Burnet and his family, who have lately
taken possession of it. A new barn
suimounicd by a flagstaff, with sufficient
stabling and ample accommodation has
been @rected. The congregation have
expendad abeut one thousand doilars in
these additions and repairs—showing in
this manrer as well 2s in various other
ways their high appreciation of the emin-
ent gitis and praces of their new pastor,
and deiveg credit to their ewn  consider-
aticn 11d libesality.  Since Ris settle-
ment Leve, Mr. Burnet has endeared him-
self to his people by his abundant labours
among thein. In Cariboo he is already
nearly as well known and as much loved
as his vencrable predecessor of Dblessed,
memory, than which no higher commen-
dation is known there. He has also
visited many other localities jn his wide
and populous episcopate. Besides this
he has secured golden opinions outside
of his own congregation. At all the
communions in Pictcu Presbytery he
rendered valuable assistance, besides
reaching in many ot the churches jn

gerton Presbytery. On these occasions
the only regret felt was that owing to
the accidept of his birth, ke having been
born in the south country, he was urable
10 utter his glowing thoughts and burn-
ing words in the Gaelic language. The
congregation of St. Andrevs do them-
selves much credit by their evident
desire to make bis pastorate as egreeable
as possible.

=" The congregation of Gareloch
aiter a brief vacancy Lave again secured
the Rev. Neil Brodie as their pastor.
At the time of the union Mr. Brodie ac-
cepted a charge in the west, where he
laboured with untiring zeal to secure
their rights and properity to those re-
maining out of the union. It spedks
well for the enterprise of the Gareloch
congregation that they have been able to
secure his return; and it shows their
high appreciation ot the abilities and
many good qualities eof their former
pastor.
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" The Bazaar and Tea-meeting held
at Stellarton in aid ot the supplementing
fund were high'y successful.  Mr. Dunn
cannot he too highly cemmended for his
encigy aad per<cverance in this matter.
TWe e we belicve correet in saying that
to bim this scheme owes iis origin and
present development.  Through his un-
tiring energy a sum of about three thous-
and five hundred dollais has been ac-
cumulated, and that by small contribu-
tions, as somehow our rich men have
given next to nothing towards it. Now
that the grant from the Colonial Com-
mittce in aid of our supplemented con-
gregations is reduced by one half, the
impcrtance cf this scheme will be ap-
preciated.

The patic nce and perseverance of the
Gareloch congregation have at length
been rewarded }jy again having the Rev.
N. Brodie settle among them as their
pastor. .

His induncticn took place on the 26th
ult. All the clerical and ten of the lay
members of the Egerton Presbytery
were present. . .

The serxvice was as follows :—Sermon
by Rev. G. Murray ; usual questions put
by Rev. Wm. McMillan, Moderator;
Minister addressed by Rev. P. McKichan;
Congregation by Rev. C. Dunn.

The service being ended the congrega-
tien welcomed in the most cordial man-
their new pastor. :

‘The members of Presbytery were most
hospitably entertained at the house of
Jubn Robert Macdonald, from whom
much kindness and courtesy have been
received.

Now that the induction has been har-
moniously accomplished, a briet notice
of the whole proceedings connected with
it may not be improper. ,

Early inthe winter a call from the
Gareloch Congregation to the Rev. N.
Brodje was laid beiore the Presbytery.
Owing to ‘the stoall stipedd promised,
the court could not sustain thecall. The
amount was increased, but not as much
as it qught to be, and as might be fairly
expccleﬁ from so wealthy and numerous
a congregation.
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promised in the meantime, and the hope
expressed that an increase would take
place so soon as the mause and glebe
debt was paid, which cuuld be speedily
doune by a united offurt; the Presbytery
resolved to torward the call to the Rev.
Mr. Brodir.. In due time he signified
his willingness to accept. On the day
appointed for inuction, the Presbytery
met at Gareloch to install Mr. Erodie as
pastor.

When objections were called for ac-
cording to the usnal form, one ot the
members of the congregation opposed
Mr. Brodie's settlement; giving reasons
for the same.

The objection- being found relsvant
the court proceeded t hear preof.

Witnesses were called and giter pro-
{racteld investigation it was found necess-
ary to arfjourn to meet again for further
consideration. The adjourned meeting
was held in St. Andrews, New Glas-
gow. At the specified time the court
constituted and resumed inquiry. The
complanant desired to be heard through
an agent. }is request, being in accori-
ance with the laws of the Church of
Seotlan:., was readily granted. D. C.
Fraser Esq.,.Attorney, appeared as agent
and at once proceeded to elicit evidence
to sustain the objections. 1lle did his
part kindly, courteously, and skilfully.

Members of the Gareloch congrega-
tion expressed a desire that A. Mclfay
M. P. P., who was present, be heard in
their behalf, which was allowed.

Mr. Brodie protested against a legal
agent being admitted. The inguiry how-
ever proceeded, and the court after
patiently and carefully hearing all the
evidence, and after the fallest investiga-
tion, unanimously decidled not to sustain
the objection.

Mr. Brodie having intimated his in-
tention of immeliately visiting Outario,
his induction was delayed until aiter s
return.

The MoJerator being inturmed that
Mr. Brodie was prepared to assume
pastoral oversight of the congregation,
called a pre re nata meeting tor induc-
tion on the 22nd ult. The time of notice
was short, there being a desire tn have
Mr. Brodie placed before the 25th, when

In the province of Fuh-kien there are
a great many persons seeking after God,
but they say, ‘“ We can never hit upon
Gcd.”

About seven years ago I visited Chak
Tu, a large city i the northern part of
the province. Weopened a chapel there,
and it was & great day in the town, be-
cause the foreign man had come there
and opened a Religion Hall. The people
came in” crowds to listen, and as they
went through the principal street they
made 8 great noise and commotion.
They met a blind man, seventy-five
years of age, who inquired what all the
noise was about. »

‘They said, “Don’t you know that we
are going to hear the foreign man whe
has opened a Religion Hall?

Then the old man said, “Iwill go
t00.” They tnok him by the hand and
led bim down the street, and brought
bim to the Mission Chapel. The Miss
sivnary got up at the other end of the
chapel and read this text:—* God so
loved the world that He gave His only
begotten Sun, that whosever believes in
Him shall not perish but shall have ever-
lasting life.”

Then the old man jumped upon his
feet and clapped his hands and said,
¢« Thank you, sir, very much, that is just
what I have been longing for and pray-
ing for tor many years.”

The people said, ¢ He is mad; tarn
him out.”

He answered, ““No, 1am not mad,
but I know whatl want, and what X
have been praying ior for many yesrs.”
Six months after that I went to the same
pluce, and seven men were brought to
me for baptism. Among them was tha
dear 0id blind man. Every man who is
haptized is called upon to stand at the
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tont and - to.declareito the congregation
what God has done tor his soul. Now
this was the old man’s sfory :—., . .,

“When I was twenty-five years ‘of
agel camé to the coneluzion,’ litde iMiny
others, that idolatry was vain. -‘In Yd€s-
pair, one morning, as.I was walking be-
hind my bouse in a field, I saw a glori-
ous ball of fire jump up out of the East,
and I fell down and worshipped the ri-
sing sun, saying, ‘O Sun, take away
the load trom my heart.” Again in the
evening, as the sun was going down be-
hind the Inlls, I said;-**O Sun, before
you go, leave a blessing behind thee, and
take the burden ifom my heart.” For
two years I worshiped the rising gnd the
setting ot the sun, but the burden re-
mained my,on hearg still: Again, asI was
walking in the fields, I said {o myself,
‘Perhaps the moon can save me,’ and I
prayed to the moon for twelvelong
months. But no .ppeace came to, me
either from the sup -or from the mooa.

But they
brought me no comfort. One day [
threw myself on the ground and said,
It there ve a Ruler above the stars, re-
veal thyselfto me. Byt no voice came
from the Ruler above, and I.went on my
weary course in the weorld till I beeame
a blind old man bearing 2 burden in my
heart, when I heard a.commotipnyin, the
street, apd asked: what it was all about.”
