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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

Curisr CHUROH;.CATH¥DEAL, DusLiN.—The
chimes of ‘this’ Cathedral which have heen dis-
cordant in tone for some time have been put in
perfect order, and rang out a merry and tuneful
pesl on Christmas morning. The great tenor
bell, weighing some two tons, after & lapse of
two years performed ist’ parts well. Daring
the past year a sum of £300 has been expended
upon the organ in the Cathedral. It is now sup-

lied with water engines and wind reservoirs
which greatly increase its power. On the Feast
of the Circumcision a beginning was made of
special early celebrations for the poor, and the
pretty little Cbapel of 8t. Lawrence, in the
South transept, has been adapted as a conve-
pient morning chapel for asmall congregation.
The new and handsome railing and gates erect-
od on the Eastern side of the grounds surround-
ing the Cathedral are now disclosed, and add
considerably to the beauty of the building. The
gardens ave planted with shrubs and creepers,
presented by Mr. Samuel Dobbin, Vicar Choral,
and bedding plants adorn the grounds, the gifts
of Rev. F. Tymons, Mr. N. Hone, and others.
The Kyrle Society bave provided nice and com-
fortable seats where visitors can rest and enjoy

the scene. All these improvements bave been |5

carried out under the direction of Mr, Drew,
architect to the Cathedral, who takes a lively
interest in the building and its surroundings.

UnsATisFAcTORY.— Bishop Douglas, of Aber-

deen, at the apnual meeting of the Synod of
the Scotch Episcopal Church in Edinburgh,
stated that nearly ore-fifth of Scotland was an-

baptized.

Goop BrainNing.—The sum of £3,600 in lo-
calrubscriptions has been received and promised
against £5,000 required, for the erection of the
new Church, St. Paul's, Sconthead, Doboroas,
Rochdale. The Church is to contain 320 sittings,
half rented and half free.

WeLL DonB.—A new Gothic Church at Ep-
pleton, dedicated to All Saints, has just been
consecrated by the Bisbop of Durham. The
Church has cost nearly £4,000, and the local
subscribers have been so generous that the
Church was opened near froe from debt.

A JuBIiLBE Gipr.—St. George's Church, Old-
ham Road, Manchester, oonsecrated in 1877,
has been completed by the addition ef a belfry,
stame, and spire to the hitherto unfinished tower,
rising to a height of 156 feet from the ground.
The cost of construction, amounting to about
£2,000, has been borne by a gentleman who
tnkes an interest in the Church, and who has
chosen in this way to commomorate the Jubilee
Year of Her Majesty.

WeLL ResoLvED.—At a conference of both
clergy and laity held on the 16th December, at
Cheltenham, it was unanimously resolved that
a further increase of the Episcopate is necessary
and that the creation of at least six new sees is
urgently required. At a meeting of the benficed
clergy of the Archdeaeonry of Southwark and
Kingston a memorial to his Grace the Arch-
bishop of Cantorbury was sdopted, urging the

necessity of uniting the separate portions of the
county of Surrey into cne Dio=ese.

NonooNvoamisr AorreN. — St. Columba's
Church, Liverpool, bas recently been re-opened
after sundry repairs and improvements. The
history of this building shows how Noncoenform-
ist desert decayed districts in Bnglish towns to
build new chapels in new and better neighb ur-
hoods. Thus, St. Colamba’s was originally
erected by the Wesleyans in 1839, afterwards
disposed of to the Mathodist Free Chureh in
1862, and sold to the Church of England in 1858,
when it was consecrated by the Bisnop of Ches-
ter. In the same way, as the Bishop of Dar-
bam lately testified, the charches occupying no
less than seven Nonconformist chapels within
the borough of Sunderland, and three more had
been offered, but declined as unnecessary, being
near existing churches. The Wesleyans are at
present building a magnificent chapel in the
most fashionable suburb of the same town, very
near Christ Church, to cost £14,000, and when
this is completed will vacate the old chapel in
Sunderland proper, where it is believed John
Wesley preached. No wonder there is so much
of the population in large Eoglish towns un-
cared for when Nonconformity receives the
ifts of 80 many of the more prosperous to be
expended for their own benefit apon fine chapels
and eloquent preachers to the golfish neglect of
the masses around.—Irish Ecclesiastical Ga-
zette.

BrcrerTaBLE.—Truth hears that Dr. Stainer

contemplates resigning his important post as
organist of St. Paul's Cathedral, to which he
was appointed on the resignation of the late Sir
John Goss, about sixteen years ago. Dr. Stainer
has lately suffered from an affection of the eyes,
and his retirement (says our contemporary)
would probably be 8 prudent step, but he would
be u very greatloss to St. Puul’s. Ho is happily
independent of his profession.

R.H. presented to the Bishop of Bedford the
sum of 700!. This amount was collected »xmong
personal friends as a memorial of respect and
affectioa to the Ilate Mrs. Walsham How, in
order that the Bishop might ‘use it for the main-
tenance of whatever portion of his wife's work
he might think most suitable. The Bisbop of
Bedford, in returning thanks for the momorial,
stated that it was his intention to devote the
amount to the maintenanae of the Walthamstow
Home for girls, which was originated by Mrs.
Walsham How, and in which it is well known
she always took the deepest interest,

Pan-AnorLicaN.—The answers received thus
far to the call of the Archbishop of Canterbury
to the 3rd Lambeth Conference in July next, in-
dicato that the attendanco will be much larger
than at the Coifevenco of of 1878, when cxaet-
ly one hundred Bishops wore present. The An-

glican Episcopate now numbers 226 Birhops, of
whom 64 belong to the Church in the United

4 Btates, and 76 are Colonial.

the beautiful little Church of the Ascension,

recently comploted with much effort, self-denial

aud prayer. Strange to say, while all other
parta of the fubrio are in ruins, the altar, tho
altar cross, and tho Bible, were saved without
a seratch., At & moeting held the next day
among the ruins it was resolved to rebuild the
Charch forthwith, and plans have slready been
adopted.

At the first Lambeth Conferonce of
1867—only twenty ycurs ago—its Bixhops,
English, Scotch, Irish, Colonial aud Americap,
numbered in all 161, The present number is
an increase of over forty per cent. in twenty
years ; and the percentage is no greater in tho
United Statos than in Engiznd and her colonies.
Again, we in this country think of ourselves as
growing rapidly in numbers and our Mothor
Church as having hardly any increase in the
number of her parochial clergy, especisily in
London. But we potice that the clergy ef
London are now four times us many as half a
century ago. London bus grown cnormously
in that time, but thu CLuich has vesrly kept
pace with the population,—miich more nearly
than all other religious Ludics put tugether.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

The following extraets from a letter by the
Rev. R. Renison, to the Bishop of Algoma,
will be read with pleasure by those intercsted
in the Indian work in this Diocese:—

“ NEGUINENAUG, Lake Nepigon.

Although we have been sorely disappo:nted
at mot seeing you, we hope that the Lord's
hand has been in it all—as I have said before,
your apnual visit bas been to us the brightest
spot in the whole year; and I might perhaps
in all truth say, in the words of St, Paul, “‘God
that comforteth those who are cast down has
Sﬂlwaya) comforted us by the coming of *(our

ishop). But soeing now how your valuable
timo has been 80 completely ocoupied, 1 fear 1
have been unreasonable in urging you to come.
.+ . . Dnriog onr absence Ushkapikida
and the women weore decorating the little
Chuarch and entry, and an orch upon which
Osbkapikida had written theso words, “We are
glad the Big Black Cout has come to teach the
Indians wisdom.”

When we arrived the women and children
(overy one) were on the hill to meet us; the
, women fired the salutes, and it was not uutil

wo got close to tho shore that they realized
their great disappointment. . . . . .
T think Y forgot to tell you that Mishasl was
compelled to give up one wifo. His first wife's
father is the Chief of the Indians at Nepigon
Post ; his name isa Wiuchauf, and bhe was al-
wuys very angry with Mishael for ill-treating
his danghter and her children, and so he made
# corplaint to the Indian agent, Mr, Dounelly,
and when he arrived here to pay anpuitieg, he
was very kind, and at tho same time vory
stiiot; and pluinly told Mishae)l that the law
of the land will not permit 8 white man to dis-
card his first wife for the sake of a younger
one, and that eince the Indian is no bettor than
the white man, and that us the law now ex-
tends to the Mission, he cannot do so eithor;
and tbat if be pereists in living with tho two
wives, he will be imprisoned tor five years.
This put an end to the matler, sand he is now
living with his first wile, and the Indians here
are vory kind to Julisx, thediscurded wife, and
her children. . Joseph Esqunan
is sworn in as Constable for tho settlement,
as thero are now Indian Constables on all the
Reserves. Mr Donnelly was much pleased
with the improvements, the gardons were in
good order, and there are plenty of potatoes
this year; ho promises to give them a yoke of
oxep, and n stumping machine, and a plough ;
he says we have done more lhere than at any
other Mission under his care among 1,900 In-
dians. This speaks weoll for them, and I am
now also delighted to boe able to ray, that I see
a great improvement in their Spiritual life.
He bas also compelled the parentsto send their
children to School ; it a child absents himself
from school without auy just cause, and con-

tinues to do so for any considerable time, that
child’s annuity is stopped. This has geeat
force, and wo shall have our schools well atie.d- !
od this winter. All this will stengibon my
hauds very much, as the Indians bigin to see
that the Law and the Gospel agreo.
.o I think we may safely say, that tho
Mission is doing well, although there are great :
difficulties to be coutended with rome times. |
I often think of St. Peter's words, “God of all

grace . . . sfter ye have suffered a little,
make you perfect, stablish, streugthen, and settle
you'n .

The following is taken from a lotter to alady
algo written by Mr. Renison :—

“I must thank you moat sincerely for your
very kind and sympathetic letter; I was in &
state of great despondency when it arrived, so
that it was just like & draught of cold water in
& thirty land; and I honestly confess that it
has cheered my heart and spirits, and given me
new energy for my work. If the friends of
tho Mission only knew how much we prize
such lefters, as that which you sent us, they
would, I am sure, feel amply rewarded for their
writing, 1 am sometimes ashamed of my
wealk faith, and that T should ever be d'scour-
aged, seeing that the Lord is so good and kind
to uws, and has honorad me by calling me to
this work. But then I remember that it is in
“Harthen vessels” that we have got the
heavenly treasures, aud these vessels sometimes
droop and give way because they are earthen,
e e e I desire for my own family,
and for the poor Indians, to offer my most sin-
cere thanks to the friends in Toronto, Ottawa,
Sherbrooke, and other places, who sent us the
bales; nothing could have teen more suitable,
we shall sll feel quite happy and comfortable
this winter, and ‘{ am sure it must add to the
happiness of our many friends to know that
they have made us happy. Oar congregation
looked quite respectable in Charch, and I
have no doubt they feel more and more every
year, that it is good for them to be here, and
th.t the God who offers them free salvation for
their souls does not neglect their bodies, and
this I need not say, has great weight with the
Indinne ; acd therefore, may we not safely
conclude, that those who are keeping us with
“gifte” of clothing and other necessaries, are
as much engaged in Mission work as I am, al-
though, perhaps, they have & chance of denying
themselves in ways that I have not, andso
muy expect greater honor. I must say with
St. Peter, “Silver and gold have I none,” but 1
hope the Liord will accept the little thut I can
give, and use my little day for His glory. Oar
Mission House, you will be glad to hear, will
be guite comfortahle this winter, though not
finished—Obssihin has followed our example,
and bhas built & neat house with bedrooms up-
stairs ; 80 you gee what a& powerful thing
example is for the Indian; in every way it
will be profitable for the Missionary having & de-
cent house to live in.”

DIOCESE OF RUPERT'S LAND.

We are glad to be able to state that there is

a prospect of filling up our vacant Missions.
There were ordained on Sunday last: Mr. C.
Wood, late of the Missionary College of St.
Paul, Burgh, B gland, who will be stationed at
Boissevam ; Mr. W. Walton, a retired pensioner
of the Indian Civil Service, who will be placed
at Clearwater, and Mr.J. W. Paige, who will
be for the present curate of Holy Trinity, Win-
nipeg. Two more students will be ordained in
the spring, and three clergy are expected in a
few months. one from England, one from Jam-
aica, and one from Nova Scotia. There are
also one or two students from England, who
wiil be ordained shortly after their arrival, if
found to be adapted to :heir work. An earnest
offort will have to be made to secure funds for
wsome of these new appointments.

Winnipea.—Rev, O. Fortin, B.A., rector of
Holy Tricity, has been appointed Archdeacon
of Winnipeg. Mr. Fortin we regret to say is
very much broken in health and has gone away
for two month’s rest. The name of the Arch.
deaconry has been changed from Manitoba to
Winnipeg though the duties and jurisdietion
are the same. The Canon’s stipend formerly
attached to the Archdeaconry has been with-
drawn for the present until the Cathedral funds
recover from the late depression, and the name
has been changed, so as to ebviate any legal
claim to any of the funds., The name will be
restored with the salary at some fature time.

The other Archdeaconry comprises all the
C.M.S. Indian Missions in the Diocese, and
will be filled by some C.M.S. Missionary who
can speak the Indisn language.

PersoNaL.—The Bishop of Rapert's Lard
desires to thank a valued friend for a donation
of $15, which has been applied to St. John's
College.

Cauror ExpowmeNT Funp.—The fund for
the support of Missions is growing very satis-
factorily. The Bishop has been able to claim
another £500 from the §.P.C.K., and the same
amount from the S.P.G., making a total of
£1,500 for investment. The income this year
from the tund will be nearly $3,000.

WinnipEe,—The churches are all well at-
tended and the services have been very hearty
during the Christmas sesson. At Christ Church,
Rev. K. S. W. Peontresth, rector, there were
five services at the Parish Church, and one at
the Mission Hall on Christmas Day. Holy
Trinity gave special offertory of $207 to Rev.
O. Fortin, The Christmas offertory in the
morning was given to the rectors. At All
Saints’ it was over 830 ; Christ Charch $37.75,
and St. George's $60.

CONTEMPRAROY CHURCH OPINION.

The Church Year,” Jacksonville, Florida, re
ferring to * Purochial Missions,” asks:—

But may not the question now be asked
whether, after all, the dangers attending the
parochial mission in the forms in which we
know it may not outwoigh the probable good
done by it? Some of these dangors avo, the
sabstitution of feeling for principle, of an
emotional religion working in irregular starts
for the steady, even meansured growth of char-
acter, which is the outcome of & sanctified will-
power; the disparagement of the ordinary
pervices aud instrumentalities of the Church;
the association of the grace of the Holy Spirit
with particular men rather than with the truth
and ordinances of Christ; and the lossening of
the iufluence of the pormanent parish priest,
We would gladly use any right mesns of bring-
ing the Gospel of Christ into the hourts of
men, but is it not possible Lo yain ull the good
of a parochial mission withoat having the
mission, or, at least, without having it in its
recognized form and mothods, and so avoid its
possible, oven probable evils? We must re-
momber that tho fuct that some persans are
made to consider Christ and His servico, and
are, a8 the common phrase hus it, converted by
meuns of theso meetings is not suflivient reason
for adopting tho system without resorve. The
questions still remain: Aro any injured either
directly or indivectly by it ? and may not marve
be saved by a zealous snd uninterrupted use
of the ordinary service and insirumentalitios of
the Chunrch? The gr.at good of & parochiul
mission we congeive Lo bo the awnkening of the
membors of the Church by baptism and con-
firmation, to a sense of their priviloges and
duties as Christ's disciples,

With a parish thoroughly alive to its bless-
ings and respongibilities and reandy to work
heartily with him any earnest minister must be
abla to accomplish a satisfuctory work. Can-
not every parish minister by a careful study of
the necds of his fioid sccking humbly the inspi-
ration and help of the Holy Spirit and using the
means that lay within hiy power thus awalen
his people? If he cannot is he hikely to bo able
to keep them aroused and to direct their extra-
ordinarily enkindled zeal whon the missioner has
doparted and ail must return to the old ways of
worshipping, learning and working ?

HINTS FOR WORSHIPPERS.

Public worship is not a matter of taste or
choice; it it a duty. To omit it without good
cause is gin; and when omitted for cause, feel
vory rure that God will consider the cause n
good one. Whon kept from public worship in-
crease yonr privaie devotions,
~ Be in youar accustomed seat al Church bofore
the servico bogins; excepting unavoidable acci-
dents or hindrances, it is just as easy to do this
a8 it is to be in time for the stenmor, the cars
or busiuess appointments. When you come to

the House of God, employ the time before rer-
vice in serious meditation, devotional reading,
with a brief, silent prayer, as a preparation for
the solemn duty of worahip, in which you are
about to engage. Talking or whispering before
or during service is not preparation, is not wor-
ship, is not reverence, and is au annoyance and

wrong to others.
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If you sre late, do not go up the aisle to your
seat while the people are kneeling in the con-
fession or the prayers, but wait quietly at the
door till they rise from their knees. Do not
whisper your confessions, prayers, and responses
—speak out. The service is yours, not the
minister's, Deudness, or feebleness of devotion
in the people, is just s0 much weight upon the
minister. .

Conform to the posture of standing and kneel-
ing if physically able. Half sitting is not kneel-
ing ; what would you think of your minister if
he should do this? Reverence of posture is due
from you equally as muchas from him. Ifyou
are ‘“‘ not & member of the Church " the ameni-
ties of good usage ought to suggest conformity.

At Holy Communion, engage in private devo-
tion, both before and after partaking. Youcan-
not too caretully prepare for thissolemn daty,
nor afler receiving, 100 carnestly plead for its
benefits. Receive the bread in the palm of the
ungloved band, and the chalice with both hands.
Do not forget your offering. Keep your place
after the bonediction, until the remaining ela-
ments are consumed.

Afier the benediction—to be received kneel-
ing—pause a few moments to thank God for the
privileges you have enjoyed, and ask for grace
that yon may improve them to your soul’s wel-
fare,

Do notsuddenly turn the quietness and sacred-
ness of public worship into a confusion of
tongues and merriment, but rotire quietly from
thesacred precincts of the Lord’s House,

If younare tempted to criticise the service,
the sermon, the singing, or any of your fellow-
worshippers, tirst turn your thoughts inward and
criticise vourself.— Selected.

NOTES ON THE CHURCH AND HER
WORK.

It is a palent fuct that the Church of England
is a revived, and still roviving religious power.
The true Spiritunl Mother of the British race,
sho is daily rising to a loftier realizution of her
matornsl duties and responsibilitios towards ber
own children, as woll as to those numberless
peoples who, either by conguest or otherwise,
bave becomo a portion ofthe vast British Em-
pirve, and therecby possess a lawful claim upon
ber affections.

For a long, weary perio. subsequent to the
Roformation, that great religious convulsion of
the sixteenth century, she * reeled to and fro,
and staggered like a drunken man,” Through-
out the whole of the cighteenth, and far oninto

the nineteenth century, her condition was des-
perate. Languor, decay, irreverence, and, in
many instances, & total disregard of even the
«xternals of religion, charactorized her services,
her clergy, her people and the fabries of her
Houses of Prayer, and signs were not wanting
that the time ot her dissolution, as & Branch of
the Catholic Church, was speedily drawing on.
That even a spurk of spiritual life existed with-
in her bosom during this long night of gloom
and death, was a mystery, but a palpable evid-
ence, nevertheless, that God, although system-
atically dishonoured in her midst, and forgotten
alike by clorgy and people, was still with her.

The rise of so-called Methodism in the eigh-
teenth, and of so-called Tractarianism in the
nineteenth century, movements— cull them by
what name you will—for which we must all feel
thankful, wore after all but a flaming of the dy
ing embers, first into tho flickering flame of in-
cipient, and us yet undeveloped Evangelicalism,
(which as Itake it was accomplished by the

earnest and entively woll intentioned efforts of

Wesley), and, altewards into the full living fire
of Catholiciem the truc and only Evangelicalism
—& fire which burns to-day with the same vigour

as when first ‘enkindled, but with an ever in-

creasing clearness and brilliancy. How much
the regligious world ingeneral, and the Church
of Ergland in particular, it indebted to the earn-
est prayers and pious labours of .the brothers
Wesley, John Henry Newman, Isaac Williams,’
Edward Bouverie Pusey, and John Keble, a bril-
liant ¢ompany,of whom all but one have joined
the Church Expectant, the Last Day will alone
declare, It will then be seen (it might even
now be seen if men would only have the honesty
to confees it), how directly are to be attributed
to the influence of these great men the revived
earnestness and zeal for God and thesouls of
men, which are manifestly visible at the pres-
ent_time, not alene in the Cburch of England,
and:the/many protestant denominations which
have had their origin in the British Isles, but
algo in the more rigidly conservative Churches
of GPeece and Rome,

The Wesleyan movement, which many zeal-
ous and well-meaning Church folk affect to des-
pise, both root and branch, deserves more care-
ful attention on the part of our Church histo
rians than they have hitherto vonchsafed to it.
At any rate it is important to remember, that
although in its later and alas! schismatic de-
velopment it was, on this account, iraught with
disastrous consequences to its adherentsin cat-
ting them off from the means of grace and sal-
vation, yet it brought blessings many and great
to the Church of England for which we may
and ought to be thankfui. And again, although
at first, the seeds of the ever memorable Oxford
movement found, in all conscience, but scanty
congenial 80il wilthin the hearts of British
Churchmen, yet I make bold to say that had it
not been precedod by Methodism, & move-
ment which had, at the very least, shewn the
need that existed for change and improvement,
it would, in all probability have found farless.*

We may be accused of uttering a truism, if
80 it is ove which calls for frequont reiteration
in these days of intense religious fervour, when
wo say that, although, regarded from the Cath-
olic point of view. schism is in s8¢ an evil, an
therefore, if possible, to be prevented, or, if not,
to be deplored; still the general commotion
which usually precedes it, and of which it is the
result may be a distinet good, and conducive to
the well being ot the parent society in which it
occurs; the loss which follows naturally and
deservedly falling upon the suthors thereof.
One wiser than we has laid it down”ss a law of
the Church's spiritual life, that divisions must
arise in order that those who are approved
might be made manifest, Looked upon there-
fore in the light of the Apostles words, we may
conclude that that every wilful deliberate and
cuuseless breach made in the Body of Christ,
now,is but anticipatoryof the great final schism,
which shall be made by God Himself in the day
of judgment and of separation, when the ap-
proved shall be made manifest, and the rejected
covered with shame and eternal confusion.

Although =at the present time Mothodism is
rapidly degenerating as a religious system, T
we of the Church of England owe much of the
increased attentien which is now directed to
the quickening of the religions life, particalar-
ly in its preaching and evangelizing of the
masses aspect, to the early and well meant
efforts of the first devoted band of Methodists.

If the spirituul growth of the Church of
England at home during the past fitfty years
has been great, in the colonies it cannot be
characterized as otherwise than phenomenal.
A centmy ago our vast Colonial Empire had
but a single Bishop, in the person of Charles
[nglis, who was consecrated, nominally Bishop
of Nova iscotia, but practically Bishop of the
whole of Canada. Six years later & second
Bishop was consecrated for Quebec. At the

close of the first half of the century which ™ be-
gan with the dateof the consecration of Bishop
Inglis the number of Colonial Bishops had
reached only to seven. In the second half of
the centary which is just co-extensive with the
reign of our most illustrions Queen, the num-
ber has increased toseventy-five. “Truly the
growth, increase and consolidation of the
Colonial Episcopate, are sufficient to call forth
reverence, gratitude, and admonition.”” Be-
ginning in British North America and subse-
quently planted in Asis, Australia, New Zea-
land, Africa, the Paocitic Island, and the West
Indies, our Foreign and Colonial Episcopate
has flourished everywhere with an unexpected
vigour, and each Bishoprie, in its turn has
formed the nucleus of extensive missionary
operations which have been universally sne-
cessful. When in August last we were celebra-
ting the Centenary of the English Colonial
Episcopate, much attention was fitly and very
properiy dirested to the condition of the Colo-
nial Charch, and by means of the various helps
in the way of tracts and leaflots which were
provided by the S.P.G., and other Sooieties
to the better understanding of her history,

we may reasonably hope that much accurate

inf rmation has been disseminated and assimi-
lated, as well of what she has sccomplished
ir her brief, but glorious past, as of what she
hopes to achieve in the fature.

LETTERS FROM CALIFORNIA.

——

No. 3.—Continued.

It is related that an hotel-keeper of Los An-
geles brought 50 waiters from the REast,
and next day on calling the réll only 33 an-
swered to their names, the rest had engaged in
the real estate business. Attracted by an
advertisement of an extensive real estate sale
at the Nadeau Vineyard between three and ~
four miles trom the city, we set out in a special
train from the Santa Fe depot with some hun-
dreds of other excursionists to see how this
thing was carried on; abrass bund accompan-
ied us and led the way to the grouvas on
arrival at ou destination; the vineyard wasa
large estute on the Nadeau ranch, said to be
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the largest vineyard in theworld. A portion
of it had been bought by a Syndicate and was
now to be sold in lots and acres; the South
Pacific and Santa Fe roads both pass through

this property and tbe vineyards are divided
into tracts of 100 acres or more, shaded here
and there by rows of tall encalyptus trees
which diversify the landscape and form an ex-
cellent protection from the wind. It is one of
these tracts that is to-day for the first time to
be auotioned off in lots and acres, the land is
rich and the crops have never yet failed, being
well watered; it is now covered as far as the
eye can eee With grapevines still having
large clusters of fruit on them, some of these
vines kave had over forty clusters of well-filled
bunches. There is only one house, & large resi-
dence te be seen, and a barn here and there;
there ie & great scattering among the vines un-
til we draw near to the long tables filled with
hoge baskets of grapes and casks of wine to
which any one can help hemselves; these with
ham sandwiches constitute the free lunch ; we
are promised by the auctioneer that a motor
or electric railroad will soon ran through the
centre of the tract, that schools, churches und
factories will be built, &c., and the Compiny
has offered to dounate lunds for manufacturing
purposes. After the usual eulogy on the fine
climate, especially of this particular section,
« he commences the sales. 'I'here are plenty of
maps of the township circulated among the
crowd, with streets, avenues, and a public
square, all laid out and numed; at first the
bidding is slow, cormer lots 22 x 140 bring
200 to 250 dollurs each ; others 90 to $100 ; the
larger lots 50 x 140 sell from 200 to $300.
There is not much excitement, but quite a
steady sale till about half the town plot 1s sold,
and then comes the suloe of acres., Meantimo
the crowd are getting huogry and a genetal
onslaught is made ou tho sand wiches and wine,
After this has ceased the salo of acre property
takes place in another part of the grounds;
acres bring from 550 to $700 each, and irom
all appearances the sale is very satisfactory
to the auctioneer and other interested parties,
Whether it will be so to the buyers is entirely
gpeculative ; nearly four miles from the city,
it is burd to tell what it may be, or when, if
ever, this embryo village or town will be built
up. Some think it too near the city to
be independent, and too far for many
yeurs to come for & suburd, There ure jin Los
Apgeles two cuble roads leading out from the
city over the hills and towards the mountains
which lie to the North and East; take the 2nd
Street line and you will soon be going up and
down the stecp hills; get off at the terminus,
there are pretty houses and vilin« every where,
but plenty of room for more. It is herein
the suburbs or Liil terraces that you got the
finest views. A short distance from the cars
we come to Union avenue and Ocean View
streets ; here we look off on one side to the
grand range of the Sierras, the sun shining
with dazzling lustre on their snow capped sum-
mits; on the other side is a steep incline down
from which you sce at one glance the whole
of the Soutia portion of the Los Angeles val-
ley with its clusters of houses, groves of fruit
and shade trees; while full 20 miles away is
the blue gleam of the Pacific; surely, this is a
plessant place to live; the heatof the sun i
tempered by a pleasant breeze from the moun-
taius and the seene grows upon yon as if there
was an irresistible fascination in the contrast
of snow and green mingling with the blue of
the distant ocean. XL.os Angeles has many at-
tractions for a resident, chief of which is of
course the climate, and there are especially
fine building sites. As we ascend from the city
proper to the terrace-like hills in the rear, in
many instances we approach by long flights of
steps cut through groves of trees: many of
these places had vineyards which have now
given place to fine residences surrounded by
trees and flowers. On the cable line we pasa

a small lake or poad ; it is entirely surronnded
by oallas in fall bloom; and as to roses, fus-
chias, gerapniums, and heliotrope, they are
everywhere ; the two latter growto be large
shrubs., The variety of roses in bloom in near-
#y every front garden, is vory great; the cloth
ot gold seems & prime favoifite; it has a pale
cream tint, but who that has ever seen the
Poinsettis in full bloom will readily forget
it! about 8 feet ia height, long pointed leaves,
the flower is from six to nioe inches across, of
o deep: crimson or magents color. In no other
place so far, have I seen this beautiful flower
which is literally in a blaze of glory insome of
the gardens in this city for it isat this time of
the year in its prime. We would like to eay a
word of our Church prospects in this Aladdin-
likke city ; there are five or six Church orguni-
zations, omne of which named Christ Church is
but lutely sturted; its services are held in 4
Hall in the opera-house ; a Chureh is s¢on to be
built as the hall, seating nearly £00, ‘s quite
too small for the people who come. St. Puul's
is a fine Church set in the midst of pleasnnt
grounds with trim cypress hedges, a commo-
dious building and haandsomely finished, but
too small it appeared to be on the Sunday
morning we were thers as chairs had to be
placed a4ll along the aisles; St. Paul's will take
rank with any of the best built Churches in the
city. The 18t Presbyterinn Church was pon-
ted out to us as an instance of the rise in value
of real estato; the lot was bought five yoars
ago for §1,200, and thoy have just wold the
Church, a wvoden one and lot, for $75.000 in-
tending to rebuild ; it is situated on the corner
of Spring and Second streets, and the murch
of trado has advanced to its very doors. Afies
a pleasant stuy of 8 days, we suy farewoeil to
Livs Angeles, Yours truly, S

PRESBYTERIANISM —I/.

In tho tormer paper upon Presbyterianism,
we granted for the moment the contention that
theo evidence of Scripture is not decisive. and
that it may be plausibly cited in favour of the
Presbyterian theory. But now we withdraw,
that concession, and will proceed to show tht it
does not admit of proof,; rather there is ample
disproof of it. The Presbyterian argument, as
already said, is chiofly mado up of theso two
factors: thau the words “Bishop” and “Eldor”
ara used interchangeably in the Now Testament,
and mnst therefore denote the same persons,
holding the same oftice; and that the presby
tery is alleged to bo the source of ordination,
in the text, “ Neglect not the gift that is in thee,
which was given thee by propbecy, with the
laying on of the hands of the presbytory.” (1
Timothy, iv, 14).

In the first pluce, it is not by any moans a
settled point that the New Testament Bixhop
and Elder do stand for tho same ¢fjice, and the

very latest Qerman criticisr denies it, alleging
that a difforonee of function underlies the differ-
ence of name; though agreemont has not yet
been reached as to the precise nature of that
difference. But waiving that reply, and allow-
ing that they actnally do stand for the same
office, the real point is not in the least touched.
Tor the question at issue is not as to names, but
as to things; not what this or that minister is
called, but what different kinds and grades of

miristers are discerniblein the New Testament.
That there is & different mode of using the
words implying ministerial office visible in the
New Testament from that now employed is un-
quesiiomable, but a rigid adherence to it as ex-
haustive would ,lead to some curious resalts.
Thus, our Lord Himself is spokon of as an Apos-
tle (Hebrews, iii, 1), as a Bishop (1 St. Peter,
ii, 24), and as a Deacon (Romaus, xv, 8). The
Apostolic office is called a diaconate (Aets, i, 17
25) and & Bishopric (Acts, i, 20), and the Apos-
tles themselves are called Apostles (St. Luke,vi,
13), and Presbyters or Elders (1 St. Peter, v, 1;
28t. John 1; 3 St. John, 1). Hence, as bas
been shrewdly pointed out, not only are dea-
cons, on this plea, equal to Apostles, but supe-
rior to presbyters or elders; bocause Christ, Who
is called a deacon, is never catled a presbyter.
It is farther urged from the Presbyterian side,
that the mention of Bishops and deacons ovly
in the salutation of St. Paul in the firat verse of
the Epistlc to Philippians clearly denotes that
no other office existed in that Church, and
therefore no_other was instituted by the Apos-
tles ; while the same deduction may be drawn
from his silence, in his address to the Ephesian
clders (Acts, xx, 17-33), as to any superior to
whom they owed obedience. Bat this is a mere
evasion of the facts; for it is amply evident
that there were three grades of the ministry then,
the Apostles constituting the first and highest ;
and eXercising direct authority and jurisdiction
over all others. The elders in each place are not
independent of external authority; they aro
obliged to obey the orders of the Apostles, and
cannot settle the most trifling details without
reference to that superior jurisdiction. How far
the presbytors or elders exercised in turn author-
ity over the deacons we have no means of learn-
ing from the New Testament; but as the fact of
the deacons belorging to an inferior grade, with
narrower powers, is not seriously disputed, it
can be stated at once that there ure three cloar-
Iy marked grades visible at this point, Apostles,
Presbyters or Elders, and Deacons,

The question that avises hereupon is this : Did
this first grade disappear entirely as the Apostle
died out, leaving only the elders or presbyters
as the chief officers of the Church? Yes, reply
the Presbytorians, it is beyond all question that
the Apostolic collego left no succesgor as it died
out, and even the Pope of Rome, who claims a

'special Apostolic inheritance from St. Poter,

cannot, and does not pretend that he can, do
many of the things which St. Peter habitually
did.

This argument, agaio, ovades the real issue,
for the question is nnt as to tho continuance of
the Apostolic commission in its entirety, but
a3 to the contimuance of it in certain persons
go far as the power of ordination and govern-
meut is concerned ; with this important foature
ot differcnce, that the jariediction vesting as
universal in the Apostles is merely local in tho
case of the porsons who came ufter them,
Here, too, the evidence of Scripture is express
and clear, The powers conferred on St.
Timothy and St. Titus are wider, higher, aud
more authoritative than any we can discover
attributed to the presbyters and elders. i hey
are empowered to teach with special authority,
not meroly directly, as any missionary must
have done, but indirectly and more widely, by
supervising and regulating the teaching of
others (1 St. Timotby i. 3; ii. 10) to ordain
(1 St. Timothy v. 22; St. Titus i, 5); and to
exercise government generslly, with no hint
of any cqaals or co-nceessors in office (1 St.
Timothy iii. 1—-16; v. 1—22; 28t Timothy
ii. 2;1v. 1, 4, 5. St. Titus ii. 1--10; iii. 1).
There is thus an intermediate grade set up be-
tween the Apostles and the elders, which we
may conveniently call Apostolic Liegates, and
it is observable that the functions they dis-
chargo are closely akin to those seen as in-
trusted to Bishops when those officers appear
as a distinet body in Church history. It is
olear from the wording of St. Paul in Titus

i. b, “For this cause left I thee in Crete, that

thou shonldest set in order the things that are
wanting, and- ordain eldera in every city, as [
bad appointed thee,” that the Cretan elders
were not empowered tn ordain, bat had to await
the intervention of the Li2agne. All that can
be safely argned, consequently, from the men-
tion of none but Bishops and Deacons at
Philippi is not that these were the only offices
of Apostolic institution,—which wo see is not
true,—but only that no Apostolic Liegate had
yet been commissioned for that city. No
doubt. it was a difficult matter, even for St.
Paul, to find fit persons to fill so important a
charge, and he may very well have postponed
the appointment in many cases, though keep-
ing it in view as to be made when occasion
served. As to his silence concerning & superior
when addressing the Ephesian elders, the dis-
proof is yet more ccgent, because St. Paul
expressiy says that he besought St. Timothy
to abide in Ephesus when he bimself went to
Macedonia, in order to give that superinten-
dence to the teaching body which he himself
could no longer do in person (1 St. Timothy
{. 3), and besides a comparison of Acts xx. 4,
5, with the latter part of the chapter, shewx
that St. Timothy was with St. Panl when he
addressed the Ephesian elders, and was pre-
paring to accompany him further; so that in
his absence, supposing him to have been al-
ready set over tho Ephesian Church, there was
no one clse to whom those elders were im-
mediately responsible, and thus no reasonm to
say anything to them on the subject. On the
othor hand, if he was not yot nominated to his
legateship, there was no official head at Eph-
esue at all, and theorganization of the Church
there must have accordingly been incomplete ;
or St. Paul would not have supplemented and
altored it by appointing him to the superintoen-
dence of it later on. Thero is great obscurity
as to the origin cf the Elders as a grade in the
Church. They are first mentioned in Acts xi.
30, as the persons to whom the contribations
from Antioch were sont; but not a word about
their institution ocecurs, and the notion that
they were the Seventy disciples commissioned
by our Lord, though with a certzin plausibility,
lacks all proof. At any rate, this much is
clear, that whoevor the first elders were, the
naxt hody of them consistod of men ordained
by the Apostles (Aects xiv. 23), and not other-
wiso, so far a8 Scripture tells us, till we read of
the power of ordaining elders being committed
to Apostolic legates. And as regards theso
last-named officers. another point needs to be
borne in mind; that while no particnlar title
ia given tO either St. Timothy or St. Titas,
although they held clearly & higher office than
ordinary presbyters, yet we fiad such a title
more than cnce elsewhere. That highest namo
of Apostle is not limited to the Twelve. Not
ouly is it given to St. Mattbias, on his election
to fill the place of Judas, and to St. Panl, who
claimed a directly divice commission, batto
St. Barnabas (Acts xiv, 14), to Andronicus and
Junia (Romans xvi. 7), and tocertain unnsmed
persons besides (2 Coriunthians viii. 23, where
the Authorised Vorsion inexacily has “moaden-
gers,” as the Rovised Version also has, though
giving “apostles” in the margin). The con-
text implies that these persons were in seme
apecial sense St. Paul's colleagues, or ‘breth-
ven,” and the inference accordingiy is that
they wers Apostolic Legates, with the title of
Apostles, which title, as we learn from the
“Teaching of tho Apostles,” did not die cut of
the Charch*with its original holders, but con-
tinued in use probably till the end of the firat
century.

As to the text about the ‘“laying on off the
bands of the presbytery,” there are two mat-
ters to be noted concerning it which deprive it
of valne for Presbyterian purposes. First,
according to the literal Greek of St. Paul, the
active instrument in conferring the gift of or-
dination on St Timothy was the “prophecy”,
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most probably some inspired indication of him
as proper to receive that gift; while the laying-
on of hande'is merely spoken of as something
which accompanied, or, more exactly, followed
on, this indication, not as being itself the
meaus of bestowal. Secondly, St. Paul attrib-
utes the ordination of St. Timothy to Aimself
singly, in the words, “Wherefore, I put thee in
remembrance that thou stir up the gift of God,
which isin the by thee puiting on of my hands”

(2 Timothy i. 6); so that the most we are en- |

titled to assume here is the kind of joint action
which the presbytery in the Latin and English
Churches take along with the Bishop in the
ordination of presbyters, but which would be
acconnted by both Churches invalid by itself.
And it is noteworthy that the Eastern Church,
in most respects far more rigidly conservative
than the Western, has no such usage in its
Ordinal, but coustitutes the Bishop the sole
minister of ordination.—Church Times.

UNITY AND UNION.

An unstable equilibrium is better than its op-
posite, disorder. Disorder works toward ruin
directly. The unstable equilibrium gives pause,
at least, to devolution. We are in sympathy,
therefore, with the efforts for union that have
been earnestly made among Protestant Chris
tians in these * last days.” We respond with
both faith and hope to the spirit which is abroad
ameng “Christians of various names,” and we
watch, with hopefol interest, both every expres-

sion in favor of Christian anion and every effort
made towards ifs practical realization. Tested
by the divine rale, ‘‘ By their fruits ye shall
know them,” we are convinced, and glad to be
convinced, that the Spirit of Peace is pouring
into and out of the minds and hearts of *“ those
who name the name of Christ.” We rejoice and
are glad, and bid our brethren ‘‘God speed in
the name of the Lord.”

But, with sore hearts we write it, yet we
must, we cannot believe in union without unity.
The difficulty lies just between these two words.
They both stand together at the point whers the
“ Church ” and the ““sects ” meet. We use the
words Church and seot for brevity and distinct-
ness sake. We do not mean to give offence.
We enter not now into the question whether
Church and sect are so disunited, that they are
in no respect one. We havean opinion on that
point, which is a8 comfort to our hearts, and, in
accordance with that opinion, we make thanks-
giving to the Revealer of Trath and giver of His
peace for the fruits of the Spirit wherever they
are manifested. We believe that such fruits
grow out of the organic life of the @ne Body.
The ¢ branches ™ that bear them cannot there-
fore be absolutely * cut off.”

But we take our stand at unity. We do not
believe in union without unity.

Tar Unity oF THE GospeL Davs.

Those who desire Christian union, and those
who desire Christian unity, stand together at
the starting point. But, when they start, their
courses do not run together. The first hope to
develop union. Very earnestly they have tried,
and are yet trying, to develop it. In the effort
they have cultivated the spirit of love, and
show both a high appreciation of and devout
longing for brotherhood ; even for membership
one with another, In fact however they have
not succeeded. Every alliance for union has
been only formal. It has not been effectual.
Indeed farther divisions have been often the
practical result.

Those who desire unity, believe that itis to
be found, not invented. 1twas just ss necessary
at the beginning of the mission of Christisnity
ag it is now. He, who gave the Gospel, must
have provided for unity; not for invisible unity
only, but for such as could be seen—* that the
world may believe that Thon hast sent Me.”
Can this unity be found ? Are its faculties and

forces in existence ? Where is the body, in which
those faculties inhere, whose fanctions are those
foroes ? . :

If this body dces not @xist on earth, then the
‘¢ gates of hell,” have done what our Lord said
they should not do. They have ¢ prevailed.”
The believers in Christian unity do not believe,
that the gates of hell have prevailed against
“My Church.”

* * * * %

We must go back, even to the antiquity of
the first promulgation of the Gospel. This is
the point to find the unity, which is of God;
which was established at the beginning, which
was essential to the full organmism that Christ
called into being, and with which He promised
to be present to the end of the world.

We do not enter into the details of history.
Let us first agree in prineiple. Which, union
or unity? Union to be inveanted or developed
or unity to be found and used ? Union to grow
out of abstract principles that may operato first
upon faculties within—upon mind, heart, and
conscience—and tnen evolve its own organism,
or, rather, its own organisms, in form of wvari-
ous sects ; or unity, that shows all those who
are ingrafted into Christ the one way in which
they may walk together visibly, in Christ-like
charity, following like sheep the Shepherd’s
footsteps, or geing on like soldiers after the
Captain of Salvation ?2—The Churchm n.

A PRESBYTERIAN ON LAY EVANGE-
L18TS.

Professor Shields, ef Princeton College, in a
most motable article on Church Uaity, pub-
lished in the Century Magazine, says as fol-
lows:—

Without claiming to speak for others, but
looking at the question from a striotly unde-
nominational point of view, I venture to hope

that in any union to be devised the historic
Episcopate can be retained, if only as one re.
maining bulwark against the well moant but
lawless evangelism which is running wild in
our churches and bringing all the Divine insti-
tations of the Christian religion into contempt.
The great revivalists, Whitfield and Wesley,
were trained clergymen and ever appeared as
such, even when driven from the pulpit into
the field. Bat our lay evangelists are pressed
from the field into . the pulpit, and a divipe suo-
cess i8 claimed for them on the very ground
that they are not clergymen but mere laymen.
When earnest and gifted preachers of the Gos-
pel, like Mr, Moody, decline to become ordained
ministers of any Church, while everywhere ex-
eroising ministerial fanctions, with learned
divines and faithful pastors sitting at their feet,
and the whole order of God's house set aside,
can we wonder if the popular inference should
be that the ministry itself is but & homan con-
venience. if not already a failure? Is amy
transient good done by them to ®e weighed for
one moment against the lasting evil of over-
throwing the most sacred ordinance and insti-
tutions, to say nothing of feverish excitements,
whose track is often tha! of the simoon through
the fairest pastures of Christ? Our chiefdan-
gor in this land and age of freedom is not hie-
rarchy. Instead of too much ecclesiasticiam,
there is too little. The clergy are fast losing
their normsal rank and influence. The time
may yet come when pure presbytery and frze
Episcopacy shall appear not only congruous
but inseparable, and together essential in main-
tsining that ‘Catholic visible Church unto
which Christ heth given the ministry oracles
and ordinances of God.)—Tke Church Chronicle,
Kentuchy.

CHURCH ENTERTAINMENT ve SYS-
TEMATIC GIVING —L

Nothing bas tended more to lower the Church
in the estimation of the general publioc and de-
grade the namo of religion thau the worse then
questionable methods employed for raising
money now, unhappily in vogue throughout
the Dominion, Only last month, the keepers
of certain “ bucket shops,” ina Canadian ocity,
that shall be nameloss, replied to sundry newa-
paper strictures by assorting that their methods
of making money were no worse than those em-
ployed by the various religious bodies in Can-:
ads. A statement, which the Toronto Mail in
commenting on the incident, says, is only toe
true. And this straw unorringly shows whi-
thor the current of public opinion tends, and
how universal and deep seated is the contempt
which thess practices have ongendered in the
minds of all thinking men, utterly alienating
some, and filling the minds of others with
sorrow and misgiving. I am not in tho habit of
croaking over the *‘degeneracy of the times
in general, or of ‘‘ modern Christianity ' in par-
ticular, for I suspect that each age of 1he world,
as is tho case with individuals, has its own spe-
cial vices and virtues, but this I will say, that
if there is one spocial evil in ninoteenth cen-
tury Christianity, which justifies dospondency
and oxcuses ‘‘Croaking,” it is the provalence
of this avil epirit of utter rocklessness as to the
means employed for raising money for Church
purposes. Ona is contiuaally hearing Church
members say in 8 hard cynical sort, of way,
that so long as you can got monoy for the
Church it matters very litllo how you get it
that although it would bo better to raise money
by direct giving, it must bo raised somohow or
other, even if questionable and illegal methods
have to be resorted to ; sentiments by the way
that would utterly discredit a man amony his
business connections and make him an object
of suspicion, and contempt to all ordinarily hon-
est men of the world.

In view of all this avowed, and unblushing
unscraptloveness on the part of Church mem-
bers in the matter of raising money, is it sur-
prising that the Church should be rapidly loos-
ing her prestige in the world, and fuiling to
command that instinct of respect which even
among wordly, not to say avowedly irreligious
men, is 80 boneficial to society at largo, and
constitutes such an incalculably important fac-
tor in those restraining forces, which preserve
tho equilibrium of outward decencyand the com-
mon amenities of life. For it goea without
saying that the majority of mankind are un-
consciously ruled by religion for which they
have an ipstinctive respect. There are thou-
sands of men, who utterly devoid of what may
fairly be called moral principles, live clean de-
cent lives from a feeling that there is in the
shape of the Chuich, a stern and uncompromis-
ing Witness agaiast all their shortcomings, and
who arethus in a sense shamed into doing right
or at least, kept from doing what is flagrantly
and potoriously wroug. The Church’s inluence
upon society is thns both negative and positive,
While it directly dominates the lives of u com-
paratively small number, and constitutes the
ruling principle of their conduct it in—directly
shapes the lives of myriads of others, who part-
ly by force of cxample, partly from a sense of
shame, and to a large extent mechanically ab-
stain from all gross vices, and practice those
common-place virtues, which are absolutely es-
sential to the existence of civilized eocioty,—
Huron,

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MISSION FIELD.
TO-DAY IN CHINA.

It issaid that China has progreas-
ed more during the last guarter of
& century than in all the thirtycen-
turies of her previous history, and
in the last few manths the progress
has been more roarked than ever.
Her leading mer are no longer sto-
lidly conservative, but they are be-
coming wide- awake and progress-
ive. Christianity receives favorable
mention in government edicts, and
Christisn educators are invited to
government institutions. Our ma-
thematical science and natural
philosophy are to be included in
the government competitive exa-
minations, which heretofore have
been based only upon the works of
Confacius and Moncius, the theory
being that what was not contained
in these ancient writings was oot
worth the knowing. Soon thou-
sands of Chinese young men whose
hopes of officiel position depecd
upon passmg the government exa-
minations, will be sitting at the
feet of American and Europenn
teachers,

The father of the present young
emperor aud other magnates of the
empire have made journeysin ocean
steamers, escorted by Chinese men-
of-war built ard equipped in foreign
style. Railways and telegraphs
are being built, and a recent impe-
rial decroo orders the construction
of a Grand Trunk Railroad from
Pekin to Cunton, The glories of
the Grand Canal, the hitherto greut
highway of travel for mandariny
and others, arc ended,

The minersl wealth of the em-
pire, which is said to be very abund-
ant, is being exumined and repo-ted
upon by foroign experts, with the
sanction of the government, and
the immedialely available money ot
Hurope and America is freely offer-
ed and js being accepted to open
these buried tressures and to baild
tho railways and telezraphs. These
measures will prave to be a very
heavy blow to the pepular and en-
slaving fengshui superstition,

Wouderful indeed are tho changes
which are occuring in this anciont
and populous empire., The old
cluim that there are about 400,000,-
000 peoplo in Chinais again revivea
by the secretary of the Russian le-
gation of Pekin and other compe-
tent anthorities, who say that the
Taiping mbulhon, the famines, and
other calamities in the eastern pro-
vinces drove many of the inhabit-
ants inte the westorn, and that
though that there sve fower peoploe
in the oast than before the rising
of Taipings there are many more
in.the west, the province of Szoch-
nen slono hnvmg now a population
of 70,000,000, or about twico the
number of pcople contuained in the
whole of the Japanese islands.

Foreign capitalists vealizo what
a magnificent empire China is in
which to invest their money, and
how immense will probably be the
returns ;and 80 American, English,
French aud German syndicates keep
their ropresentatives there to offer
money ard men wherewith to work
the mines, inorease the means of
commuuication and travel, aod ls-
bor otherwine for the material pros-

perity of the country Would that
those whose duty it is to promote
the spiritnal and eternal weal of the
many millions in this vast realm,
realized as fully the magnitude of
the field and the certainty of glo-
rious results from Christisn enter-
prise and missiopary zeal.—Spirit
of Missions, N.Y.

~ Among the leading narcotics are
ardent spirits, fermented liquors,

. opium, tobacco, absiuthe, bashish,
and perhapseome others, In some
of these the stimulatiug effect’is

‘most prominent, in others, the

sedative; but the first effect of all

is to excite the sensor nerves above
their normsl tone, and then leave
them to sink below. In this de-

ressed s*ate there arises a desire
H»- renewed excitement, and *the
disposition to repeat in increases
~ till the sonl is bound in fetters that

only the strongest will can break.
What' increases the danger is, that
with whichever of these stimulants
and narcotics this tendency begins,
any one of the others may very
readily be made tosupply its place.
The milder ones cannot consent so
easily to take the place of the
more violent, (tobacco for whiskey,
for instance) as the contrary, but
it can be dome, and as long as the
use of tobacco is continued, the
appetite for drink will not cease.
This is®doubtless one reason why
there are so few permanently.re-
formed. They only constitute 'One
narcotic  for another. - Every tein-
perance movement is said to im-
mensely increase the sale of opium.
B The purpose of this article is to

resent calmy the reasons why
ghriatians should by precept and
example make every effort to
keep pure and clean and heatnful,
this exceedingly delicate part of
our physical constitution. As pro-
-fessed Christians, it must be re-
membered that we live not for our-
selves, but for thosc that are té
come after us, and whose happi-
ness in dearer to us than our own;
and God has so linked their des-
tiny with ours, that we cannot
harm ourselves even a little with-
out harming them. A good man
may take his cigar safter dinner,
and limit himself to one aday dur-
ing life, and feel no particular in-
convenience from it; but he hereby
transmits to his son a more excit-
able, pervons system than his own,
and that son cannot submit to the
same limits, and his son goes down
still lower. He, therefore, who in-
dolges at all, can never estimate
the account he may have to render
in the coming judgment.

He could not,
because he iuherited an exagger-
ated nerviovs irritability.

Now
ineanity is was understood to be a
nervous disease, and every unne-
cessary excitement of the nerves
is an injury, and this injury, barm
or damage is increased and acceler-
ated in sucoeeding generations till
it bocomes insanity.
