Twenty-aix hodies recovered — Thirty-
seven have perished.

8r, Louis, Jan, 9.—The dead 1ist of the Im-
maculate Oonception convent fire grows in
i35 a3 the search contlnues ; it is now sald
that thirty-soven women and children lost
their lives by the firo. The missing list
was small at first, for the reason that the
parents of many of those burmed llve
in distant oitfes and villages, and were
glow at hearlng of the fire. Now that
all the returna are In, howaver, 1t 13 known
that the list Is Iarger than at first announced.
By dusk last evening the badles of twenty-six
victima had been recovered from the rulus,
and one of the Bistera stated that cnly two
weore missing, but acoording to the testimony
of Bigter Eleutherfa, who seems to ba the
beat posted inmateof the convent about the
number of persons in tha bulldlng when the
fire broke out, thirty-seven periched, and
eleven are still among the missing.

The sesrch for the misslng bodles &tlil
buried in the ruins was prozecuted vigorously.
A force of thirty men arrlved at the rulne,
and with pieks and shovele commenoed turn-
ing over the debrls under the large dormi.
tory. The rolns were smoking, greatly add«
ing to the disadvaatages under which the
men ore working, and neoessarily impeding
thelr progress. The skull of a grown per-
gon wag found by one of the workmaen, and
immediately afterward s hesp of oharred
bones, burned flesh, and partly consumed
olothing was wunesrthed.

0'DONOVAH ROSSA WINS.

He got hold of the * Skirmmishing Fand '
and '“the Law helps the Diiigent.”

O'Donovan Rossa and his confreres scored
a jodicial victory yesterday in the Buo-
perfor Court, a judgmont being ren-
dered for thoe defendants by Judge
‘Truax in the sult of Dennis D. Mulcaby
sgalnst Rotes, Thomas O. Luby, Thomas F,
Boarke, Johm J. Breslin, John Davoy,
Willia Oarroll and Jamea Bsynolds, trustees
of the eo-called Irish “gklrmishing fapd.”
Mr. Muloshy complained that Rosas recelved
{rom people & who destred to advance Liberty
n Irelaad and to honor Irish patriote,” dur-
fng the month of March, 1876, upward of
$23,000—the money to be known as the
¢ aktrmighing fand ” aud to be used by Rossa
at his eole discretion to sdvance libarty In
Ireland and to keep In active operation the
party which favours ¢ Irlsh lberty.”

In Fabruary, 1877, Oolonsl John O'Mahony,
who was head oentre of an Irlsh organization,
dled in thile clty. The enthueiastic Rosaa, as
the complaining Muloahy further avers, in
order to ¥ arouse the feellngs ol patriotism In
an ordent people,” redolved to have
O’'Mahony’'s remains conveyed to Ireland to
be interred. In fartherance of this design
Roasa requested the plaintiff to accom-
pany +the remalns to Ireland and look
alter and superintend the faneral.
Tha plaintift was to roceive $1,000 out of the
skirmishing fund for h!s expenses. He says
Rosen did pay him $300, and anbzequsntly
paid him $237 more, but has falled to pay
bim the balance. He saya that slnos the
agreement referred to the other defendants
named have, at the reguest of Rosss, agsumed
control of the fund, but how orln what way
bhe docanot know., Claiming that Ros:za wan
reaponsible snd that there was danger that
the funde would be carrled ont of the jarle-
diction of the Oourt, the plaintiff asked shat
the woney dus him be declared a lien on the
fand, and that the defendants be reetralned
from transterring the fund aatll t:o plaintiff’a
clalm was pald.

Judge Truax, in glving judgment for Rosan
and hie frlends saye :—#1¢ 18 oonoeded that
the fund in question was givean to the defen-
dant, O’'Donovan Rossa, to be uged by him at
his sole dlecretion. 1t does not appear that
sald defendant Bosaa has violated this provi-
slon of the trust. It nowhere appears that
anybody olse has had a ochance to * use' the
tand. The defending this case is an endesvor
on the part of aald Roasa to prevent anybody
other than himself ‘using’ the fund, The
plaintlff has not acquired s liea oa the fund.
Tho best way to get a lien on the fand ia to
get hoid of the fand itself. This the plalntiff
has fatled to do. Thls O'Donovan Rossa hag
done, and *the 1aw helps the diligent.’ "—XN.

reverencs.

At 1ts conclusion,
Mr. Devlin snd his associates koelt before
the Oardine), klzsed his signet, and returned
to thelr pew. Tke OCardinal was deoply
affected. He put his handkerchief to hie
eyes for an Instant, and then, rising, oald ;~—
Most Revorend, Blght Reverend, and Very
Roverend Brethron of the Olergy, and dearly
beloved brethren of the laity, the congratuie-
tione which come to me from the Blshops of
this province, most of whom it was my hap-
plaess to consecrate; from the prlests, most
of whom, aleo, were promoted by wme to holy
orders, and whose soal and labors have effect-
¢d so muoh for religion; from the devoted
laborers In the great work of Ohrlatlan eduoa-
tion, and from the faithful laity, fill my
bheart with joy on thls, the fiftieth anni-
versary ol my ordination.

Whatever of succees may
have attonded my efforta must be attributed
to the good will, zeal, and generons co-opera-
tion ofthe clergy and the laity.

Oa this ocosston I cannot bat contrast the
Ecene of to.day with that which oocourred fif-
ty yearsogo in Bt. Patclok’s old cathedral,

preside over them; all under the Yicar of
Christ—the Pope, the vicegerent of (hrlst
onearth.

human life? Let anyone contsmplate the
surglog, struggling, straining maes  of
humanity slowly issulng from any ope of
our churches et the end of an early mornlng
service In the deneely populsted parts of the
olty; or coming out of & theatre after a
night's performance, crawling along 8af 8
snali’s pace, and finally pressing through
one small exlt door in front by
twos or threes at the most—and
then eay that In oase of fire thers will be no
dapger., Wo eay there i3 great damger not
only In tho oase of the bulldings mentioned,
but 1n the case of convents and public schorls,
where the exlte, as a rule, are fower and nar-
rower than in churches and theatres., And
we contend ihat it 18 the duty of the press to
sound the nots of warning, and to tell the
managera of public Institutions that a eerlons
and solemn responslbility rests upon their
shoulders in this matter, and that the pub-
lo will not rest gatlefied with anything
less than the beat and most effective means
of escape in such momerts of peril, Other
cltles have had their holooauets of human
Hfs, thelr wholesale slaughter of innocents,
and Montreal hrs no guarantee that her day
of calamity will not arrive. Let us then be
wise In our generatlon, snd be convinced that
forewarned is forearmed. Let our corpora-
tlons, building inspectors, superintendents ot
convents and publlc schools do thelir fail
duty in thls matter, both to themselves and to
the public, whose lives are go largely entrust-
ed to thelr keeping., Let them,from time to
time, make their audlences, whether adalt or
adolescent, famillar with sll the means of
exit, and practise them occasionally in vacat-
ing the premises with order and rapldity, co
that when the real danger comes there need
be no panic,no wild scenes of confusion, and
no needless saorifice of lfe.

WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

ANOTERR IMPERIAL TOURIBT—THE EMPEROR OF
AUATRIA TO PAY A VIEIT TO BOME.

New Yorg, Jan. 9.—A Rome despatoh eays
the Empsror Francfs Josepb, of Austrla, 1t In
anncuanced officially, will make a visit to the
Pope and wlill acoept cfficial receptions In
Turin, Milan and Rome, In the Italian
oapital the Emperor will become the guest of
King Humbert and will reslde at the Qulrinal.
The programme for this imperlal visit ia so
similar to that which was made for the recent
offiolal vigit of the German Orown Prinos as
to Impress Italians with the conviction that
ita ingpiration algo originated a$ Friedrich-
rhue. The Roman officials of the ltalian
temporal power have, however, made haste
to deny publicly that tbey entertaln any fears
as t0 the poseible political effects of Francls
Joseph's vieit. The Irredentists, on the other
hand, have called meetings to srrange for
hostlle demonstrations against the Austrian
Emperor because of the perseoution and
erecutlon of Obsrdank, The most
astute of ¢he Ifallan polticlans do
not hesitate fo deolare their bellof that it wiil
bs unwise, and poseibly perllous, for the
managers of the imperial journey to oarry
out that part of the announced programme
which arranges for demonstrations in Turin
and Milan {n bonor of {he Ausirian Emperor.
The Turanese and Milanese are excited over
the proposed visit, and In a mood to resent it
as an Insult to Itallan unity. The editors of
Tarin snd Milan bave alrendy inaugurated a
hostlle agitation by reminding the people of
the bitterness of the unforgotien struggle be-
tween the Northern lialian States and Aue-
tris, and it wonld eurprise no one who well
Eknows the people of Noithern Italy if they
should in thelr treatment of Francis Joseph
greatly outdo the Parlslans who fpsulted
Alfonso, .
