College,

The Address of Welcome Delivered
by Oardinal Logue—An Import-
ant Joint Pastoral on Eduocation—
Resolutions Regarding the Local
Government Blll.

On Thursiay, June 30, the sannusal
general meeting of the Maynooth Union
was held in Bt. Patrick's College, May-
pooth. The proceedings opened al ten
o'clock with the celebration of High
Mass fortheliving and deceasedimembers
of the Union, at which Cardinal Logue
presided, & very large number of the pre-
lates and clergy of the Catbolic Church
being in attendance. After a short
interval the proceedinga of the Union
upened in the McMabon Hall of the Col-
lege. Cardinal Logue occupied the chair,
and the attendance, wbich included
Archhishop Carr, of Melbourne, pumb¢r
ed some one hundred and tifty or two
bundred clergymen. There were sevoral
delegates present from Lngland and tie
United States,

Caridinal Logue having explained the
nhjects for which they had assembled,
patil that Desides renewing oid friend-
ships and exehanging ideas there were
other matters of more importance for
which they were met oncea year. IF
ever there wan a time aince the days ¢ f
st. Patrick that the clergy should be
drawn together io a unity of spirit it
wan the present, hecause they had now
in[reland what never was attempted here
hefrre, except by the enemies of the
Cinurch, and that wins & movement to
estublish complete divorce and complete
peverance bet ween & large body of peaple
and the priests, who were charged by
Almighty God with the care of their
epiritual affairs.

He had no fear whatever that this
movement wonld succeed, if the prical-
hood of Ireland did not become deyener-
ate.  As long as they loved thsir prople
and were prepared to make sacrifices
like those of past days, 80 long as these
things continued it would be imposaible
1o create distruat between the Irish
fatholic and his pastor. There was
very little danger of the Irish priest-
Lood becoming degenerated. On the
contrary, he believed L ere was as strong
& apirit uf zeal g« self sacrifica amangst
the Iriah priesthood at tbe present time
a8 there ever had besn in the past, and if
the time returned again when the priests
would be obliged not merely to labour,
but to suffer for the people, there would
be found among the Irish clergy as
many to stand in the martyr’s shoes as
there was in the past. While this state
of things continued there was little fear
that those who, perbaps not from malice,
but from mistaken views, endeavoured
to create distrust of the priests inthe
minde of the people, would succeed in
their designa. -

Oane of the chjects of that meeling was
that it enabled the Irish clergy to come
together sash year, nol merely to dis-
cuss literary matters, but to discuss
every general queation which interested
the people and priests, and to take mea-
sures to do what was best Icrthe inter-
ests of religion and the interests of
the country. He might, therelore, refer
to an instance indicative of the apirit
abroad at the present day. Take the
Local: Government Bill now passing
through Parliament. By an expreas en-
aciment of that Bill the clergy of Ireland
were deprived of the rights of citizen-
ship. Now, ke could quite understand
such an enactment coming from Orange-
men Or €ven h:on} Eaglieh Protestants,
but he was surprised to ficd that the
very exclusion, which he looked upon as
an insult to the priesthood of Ireland,
was backed up by some of the Iriab re.
presentatives who called themselves
Catholics. If that spirit of opposition
to the priesthood abroad at the present
day merely affected the priesthrod he
would not sey & word about it. If that
tpirit of opposition took root in the
country it wus not the priests who would.
lose most, but the people whom they
loved as they loved themselves. [t was
the people who would then be beslaved
and put into the bands of ‘designing
men whose very object in creating this
distrust was to destroy the traditional
affection whioh bound the priests and
people. The.ohjects of there men to
whom he referred was, he believed, to
keep the people away [xrom their real
defenaers, and 8o make iise of them for
political and personal purposes, For
that resson it was.we)l the: Union ahould
Xeep befors their minds tie.fict that

The Most Rev. Dr. McCormack (Gal-
way} proposed s veaclution assenting to
the request of the Maynootb Alumni
Associstion of Americk. There was
nothing, be paid, more fitting than that
there should be & bond of union between
the priests of the mother country and
the Irish priests of America. Marvel
lous work bad been done by the Ameri-
cau priesthood, which showed that the
missionary spirit of the early centuries
bad been revived in the present.

Dean Lynch, Salford., Manchester,
secouded the resolution, which was
adopted.

On the motion of Bishop Browne
{Cloyne), seconded by the Rev. Fr.
Nicholl, a sum of £150 was voted from
the funds of the Union for equal grants
of £3( erch towards the purihase of
English literature for the three student
libraries of the Chllege.

The Mo«t R:v. Dr. Healy. Clonfert,
in an address on the Irinh University
auention, said the want of a praper
University was A croas scandal and in-
justice towards the Catholic people of
Irrlangd, and they never would, never
could, and never ought to rest comterns
until that injustice had been r -moved.

The follawing Pastoril Address wus
unanimonsly agieed to by the assembied
Arcbbishops and Bishops of [reland:

In view of the prrsistent attacks made
by certrin writera in the newrpaper
Y'resm on Lhe existing Manngerial system
in our Cathnlic primary scnools, and of
the recklesn atutenients made by spenk
ers at varions meelinga, especially at
meetings of the Teachers’ Organization,
we deem it ourduty to issue this solemn
adnronition, and to warn our Hocks
againat the dangercus errors advocated
by those miegui ded men, amongst whom.
we regret 10 say, are aome few who call
themselves Catbolics.

The Managerial system in our primary
schools means, in reality, tbat legiti
mate ard neceasary control which the
local pastors rightfully exercise over the
National Schools atteuded by the vouth
of their flocks, a control which is
designed not merely to promise the
genernl efliciency of the schools, but,
above all, to safeguard the faith and
morals of the pupiis at 1.h.e most perilons
period of their lives. It easentially in-
cludes & constant supervision over the
conduct of the teacher, the choice of the
books, and the religious and moza! train.
ing of the pupils, as well as over
the educational efficiency of the
wchools, It is quite obvious that such
control could not be maintained
withocut  the power “of choosing
worthy and efficient teachers, and also
tixe right o' removing those whose char-
acter and conduct render them unfit to
be instructed with the important duty
of instructing and training our Catholic
youth, Experience has also clearly
provéd that the more constant in this
supervision, the more efticient the school
in likely to be [rom every point of view
—=eocial, religious and educational., It
follows too that the men who seek to
weaken or destroy this just and necessary
cuntrol of the priest aver the Cutholic
scho 'ls of his parish must be regarded
a8 hostile to religion, and undisguised
enemies of the Catholic Church : nor
would their principles, if carried cut in
practice, be less likely to prove fatal to
the true interesta of the pupils. and of
the teachers themselves, of whose cause
these writers and speakerz so londly pro-
claim themselves-the champions.

This is not our teaching merely; it
has been set fortb again and again in
similar language by ihe Head of the
Church, whose teaching sll true Catho
lics must receive with reverence and
docilicy. In a Brief addressed to the
Archbishop of Frieburg by PiusIX.in
1864, His Holiness empbatically de-
clared that *the purpose and eflort to
exclude the authurity of the Church
from the primary schools proceed from
a spirit altogether hostile to the Church
and from a desire to extinrnish in the
minds of the people the heavenly light
of our holy faith.” Elsewhere in the
same Brief the Pope says * all those
who perversely maintain that the Conrch
shautd give wup, ¢r even inuwrmit,

her guiding influence over the
primary schopls ' can mean only
this, that the” Church should act

sgainat the commands of her Divine
Founder, and fail'in the discharge of
ber higheat duty of laboring to promote
the aaivalion of the souls committed by
God to her care
There can be no doubt that the pur-
pose of some of those to whom we refer
1s, step by step, to wenken, and, so far as
they can, finally destroy the salutary in-
fluence of the Church in‘our -primary
sohools. The Pope tells us clearly what
weo are to think of 'such men and:their
designs ; and he urges the Bishopa ¢ fear-
‘lesaly to defend therights of the Church,
.and to Keep far removed from the.train-
1ngand education of youth: everything
that could in the least tend. to'wesken
thdic faith, pervert.their religiousisense,
sully in. any way. the purity:of their
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aecret attack the integrity of the fafth
n: d morals of the children of our Catho-
lic people.

. We have sometimes borne publio tes-
timoay t0 the 23al and Gdelity with
which the Catholic National teachers o!
Ireland, sa s body, discharge their labor-
ious duties, ss well as to their cordial
and aunccesafol oc-operation with the
clergy in imparting religious instruction
to the pupils of their school. We are
moat desirons to give them all resson-
able security in their office and have
proved our good will in this reapeci by
recugnizing the right of the Leachers to
have recouzrse to the Bisbop of the dio-
cess for protection againat arbitrary dis-
missal. It would seem at times to be
forgoiten that we, the Catholic Bishops
of Ireland, were the first Lo eatablish
such & means of protection for the teach-
exa of our lrish National Schools.

With the view of securing the full
efliciency of the protection provided by
us in a former resolution on thia subject,
we take this opportunity of republisning
that resolution, inserting some words tu
render it more explicit on certain points,
and thus remcve all doubt as to cur
meaning.

We bave, therefore, now unanimously
reaclved—

*That no principal or assistant tescher
be either summarily dismissed, or served
with notice of diamissal, by a clerical
aianager, until the mansger has in-
formed the Bishop ot the dicceneof bis
inlentivn to take suh action, and has
obtained the consent o1 the Bishop t)
bis doing su—1he 1eacher having, 1 all
cases, the right to be ueard In nLis owy
d~fence.’

But we can never consrut to submiz
the difticult and delicate uewion of tae
religions or moral litness ui vuratholic
teacners for the dincharge o tneir dutice
to an external tribunal, wnose viewson
such questions may in miny cascs be
it e diflerent from curs. We  wounld
rather see our schouls c.omed, and vur
c¢hiluren trught under the bedgerows,
[ike tieir furelntbers, than nave them ex
posed to the pernicions intluence of
leachers whom we belleve Lo bz waolly
untit for cheir oitice.

. Juis well, toc, tor the teachers toluwar
In mind that cthe schools have been
established for the cfficient education ol
the children, rather than for the comtort
or security of their teachers, We ar
anxivus to promote both the comfort and
securily of the teachers; but the
efficiency of the school holds a still
bigher place in vur estimation, and it
must, if necessary, be maintained even
al some sacritice, huwever, without in-
flicting injustire npon any teacher.

We are contident that our Catholic
teachers will trust to the sense of justice
and to thefairness of their Bisbops, who,
as they know, have both their temporaf
and spiritual interest sincerely at heart;
and we should be much mistaken were
they to allow themeselves to be misled by
& few designing men, who are unable Lo
concesl the antl Catholic and irreligious
spirit which is the mainapring of the
cimpaign against the Maoagerial Syn

The following resolutions, in reference
to the Locil Government Bill and to the
Irish University question, were unani
moualy adopted :

1. That the Bishops of Ireland unani-
mously renew the protest made by their
Standing Committee aguinat the denial
of the ordinary rights of citizenship to
the Catholic clergy of Ireland, as propos
el by tbe Loeal Government Bill now
before Parliament. We have been no
strangers to such disabilities in the past,
buat surely it is a strange thing that a ac-
called Unionist Government, untaught
by the history of the Penal days, can
find no better means of reconciling the
Irish people with British Government in
Ireland than by re-enacting civil dis-
abilities against the Catbolic clergy—
for it is really againsl them that the
disabilitv now proposed to be enacted
has been designed. The times have
changed, but the old spirit still reveals
itsell-—the spirit of jealousy and distrust
of the Catholic priesthood. We protest
againat the clause; we ask our represent-
atives in Parliament to oppose it to the
last. If they fail this-protest will remain
to justily the clergy.in exercising that
influence outside the local -Councile
which the law will not permit them to
exercise as members of thore bodies.

2. That the Irish members of parlia-
ment be reguested Lo' \ake every -appor-
tunity for the remainder of this Session,
particulazly -on - the - discuseion -of the

Witnsssine the inspiring
scene, [ began to think of the privileges
of the young maidens who are placed
under the tuition of such living gnides
and moral instroctors who must impart
their own spirit and fervorto the plastic
minds of those under their charge, No
wonder that the Gloncester Street -Con-
vent shauld win golden opimions from
thie pupils as well as from the parents of
the young ladies who have been taught
imperishable lesoons of virtue within its
sacred walls.

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STORY GF SPANISH DISASTER

Admiral Cervera 2 Prlmar- at Ports-
mouth, K. H.

His Bxplanation of the Attempt to
Leave Santiagso-Some Features
of the Encounter with the Amer-
ican Squadron.

Another scene in the drama of the
dowufall of the Spanish tleet under
Admiral Cervera was reached when the
auxililary cruiser St. Louisrerched Porls-
mouth N.H., on Sunday last, having
on board 2= prisonern of war the Admiral,
his stall of the {lagsnp Infanta Marir
Terean, Lngle Cervera, bisson, and all
of the surviving captains of the defeated
Spanish fleet except the desperately
wonnded first captain of the Maria
Teresa, who was pat on board the
hospital ship Solace.

Admiral Cervera, in referring to the
aitempt to leave Santiago, in enurme of
conversation with a reporter of a Incal
jormal at Yortamouth, N.H., is reported
to have said that he had received three
cablegrams from the Minister nf Marine
at Madrid, ordering bim to leave Santi-
ago. Knowing the force ke would have
to encounter, he felt convinced that
obedience to these orders would apell
Wueicide’ to vhe imprisoned fleet that
faced it.

Ther came another despatch, a per
emptory one, that left no choice but to
ohey. It said:—'No matter what the
cmsfquences are, go L0 sea at once and
tight tne enemy.! '

*Sn I went out' the Admiral eaid.
‘Myv plan was to attack your Braoklyn,
sink cx disible her if possibie, then run
to Havana, raise the blockade there and
seek refuge in the harbor, but I failed
in my purpose, an you know, lost all I
had, my {leet and everything.

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BISHOP LAFLECHE.

The report which came from Three
Rivers on Weidnesdsy afternoon, that
Monsignor Lafl «che, the aped Bishop of
that dwcese, wan dangervusly ill, had
prepared the [uolic for the sadder news
of his death which too moon rollowed.
He passed «uietly away on Thursday
afterngon at Lie huspital, suzrounded Ly
a number of Lis faithlul clergy, includ-
ing Vicar General Rueauit and his Secgro-
tary, Canon Dalund. It may be said that
the holy bishop died a marisr to bis
duty, tor he was taken sick on
Sunday, on  whith day he had
promised to visit his people in the
district of 5. Mauorice, which is ga
consideravle distance from Three Rivers,
The uay was oppressively warm and he
rode iv an open car exposed to the full
effect of the lieat, and to the etill more
dangercus cffect of & leavy rain-storm.
At the end of his fatiguing and distress-
ivg journey be preached io the Church
at St. Maurice for over an hour. The
effort was too great, for he bud to be
helped cut of the pulpit. On returning
to Three Rivers he tonk to his bed and
Wus subsequently removed to the hospit
&l, where hereceived every attention that
akilful doctors and faithtul nurses could
bettow.

Bishop Latleche wus born at Ste. Anne

de Ja Perade on September +:h, 18IS, and
was ordained prieat st Quebec on Janu
ary 7th, 1844, by Mgr. Turgeon. Having
been curate at St. Gregoire for & few
months, he started cit for the Ned River
Missions in the North-West in April,
the same year, and remained there until
June 4, 1856, when he returned to hia
mative province, where he became Supe-
rior of the Seminary of Nicolet and
Vicar-General of the diocess of Three
Rivers. On September 8, 1361, Bishop
Cooke, of Three Rivers, entrusted to him
the adminiatration of the finances of his
diocese, and requested bim ¢o take up
his residence in his Episccpal Palace.
On the 23rd of November, 1866, Pope
Piue IX. appointed him coadjutor to the
Bishop of Three Rivers, with right of
succession, and on April 20, 1870, he
succeeded Bishop Cooke, on the death of
the latter. At this time he was sttend-
ing the famous Vatican Council. The
diocese of Three Rivers comprises the
Counties of Cham plain, Maskinonge, aud
8t. Maurice, and has a Catholic popula-
tidn of 60,568.

Bishop Lafleche was a valiant cham-
pion of the interests of the Church, a
ripe theological scholar, a preacher of
rare ability, and & master of French
prose. In his death the Quebec Hier
archy loses one of ils brightest and
most saintly members, Hs was in bia
80tb year. From thousands of hesrts
the prayer will go forth: Reguiescat in
pace.

THE LATE
THOMAS J. QUINLAN,

In the death of Thomas J. Quinlan,
who passed away on Saturday last, Mon-
treal loses a model citizen of singular
uprightnees, integrity and probity, the
Irish National Societies an industricus
and whole souled member, aod the
Catholic Church a loyal apnd devoted
son. His death came with g suddenners
that shocked the very large circle in
whicn he was well known and higbly
esteemed, aa bia familiar face and figure
had been seen on the streets some days
before.

Mr. Quinlan waa one of the best known
and most active of the young Irish
Canadians of Montreal. Enthusiastically
loyal to his Canadian fatherlund, he
ever cherished a deep and abiding affec-
tion for the creen isle from which his
parents came, At the reorganization of
the TRUE WiTNFs» Company he was a<
lected as ore of the provisional directors
He was educated at the Chinstian Bro~
thera School, where he was noticed to be
one of their brightest and most promis-
ing pupils, When, about two decades
2go, & number of mutual building socie-
ties were organized in this city, he was
nne of tne leaders in the movement. In
tbe insurance business, with which he
was particularly as-sociated, be was re.
cognizzd as an authority.

In religinus matters be to k an ener
getic purt in everything that tended to
promwte their interest, jus: as bhedid in
all that concerned tbe Irishh national
societies, In several of which he held
positions of prominence and trust. He
was prominently conuected with S,
Ann’s Young Men's Society, frem ita
foandation until the illuess oceurred
whichv removed him trom our midst.
His two characteristics were his pro”
found religicusness and bis unostentat
igusncas. The lrtler, we might sy, he
carried to an cxtreme degree ; so that
only a ‘ew, even of bis friends, are aware
of nll the good that hie did in the tields
of aclivity to which we have referred.
Losing his father at the early age of
fifteen, be bravely assumed all the re-
sponeibilities of maintaining his home;
and he acquitted himself nobly.

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WORK FOR CATHOLIC
LADIES OF LEISURE.
Some time ago we teferred to the gocd
work which is beirg perormed in the
large city of Maichester, amongst the
porer classes of Catholic women and
girls, by lay Catholic ladies who bave
leisure at their command and who have
8 desire to spend their spare time in
advancing the interests of their religion
and at the same time making the lives
of their female co-religionists better
and happier. These zealous women
bhave founded a society which is called
the *“ Ladies of Charity,” and they labor
under the auspices of their Bishop, who
gives them every possible encourage:

Of the many waye in which lay Cajh-
olic ladies can make themaseives valu-
able auxiliaries of our overworked clergy
the principel one is the making of hounse
to bouse visits to the Catholic poor, as is
done by the Ladies of Charity., In this
manner they could exercise grent infu-
ence for good by keeping before the poor
the true idea of home and family life.
As tne Rev. Cheplain of the Association
points out, it is an alarming fact that
the poor, in spits of improved edacation,
do not recognize the responasibilities of
marriage and pareutage, and the ien-
dency of the present day is to minimize
these responsibilities in a moat danger—
cus way. The spread of thedivorce idea,
the opening out of means of club rather
than bome life, the forget{ulness of the
constant mservice of God and of family
worsbip, not to speak of crimes that it is
nct the province of this report to com=-
bat, are all tending to Icwer the position
of husband and wile, and of parents
and children.

LESSON OF THE
‘“BOURGOGNE" DISASTER.

Speaking to the TRUE WITNESS a few
days ago, a gentleman, alluding to the
terrible disaster which overtook the
French passenger steamer La Baurgogne,
called attention to the lack of training
on the part of the crews of thia and
other large ocean liners in lowering and
manning the life-boats. He gave an
instance in which he was a prasenger in
a large steamer plying between"Montreal
and Liverpool. It was suddenly dis-
covered tnat an icebery was imme.
diately ahead, and that a collision with
it was inevitable. After the big
steanmier nad collided, the order was
given to get out the life-boats. The
crew were unable to loose them from
the davits, because of rust and because
they had been held in position tuere for
nobody knows how long. Happily, the
damage sutl'ered by the ship was trifling,
and the life-boats were not needed. But
if it had been otberwise, there would
undoubledly have been a serious loss of
life, owing 10 the difliculty experienced
in lowerirg the life- boats.

It seems to us that the obvicus pre
cautivn of giving s portion of the crew
of passenger steamers a regular exercise
in lowering and wmeaaning lifeboats
should be adopted. We are nleo of the
opinion that the safety of the prasengers
should be deemed of infinitely greater
importance than epeed. As yet, the
cause of the disaster to La Bourgogne,
and of the terrible loss of life in which
it resulted, is not known ; but it appears
from the newspaper reports and the in-
terviews with rescued passengers that
the veesel was going ahead at full apeed
in a fog. The desire and anxiety to
have a rapid passage acroas the Atlantic
have doubtless been largely removed by
this appalling catastrophe, which will
not have been without its lesson if it
brings home 1o the minds of ocean
travellera the risks attending fust pas-
sages [rom this continent to the old one,

ORANGE AGGRESSIVENESS.

That the Orangemen of this city are
growing aggressive —impudeantly aggres-
sive—was proved last Sunday by the
parade which they held against the law
of this province, and by the termon
which was preached to them in Knox
Church by the Rev. J. L. George, of
Calvin Presbyterian Church. Thesermon
was particularly insulting to the pecple
of this Catholic city. Associating
* freedom * with William of Orange and
the Battle of the Boyne—which, by-the-
bye, he claimed to have been instru-
ments of Providence—he said :

““ The seventeenth century in British
history was notable in the attempts then
made by the Catholic hierarchy to foist on
tbepeoplea doctrinein which theydid not
heliev+, resulling in the memorabie con-
flict beiween the Cavaliers and the Par-
liamentary party,the deposition of King
Charles and the triumph of Cromwell.
It waas at this time that their
enemies mistock the temper of the
people of England and Scotland, and
God, in his inscrutable providence,
bronght into the arena William of Or-
ange, to whom England owed much,

‘“ Physically feeble, the people saw in
him their deliverer, and when he reach-
ed the shores of England he was welcomed
as their deliverer, and thus in 1688
events occurred which precipitated the
British revolution. Then occcurred the
Battle of the Boyne, the resulis of which
gave to the people the liberty which
they now enjoy. It was nutorious that
where Romanism held sway, religious
liberty was curtailed.- Romanism tended
to disorganization, whereas Protestsnt
evangelization meant commercial, social -
and domestic progress and the elevation
of man. There should be no shrinking-
‘or yielding in the face of Roman Qatho-
licaggression.” o0 t

to fight or put down the Cathollcs. * This
I would call patriotic rottenness. said
he, ‘for no better lesson can be taught
the members of the Orange and Blue
order than totake as an example the
Roman Catholic girl who goes to mass
at 6 o'clock every Sunday morning, when
my people can’t get here at 11.”

But the Rev. Mr. Wood, as he took
care t0 state, is not an Qrangeman him-
self,

DISTRESS IN IRELAND.

His Eminence Cardinal Logue, writ-
ing to the editor of the Irish World on
the subject of distress in Ireland, says
that it is due neither to any radical de.
fect in the Irish character, nor to want
of industry, nor to lack of intelligence,
nor to any of the many fanciful causes to
which charitable critica are wont to as~
cribe it. The real cause must be sougit
in economic conditions under which the
mcat fertile land on earth would become
R desert and the thriftiest people
would dwiodle away. When a large
section of the jopulation is swept
from the fertile lands, and cooped
up on small patches of mountain or bug,
the wender is that such periods of dire
distress do not occ.ar even more frequent-
ly. The best proof that the pecple are
not wanting in industry is the fact that
even in the most favorable seasons they
can wring & bare subsiatence from such
au inhospitable soil.

Nor is there any prospect that this
state of hings will find & remedy while
the country is governed trom without by
statesmen who know little and oiten
care less about the people and their
wants. Though no Government can
control the seasons, #ill an enlighiened,
generous aad sympathetic Govern-
ment would put the country in such a
condition that an jsdlated bad harvest
would not as now end in disaster. Since
I remember, every pablic effort made to
redress the evils of Ireland has, through
want of knowledge, want of sympathy,
and pettifogging devices to do the
things cheap, and tlrow the financial
advantage to the side of the * predomin-
ant partner,’’ ended in adding blunder
to blunder, The same thing is going on
still in the proposed Local Government
legislation, in the same spirit and on the
same lines, and is likely to result in the
same consenuences.

FRATERNAL SOCIETIE".

The A.Q.H. is forging ahead in Mont-
real with great strides. Another Divison
was organized on Wedneaday evening in
8t. Jean Baptiste village., It will be
known as Division No. 6, and starts out
with & membership of fifty. The A.O.
H. is composed of the enthusiastic
Irishmen of Montreal, and is destined
to become a powerful factor in this
city.

The annual excursion of the Young
Irishmen’s L, & B. Awssociation wiil be
held on Thursday next, The palace
steamer Three Rivers has been char-
tered for the occasion, and another of
those delightful sails to Lake St. Peter
may be expected. The excursions of
this organization are always looked
forward to with pleasant anticipation,
and judging by the arrangements now
entered upon by the committee entrust
ed with the aflair the coming event will
be a grand success. '

ANoTHER evidence of the manner in
which Irish Catholics from the provinces
down by the sea succeed in. capturing
the honors in educational establish-
ments, in other districts in Canada, is
‘given in the following despatch, which
comen from Toronto :

Canzdian legialators, whoseefforts to reg-
ulate tha practices of this cldss have
hitherto practically failed. In dealing’
with proposed remedies the committee
—doubiless influenced by the banks—
reject, as our own Senate did last year,
onder the same influence, the proposal
to Bx a rate of interest, and propose to
confer upon the Judges of the High
Court, the County Court and the Court
of Bapkruptoy unlimited and unfe'tered
discretion to deal with usury cases that
may ¢ me iito court, to reopen aDy
settled accounts between the money
lender and his victim, and to do what is
right upon a review of the whole case
from the commencement, including
power to reduce the rate of interest and
to order repayment of any obvions over-
charges. They, however, recommend
that & borrower who wants to settle
and whose repayment is refused by the
lender may be able to apply to the
Court for relief on payment of the prin-
cipal sum advanced wilh such interest
as the Court may consider reasonable.
Cases are to be beard in private, if the
Court thinks fit, and no arrangement
entered into between the borrower and
lender after the Court has given judg-
ment ia to be valid.

Reference is mede to the declsration
of Justice Mathew that bills of sale area
curse to poor people, but the Committee
do not see their way to aboiish them,
althongh they propose to raise the limit
from £30 to £50 and to insist that the
borrower receive the whole amount.
These billa of sale should be attested
before the registrar of the county court
and explained by bim to ihe parties. In
all bills of sale the exnct amount of
priccipal, the rate of interest charged,
and the amount and date of the inatal-
ment, should be clearly set out.

‘The Committee recommend the sbolit-
ion of warrants of attorney in connection
with money lending trapsactions, and
that the defrulting borrower shall be
sued only in the court of the district
where he resides. They also propose the
practical abolition in England of the
Seotch procedure under eummary dili-
gence. The Committee further recom-
mend that all money lenders ahould be
registered, each paying a fee of £5; and:
that they shall trade only in their own
names, and not be allowed to use the
name of bank, truat, corporation, or
other misleading title.

It is likewise proposed that the issue
of any false or misleading prospectus,
circular or advertisement shall be re-
ported by the county court regisirar to
the Public Prosecutor, that the Court
shall have power to strike the
name of any offending money lender
from the register, and that such money
lender shall be incapable of recovering
any debis for money lending transac.
tions during the time his name is off
the register. It is also proposed that in
the case of money lenders carrying on
business as 2 company the managing
director and offizers shall be responaible
in the same way as an individual
Money lenders are to lkeep accounts in
the same way as pawnbrokers do of
every trausaction, and ave to furnish to
borrowers when instalments become due
ap up to date statement of their ac-
couut. -

These latter
msy not be measured by lost provinces
or ceded colonies. They oceur iun the
temper of the people and in the nature
af their Government.

Tne present war with Spain will canse
many changes in the United States.
The preachers. with that wisdom which

1Le Scripture ascribes Lo the children of
the world, have already undertsken to
1s¢ it re B lever to turn the minde of the
seople againat Catbolicism. Spain, thev
are shouting, is a Catholic country, and
all her misfortunes are due to the fact
that her people profess the Catholic
rith.

f I'ven the newspapers have taken up
tge cry. The Bulletin the otber night
worrowed the stale sneers of Henry C
Lex and drooled about Spanish supersti-
sion. The vellow Examiner, whoee edit-
ar draws bis salary from the earniugs
Af bad women and fortune tellers, had
:he colossal impudence to picture a
~riest with horns and hoof and to brand
it “superstition and ignorance.” The
Oatholic priesthood of Spain needed no
petter testimonial than this vile insult
from an organ which represents only
Jdrink, drivel and dirt.

The preachers cannot be taught any-
-hing. If they could, they would not be
srenchers Therefore, their case is hope-
.es5. Ncebody minds them anyhow—not
cven their congregations. We can dis—
i them. But it is different with the
arwapapers. Thev can be taught a
_esaon. and it is time for people to teach
it w0 them. Let them learn that this is
;1 a2 Protestant nation and this is not a
t-ligihus war.  We are rot lghting
spaninrls because Lhey are Catbolies;

We know the enuntry is full of bigots,
xho like to Joek upon this contest as
anntaer form of the ancient warfare
agninst the Pope. These sucvivils of an
iron age are hugeing the deluaion that
America is sent by Providence to smile

‘the antichrist of Rome. At every town
we hear their opirions and the news-
papers evidently think that they are
aumerous enough to be catered to. They
thought the mame wben the A.P. A.
ceaze was A ita height, and their
awakening to the bitter real state of
affairs wan sad. Newapapers are too
prone to judge of strength bv wind
power alope. They furget to reckon with
that silent mass, which sais nothing,
aut very effectively acta, ‘

Moreover, it is to be poticed tbat in
this war the bigots are not doing the
ighting. If thia be a Proveatant country,
and if this be a Protestant war, it is
‘atoat extraordinarv to witnesa the gusto
»ith which Catholics have pitched in.
Trom the first day to the day on which
we write. Catholics bave, by some
atrange and magic art succeeded in
doirg deeds of daring, in getting killed
or wounded, or in appearing in some
‘other way as desirous of serving the flag.

‘The men who have accepted the minis-
trations of the Catholic Truth Society
and blessed their noble work are not the
aoldiers of a Protestant cause, There
are, of ¢churse, among them some who
have been raised in bigotry and loock
‘apon Catholice with a feeling akin to
horror. But this feeling speedily woars
away when they find their Catholic com.
Tades as loyal and as brave as they are,
and when they find the charity of Catho
lic women universal, lender and truae,
These men -may bave gone into the war
prejudiced, but they will come out of it
brordened in mind. understanding that
American patriotiam is not to be circum
acribed by creed or caste.

IL must, however,
have been extremely aggravating in the
great camps in the Eaast. To such a
pass did matters come there that repre
sentations had to be made to Washing-
ton in order to secure for the men, who
are giving all for their country, the right
to worship God according 10the dictates
of their conscience. It was not until
two months of the war had passed, that
we were abie Lo extort this concession to
fair pisy.

Bat this mere toleration is not enough.
The Government is paying preachers to
minister to the wants of Protestants ; it
should do as much for Catholics. Peo
testanis are not a privileged class under
the Constitution. If we are to have
chaplains at all, let there be some at-
tempt to select them according to the
strength of the various denominations
represented in the camp. Catholics
take higher grouad on thia matter.
Under no circumstances are they per-
mitted to take part in Protestant ser-
vices. They may, in certain cuses, be
present at such services, but only for
good reason. No good reason exists why
a Catholic soldier ahould so demean
himsell as to permit himself to be herd.
ed into the fold of some sectarian chrp-
lain. Nocommander bas the rig t to
crder such atiendance and the eoldiers
should know it. For Caitholics to sua-
it through cowardice to such an imno-
sition, is practically tn make shipwreck
of the frith. They deny Jemus Christ.

A Cruel Injustice to Catholie Soldiers.
{New York Freeman's Jouraal,)

It is said thst & thousand out of the
thirteen bundred menin the First Rhode
Jeland Regiment are Catholics. Yet
the regiment has gune to e front, noy
with a Catholic chapliin, as one would
naturally suppase, but with a Protestant
cbhaplain, wnose 1lrflucnee on the regi
ment, irom a religious point of view, is
peceasarily very limitea. To 1he Catho
lic soldier a Protestant minister, how-
ever good & man bhe may be personally,
is nothing more than a layman like
bimself, A Catholic priest, on the
other lLrnd, having the power of dis
pensing the sacraments, possesses «
sacred character ‘hat personal virtues
can nevar bestow upon & ‘Protestant
minister.

After dinner the soldiers were
shown to their rooms, and after a bath
they all went tosleep. Manv of them
did not wake up for snpper. It was the
first time in weeks that they had cojoy:
¢d the lnxary of sleeping oa clean. cool
cots, with a sound roof over their heads,
and nature made the best of the oppor
tunity. To day, bowever, much of the
fatigue and suffering belong to the past,
and the Atlanta wbich Gen. Sherman
pounded — Confederate Atlanta — has
been glorifying them, and the boy in
blue is & hero at home among his own
penple.

The wounded men were in the hotteat
part of the fight and they have interest-
ing stories to tell. 8ome of them ad-
vanced to within a half mile of Siati
ago, and they declare that they could
bave held this position had they not
been ordered to fall back

On the night of June 30 the men al-
vanced to within a short distavce of the
city of Siatiago wnd then slept on their
arms. The following morning it was
found that the pickets had been within
ten yards of the Spanish linea.
For some reason they were hot fired
npon. U July 1 the batule began.
One of the greateat difticulties tue
Americans had to contend with was
the Spanish sharp-hooters. It is aaid
that these men did more hare prior to
their ronte than any other pirt of the
Spanish army. The Americana did not
know wnen or from what tree they
would be ureeted with a volley of
Spanish bullets.

A private sayes he was fichting near a
commissioned otlicer, a Lieuienant, he
thinks. wno kept dodging irom side to
side.  The otficer continued there antics
for a"me time and then the private ad-

Aunotber private said that they fonght
from trenches with their food sapply
by thems. [heir supply of provisions
was enough to lastifor weeks, and had
the treuches been captured by the Span-
iards there would have been a temiporary
end ot famine in Santirgo. The private
added. however that there was no
danger of the provisions being captired
a8 long asthe United S:ates soldiers de-
fended the trauches.

Tue ofticers were the principal ohjects
of nttnck by the Spaniards. Tuoe Spanisn
sharpshooters and the regular lines of
infantry all directed their fire at the
otficers, and when one was.seen to fall n
cheer invariably went un from the dors

Muny privates werenatur «ly tbe victima
of the fire, but both the officers and the

Oae story was of a duel on the battle-
fiesd between twosoldiers, one Americau,
the otber Spanish. I. was during one
of 1khe lulls that occesionally occur on
battlefields, when the men of their own
accord stop firing in order o let the
smoke clear away and to caich a breath
of fresh air. The Spaniards bad made
a charge and had-been repulsed. The
Americans had pursued them, and one
man was left In front of the Ameri

can line when the United States soldiers
retired to-their original position. This
man was wounded and nesr him was a
Spanish so.dier, who was thought to be
dead. It developed that he was not. He
saw the American and slowly brought
his gun to bisshonlder and fired, the ball
striking the American soldier in the leg.
The American sunawered with his gun.
and for several minutes the fire was kej t
up.six or seven shots being tired on each
side.

Chaplain Dwight Galloupe, of the
Ninth Cavalry, is one of the men brought
here from the battlefield. He arrived
at the post wearing a suit of hrown cor-
duroy, leggings, & blue flannel shirt and
bicycle cap. His shoulder straps were
silver memoted, with a silver cross, sig-
nilying his office, while from & cord
around his neck wae suspecded & silver
crucifix. Yesterday he said :

* Garcia failed to notify our men of the
presence of Spanish sharpshooters in
trees. He wan supposed to watch over
these things, but did not find out that
the sharpshooters were wailing for us.
Consequently, when we advanced, our
men met with a witherirg fire from
the tree tops, and it was with great diffi-
culty -that tnese men were dislodged.

TIE CONT OF WAR.

The expenditure in connectinn with
the war in enormous. Nearly $100,000,
000 in cash has been puid out of the
Lreasury on accouat of the war with
Spain.

It is impossible to obtain an accurate
estimate of the cost of the war, for the
reason that it is difficult to draw the
line ¢xuactly between what would be the
ordinury expenses of the army and navy
snd the expenses directly cnargeable to
the war. However, the expendituce on
account of the army and the navy since
the passage of the National Defense Act
have run more than $75,000,000 over the
expenditure for the same period of last
year. The greater part of this was paid
foue for the War Department, the ex-
penses of whick have increased more
than 0 000,000. Tne increase in naval
expenditures has been over $25 000,000,

These figures represent actual cash
pryments and do not include coatracts
on which payments have not yet fallen
due, &s is the case with many of the con-
(ricts made under the National Defence
act. Since July 1, the war expenditures
nave averaged about $1,000 0 a day,
and it is expected that they will run far
over this amount when more of the army
is actnilly in the tield, as the cost of
msaininiaing it there is much greater
than in the canips,

Heavy as isthe drain upon the Treas
ury there will be no dithicalty in meet-
ine all demands as they become due
Within n few duys the proceeds of the
F20000 000 boed sale will he covered
into the Treasury, running the cash bal
ance fur heyoud its present figure of
$230 000,000,

The war reverme law is alvo in full
operatiou now aid recelpts under it are
coming fully up to the elpectations of
the Treasury Departmoent. The 1nternal
revenue receipts tor the present month,
1o date, amoumt to $OM8TG fally
donbling Lthe teceipts from this source
urdertne old law,

Nuw, if we wanted to
show that there is vo foundation for the
charge which has been made against us,
there conld be no better means of show-
ing it than by pointing to whal has been
done in this College since it was freed
from the trammels of red-tape and the
taint of alien rule. There is hardly a
branch of ecclesiastical knowledge—and
secular knowledge also, 88 bearing upon
the training of an ecclesigatic—for which
the Bishops of Ireland have not made
provisionsince the Collegefell altogether
into their own bands, and they are
always adding new chairs, and making
some provision for the education of the
students so that they may go forth into
the world not merely as accompiished
ecclesiastics, but also that they may go
forth carefully grounded in those semi
ecclerinstical and general subjects which
will enable them to take their places aa
edncated gentlemen amonest those with
whom they will have to associate.

Tie trouble in many
honsehelds is that the diet in notr-gu-
lated o euit the weather. While the ise
of mest should not be abandoned it ia
ohvious to any thinking housekesper
toat vegetables shonld form the chief
part of the meal. lers than haif ti-

qantity of meat stiould be nsed in aum
mer than in winter. I ouecan lenm to
dispense with it at hrenkinat, there is ne
d,ubt that the health is beneiited there-
by. Ifthe princinle nieal is ssrved at
noon, the work of the day ie practically
over when the dinner dishes are washed
up, for the evening meal should then
conaist of such focd as ecold meat,
natatoes, salad cr sliced tomatoes, bread
and butter and berrica. The kitchen
fire, if you use » £osl slove or range, can
be allawed todie ont witer dinner. ard if
iced tea is used, it need not be rekindled.
A small fire started just before supper
weuld be suflirent to bail the water if
hot tea in preterred. By having as ligtle
fire as possible you can keep the temp*a-
ture of your kitchen bearable Curing the
summer months.

When dinner 1a served at night, pre-
pare your vegetables nfter your fizht
noon luncheon and let them stand in
water.  Your afternocn may then be
devoted to rest, sewing and to whatever
work yci may crre to devote yourself
If you bave a gas or gasoline stove ycu
bave only to seek the kitchen about
half an hour bLefore meal time, Jight
your fire and cook your vegetables.
Chops or steak nre cooked in & short
time, tea is drawn even more quickly,
and the getticg up of a full mesl made
easy by a little good management. Have
vour berries or desert on ice and serve
them directly from the refrigerater.

Doing away with the elaborate cooking
in sunimer is beneticial to the digestinn,
and the comfort derived from the car
tailing of labor is beartily appreciated
by the member of the family wuose duty
it may be to prepare the meals.

A glass of lemonade is frequently
wanted quickly., A good way is to keep
a lemon ayrup prepared. The foliowing
are good proportions to use: Put one
pound of sugar in one pint of water and
heat to boiling ; pour this ayrap in a jar
with one pint of strained lemon juice.

In the Wake of 2 Shell that Pulverized
Iron Stanchions.

ATHO

An Almoat Miraculous Escape—
Stoel Plating Torn Into Ribbons
and a Suffocating Smoke Pro-
duced—A Man Blown to Atoms.

The fearful havoc which may be ac-
complished by the bursting of even a
small modern shell is well illustrated by
the incident of the Texas being struck
while silencing the shuie batteries and
covering the landing pariies at Buquari.
The epecial correapondent of the London
Telegraph at Guantanamo thius describes
the incident :—

The prejectile was a steel six-inch
sirell, fired, it in believed, from one of the
highpower ship’s guns that bave been
mounted on the tortiticaticne since
Admiral] Cervera’s tlezt was blockaded in
Santiago harbor.

Toe
only piece of any size picked up was
rather leas than hali the base, just
enough to enable it to-be ascertgined
that it had heen & six-inch shell. fired
from & hagh-power breech loading gun
and exploded by a percuasivn tuse lixed
in the n/ we.

Some Statisties Regardingthe Religious
Condition of the Masses.

We know, for just cne thing, tbat in
L. 'ndon there are §" D) women who sell
body and apul for a litile money. In-
deed, we are assured that 80 sppalling is
the physical and moral degradation of a
Iarge section of the buman family now
living in this electric centnry, that one
ol the cbrinpions of the people has not
hesitated to say that “ if & choice were
given to any oneof them, between enter-
ing life an a Tierra del Fuegean or as a
bewer of wood in such a highly-
civilized country ss Great Britain,

he would make infinitely bet-
ter «choice in  selecting Lhe lot
of the savage’; while Professor

Huxley has given it as his opinion ‘that
unless there 18 an improvement of the
greater part of the human family ... .
in the intensity of work with its concom-
itant physical and moral degradation
among the mnosses of the people, he
would hail the advent of some kindly
comet, which would sweep the whole
affair away, as a desirable consumma-
tion.” John Ruskin writes: *‘Tnough
we are deafened with the noise of the
spinning wheels and the rattle of the
looms, our people have no clothes;
though they are black with digging
{uel, they die of cold; and though mil-
lions of acres are covered with ripe
golden grain, our people die from want
of bread.” As to the religions condi-
tion of the masses, let us select a few
diatricts in th East Ead of London.
It has been calculated that out of a
population of 124 000 persons in Shore-
ditch less than 6,000 attend any kind of
morning service even on Sanday, and
that even in the evening the numb:r
does not rise to 8,000. In Whitechapel.
out of an estimated popnlation of 76,000
souls, only 4 134 attend mexvice in the
morning, and 4,203 in the evening. Iu
Stepuey, out of a population of 63,000,
but 3401 attend in the morning and 4,039
in the evening. In Poplar, oat of a popa-
Iation of 169,000 12 842 attend in the
morning, &nd 17,503 1n the evening. And
in other parts of the metropolis things
sre net much better.

Tuarpentine is an excellent family
remedy. Ii-inbaled it is soothing in
bronchitis, pneumonis, croup, and all
lmng troublea.

Enrache may be cured by the fumey of
chloxoform, or hy putting a pirce of
cotton dipped insweet 0il and laudanum
im the ear. The pain of a burn may be
relieved by an application of powdered
borsx. moistenad with cold water; a
poultice of raw potato ; & mixture of in-
seed oil, lime water and glycerine, or a
paste of staxch and white of an egg.

Bleeding from the nose may be stop-
ped by holding the hands over the head
and applying ice tothe nose and the
back of the head : from the lunge by
eating salt and ice, and from the stom-
&cb by eating pounded ice, and apply-
img & mustard plaster.

Black cashmere may be renovated and
returned to ita original freshness by a
thorough brushing and sponging in warm
borax water.

The crop reportas received by the head
offices of the Molsons Bank from their
azents in Quebec and Ontarfo are this
yaar of & very encooraging character. In
tae Eastern Townships farmers are
beginnirg bayiog, which promises &
good crop.  Tne wkeat is looking well,
and with favorable weather will yield
heavily. The outlook for all crops is
very goed ; farmers feel very hopeful and
report & good general harveat.

Fhe manager of the Torunto branch
writes: 'l have made careful observa.
tion and enquiries not only bere but in
other parts of the country where I have
been and am of opinion that every kind
of crop. including grain, hay, fruit, roots.
e.c., will beexceptionally abundant this
year.! The exceptional sbundance of
the iy crop is everywhere nited. In
s yite of complainta of ruat in one or two
districta, fall wieat and rye are v.ry
promising, and will go considerabls
rbeve th- average. The same in reporied
o! epring wheat, bath in ragard 10 height
of sttaw and Minemsof theheads. Oz1annd
pzaa are looking well and will be & 'ull
average. Roots are promiring and fully
two Wepks_ in advance of former venrs,
8 ma wberrieshave been very plentiful «nd
raspherries promise tobe equally so.

A few years
ago log cabins, with miserable outbuild-
lngs. and in many cases no outbuildings
at all, were dotted over the country ; to-
day wefind good, substantial houses and
outbuildings, fields well fenced, and
vacant lands selling at good figures,
where only ashort time ago the same
lands conld have been purchased for the
taxes.
