 IRISH INTELLIGENRCE.

The Rev, Father Haly, Father Fortescue, aed Fa-
ther William Kelly, loft Oarrigabolt on Monday last,
after having concluded there on that day a mission
of three weeks' continuance., The church was crowa-
ed each day of  the mission from morping to night,
and the entire of the people of this large parish per-
formed 'their Easter duties by going to Contession
and Holy Communion. This i8 the third mission
given by these holy oriests, of the most. illustrions
Jesuit Order, in the parish of Carrigahol:, County
Clare, for the past ten years. Iu 1854, when father
Haly came here first to give & mission, he, and the
other Fathere with him, were furiously assailed, and
often on the public roads, on their private walks, and
even inside the church when addressing the people.

This did not arise from the apathy of the latter,
but because the parsons, Bible-readers, and basiliff
power, were all united by the common bond of bi-
gotry and avarice. Souperism is now, however, all
over here, which bappy rosult is mainly the effect of
these missions. So delighted were the people with
the sermons and other spiritual exerciges, hat they
entreated Father Haly to arrange even a week’s mis-
sion for this parish every year. But the good priest
eaid that he did not think it advisable, but, as they
o earnestly requested it, he promised them another
mission in three years’ time. On Sunday evening the
parishioners testified their joy and gratitude by the
most enthusiastic ‘demonstrations ; and on Monday
the Fathers left the parish vz Limerick, for Dublin,
accompuanied by the parish priest of Carrigaholt, the
Rev. Mr, Meeban,— Munster News, July 6.

A new chapel is about to be built at Cushentown,
coanty Wexford, to which Mr. Lambert, of Carnagh,
has contributed fifty pounds. Mr. Lambert has also
given for the purpose three and a-half acres of lacd,
with a long lease, and in additiou has assisted very
handsomely in improving -the parockial school and
completing the new parochial houase. ’

On July 4th the Diocesan Synod of Cork wasopen-
ed by the Most Rev. Dr. Delaney, There were ore-
sent over 70 of the clergy, secular and regular. Im-
mediately after the Synod the Rev. Father Burke, O,
P,, began the annual retreat of the clergy. The Very
Rev. Dr, Russell, Provincial of the Dominicans, open
ed the retreas for the bishop and clergy of Kerry on
the afternoon of July 4tb, in the Presentation Monas-
tery.

On Sunday, the 10th of Jaly, a mission was
opened by the Dominican Fathers at Clonbroney, Co,
Longfora, and conducted by the Very Rev. P, V,
Mleadth, O, P., St. Magdalene's Drogheda, assizted
by the Very Rew. BE. Murpby, 0. P., S8, daviour’s,
DNublin, Fathers Prendergast, O. P., 8t. Malachi’s
Priory, Dundalk, and Fitzgibbon, O. P., S, Mary’s,
Cork.

Amongst the sacred structures recently erected in
Ireland, the exquisite Gothic Church of tke Holy
Cross, Kenmare, and the splendid Convent attached
1o it, are the most beautiful, and wil! be enduring
memorials of the piety and zeal of the Rev. John O'-
Sullivan, Arch-deacon of Kerry, and the flock confi-
ded <o hia charge. For one of :he principal windows
of the Church the worthy Archdeacon has ordered s
magnificent stained glass picture, which will be for-
warded to its destination in & few days. It repre-
gents the Ascension of Our Lord, and is taken from
Overbeck’s celebrated work.

DECLAHlATION QF IRISH GRIBEVANCES,

In order to justity the discontent of the Irish peo-
ple, and to meke known to the world the unhappy
condition to which our country is reduced by Eng-
lish rule, we hereby declare—

1. That to be bound only by laws mede by an
Irish Legislature ia the inalienable right of the Irish
people, That in the year 1783 (eighty thousand
Irishmen being vhen in orms) the Parliament of Eng-
land acknowledged that right by the following so-
lemn-declaration : — ]

‘ That the said right claimed by the People of Ire-
land 1o be boand only by laws made by his Majesty
and the Parlinment of that Kingdom in all cases
whatever, and to bave all actions snd suits at law
or in equity, which may be instituted in that King-
dom, decided in his Majesty’s courts therein finally
and without appeal from thence, shall be and is
hereby declared to be established and ascertained
for ever, and shall at no time hereafter bs questioned
or queationable.'—(22 Geo. IIL, chap, 28.)

Seventeen years after the faith of England bad
been thus solemnly pledged, the British Minister, by
means of bribery and terror, accomplished the des-
truction of the Irish Legisiature. But the People of
Ireland have never ratified that treachercus and dis-
honest transaciion.

2. That the decay of public spirit, of gerius, of li-
terature, of art, of industry, has here as elsewhere
resulted from the lose of independence. But in ad-
ditiod to this, the foreign rule under which we suffer
is the source of abuses and of suffering such as are
found nowhere but in Ireland.

3. Ireland, for the last sisty.three years, has al-
ways in every year, including those called years of
fewnine, produced more corn, cattle, and other food,
than all ker people could consume.

Yet Ireland, like Hindostan, is subject.to visita-
tions of famine ; and, while styled an integral part
of the weslthiest of empires, has the poorest popula-
tion in the Christian world.

4. In the fifty years sncceeding 1811 (when for the
first time after the so-called ' Union’ the censns was
taken by personal enumeration) the popnlation of
Ireland has actually decreased ; while that of Eng-
land has more than doubled in the same period.

In the year 1845 the population of Ireland was
about 8,500,000, At the end of fifteen years from
thar date, through the operation of the Great Famine
of 1846—1852, and of the Emigration stimulated
thereby, our oumbers had fallen to 5,764,543. In
all those yeurs Ireland was producing (a8 aforesaid)
more than suofficient food for all her people.

Within she same period of fifteen years the popu-
lation of England has increased by nearly four mil-
lions: while the production of food in that country
bas every Fear been insufficient for its population.

5. The decrease in our nuinbers i3 caused by want
of industrial employment, and by poverty and hun-
ger. And yet Ireland has resources ‘within herself
in the fertility of her s0il and the industry of her in-
habitants to maintein in comfort & population of
twenty millions. ‘

¢. In Ireland the great mejority of the tillers
of the soil have no tenure of their farms ex-
cept from year to year, They are thus absolutely
in the power of their landlords. For, once thrown
out of their farms, the [rish peasantry must either
emigrate, starve, or bécome public paupers. They
cannot resort to manufacturing industry in Ireland,
becaase, since tbe ‘ Union,’ the English manafactu-
rers have got possession of our market. Only one
.congiderable manufactureia left in. Ireland, that of
linen, which is confined to the eastern half of one
province, where it maintains a degree of prosperity
unknown in the other parts of the country, "~ © -

The landlords, to whom English rule commita
wiat is thus uiwost & power of life and death over
our rural popalation, for a great part reside in Eng-
land, and regard themselvas as Englishmen.

The circumstances of this emigration of the Irish
are calenlated both to 2dd to the sufferings of their
native country, and to exercize an evil influence
upon the destiny of the emigrants themselves. The
emigration being prompted in the vast msjority of
cases by migery and despair, is not the movement of
an orgenised community carrying its order and its
moral 1pﬂuences slong with it, but rather the disose
derly flight of many individuals parted from home,
fawily, friends, neighborbood, conntry—irom the
family and social relations in which God bas placed
our chief aids to piety and virtne.

_Such ig the poverty which drives the Irigh in my-
riads from their native land that it is but seldom a
whole family have the means of crossing the ocesn
together, still less of settling together in a new home
beyond the ocean. Generally it is the young and
strong who emigrate : the old and weak being left
behind. An always increasing proportion of help-
lessness and disease is thus produced in Ireland. In
the ten years ending 1861, ‘while the whole popula-
tion _of the country decreased by 733,417, the number
of blinc, deaf and dumb, and idiots und lunatics, po-
sitively increased by 5,683, '

As to the emigrants themselves, those who consi-
der the bardships and the temptations to which they
are necesssrily exposed, must anlicipate for vast
numbers of them the melancholy fate which all sta-
tistical returns and such indisputable suthorities as
the Catholic Bishop of Toronto reveal—namely, di-
sease, depravity, premature. deaths, and ignoble
graves. And yer the people subjected by foreign
rule to such calamities are of & nature so affecsionate
and pious, that ever since the Great Irish Famine a
million sterling a year jg sent by Irish emigrants in
America to relieve the wants of their parents and

AxcrexT IrisE OBATORIES, — When OChristianity
was promalgated in Ireland, in the ffth ceatury,
gaya Mr. George Victor du Noyer, its immediate pro-
foasors erected, here and there over the countiry, a
very remarkable class of buildings called Oratories ;
‘and of these many yet remain in the remote western
parts, of the county of Eerry, and in some of the
islande off the west coast. These structures are
small, and almost invariably rectangular in plan,
though ome of them,on Church Island, in Lough
Currane, at Waterville, in the county of Kerry, ia
roctangular within, but of & broad oval shape with.
out: They are biiilt of dry masonry, the stones
being carefully fitted together, and sometimes bear-
ing indications of having been dressed. The walls,
_which are usnally without foundstions, are very
thick, aod those forming the sides of the building
converge rapidly from the ground, ea-ch stone over-
lapping the one beneath it till the edifice was closed
at the apex by & row of single blocks. In one ie
gtance the gable walls converge almost as much as
the sides, thus giving to the structure a singularly
quaict appearance. -The doorways, .wlnch_ are in-
variably flat headed, with converging sides, are
placed in the gable facing westward, the lintels and
zills being formed of very large hlocks. The gables
facing eastward are pierced by o smsll window or
narrow loop, which, in one iestaunce, is semi-circular-
headed. — Builder,

four millions —that is, about one-third the valuation
of the country. This {rightful drainage would be of
itself sufficient to explain the ever-increasing misery
of the land. 'Our-waste lands are unreclaimed, our
fields unfenced, undrained ; our hill-sides unplanted ;
our towns decaying ; our manufaciures perisbing or
gone ; net because of the ¢ bumidity > of our climate,
or the *sterility ’ of our soil, but because of the ex-
baustion of the mainspring of productive induatry,
the capital of the country. There is no couatry in
Europe or in the world subject to a similar process
of exbaustion, and the wonder i3, not that Ireland is
impoverished, but that she hns been able to keep her
head above waterat all for the last fifty years, With-
in that period & sum of Two Hundred Millions ster-
ling has beer drawn from this country in the shape
of abgentee rents, and of that frightful aggregate not
one golitary pound bas ever returned. England has
thriven, the cities of the continent have flourished
tpon the ruin and the beggary of Ireland.—Dublin

treaties, disturbed the balance of power, and endan-

¢ She is loath to hear the biast of war—she shrinketh
from her fos.!

We bad wished and hoped aod prayed that Eogland
would be involved in this war, and iz so far we have
been disappinted But we are not without rich so-
lace in our woe, and we find it hard to say whether
Lngland’s danger would give us a keener pleasure
that England’s degradation. But, though her present

'shame i3 manifeat, iz her future danger less? We

belisve not; but we shall not now pause to discuss
that side of the question: We give one final extract
from the Times and ieave it in all its naked clear-
ness, to tell its tale of shame:—* In the face of their
(Austria's and Prussia’s) treason and the apathy or
discretion of the other powers, we can do nothing ;
unless, indeed, it iz to be alleged that we ought to
be prenared to “sacrifice this Empire, and sall the
mighty interests aiaked in its preservation, {n & wild
and suicidal attempt to prevent forty million Ger-
mans from taking possession of a nsrrow strfp of
land lying between them and the Dares, and occu-
pied, no doubt, by a majority of their own race.—
Even if there were the least hope of success, 1t would
still be & question whether we should be doing good
or evil, and whether we had the right to interfers:
but no reasonable being can doubt that we should
be wasting our satrength in vain, and that, with all
Germany ia perpetual reserve, we ghould lose man
for man, till all our army had disappeared, and the
disputed province would remain in the hands of its
old German ichabitants!—Irish People.

StaTisTics oF MurDER.—4A return has been made
to Parliament, exhibiting certain statistics of all
committals or trial on the charge of murder in each
of the three kingdoms during the last seven years.
For England and Wales and for Ireland the returns
are given for each year separately, but for Scotland
they are calculated for the whols period. Last year
there were 104 persons tried for murder in Englaad
and Wales. 41 of these were acquitted, 13 were
found insane, and 22 were ezecuted, the remainder
receiving modified sentences. In Ireland, last year,
although 42 persons were committed for trial on
the charge of murder, ouly 2¢ were ectually tried,
10 were acquitted, 2 escaped on the ground of in-
sanity, 6 were convicted capitally, and 4 were exe-
cuted. A comparison with the other yearsshows
that in England and Wales there were more execu-
tions in 1862 than in any yesar since 1556, although
there were fewer committals for trial, In 1857
there were 100 put on their trial for murder, and 13
executed; in 1859, 106 were tried and only 9 suf-
fered the extreme penalty: and io 1862, 108 were
committed and put upon their trial, and 18 were
gentenced to be hanged, but one of these committed
guicide on the moraning of his intended execution,
leaving 17 who suffered, In Ireland 131 persons
were committed on the charge of murder in (857,
of whom only 95 were actually tried, and not ome
was executed. [a the years between 1858 and 1862
both inclusive, tke proportions ¢f committals and of
those brought to trial in Ireland were pretty equal
in each year; the executions were few, only 11 dur-
ing the five years, The statistice for the seven
years, 1857-63, show that in England and Wales
there were doring that period 621 committals and
96 executiona; in Scotland, 257 were committed, of
whom 149 were put on their trial and 5 executed;
snd in Ireland 548 were committed for trial, 384
were tried, and 15 suffered the sentence of death.
The proportion of concealments of births in each
kingdom offered an instructive comparison. In
England and Wales, with a population which may
be roughly stated at 20,000,080, there wera 85 coa-
victions ; in Scotland, with say 3,150,000 of popula-
tion ihere were 290, and Ireland, withk a popula-
tion which may be eatimated at 6,100,000, there
were 45 convictions. :

operalions have now commenced in earnestin the
countien of Middlesex, Berks, Bucks, and Surrey, and
within the next three weeks a great portion of the
grain crop will have fatlen beneath the sickle.

With regard
to potatoes, though many fields of the early varieties
wore almost destroyed by the severe frosta which ac-
curred late in the spring, no complants bave as yet
been heard of blight. The pastures are sadly in need
of rein, and now present a parched and arid appear-
ance. The fruit crop is & good one, and the trees in
the market gardens are loaded with apples, plums
sud other fruit.

o GERMANY AND DENMARK.

The military operations during the past week have
not been of much importance. The oceupation of
Jutland was completed by General Falkenstein
without any difficulty. As the flag of the Allies
wad being displayed at Skagen, the northern point
of the peninsula, the Danes made an attempt to Jand
on the coast at Aalbeck, & few miles south of the
point, hut wers repulsed by a body of German hus-
sars; On the 12th instant a equadron of four Ger-
man gunboats oequpied the roadstead of Litz, south
of the island of Sylt on the west coast of Sleswig;
the Danish gunboats stationed there declined a
battle. An engagement, however, tock place on the
14th jnstant between the two squadrons near the
island of Fobr, after the refusal of Captain Hammer,
Danish commandant of the latter island, to capitu-
late. On the night of the 17th instant the island
was captured, but Capiain Hammer succeeded in
escaping with a few shipa.

_The immediate conseguence of the change of Mi-

nigtry at Copenhagen has been, as was generally
expected, that proposals for peace have bzen made,
On the 1lth instant & Danish vessel cams into
Swinemunde under & flag of truce, bearing a request
for a guspension of hostilities. At the same time
QJolonel'Kaufmsann, of the Danish army, visited the
headquarters of the sllied armies in Jutland for the
same purpose. On the 14th instant Baron Gulden-
krone arrived at Berlin with a despatch from Al. de
Bluhme, also requesting a suspension of arms, for
the purpose of treating for a longer srmistice, and
ultimately on the conditions of peace. Ttis reqnest
was “acceded to by tbe allies, and a truce con-
cluded which will 1ast until the end of the present
month, The negotiations for-fixing a basis of peace
and for the conclusion of the longer armistice will
be opened immediately in Vienna between the Pleni-
potentiaries of Denmark, Austria, and Prussia, The
vigit of Prince John of Glucksburg, the brother of
the King of Denmark, has borne immediate fraits,
although, according to strict etiquette, the mission
must be said to have beer unsuccessful: the King
of Prussia refused to see the Prince, and Herr von.
Bismarck was consequently obliged to declire his
official visit. The prospect of peace is most satis-
factory in the eyes of Europe.
It is understood thut the programme of Denmark
js ag follows :—~1. Peace to be made by the three
belligerent Powers, and by them alone. 2. The
basis of peace to be the relinquishment of Slesvig
and Holstein. The cession to be made to Austria
and Prussis. 4. Austria and Frussis to retain the
Duchies until the suvccession question i3 settled,
We cbaerve in this programme the absence of the
following perplexing ingredients ;:—The questions of
nationalities in the Duchies; the assent of the Ger-
man Confederation ; the consent of tke neutral
Powers ; and, lastly, the succession difficulty, which
is only noticed in the last article in order to fix &
certain point of time.

The newest Danish army list shows that the total
loss in Daunish officers in the winter and spring cam-
paign amounts to 150, of whom 66 were taken pri-
goners {3 lieutenant-colonels, 2 majors, 3 captains,
1 rittmeister, 16 premier and 35 second lieutenants],
and 84 killed and wounded [including 1 major-gen-
eral 3 colonels, 1 lientenant-colonel, 8 majors, 14
captains, 20 premier and 39 second lieutenants].
Since the beginning of the war no less than 68
Swedish and 1 Norwegian officers have reccived
commiasions in the Danish army.

Stockholm, July 15. —The Dagligé Allehande of
to-day says .—Denmark is of little importance to
strengthen Scandinavia against Russia. The ab-|
sorption of Denmark by Germany would inspire us
with pity, but not with alarm. The construction of
the firat Monitor for the Swedish navy has been com-
menced at the ironworks., The materials for two
others are ready.

Tonden, July 15.—0a the afternoon of the 14th
instant an engagement tock place at Fobr between
the allies and the Danish gunboata,

Vienna, Jnly 16.—The proposals of Denmark, ad-
dreesed direct to the Courts of Berlin end Vienna,
kave been met on the part of Anstria and Prussia by
a suspension of arms on land and sea until the 31st
of July, during which period the blockade will be
raised, The German Powers have added the request
that Denmark will immediately gend Plenipoten-
tiaries to Vienna, in order to come to an understand-
ing with Austria aud Prossia relative to the bagis
of peace.

Berlin, July 18,—The suspension of hostilities
agreed upon between Austria, Prussia, and Den-
mark i3 to commence at noon, the 20th instant, and
to0 last uatil midnight the 31at ingt. The blockade
of the Prussian harbora by the Danish fieet will also
be raised during the sams period.

There is an end of the war botween Germany and
Denmark. How unfortusate for Denmark that it
ever began. We have more than once suggested as
the best means of terminating the quarrel, that Den-
mark should become s German Power and a member
of the Bund. It would seem that thls idea is now
prevalent in Copenhagen, and has long possessed
King Christian’s mind., Certain it is that sscret ne-
gotiations are on foot between the new Danish Mi-
nistry and the Oabinets of Vienna and Berlin, and
that the Dares have virtaally 1aid down their arms.
Woe sincerely hope that peace may be re-established
upon the most favorable terms for the vanguished.
Theyfought & gallant fght against overwhelming
odds, having, unfortanately for them, placed confi-
-dence in the falss promises of Lords Palmerston and
Rusgell,—and it is no shame to them that they have
been obliged to succumb. — Weelkly Register.

At the present moment
fever is raging in the Jesaore district, while the soil
is 8o exhausted that no returan is to be wonfor labor.
The planter, at whose door all the misfortunes of the
ryat are laid, ig in no better plight. ‘He is in debt,
and sees no prospect of such prosperity as will re-
lisve him from embarrassment, There had been ex-
pectation of an insurrection on the part of the ryots
in May, but a3 yui the people bad shown 2o signs of
nsing force. - .

CHINA.

Details have been received of the capture of Chang-
chow by Gordon. On May 11 he stormed the town,
after a desperate fight, with the slaughter of 3,000
Taepings. A large body of Cantonese rebels wag
annihilated. Hoo-wang, one of the most noted lead-
ers, was captured and beheaded. Gordon was about
to return to Quinsan, whence, after closing hig af-
fairs he will make his way home to England, in obe-
dience to the Order in Council prohiniting British
goldiers from furtber service in Ohina. It was ru-
moured that Tanyang had fallen. Ssan-kwo-fan had
resolved to reducs Nankin without the aid of Gordon
It was generally believed that no locg time would
elapse before the complete subjugation of the Taep-
ings was effected,

JAPAN,

By intelligence from Japan, up to May 14, we learn
that the Emperor wag endeavouring with the aid of
the most powerful Daimios, to reduce Prince Choshia
to submission. Prince Satsuma was in command of
the Imperial forces. Her Majesty’s ships Congueror
and Pelorus were expected at Yokohama, to actin
conjunction with two Dutch frigates, and effect the
opening of the inland sea.

The Customs suthorities continued to check expor-
tation by petty and vexatious charges.

CAPE OF GOOD HOPE.

Much alarm hag heen created at the Gape by rumours
of an outbreak among the Kaffir tribes: It was even
said that the paramount chief, Kreli, had crossed the
Bashee in force, and attacked the mounted police.
The 2nd battalion of the 11th regiment and a detach-
ment of Artillery, with & battery of Armatrong guns,
bad started in the Valorousto ®ast London. Rau-
mour had, however, - outstepped reality, and though
Kreli had shown great irritation &t the intended re-
moval of the Tambookies from the Queenstown set-
tlements into Transkei, he had not resorted to arms,
The Governor in return desired to make a warlike
demonpstration, It waa thooght that the Tambookie
question would be reconsidered.

Later advices from the frontier reported thie alarm
to have been in & great measure groundless, nothing
like actual collision having taken place. Kreli had
been irritated by the reported intention of the Go-
vernor to remove the Tambookies from their Queen-
stown locations to Transkei, and on that account the
chief bad been assuming & threatening tone. In re-
turn the Governor wag desirous of making a warlike
democstration. The British authorities thought there
was no fear of any actual disturbances.
