MME BRESKOVSKAYA
UPHOLDS FREEDOM

Grandmother of R‘;;ssia Will
Speak at Convocation:

Hall Today.

Toronto citizens will be afforded the
opportunity of hearing an address by
Madame  Catharine. Breshkovskaya,
who is known the world over as the
grandmother of the Russian revolu-
tion, in Convocation Hall today.

Rev, H. A. Berlis, pastor Rhodes
Avenue Presbyterian Church, writing
in a Canadian chunch magazine on
prisons and prisoners in Russia in an
issue dated May 11, 1912, says:

“Catharine Breshkovakaya, of noble
descent, cultured and highly educated,
when a mere girl rgsolved to halp the
pooripeasants, who were oppressed by
the officials. Dressed as a peasant
woman she went among the people
trying to teach them the principles
and stir up the love for freedom. She
was arrested and sent to Siberia as a
khard labdr .convict. Altogethar she
spent 23 years in prison and exile. On
being allowed to return <o European
tussia, she agdin started her mission
of education among the peasants. In
1904 and 1905 she visited America to
raise funds for the revolutionary
cause. She returned to Russia to re-
sume her work, now 64 years old, wds
arrested. and throwyn into the fortress
of Peter and aul. All  effonts.
of friends to bail her out have been
unsuccessful. Most likely she will e?d

Injunction in Connection
With Strike at Willys-
Overland Plant. .

Toledo, June 8.—Declaring that in-
dusiry had been obstructed py “riot~
ous and disorderly conduct and inti-
midation,” Jchn M. Killits, judge of
the United States district court, late
yvesterday issued a temporary injunc-
tion restraining the Auto Trades
Council, machinists’ local, their. mem-
kers and labor leaders, from interfer-
irg with workers or in any way ham-
pering operation of the automobile
pilant of the Willys-Overland Co.

The injunction is ecffective at 1.30
pm. Tuesday, June 10, at which tim2
it is believed the plant will be re-
cpened under armed guard and a re-
duced number of labor pickets,

The court issued a warning that the
order will have the same force as a
permanent injunction, and that viola-
tions will be punished in the same
manner. s

The plant has been idle for nearly
three weeks.. It was opened for one
day this week, but rioting, in which
two were killed and rearly a score in-
jured, caused a cessation of business
again.

The employes are demanding a 45-
hour week instead of 48, which is the
company’s working system.

NEEDED IN WEST
President Beatty Says Good

Harvest Would Restore
People’s Confidence.

-DYNAMITE EXPLOSION
KILLS A COBALT BOY

Another Boy So Seriously Injured He
May Die—~They Found an
Explosive Cap.

Victoria, June 7. — The ‘Colonial
(Consetfvative), in commenting on the
budget speech, says: “The tariff re-
ductions provided for in Sir Thomas
White's budget speech were those
which were generally expected.”

The Liberal-Unionist paper, The
Times, says: ‘“The finance minister
has dealt very tenderly with the tariff.
The repeal of the 5 per cent. increase
against British imports and the par-
tial repeal of the 7% per cent. war
duty on other imports is not a very
material concession, for surely nobody
imagined that those taxes, imposed
during the war, would be Yalérated by
the public in fime of peace. It is
true that the changes altogether in-
voive a loss of §17,000,000 in revenue,
but the practice bV the government
of some of the economy it is constant-
ly urging upon the public and an equit-
able income tax would more than meet
that loss.”

The Province, dealing with the bud-
get speech, says: “The_tariff changes
reflect the decision not to call upon
the people this year to pay anything
on the principal of the war debt. In
this period of reconstruction it is
thought that the people will do well
to handle the special financial prob-
lems that arise and meet the interest
and pension charges. The minister
{ does not expect to collect so much as
he did last year, If there is a fall in
the prices of goods imported, the de-
crease in revenue would bé consider-
able if there were no tariff changes.”

Lund was killed instantly, part of
his face being blown away and his
body mutilated whilé Lalonde was
seriously hurt about the abdomeén and
Dr. Mitchell holds out faint hopes for
his recovery. An inquest will re held.

COMMONS DISCUSS
CANADIAN ALIENS

British House Could Not Pro-
duce Copy of Order-
in Council.

Winnipeg,  June 7.—E. W. atty,
K.C., president of the Canadian/ Paci-
fic Railway, who arrived in Wbt-nlpaq
today from the west, where he has
been on an inspection trip, said he
was optimistic in regard to the future
crop in western Canada. He says
crop prospects in the west were never
better, .

“A bumper crop will restore ths
people’'s confidence, . That is the best
cure for the present industrial unrest,”
he said in an interview. “This in-
dustrial unrest is nothing more than
mental trouble, due to the war,.

“If we get a géod crop and pros-
pects were never bétier, then things
will right themseives, Conditions
the west are such that there is noth-
ing to préevent every man from béing
an optimist.”

Commenting on the strike situation,
in Winnipeg, Mr. Beatty said: “No
movement that has for its purpoze the
strangling of constitutéd society c&n
hope to succeed in any law-abiding
couniry such as Canada. The general
public will not stand for it,” he gaid,
referring to a sympathetic strike, “and
this being so it w.ll not get the strik-
ers very far.” Mr, Beatty added that
there was a good deal of uncertainty
as to what would ultimately be done
as far as the strize was concerned. in

WIRE STRIKE T0
INVOLVE 60,000

Natiod-wide Call to Meibers

American Commercial
Telegraphers’ Union.

Chicago, June 8. — A nation-wide
strike of telégraph - and telephone
opeérators who are members of the
Comimercial Telegraphers’ Union of
America was ordered today, to take
effect néxt Wednesday morning, at 8
@'clock, standard time. The order was

issued at general headquarters of the
tinion here on telegraphic instructions
from 8..J. Konenkamp, international
président, who was 1a Pittsburg on
his way to Chicago.

The strike order applies to em-
ployes of the Western T'nion Tele-
graph Company, the American Tele-
phone and Telegraph Company, and
the Postal Telegraph and Cable Com-
pany, with its assoclated institutions,

It was estimated at headquarters
here that the strike would affect be-
ween 60,000 and 100,000 individuals,
of whom nearly 25,000 were sald to be
members of the union. Outside of the
union ranks, it was said, many wire
workers had pledged themselves to
support a strike. ;

Accompanying the strike order were
lengthy instfuctions to members em-
ployed by concerns not affe:tcd Ly the
order to aid in.making the strike er-
fective, This, it was explained, meant
that such employes of other concerns
would refuse to handle telegraph and
telephone messages classed as com-
mercial business,

Canadian members of the union, it
was stated, would refuse to handle
any commercial business originating
in the United States or directed to any
point within this country,

Railway telegraphers also refuse to
handle commercial business, it Wwas
declared, as a result of passage of a
resolution at the recent convention of
the Order of Railway Telegraphers in
St. Louis, declaring that Ssuch busi-
ness would be banned by employes of
that organization in the event of a
strike, "

COLORS ARE DEPOSITED
WITH QUANT CEREMONY

Twentiéth Battalion Hands Them
Over to St. Alban’s |
‘y Cathedral.

8t. Alban’s Cathedral was the scene
of an historically important ceremony
yesterday morning, when the colors
of the 20th Battalion were deposited
in the church with ‘all due military
splendor. The grounds were used as
an assembling place for the men of
the battalion, and the many uniforms
lent that touch of impreveness con-
nected with the army. The ariival of
the  color party, headed by Lieut.
Beatty_.and Lieut, Brown, proved the
signal for the forming of the proces-
sion. Banners were unfurled, and,
with colors flying, a line of khaki en-
tered the stone courtyard to the
front, where the quaint preliminaries
were staged. 4

The initial performance was like

some ancient pageant. Three knocks
with a sword upon the church door
gave the party the right of way to
pr Then the adjutant, Lieut.
Irwin, said: “I have been commanded
by Lieut.-Col. Hooper to inform the
authorities of the church that he has
repaired here today and desires ad-
mission to prefer a request that their
colors may be deposited herein.”
A solemn entry into the church here
interrupted the formadlities, after
which replie§ by the clergyman and
the officer commanding had a 'place
in the ceremony. The centre of the
cathedral, which was crowded with
the usual congregation, and swelled
by friends of the battalion, was re-
served for the soldiers. Preceded by
the choir and clergy, the military filed
into place, while the color party, made
imposing by guns and swofds, con-
tinued to the altar and gave'the ban-
ners into the shrine. / The op' of
Toronto conducted ‘the service and
made it ap impressive thing by his
acceptance of the 20th Battalion's
colors. '

“These colors are a record of the
work of the 20th Battalion. We accept
the symbols and place them on the
ajtar as a token of gratitude to God.
They shall be our sacred trust from
this time- forward, and will teach a
story of patriotism that will fire the
souls of youths for centuries to come.”

AT SAINT ALBAN'S

World is Weighing Christian

These are days, more so
than the days of war, when the faith
of men must be solidly anchored
upon God.

“If the Christian church is truly
imbued with the spirit of God it will
not cont®nt itself with passing a few
uncompromising resolutions, condemn-
ing some of the most glaring social
wrongs, but it will become a con-
science to the community and with-
out fear of persons or of consequences
will convince the world of sin, of
righteousness, and of judgment. .

“We believe that the spirit of God,
inspired men like Ezekiel, Nahum and
Amos, yet there is an appalling small
number of men in the pulpits of
Chhristendom who dare to repeat the
sayings of those prophets of old, and
apply them to the present conditions.
