Upon the question of payment of a
jarge indemnity the instructions of the
Russian plenipotentiaries are believed
to admit of no concessions, altho it is
possible a certain compensation in kind
might be arranged. For instance, it is
suggested that for the relinquishment
of the Island of Sakhalin, now poten-
tially in Japan’s hands and the posses-
sion of which by Japan would give her
command of the whole Siberian litoral,
Russia could with propriety pay a large

Altho the prelate was a
subject of scientific treatment and at-
tention, his physique and fatigued con-
dition on hig return from a particularly
irksome trip thru the country counted |
against him.

What is held remarkable is that the
archbishop should have contracted the
disease so quickly, whereas he had
spenit many years in Cuba ang Porto
Rico, where the disease is epidemic,
without having contracted it ther:.
Among the scientific men there is littla
doubt that the archbishop fell n vic-
tim to a_mosquito during a brief visit
he paid to the old archbishopric on
Charles-street, or from an inseot which
ﬁaundlg- way into hig res in
Esplanada-avenue, which is not far
[trom “the tersieory - within which- thers
has been infection. :

To-day's record of new cases was
again large, and there was an increase
in the deaths. The dally number of
new caseg is swelling largely, because
federal control has overcome the dis-
inclination of doctors to make known
their cases.

Albany, Aug. 9.—The collapse of John |
G. Myers Company's departdent store:
yesterday, which resulted in the death{
of 13 persons and probably the fatal
injury of two others, will be investigat-
ed by al special commission.

Of those now in the hospital, Helen
Donohue is believed to be near the
point of death and Mrs, William Borst
of Windom, Minn., a shopper, has only
an ‘even chance of recovery. It is be-
lieved that all the other injured, 50 in
number, will get well. To-night all the
employes of the firm are accounted for
excepting half a dozen cash boys, who
are believed to be on their vacations.

The small number of deaths—small
when it is considered that nearly 100
persons went down with the wreck—is
accounted for by the fact that scarcely
any of the brick walls fell and the de-
bris consists mostly of wooden timbers
and plaster, with only an ' occasional
iron girder. One of these iron beams

crushed the life out of four young girls,
The complete list of dead thus far re-
covered follows:

A RUSSIAN NATIONAL ASSEMBLY.

By agreeing to summon a. Zemsky
Sobor the czar has resuscitateq an an-
cient Russian institution, which may
properly be described as a lang parlia-
ment. The body about to be convened
will not, however, be absolutely anio-
gous to the original assembly, which
was only convoked in times of great
national stress, inasmuch as it will
be a permanent institution, with a de-
finite place in the constitution of the
country. Yet it is wise to retain the
old name, which has patriotic traditions
attgched to i, rynning back to the six-
teenth century. The first Zemsky Sobor
was summoned by Ivan the Terrible,
lin 1560, who, during its first session,
made a speech attributing to the boy-
ars, or high Russian officials of the
time, the misgovernment and ' the
miserieg of the nation.
A few months ago the elder Suvorin,
father of the editor of  The  Nowoe
Vremya, in one of g seeries of latters
which appeared in that St. Petersburg
newspaper, asserted that the czar,
Alexander III., had intended to sum-
mon the Zemsky Sobor despite tha op-
position of his court. M, Suvorin also
states that #n 1802 he had an interview
with the late minister of the interior,
Plehve, who declared that he had al-
ways been very much in favor of con-
vening this ancient national institution,
“We ought,” he gaid, ““to return to our
ancient forms. Next to the strong gov-
ernment, which must take care not to
be deceived or misled, there should be
this Zemsky Sobor, as a separate pow-
er—aid, ally, critic and collaborator
for the welfare of the fatherland.”
The earlier Zemsky Sobor met at dif-
ferent times and were not always gum-
moned on the same principles. Under
Ivan the Terrible the military tenants
of thé crown lands and the administra-
tive classes alone were represented,
but at a later date cases are found in
which the greater and the lesser clergzy,
the greatér and the lesser nobility,
the merchant guilds and the burgesses
in towns, sent representatives, while on
two occasions,in 1614 and 1682, mam-
bers were sent to represent “hundreds”
and zlso to represent the peasants, who
were in occupation of state lands.
These embryo parliaments had all the
power of voting money, but no legisla-
tive authority, and were distinguished
by two strong features—unswerving
loyalty to the crown and a Chinese ha-

tred of foreign merchamts.

The Sentinel: W, F. Maclean, M.P.,,
says the increase in the indemnity of
members of parliament from $1500 to
$2500 was the bribe for which they
voted thru the autonomy bils. He
made a speech to his constituents at
Wexford, when he went into the ques-
tion so minutely and presented his ¢ 'se
80 graphically that his hearers could
almost see the wheels of the Ottawa
machine going round while he spoke,
As it is explained by Mr, Maclean, the
salary grab was the most disgraceful
episode in the parliamentary history of
the country, Doubtless there have been
individuals bribed many times before
this year, but in thig instance, accord-
ing to Mr. Maclean, the bribery was
conceived and carried out on a whole
sale basis. The fact that it was legal-
ized by the bribe-takers does not lessen
the imimorality of the transaction,

Mr. Maclean is often erratic, but he
has the merit of being courageous, and
in the course he is taking in exposing
the means by which the members’ in-
demnity was increased he has the sym-
pathy of nine-tenths of the electors, We
have no doubt whatever of the absoluts
truth of his statement that there would
have been no increases or pensiong if
there had been no autonomy bills, We
must add $300,000 a year to the national
pay roll as the price of coercing the new
provinces in educational affairs, That
is the plain English of it.

Timber to the value of hundreds of
Rhousands of dollars is annually de-
stroyed by fire. This summer all along
the line fierce fires continually blazed
up.

THE LANGUAGE OF DIPLOMACY.
Nothing more {indicative of the

changing character of the times has
occurred than the remark of the Jap-
anese peace envoy concerning! the lan-
guage to- be used during the progress
of the peace negotiations. He express-
ed the hope that English would be the
medium of communication, and added
that he did not spedk French., A di-
plomat who does not speak French!
The idea seems absurd. For centuries
the French language has been the heau

ideal of diplomatic intercourse. It is
the tongue of the courtier who in the
salon desires to bestow a graecful com-
pliment, or who, around the council
table, endeavors to cloak his real mean.
ing and mislead his opponent. In Eur-
ope, and, it might almost be added, in
Canada. a knowledge of French is cons
sidered absolutely necessary to a com-
plete education. Things are evidently
different in Japan., No French for the
Japanese diplomat, i{f you please. He
wants the good old Anglo-Saxon, a jan-
guage in which thought is expressed
with directness and force. He discards
the traditions of centuries and plunges
into the language of the new world.
The time is coming when English will
be the universal tongue. This is al-
most the case at the present time,
When our father were young no one
could make a satisfactory tour of the
continent unless he was able to speak
and understand French. To-day, ex-
cept in someu remote corner where
civilization has not penetrated, a

Along all the highways of travel Eng-
lish is spoken by a large proportion of
those who deal with the tourist class,
The vast number of English-speaking
people who visit Europe, and whose
knowledge of the language is very lim-
ited, has made it necessary for for-
eigners to learn English. In Germany
the teaching of the English langnage
is considered essential and in mercan-
tile houses it has been found that only
thru a knowledge of English nan the
German manufacturers hope to com-
pete with their British and Ameriecan
rivals. The activity of the English in
Africa has done much toward the
spread of the language in that contin-
ent, and the same result has been at-
tained in other quarters of the globe
thru the establishment of English col-
onies.

The observant Japanese, buflding up
an occidental nation in the orient, have
evidently been. impressed with this
modern tendency toward the universal
use of the English language. They are
keeping pace with events.
