enormous yield can be successfully handiled before the coming of 
eariy frosts. It is up to the Canadian Pacific. If enough men of 
the right kind are got together in good time to handle 100,000,000 
bushels of wheat, all will be well; but If tùere Is any hitch in the 
arrangements, if there is any breakdown in the general system, 
If sufficient labor '-snnot be readily obtained, then it is apt to go 
hard with the farmers of the Canadian Northwest.

In the opinion of many good Judges, the proposed arrange- 
mer* of the railway companies are altogether inadequate for the 
prompt and efficient handling of the crop.

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AUTOMOBILES AND POLICEMEN.

REVIEW Al POMUIHEditor World: In the light of recent 
events lt seems quite apparent that Charts of Canoe Ti
something has gone wrong with a por­
tion of the machinery operating the 
Toronto police force. I refer to the in­
cident last week when a respectable 
citizen wae arrèsted on Yonge-street 
and taken to the station without any 
apparent cause whatever, and to the 
Incident a few days earlier when three 
young Jadlës returning to their homes 
from a party accompanied by an escort 
were arrested on Wellington-street and 
taken to the cells because they refused 
to give their names to the officer -de­
manding the information.

To say that the officer on the case on 
Yonge-street was severely reprimanded 
and shifted to an outlying district does 
not in Any sense recompense the Ininr- 
ed citizen, who is compelled to sacrifice 
considerable time, to ray nothing of 
the expense, In retaining a solicitor to 
look after nis case.

In calling attention to these matters, 
to which the papers have already given 
much publicity, I also wish to point 
out the apparent "habit" at the present 
time, which many of the police have 
formed, of summoning automobiliste 
for alleged furious 
methods adopted to so Influence the 
evidence that the presiding magistrate 
may hold the motorist guilty and levy 
a fine. In fact the matter has gone so 
far that one cannot help but think that 
one having the audacity to run an au­
tomobile Is branded as something 
which should not be at large and 
that should be Jailed at sight.

It Is only fair to say that the great 
majority of policemen are not parties 
to such transactions, and that they are 
satisfied when order is maintained on 
their beats and the law Is not broken. 
Such officers are not Included in the 
class that engineered the Yonge and 
Wellington street affairs, or who have 
“got the habit” of summoning motor­
ists without recognizing the facts sur­
rounding the case, or acting In a man­
ner that could be called consistent with 
what is right and wrong, much less 
regard their moral duty to the people 
for whose protection they are main­
tained, and who do not appear to be 
able to distinguish between ordinary 
civilians and clminals. In fact it looks 
at times as if the gentry who have 
"got the habit” had some Interest in 
the fine imposed.

It Is quite apparent that one cannot 
tell at what speed an object approaches 
without proper means for timing, and 
if in doubt it would be well to stand 
ln front of ah approaching express and 
guess how fast it is traveling, and then 
compare the guess with the actual time 
by a stop watch of the last car as It 
passes, and a signal from another par­
ty as the same car passes a given point 
in the distance.

It has already been Held that It IS 
difficult to get a correct timing with­
out two persons, one signaling the 
other, and that one policeman with a 
watch Is not sufficient to ho’d a motor­
ist guilty of exceeding the speed limit.

George Akers, a middle-aged English­
man. employed as driver by McElroy 
Bio*., liverymen, 8-10 Duke-street. was 
found at an early hour yesterday 
morning. Joseph Burton 
discovery on his way to work, at a 
point on Leelle-street, gome 400 yard» 
above Dantorth-avenue!

The position of the body clearly 
ehowed the cause of death, and served 
to preclude any susplcloa'of foul al*y. 
Akers had been strangled by the iron 
bar of the seat, which rested upon .tie 
neck with a pressure of 300 pounds or 
more. The horse lay entangled among 
the shafts and harness, but was found 
to be unhurt. A flask of whiskey dis­
covered under the victoria gave ex­
planation of the erratic course of the 
vehicle, as it could be traced for sev­
eral hundred yards along the ditch be­
side the road.

The story of the events leading up to 
the tragic sequel Is told by J. M. Lobb, 
tea Importer, 28 East Front-street, 
who was a passenger in the vehicle. 
Hts evidence was only taken In part at 
the Inquest, begun yesterday afternoon 
at 4 o'clock at the Todmorden Hotel, 
by Coroner Elliott. It Is corroborated 
as far as possible by the statements of 
Liveryman J. T. McElroy.

About 18 o'clock last night, a phone 

message brought Akers, with the vic­
toria, to the Royal Hotel, edrner of 
Front and George-streets, where Lobb 
and James Mack, a hostler employed 
there, got In. They drove first lo 
Lobb’s office, and after calling at the 
livery stable, went again to the Royal, 
where Mack left the rig. Lobb had 
been drinking 
two day» prtlvi 
of liquor weiW 
drive up Jarvls-street, along Winches­
ter, and thence to Danforth-road.

When the Dutch Inn was reached, so 
Lobb says, they tried to get In, but 
found It closed. A little further down 
the road, he again alighted, this time 
because of some difficulty with -the 
harness. Akers also left his seat. Lobb 
states that he left the .road and started 
out te get help at a farm house, and, 
coming back, found the vehicle tone. 
He then wandered on foot until he 
came to the Little York terminus of 
the street car line, where he boarded 
a car, getting to his home about 7 p. 
m„ and phoning McElroy that he had 
got back. His memory of the time of 
those happenings Is admittedly cloudy- 

Evidence at laquent.
J. T. McElroy testified that Akers 

had come Into hts employ about 10 days 
ago, and had been steady and sober. 
He corroborated Lobb’s explanations 
as to the time of call and return to :he 
livery .and said that deceased appeared 
sober and Lobb somewhat fuddled.

After telling of having been phoned 
by Lobb, witness spoke of a se-ond 
message about 7.80 a. m„ and It Is 
about this that some mystery hangs. 
McElroy stated that the speaker told 
him he had received word from Mark­
ham that Lobb was there. He under­
stood that it was Lobb’s partner .vho 
was speaking. Neither Lobb nor his 
solicitor. D. C. Ross, can account for 
this statement of McEUroy's.

The principal witness, Mr. Lobb, tes­
tified to having left “Jimmy'' at '.he 
Royal, and the Inquest was adjourned 
till next Tuesday, when it will be re­
st" med at the hotel at 8-16 p. m. Cor­
oner Noble will conduct a post mortem 
this morning. - i

The time Is coming when English will 
be the universal tongue. This is al­
most the case at the present 
When our father were young no one 
could make a satisfactory tour of the 
continent unless he was able to speak 
and understand French. To-day, ex­
cept ln someu remote corner where 
civilization has not penetrated, a 
knowledge of French Is not essential. 
Along all the highways of travel Eng­
lish Is spoken by a large proportion of 
those who deal with the tourist class. 
The vast number of English-speaking 
people who visit Europe, and whose 
knowledge of the language Is very lim­
ited. has made lt necessary for for­
eigners to learn English. In, Germany 
the teaching of the English language 
Is considered essential and In mercan­
tile houses It has been found that only 
thru a knowledge of English can ths 
German manufacturers hope to com­
pete with their British and American 
rivals. The activity of the English In 
Africa has done much toward the 
spread of the language ln that contin­
ent. and the same result has been at­
tained in other quarters of the globe 
thru the establishment of English col­
onies.
