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Terrible Cyclone Passed Over the Town of Kirksville,
~ Mo, Last Night With Awful Resuits,

8t. Louls, Mo.,- April 27.—A special to The
Globe-Democrat from Kirksville, Mo., says:

A gathering storm that had been threat-
ening all afternoon, broke upon Kirksville
at 6.20 o'clock to-night in all the fury of a
eyclone. A path a quarter of a mile wide
and as clean as the prairie was swept
through. the eastern portion of the eity,’
and four hundred buildings, homes and mer-
cantile establishments were leveffed to the
ground in scattered rulus.

In the heavy rain that followed the peo-
ple who had‘ escaped, turned out to rescue
the Injured. For two hours not much was
accomplished, as all was confusion, but
by 8 o'clock 25 dead bodies had been taken
from the ruins, It Is confidently expected
that the list of dead will reach between
B0 and 60, If it does not exceed that. Ali-
mest a thousand people were more or less
injured. Daylight will be necessary before
an adequate- estimate of loss of life and
property can be had. i

NICKEL REFINERIES FOR CANADA.

The United States capitalists who refine
our nickel ores in New Jersey smelters
have admitted that the refining should be
done In this country, Furthermore, they
are prepared to erect in Capada the
largest refining plant in the world, under
certain conditions, So says Mr R. G.
Leckle, Canadian manager of the Orford
Copper Company of New York and New
Jersey. Mr. Ritchle, representing other
Ameriean capitalists, is also ready to es-
tablish a large nickel refining plant in Can-
ada provided an export duty is placed on
nickel matte, In addition to these Am-
erican companies we have a purely Cana-
dian company, with a capital of $20,000,-
000, which is prépared to mine, roast,
smelt and refine the ores provided an ex-
port duty is placed on matte. The Ameri-
cans have virtually conceded the point
that Canada has it in her power to insist
that the nickel ore mined here shall aiso
be refined here, That is a point of great
significance, Mr. Leckle quotes figures to
show that Canada has ‘no monopoly of
nickel ore, that other counfries in fact
can supply nickel matte more cheaply than

ever, Mr. Leckie states that his company
desires to establish a refinery in Canada.
This . single statement is a sufficient
answer to his argument. The fight Is
virtually over, Canads will, in a short
time, refine its own nickel. This is cer-
tain. Two American firms are bidding
against each other to obtain the privilege
of erecting the plant. The one wishes cer-
tain concessions in the shape of a remis-
sion of the duty on soft coal and sulphate
of soda and we also imagine that.a re-
quest will subsequently be made for &
bounty on the product of the refinery. The
other company, as well as the Capadian
concern, is willing to instal a large plant
for refining nickel and making nickel steel
provided merely that the export of nickel
matte is prohibited by an export duty. It
is not mecessary to analyze the srgument
of Mr. Leckle, as given in yesterday’'s
Globe. The fact that we have two Am-
erican companies bidding ‘against each
other for the privilege of erecting nickel
works here is proof sufficient that Canada
has monopoly enough to dictate where the
business shall be carried on. It is not
necessary that Canada should make any
concessions to secure a refinery. All that
is required to transfer the business from
New Jersey to Ontario is the imposition of
an export duty, provision for which bhas
already been made in an act of Parlia-
ment. We take it that the whole matter
is now merely one of details, We do not
take kindly to Mr. Leckie’s suggestion that
no export duty should be imposed on the
matte, It looks very much as if his ldea
was to ship miatte to the New Jersey re-
finery as well as refine it in Canada. This
will hardly suit Canada. The whole out-
put of our nickel mines must be refined in
this country and in no other way can this
be effected, except by the imposition of
an export duty. '

OUR DILATORY COUNCIL.

1t is really distressing, this long-continu-
ed inertia of the City Council. It seems
absolutely Impossible to put through a
single one of the many projects that the
people desire so much to see accomplished.
The chain ferry project has been bungied,
the southern entrance ‘lnw High Park has
been woefully mismanaged, the Sanitarium
scheme has been got out of the way for
a year, while little progress has been made
in the market improvement and Don bridge
matters., From the way things at pre-
sent it is just possible that none of these
projects may be completed this year, -while
it is certain most of them will not\be. In
regard to the chain ferry the plan for the
eity to pursue Is to place a small boat at
Queen’s wharf to take passengers oOver.
The chain feature of the scheme can be
abandoned for the present. The onus will
then rest upon the' C.P.R. to bring the
case into court if it desires to dispute the
eity’s right to make use of the wharf. Ac-
cording to the terms of the lease citizens
undoubtedly have the right to reach the
Island by way of Bathurst-street. They
have enjoyed this right uninterruptedly
ever since the wharf was bullt, and long
before the C.P.R. acguired fits interest in
the . property. The ecity employed it last
summer in taking the boys to the sand-bar
to bathe. The right to use the whart for
this purpose was not questioned. Although
Queen’s wharf has not been a popular way
of reaching the Island, yet citizens have
used it more or less all along. If gme citl-
zen has the right ‘6 embark =from theq
Queen’s wharf on a boat for the Island
then every citizen enjoys the same right.
Numbers don’t count. It is purely a ques-
tion of principle. We do not believe that
any court would grant an injunction to
prevent citizens from using this route. Our
advice to tbe Council is to engage a boat
and put it in commission at this point.
At the same time-the work in connection
with the {mprovement of the sand-bar
should proceed at once. A sidewalk should
be laid and the bicycle path extended to
the pler. As soon as these improvements
are made the public will find some means
of getting across the 350-foot channel,

As to the Consumptive Hospital the Coun-
cll can surely find some means of helping
the two ‘projects along, so that both or
one of them can make a start this season,
The National Sanitarfum Association is pre-
pared to erect-the necessary bulldings if
the city will provide the site. This project
is considerably further advanced than the
other, and the assistance they request is
such as-could be granted without the for-
mality. of submitting a bylaw to the rate-

THE WORLD ON WHEELS.

There are so many wheels on the street
nowadays that the rules of the road should
be treated with much more respect than
they are by a small percentage of the rid-
ers. It is only a small percentage p\t
are careless and cause danger to a ldrge
number, simply by negilecting to observe
the common rules of the road, understood
and observed by every sensibie and thougat-
ful rider. It is for the careless few that

the
first place, keep to the right, if ic is in the
least possible. - You -bhave a right on the

’irlght side and the other party is then re-
spousible if you get tangled up in an acci-

dent,

Another thing which most riders know,
but, unfortunately, some do not, is, wio
bhas the right of way on the devil strip.
For the benefit of the people who jdon't
kuow, but wouid like to, yud for thd cau-
tion of the warned but gmutely igngrant,
it ean be said again t parties riding
south and east on the devil strip have the
right of way, and other wheelmmen must
turn out for them. It is dangerous to pass
on the devil sirgp. The widtn i$ not safii-
cient for the safety of two passing riders.
Theretore, there must be a rule, and the
person who does not obey that rule is either

ipnorant of it or else is a reckless fool, not

culy endangering his own body but that of
other people who are trying to conform to
that which is conducive to mutual safety.

Ladies have just as much right to observe
this rule as men. Of course, male riders
will turn off the strip at the last second to
let a lady go by, but they simply do this
out of courtesy, and their Inner thoughts
of the’lady would make her feel sad if
she received a phozugmph of them.

. L

Another point that it would be well for

i all riders to observe is carefulness in pass-

ing a rider ahead. Always go to the left,
excepting in extreme circumstances. The
rule is 1o go to the left, and if you do so
it will save you a smush-up that is beund
to come some day if you insist on doing
otherwise. These are the principal rules
of the road, and, if you can’'t remember
them, paste this in your hat,

Story of Success,

Miss Halson read a paper oun the work of
the Auxiliary. Fourteen years ago seven
women offered themselves to the Board of
Domestic and Foreign Missions, and were
accepted for service. A soclety of church
women was thereupon orfamzed, and’ Miss
Hajson sketched its gratifying progress to
the present time. The first field o labor—
at home—was among the Blackfeet-Indians,
the first abroad was in Japan, where Miss
Sherlock was sent as a medical missionary.

In the former are 4143 members abd in
the latter 1174. There was a gratifying in-
crease in the namber of branches and re-
ceipts, the latter totalling $9201.

It was a misconception of the
tourist to say that the diocese of Algoma
should be self-supporting, "The tourist only
touched the fringe of Algoma. North Bay
is only 100 miles from Its gouthern border,
but the diocese extends 650 miles beyond
North Bay. Here there is 4 scattered popu-
lation diificult to reach and necessitating
men and money. Its undeveloped state ana
shifting population make Aigoma different
from other dioceses. -

Two Good Reasons,

The Bishop gave two reusons for aid to
A‘lgoxm;: (1) Because she is poor at preseit
(2) because 'she is rich in such undeveloped
It was, he sald, astonishing how
few of the Algoma settlers were churchmen,
The unhappyt divisions of Christians were
a source or ‘weakness, twe churches often
being erected in a piace where one wonld
suffice. Toronto diocese, he vonfessed, had
voted him $1000, but, though close to the
end of the financial year, ne had not yet
recefved it. The great church societies In
England were withdrawing aid from Caun-
ada to give it to Darkest Africa, Gradual-
ly was bel?g withdrawn from Algoma
by the Soclety for the Propagation of the
Gospel. By this operation his receipts this
year: were reduced $1000.

: Some Hindrances,

Mrs, Mary E. Lease gave a clever address
last night to a fair audience in Association
Hall. Her subject was ““Christ or Caesar.”
She was introduced by O, A. Howland, ex-
M.L.A. :

Referring to the work of the churches in
uplifting the masses, she gave them credit
for preserving civilization, but declared
*Christ was hidden in a rubbish of theo-
logy.” The present age was just awaken-
ing to the: real meaning of the Lord’
Prayer,

whom she characterized as a man who eg-
emplified all the Christian yirtues.
