Just how numervus and glaring “are
the defects of the so-called Toronto
building bylaw, is known only to those
who like architects and buliders have
intimate relations with the Building De-
partment. I.et us take as example
the unnecessary and vexatioug regula-
tions governing the issue of a building
permit. The Building Inspector's De-
partment will refuse to grant an archi-
tect a permit until a receipt is produced
from the Waterworks Department,
showing that payment has been made
for the water which will be required by
the contractor in erecting the building.
This means that the architect must
either take his plans to the water de-
partment and wait while the officials
figure up from them the Iprobable
quantity of water required by the build-
er, or leave them behind and go or
send for them the next day. There is
no good reason why architects should
be put to all this thouble and delay. If
the plans when submitted by the archi-
tect are found to conform to the by-
law as interpreted by the Building
Inspector, the permlit should issue forth-
with. Arrangements for the supply of
water should lie with the Water De-
partment and the contractor. Advance
payment for the water could easily be
insured by the city refusing to turn on
the water except on production by the
contractor of a certificate of payment
from the Water Department.—The Can-
adian Architect and Builder.

TO CHECK BETTING.

Impossible to Suppress Altogether,
But Recommends Legislation.

London, July 4.—The select commit-
tee of the House of Lords, which was
appointed last January to deal with the
evils of betting, and which included
the Earl of Durham, the earl of Hare-
wood, the Earl of Derby, the Earl of
Aberdeen, Viscount Peel and the Right
Rev. John Percival, Bishop of Here-
ford among its members, has just is-
sued its report.

The committee has arrived at the con-
clusion that betting cannot be alto-
gether suppressed, but in view of the
facet that, while the practice has de-
clined among the higher classes and
horse owners, it has taken an increas-
ingly stronger ‘hold on the working
classes, it recommends that betting
should be confined by legislation to the
actual scenes of racing and athletics.

‘Bookmakers who induce boys and
girls to bet should be Imprisoned with-
out the option of a fine, and the com-
mittee finds that the same penalty
should be extended to street book-
makers ,against whom repeated convic-
tions have been recorded.

THEIR NEW CONSTITUTION, |

Tiades and Labor Council Make
Several Important Changes. .
|

Another portion of the new constitu- |
tion was adopted at a special meet‘lng‘i
of the Toronto District Labor Council
last night in Richmond Hall. , The at-!
tendance of delegates was not. very
large. Several of the clauses of the
constitution were objected to by some
of the delegates, and some were struck |
out or amended. One clause was to the |
effect that, after the regular business |

is completed at each meeting, matters
directly concerning the interest of
wage earners be discussed, discussions
of party politics or theology not being |
permitted. This ¢lause was struck out. |

There was a heated discussion over|
a clause that aill labor representatives
on public boards be elected direct by
the Council, as the recognized head of
organized labor in Toronto and dis-|
trict. Some of those present thought if
this was adopted there was a possibil-|
fity of the present representation of the
various labor councils on the Techni-
cal School Board being reduced. At
present labor has ten representatives
on this board. An amendment to ex-
ciude the Technical School Board from
the public boards was lost, and the
clause carried. |

The most important clauses adopted |
were: That no person, a defaulter to'
the council, shall be eligible to mem- |
bership; that 30 members, r-epresentlng‘1
at least ten local unions, constitute a |
quorum; that the meetings be held on
the second and fourth Thursdayvs of thei
month, and that the recording and |
wcorresponding secretary receive $50 per|
year, and the financial secretary $25
a year. The Municipal and Educa-
tional Cbmmittees were merged under
the name of the Municipal Committee.

BIG STEAMERS FOR THE LAKES

Cetroit amnd Cleveland Company teo
Build Two Record-Breakers.

Detroit, July 4.—The directors of the
Detroit and Cleveland Steam Naviga-
tion Company have directed General
Manager McMillan to secure plans and
estimates for two new steamers for the
Detroit-Cleveland division. It is like-
ly that the new boats will be twenty-
four feet longer than the Detroit and
Buffalo Line steamers Eastern States
and Western States, which are at pre-
sent the largest - palssenger steamers
on the lakes. The Detroit and Buffalo
and the Detroit and Cleveland com-
panies are both controlled largely by
the same people, and -with the pro-
posed new vessels, will have a fleet of
eleven stéamers plying between Buffalo
and Mackinac.

THE WORD AMERICAN.

Our friends to the south of the 49th
parallel have about as much right to
a monopoly of the word ‘‘Americans”
as ‘the people of Frarce possess to an
exclusive use of the term “Euro-
peans.”

As a matter of fact, by priority of
existence, almost any state in either
North or South America holds a bet-
ter title to the word) “American” than
does the United States. And Cana-
dians, In particular, both because of
earlier occupatfon of this continent as
British subjects, and because of great-
er extent of territory, can make out
@ stronger claim than Uncle Sam’s
children to the disputed term.

The truth is that the laws of eu-
phony were at the root of the relega-
tion of the word to the United States
vocabulary. In casting about for a
designation, inclusive of the whole
nation, ‘“Yankee was rejected as be-
ing only local in its significance, and
as being, besides, a corruption of the
word “English,” “Uncle Samites”
was too clumsy, and “United States-
ers” was open to the same objection.
So, as our cousins would otherwise
have had to wander nameless down
thru the ages, everybody agreed . to
let them disport themselves as “Am-
ericans,” and, as such, they are now
and will probably always be known—
that is, unless Goldwin Smith's pro-
phecy falls true, and, under the rule
of an aristocratic oligarchy, they take
to themselves a still more ambitious
title,

DEVELOPMENT OF ALGOMA

More About Operations Conducted By
Consolidated Lake Superior

‘\ Company.

SOURCES OF RAW MATERIALS

YWhere the Operating Companies
Get Their Pulpwood and
Ore Supplies,

IV.
Sault Ste. Marie, Ont.,, June 7.—
Having in previous letters considered
the Consolidated Lake Superior en-

water power which furnishes the mo-
tive energy for the same, we can now
take up the sources from which the
“allied industries” draw their raw
materials.

The territory from which the matural
products utilized by the several oper-
ating companies are taken covers sev-
eral hundred square miles. It extends
from Sudbury on the east to Michipi-
coton on the west, and from Lake #u-
perior on-the south to the height of
land on the north and this latter
boundary will with the extension of the
Algoma Central Rallway be moved
further north to the foot of Hudson
Bay. And perhaps no given portion
of the egrth’s surface contains such a
wealth of varied resources in propor-
tion to its size as does this. In it are
to be found tracts of excellemt agri-
cultural lands, stretches of hardwood
and pulpwood forests and extensive
deposits of nickel, copper and iron.
And these various resources have al-
ready been tapped or will be tapped
by the company’s own railways and
steamboat lnes, which greatly facili-
tate the assemblage of the raw mate-
rials at the central point of manufac-

water power is found. <
Land Grants and Timber Areas,

To begin with, the Consolidated Lake
Superior Company is one of the big-

land grant alone compnrising 1,850,000 !
acres. A great deal of this land is
available for agriculture, but, as Kip-
ling says, “that is another story” to
be dealt with again. The point at pre-
sent is that a great portion of this
vast acreage is covered with forests,
the quality of the timber in which is
in many portions excellent. It is
cclaimed, in faat, that these forests
contain an ample supply of spruce and
poplar for pulp wood purposes, hard-
wood for charcoal, and ordinary tim-
ber for lumber purposes.

The pulpwood is tributary to the
streams running into Lake Superior
and to the Algoma Central Railway.
In the first instance the spruce @and
poplar logs are floated down to the
lake and rafted to the mills at Sault
Ste. Marie; and, in the second, they
are transported to the Soo over the

railway line. 1t is on the program of
the company that the settiers shall
play an important pant in getiing out
the timber required at the mills. ‘They

In 4 circular regarding the affairs
of the company recently issued, oc-
curs the following:
“The blast furnaces and other metal-
lurgical works at the Soo, under fuil
headway, will require daily 300 tons
of charcoal. The vast timber areas
acquired by the company and largely
forested with hardwood of the most
suitable character for charcoal,makes
possible for a long period of years the
economical manufacture of charcoal
iron at this point. The manufacture
of charcoal fuel from wood taken from
the land of the company, transported
over its own railway, for the use of its
own blast furnaces, is plainly of great
importance to the company, and will
be a logical and permanent source of
income, which could not be enjoyed
from using fuel of other forms.

Iron Deposits,
We now come to the company’s iron
deposits, which consist of the Helen
Mine, a well developed property that
has already produced several hundred
thousand tons of ore; the Josephine,
now under initial development; the
Frances, the McDougal and a number
of other prospects.

Terrible Cost of War in South Africa
Computed. .

London, July 4.—The advent of peace has
s¢t British journalists counting up the
losses in the war. From Oect' 11, 1899, to
June 1, 1902, In all 31% months of war, the
ultimate triumph of the British arms has
cost 21,579 lives, or nearly 7 per cent, of
the troops:engaged.

Taking the killed and wounded together,
the casualties work out at 30.120 men, or
nearly 10 per cent. of the total forces.

The surrenders of armed men total ‘.OTH.’

or about 3 per cent. of the fighting line.
Of these, six battalions, on whom fell the
ordinary bad luck inseparable from a great
campaign, account between them for 3000
prisoners.

The health of the imperial army, In spite
of the severe strain imposed, has been re-
markable; the figures of 13,000 deaths

from disease spread over an average forece |

of 200,000 men, in two and a half years,
giving an annual death rate of -only 26 per
thousand.

Taking a per capita basis, we find the
war has -cost the colonies three lives for
every 9000 of their population, while it has
cost the United Kingdom four lives for
every 9000 of its population.

Generals Symons, Waushope and Wood-
gate were killed, and Generals Lord Meth-
uen (twice), Macdonald, Knox. Wood, Bar-
ton, lan Hamilton (twice), Little, Rundle
and Kekewich have been wounded. Lord
Methuen was the only general to suffor
capture.

In Reference to Scrap Iron Assess-
ment Appeals—Notes of a Few
Secret Sessions.

An epidemic of weak knees seems to
have come at last upon the Board of
Control. - So far this important body
has only made itself famous for a
regularity of meetings, which have been
(pnspicuows for lack of accomplish-
ment in nearly every detail undertaken
beyond referring every matter of im-
port to the Legal Department or some-
one else.

The controllers,
on the other hand, blame it all on the
Mayor, and Vice'Chairman McMurrich
says he doesn’t want any secret ses-
sions. If any Tattérs broached at a
board meeting were contrary to the
best interests of the city he was quite
satisfied that the press would, upon
being requested not to make any pre-
mature mention of them to the dis-
paragement of the city, acquiesce in
the wish of the board. He did not say,
however, why he_ countenanced the
Mayor's secret sdliions by attending
tdhem. y

But Graham Attends Also.

Ald. Graham very strongly expressed
his displeasure at secret sessions., He
thought the board meetings should be
held in public. But he did not say why
he attended -all the secret meetings.

Ald. Crane was quite outspoken re-
garding the question. He thought the
press should not be excluded from the
board meetings. Some matters often
vame up that it was best the public
should not know too soon, and publica-
‘tion gave opponents to the city a dis-
tinct advantage in such cases. He
thought it was not wise that the news-
papers should use some things before
a final issue was reached. He could
not remember where the reporters had
on any occasion printed matter hurtful
to the city, after being requested by
the board not to do so. Ald. Cranke
said His Worship called the private
meetings, and, like the other control-
lers, he shielded himself behind the
vagaries of the poor Mayor.

FOR CONSPICUOUS: BRAVER'

At Least Five Medals Will Be Award-
ed to Those Who Figured in
Sanford Rescue.

GOLD MEDAL FOR JOHN CARNIE

Eis the Most Notable Instance of
Bravery of the Year—Objects of
the Humane Association,

Not since the organization of the
Royal Canadian Humane Association in
1894 has there been an event of such
conspicuous bravery involving so many
peoplé as the Joshua Sanford affair. The
medals to be awarded by the society to
the heroes of Paris will be more num-
erous than issued in commemoration of
any other single life-saving affair in
the history of the association.

It is certain that five bronze medals
will be awarded to the men who saved
the life of the young well-digger. In
addition, probably two dozen -certifi-
cates of bravery will be issued by fthe
assoclation to others connected with
the affair, tho not as prominently ident-
ified with it as the five recipients of
the bronze medals. It is not altogether
improbable that two or three others
may ba included in the medal list be-
fore the matter is wholly disposed of.
Joshua Sanford himself may possibly
receive one of the certificates, as they
merely certify to extraordinary brav-
ery under unusual circumstances. He
would therefore come within this rule.
These certificates are very handsome
testimonials, and are engrossed on
parchment, handsomely embossed and
fithographed. They ‘are highly prized,
and are but little less valuable than
Ehe medals.

Gold Medal for Carnie.
In addition, the probabilities are that

the gold medal of the association will
be awarded to the leading factor in the
rescue of the well-digger. This means
John Carnie. This medal is known as
the “Sanford” medal, being the an-
nual gift of the society from the late
Hon. Senator Sanford of *Hamilton.
This medal i1s an exceedingly handsome
affair, and is bestowed upon ‘“the brav-
est of the brave,” selected from the
list of those receiving bronze medals
from the society for each year. Thus
far Carnie’s case is the one involving
the most conspicuous bravery in the
knowledge of the Board of Investigat-
fing Governors.

Many of these testimonials of brav-
ery are issued by the association every
year, and Secretary Dwight has a large
number of cases under investigation all
the time.

The Medal Described,

The bronze medal to be awarded to
the Paris heroes is a very handsome
thing. It 1s delicate in design, nearly
as large as a silver dollar. The name
of the recipient is engraved on one side,
together with the date and details of
the affair for which the same is award-
ed. On the reverse side the medal
shows the royal crown, beneath which
are the words “Royal Canadian Hu-
mane Association,” surrounded by an
embossed wreath of maple and laurcl
Jeaves. The medal is attached to a
beautifully chased pendant and hung
from blue silk ribbon. This forms a
striking emblem, whieh has become
typical of the highest degree of cour-
age the world over.

The president of the association is
Mr. Adam Brown of Hamilton. The
ynvestigating Governors are: H. P.
Dwight, Toronto, chairman; A. 8. Irv-
§ng, Toronto; Joseph F. Gunne, Hamil-
gon; Richard Fuller, Hamilton; Charles
Black, Niagara Falls, secretary.

Dominion Society Formed.

The Toronto Humane Society is re-
sponsible for the organization of the
Royal Canadian Humane Association.
’'he membersyof the Toronto Society
called a meeting of representatives of
similar socleties from the other prov-
inces in 1891, at which a society for the
Dominion was discussed. A resolution
was adopted calling for the organization
of a Royal Humane Association, to in-
clude all of Canada. Nothing further
was done until 1802, when the Toronto
branch again called a meeting for the

same purpose. 'The comvention was
held June 21 of that year.

The following resolution was adopted:

“‘Resolved, that this meeting con-

sider it desirable that a Canadian
Humane Association sghould be or-
ganized for the purpose of encour-
aging the formation of humane as-
sociations in the various cities or
towns of Canada fur the securing of
improved legislation, and in order to
deal more effectiveiy with the larger
questions affecting the protection of
dumb animails from abuse, and en-
couraging the humane sentiment
among all classes of the people, and
to reward acts of bravery.”

A committee was then appointed to
oconsider and report a suitable scheme
of organization.

This committee met and framed a
“Constitution and Bylaws of the Cana-
dian Humane Association,” but no
further meeting was held to adopt the
same or to complete the formation of
the association, and the scheme fell to
the ground.

. On Jan. 15, 1804, the Toronto Hu-
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mane Society issued a circular reciting
what had been done in 1892 in the way
of organizing an association, and
urging the carrying out of the object;
and as a result of that circular a meet-
4ing of the representatives of the dif-
ferent humane societies thruout Can-
ada and a few delegates from the Unit-
ed States association met in Toronto
on May 16 of that year, and after dis-
cussing the whole question again a
general association for the Dominion
of Canada under the name of ‘“The
Canadian Humane Association” was
then formed and steps ordered to be
taken to obtain the sanction ‘of Her
Majesty to add the title of “Royal”

po. ihe-name. o
'f’??f{‘r‘st officers of the association
were then elected, and were as follows:

His Excellency the Earl of Aberdeen,
Governor-General of Canada, patron.

Mr. Adam Brown, Hamilton, presi-
dent.

Dr. J. George Hodgins of Toronto,
secretary.

Major Henry MacLaren of Hamilton,
treasurer.

Also an Executive Committee, as fol-
lows : The officers of the assoclations,

M. McIntosh, Society S. P. C. A., Nova
Scotia; Mr. James Goldie, Humane So-
ciety, Guelph; Mrs. James R. Thom-
ley, Humane Society, London, and the
first or senior vice-president of all affil-
lated societies.

Aug. 29, 1894, the first meeting of
the association was held, and bylaws
adopted setting forth the objects of the
society. In the meantime the title

“Royal” had been conferred on the as-
sociation by Her Most Gracious Maj-
esty.

The Board of Investigating Governors
as at present constituted was appoint-
ed at that time. It has remained un-
prhanged.

Rev. John Ramsay, LL.D., of Belly-
mony, Ireland, was awarded the first
medal by the new association. It was
for heroic conduct in saving the life of
a Toronto lady, Mrs. Grimason, who
had fallen from the Niagara Falls Sus-
pension Bridge, Sept. 24, 1892. He re-
peived the ‘“‘Sanford” gold medal for
this act of bravery. Silver medals are
presented annually to the assoclation
by Mrs. John Billings of Hamilton and
Lady Grant of Ottawa.

' Judgment was handed down yester-
day by Judge McDougall in the Ad-
miraity Court suit brought by the
owners of the schooner J. ¥. Card, an
American schooner registered at Detroit
against the steamship Hiawatha, also
an American vessel registered at Cleve-
land, for damages sustained by the
schooner in a collision.

Excurwion to Halifax,

AGQUIRED NEW RIGHTS.

Ontario Power Co. Will Tap the
Niagara Above Dufferin Islands.

Niagara Falls, July 4.—The Ontario
Power Company concluded an agree-

ment on June 28 last with the Com-
missionerns for the Queen Victoria
Niagara Falls Park, whereby they
have obtained additional rights doub-
ling their present development. This
means that the company named pays
to the Commissioners a minimum ren-
tal of $30,000 per year, of which two
years have now been paid in advance.
The new rights acquired are for
taking water from the Niagara River
above the rapids, near the Dufferin
Jglands. The development from the
Welland River, which this company is
now cemstructing, as well as that from
the rights just acquired enables the
company to supply uniimited power
without interruption during winter on
account of anchor or floating ice.
The result will be a development in
the near future of at least 400,
3 horse power, which, with the develop-
i ment now under way of the Canadian
Niagara Power Company, should in-
sure this place a bright industrial fu-
ture.
