Again, .at the proper
stroke of the hour the Gospel Age be-
gan, at the closk of the Jewish Age, at
the death and resugrection of Jesus
And now likewise at the ‘dawning of
the millennial age and the close of the
gospel age—coming exactly on time,
all the events properly connected and
rightly understood show that our great
Creator is; working all thing® accord-
ing to the counsel of His own will and
that the world’s present experiences
are wholly of divine prearrangement.
Looking from this standpoint, we no-
tice that In divine providence America
was Hidden from the world until God’s
due time for its discovery. It was
opened for settléement at a time when
religious persecution was rife in Eu-
Sope, when a man had no liberty even
to think for himself-—no llberty to wor-
ship his God according to the dictates
of his own consclence, . It was under
divine providence doubtless, that the
Pilgrim Fathérs reached these shores
and cast their influegce with that of
others in bringing forth the child of
liberty, In God's providence varfous

 religious sentiments were at that time

#0o evenly balanced that all of the col-
onies gladly arranged for religious
freedom, which really meant a higher
standard, a more Christlike standard
than had been known in the world
since the days of the apostles. It Is
this spirit of liberty in which there
has mingled a conslderable measure of
the light of the cross, the light of the
world, that- has brought the .bless-
ing and enlightening effect upon this
land and upon the world; and with It,
in God’s providence, has come a men-
tal enlightenment born partly of that
liberty and partly of avarice. ;

God has not granted us prophetic
vision whereby to declare the future
of this goodly land, which has had so
much of His blessing thus far; yet he
does in the scriptures portray in @
general way what we. may expect.
And, alas, it is a sad plcture from one
st{in(]polnt. The scriptures show a
very dark cloud overhanging liberty
and the world., But, thank God, they
show a stlver lining to that cloud to
those who have the eyes ‘to see {t—the
spirituar-perception. The Bible teaches
us- that the inventions of our day and
its enlightenment will, under the oper-
ation of avarice, prove to be the upper
and ‘the nether millstone which will
crush humanity terribly,

How can these things come about, do
you ask? We reply that the inven-
tions of our day, which are bringing
so many blessings to the whole people
at so little cost, are gradually drifting
into ‘“strong hands,” the hands of
trusts and capital. Some of these, in-
deed, hayve been and are yet blessings,
helpful in many ways. Yet the c¢on-
centration of power into the hands of
a few is too strong a temptation to be
ong resisted, The day is not distant
when the leverage will be used grad-
ually to draw. the coveted wealth more

.and more to the coffers of the trusts,

Meantime liberty and enHghtenment
have been doing more than merely giv-
ing us mechanical invention and help-
ful contrivances and comforts.
have given us thought, intelligence,
compulsory education, breadth of mind
and general information.’ They have
lifted the ‘poor man out of the dunghill
and have given him thought, and have
recognized his Hberties and rights theo-
retically, even more than he has yet
realized them actually. The masses
eannot be said to be asleep and need-
ing to be awakened, They are awake,
as evidenced by their thoro organiza-

tion, extending to every avenue of busi-|

ness., But. altho.awake the glant has
not learned his power, He knows not
how to .co-ordinate his forces and to
use them at the polls, v

We cannot doubt that men will learn
this lesson very soon. ‘Then will come
the time of trouble, when the giant,
labor, will strike against his master,
capital, and when the wonderful re-
sources of both will be used with
frenzy. The result will be what the
scriptures graphically portray as a
“Time of trouble such as never was
since there was a nation.,” (Danlel xii.,
1).

Thank God, the scriptures give us a
view of the silver lining behind the
clouds of trouble; assuring us that at
its conclusion the whole world will
pave learned a most valuable lesson In
the furnace of its affiction, Both par-
ties to the strifé, humbled by thelr ut-
ter failure, will. Be ready to acknowl-
edgé Messiah King of kings and Lord
of lords, Many nations shall go and
gay, *Come, let us go up 1o the moun-
tain of the Lord, to the house of the
God of Jacob; and He will teach us of
His ways, and we- will walk in Hie
paths; for" out of Zion shall go forth
the Law and the Word of: the ‘Lord
from Jersualem” (Isalah ii, 3). Of the
glories and blessings of that millennial
day the prophecies of old are replete
with testimony. But the chief bless
ing then to be brought to mankind un-
der the reign of Messiah's Kingdom
will be the knowledge of the glory of
the Lord. All men shall comewto ap-
preciate the divine chafacter and its
principles  of righteousness—justice,
love, wisdom and power—that all men
might, after. experiencing the bitter
and the sweet, the evil and the good,
in harmony with the divine taw, and,
by obedience, come to everlasting life
and joy and blessing. It is of that
happy time, we remember, that St,
Peter assures us, saying, “Times of
refreshing #hall come from the pres-
ence of the Lord; and he shall send
Jesus Christ, which before was preach-
ed unto you; whom the heaven must
receive until the times of restitution
of all things, which God hath spoken
by the moiuth of all his holy prophets
since the world began.” The apostle
additionally informs us that whoever
will not accept the righteous regula-
tions of that government shall perish
in the sécond, death; "And it shall
come to pass that every soul which
will not hear that prophét ghall be de-
stroved from among the people” (Aots
111, 19-23).

Natal, whose approval of the act of
union federating the four organlzed
South African states was not con-
#idered free ‘from doubt, has adopted
it on a referendum by a majority of
three to one.
