ment is due to F. M. Pratt, who organ-
fzed it 14 vears ago. The members are
from 13 to 18 years of age.

Central on Yonge-sireet were purchas-
ed by the board of management and
furnished for a completely equipped
boys' department.

PRINCE'S EFFECTS SEIZEL

VIENNA, Austria, Feb, 8.—The cre-
ditors of Prince  Miguel of Braganza,
who married Miss Anita \Stewart of
New York, last September, ve seiz-
ed the furniture and other effects in
the prince’s residence here, and re-
moved thém-to an auction room.

PIG IRON OUTPUT IN CANADA.

Bradstreet's says: The Canadian
output of pig iron for 1909 has been es-
timated at 800,000 tons by Mr. T. J.
Drummond, president of the Lake Su-
perior Cerporation. Up %o the be-
ginning of the twentieth century the
annual production was under 100,000
tons. That a steady Increase in out-
put is being planned for is indicated by
the fact that important additions are
heing made to the plants of the Do-
minion Iron and Steel Company, Lake
Superior Corporation and Capadian
Iron Corporation. When completed
these will bring the annual capacity
.0f Canadian furnaces up - to abocut
1,250,000 tons of pig iron. In finished
products the steel trade has alsp
made marked progress in receni years.
Tn 1902 over 200,000 tons of ralls were
imported”into Canada, but since 1904
(‘anadian mills have very largely sup-
plied the demand which now totals
about 354,000 tons annually.
