■Montreal, Aug 20—(Special).—A Tor­
onto story to the effect that the C. P. 
R. had issued an ultimatum, stating that 
should their old employes not return to 
work by noon today they will not be tak­
en b&Qk under any circumstances, is 
authoritatively denied by the main offi­
cials of the railway. They state that 
they are ready and willing to take their 
old men back at any time, and are only 
too glad to get them. At Windsor street 
offices the C. P. R. is a list of 38 agencies 
that are offering men to replace strik­
ers. These agencies are located in differ­
ent sections of Canada and the United 
States. To Canadian agencies the officials 
are writing, accepting the offer of men, 
but to United States agencies answer is 
going forth that under the Alien Labor 
Act they cannot accept. At Donagana 
street labor agency of the C.P.R. eighty 
men were signed today, and these are be­
ing distributed to points requiring them 
most. Two of the old men lately on 
strike are, the company claim, among the 
eighty mentioned.

The company state that they are gain­
ing ground gradually, and that it is only 
a matter of days when they will have 
all the skilled labor required.

Brussels, Aug. 20.—It is stated that a 
crisis in the Belgian cabinet is inevitable 
as the result of a deadlock between the 
majority in the chamber of deputies and 
the government on the subject of the re­
sponsibility of Belgium for interest in 
the Congo independent bonds.

The Chamber voted an article in the co­

Atlanta, Ga., Aug. 16.—Late today pol­
ice reserves were called to the terminal 
station to quell a riot that broke out 
among United States regulars en route 
from Chicago to the Philippines.

When the local police officers were un­
able to curb the soldiers a call was made 
upon Fort McPherson for troops, and 
Captain Bankhead, with a company of 
regulars, responded hurriedly.

Canadian Association's field "si.Montreal, Aug. 20.—The state into which 

so-called “amateur” ball has got itself 
in regard to amateurism has been a topic 
of conversation among sporting men for 
a long time. Recently, however, the sub­
ject has received the attention of some 
of the men in authority. Before very 
long it will undoubtedly be sufficiently 
before the general public to warrant the 
application to it of the term, “a real live 
topic.” The question will probably be 
threshed out before the opening -of the 
season next year.

It is well known that with many of 
the Canadian ball clubs and leagues the 
word “amateur” is nothing short of an 
ornament, and sometimes a blind, it 
is quite generally used, in many cases, in 
conjunction with professionalism, either 
open or partially hidden. The- term, as 
largely used to-day, simply seems as a 
distinction between those local boys who 
play ball and those men hired by the 
Eastern League Ball Clubs, who make 
their living at the business. The spirit 
of money-making in both cases is identi­
cal.

Now comes a hint of the drawing of a 
line. From a remark dropped by one 
of the governors of the C. A. A.' U., the 
amateur standing of the players in the 
city and other senior baseball leagues 
throughout Canada is being quietly inves­
tigated by the Registration Committee 
of that body. From what the gentleman 
hinted, there is a probability that the 
players in these leagues Will be refused 
registration by the C. A. A. U. In that 
event, they would be unable to enter into 
any amateur competition held under the 
auspices of the governing union. Many 
clubs and leagues are recognized as strict­
ly amateuri, and, of course, these would 
receive proper recognition in the event 
of action being taken.

The R. K. Y. C. racing season is now 
over, though most of the yachts will be 
in commission for two months yet. The 
next event in the programme is the La­
bor Day cruise and excursion to Bald 
Mountain. This trip will take three days, 
the yachts sailing from Millidgeville on 
Saturday, September 7th, assembling at 
Brown's Flats or the Devil’s Back on 
Sunday, and climbing the mountain, and 
returning to Millidgeville on Monday.

The climax of the trip will be on Mon­
day, when the yachtsmen will disembark 
and drive to the foot of the mountain 
and ascend it on foot. Several hours will 
be spent on the mountain, viewing the 
wide expanse of country from its summit, 
including field and forest, rivers and lakes 
and sea and islands.

When most of the players on the New 
York National jueague team were big, 
husky fellows, the club wis d'iwd the 
Criants, and it has stuck to them, al­
though there are several other teams mere, 
deserving of the title as . to physique. 
When Hanlon brought most of his famous 
Baltimore, team to Broo.Jyn, it looked 
like such a superb aggregation that some 
one handed the team the name buperbas.

The Cincinnati team is known ns the 
Reds and gets its name from the famous 
old Cincinnati team, the greatest nine that 
ever represented that city on the diamond. 
The Philadelphia team is known as the 
Phillies. The city is often referred te­
as Philly instead of Philadelphia, and, of 
course, the team’s name, Phillies, is far 
more euphonious than Philadelphias, 
hence the abbreviation.

The St. Louis team is known as the 
Cardinals. After the American League 
team took up the name of Browns the 
National club decided to be known as the 
Cardinals. The players also wear cardinal 
hose and cardinal is the color of the trim­
mings used on the Uniform. The pres­
ident of the Boston team has the peculiar 
name of Dovey, and hie team is known 
as the Doves. The Pittsburg team is 
known as the Pirates, but the derivation 
of the same is something of a myth.
