The Arabia’s manifest has not been
received. The loss of this vessel recalls
the destruction of the Persia, of the
same line, in the Mediterranean less than
a year ago, causing the death of 119 pas-
sengers and 217 members of the crew.

About the Gas Burner,

A woman’s thimble is said to have
been the means of suggesting the first
gas burner. Williami Murdock, the in-
ventor, first burned the gas simply as a
flame from the end of a pipe. One day
in an emergency he wished to stop the
illumination. Hurriedly looking around
for something, Murdock seized his wife’s
thimble and thrust it over the light,
which was immediately extinguished.
There was a strong odor of gas, how-
ever, and the experimenter applied a
light to the thimble, discovering that it
was full of holes, through which tiny
jets of flame appeared. The importance
of the result was that the illumination
from those two or three tiny jets was
much brighter than had been given by
the great flare from the end of the pipe.

One of the causes of inflated prices is
clearly set forth by the New York Times
fn an article on the coal panic when it
says that consumers can “moderate their
demhnds to their necessities, and not
seek to buy coal away from their neigh-
bors.” ]

"There is no doubt at all that this very
eagerness of people in the United States
to “buy coal away from their neigh-
bors” has affected the price as well as
the supply for ‘the average consumer:
The illustration holds good in other
lines, as flour or any kind of foodstuffs.
The people get into a panic, and even
though a survey of the situation would
convince them that there would ~ be
enough to go around, they make frantic
efforts to lay in supplies and create so
abnormal a demand that there is an ex-
cuse to boost prices and take the profits.
There are too often market conditions
which may be described as tempera-
mental. Even in times when it is obvi-
ous that the relation of supply and de-
mand, and the cost of production or of
transportation must advance prices, there
is sometimes a further advance due to the
frantic efforts of purchasers to get in
first, no matter what may happen to

' their neighbors. In the end they add an

; earlier.”

additional weight to their own burden,
but in times of panic no time is given
to reflection. This is a condition of af-
fairs the people themselves can rectify
even if their power to get after the seek-
ers for unjust profits may be very limit-
ed. They tell us that in the United
States there is a demand for 68,000,000
more tons of coal than usual for trade
uses. A large part of this may be due
to the extraordinary activity of all in-
dustries, but, as the.Times says: “Upon
the legitimate increase of demand there
is imposed frantic and belated buying
by those who would have consulted their
own interests by supplying themselves
The lesson is obvious.

“(Germans, remember your enemies,’
must be the cry of the nation. Ger-
mans are to remember that hell has let
loose all its deadly sins in order to de-
stroy them—envy, greed, violence, treach-
ery, lust and cruelty, arrogance and hy-
pocrisy, falsehood and calumny. Now is
the time,- now or never, to impress on
Germans the high qualities of courage
and pride.”

This is surely an extraordinary out-
burst from one who justifies the viola-
tion of treaties, the ravages committed
in Belgium, the Lusitania myrders and
the Zeppelin raids. But the complacent
professor goes much further. He would
sultivate a nationalism in Germany that
would give joy to the soul of one Henry
Bourassa. We quote again:

“With the disappearance of everything
among us that is petty, we must also
abolish all national sentimentality. Let
our women who look to Paris for their
fashions, our men who look to London,
remember that clothes are an expression
‘of kultur, and that they are worn to
suit physical form, climate, and taste.
German clothes after the war must be
modeled on some particular national cos-
tume noted for its ease and beauty. In
the same way arts and crafts are to
bear the national impress, and instead of
‘the smooth-harmonious, the chiseled, the
clegant, we must have the comfortable,
the gracious. The highly ornamental must
be replaced by the useful, the prettily
superficial by the practical. Why on
earth should our women continue to
draw their soaps and perfumes from
PBrance? German chemists are now in a
position to produce anything. Let Ger-
gnan soaps and perfumes be scented
with the fragrance of German flowers.
Let us have no more English misses or
French mademoiselles as ornaments in
pur homes. It is an anachronism of the
worst kind when the nation possessing
the highest kultur in the world borrows
the manners and customs of people who
"have long since been surpassed in every
great quality. If a boy or a girl wants
to learn a foreign language, let the Ger-
man school do the work; if a hausfrau
wants an assistant or nurse, let her get
an educated German girl’”

Another custom to' which the doctor
thinks the war will put an end is that
of traveling to foreign countries for re-
creation or rest. This “pernicious” habit
must absolutely cease. President Wilson
has told the American people that their
period of isolation has passed away, but
Prof. Wolff wants a fence built around
Germany.

It
would be interesting if we could learn
how many of his fellog-countrymen still
share this cheerful optimism, or believe
that at the end of the war the slate will
be wiped clean and Germany permitted
to go on getting ready for the next one.
A great awakening will come to Prof,
Wolff before he is two years older.

BUY FLOUR BY CARLOAD
AND BAKE OWN EREAD

Women Have Plan to Reduce
Prices ahd Fight the Miflers

Canvass is Taken in Toreato—
Many Housewives Start to Bake
it Themselves— Means a Great
Saving

The Canadian Housewives’ Economic
Association plans to combat the 18-
cent bread by importing flour in carload
lots, and selling to their members for
home baking. A canvas of members is
now being made to secure names of
those who will take a portion of the
flour at wholesale rates.

“The women of Toronto must take
an active step if bakers are to be forced
in reducing the high price of bread,”
said Mrs. A. E. Huestis, president of
1© of Women:' “If a
combine is formed by housewives of the
city flour can be bought at a much
lower price, and 'by every woman adopt-
ing the plan of baking bread in the
home the solution of the problem is
reached.” !

That this scheme has succeeded in
other cities is evidenced by Mrs. L.-J.
Deachman, president of the Consumers’
League, Calgary. Here the women
banded together with a determination
to break down high prices. Efforts were
made to secure flour and fish, which were
selling at abnormal . prices, at a re-
duced rate by buying in larger quanti-
ties. The women joined together.
Each one subscribed for a certain
amount. Car loads were brought in
from the outside and the women were
thus enabled to purchase these articles
at much lower prices. “The women of
Toronto must do the same if they wish
to solve the present difficulty,” contin-
and Mrs. Deachman. “Let them spend !
their money wherever they will receive
the greatest value for it, even if it means
going to the United States, This is the
only way to show the millers and bakers
they mean business,”

President Endorses the Scheme.

Mrs. S. S. Mearies, president of the
Housewives’ Economic Association, ex-
pressed herself as being favorable to thet
above suggestion. “The league will be
glad to lend every assistance we can, |
and if a certain number of women are |
willing and ready to adopt the above
scheme I can see no reason why  flour
cannot be bought in this way.” l

“Home-made bread is not only more |
gratifying but healthier,’ ’said Mrs. W.
S. Kirkland, vice-president of the league.
“I have made bread for a number of
years and find it most satisfactory. At
the present price of flour there is not|
such a decided saving in the price of a |
loaf, but when it is considered that the
home-baked bread is so much more sat- |
isfying and less biscuits and cakes are
eaten it is well worth any woman’s
time to bake it in' the home.”

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FIRD DENES RECKLESSHESS

Au'crh He Cannot Hurt the - Dodges
Without Injuring Himself

Detroit, Nov. 4—Henry Ford, in a
statement made public here, denied that
his plans for greatly expanding the
Ford Motor Car Company’s business
could be considered “reckless and um-
wise.” His statement was in reply to
the temporary injunction which Horace
and John F. Dodge, automobile manu-
facturers, obtained against the Ford
Company, resiraining the company from
using its assets to devélop its business
along lines recently announced by Mr.
Ford.

In their petition, the Dodge brothers,
who own ten per cent. of the Ford Motor
Car Company’s stock, demanded that
most of the company’s immense surplus
should be ’gaid out in dividends to stock-
holders. hey alleged that Mr. Ford's
plans to buy iron mines, establish blast
furnaces on the Detroit river, near here,
and double or triple the capacity of the
Ford plant in Detroit, were “reckless
and unwise.” ' :

Mr. Ford asserted ‘in his statement
that the keynote of his company’s suc-
cess has been its ability to sell a tremen-
dous number of automobiles at a small
profit on each car.. This idea, he said,
was to be carried out in his expansion
plan. Speaking of the Dodge brothers’
assertion that the proposed plan would
bring financial injury to them, Mr. Ford
said:— ;

“They own ten per cent, of the stock
and I own about fifty-eight per cent. I
can’t injure them $10 worth without at
the same time injuring myself $58.”

The injunction case is to be heard here
on November 11. It has temporarily
tied up ahout $52,000,000, and seeks to
compel Mr. Ford to distribute about
§39,000,000 of this amount in dividends.

CLOSE OF LUMBERING

ON RIVER AT BANGOR

(Bangor Commercial.)

The Bangor Boom Company conduct-
¢d by William Belger and William Con-
ners, finished work for the season on
Saturday, delivering more than 500 cords
of pulp wood to the Eastern Manufac-
turing Company at their plant in South
Brewer. The men finished rafting the
last drive of the year on Friday and
then handled the pulp wood ' for' the
FEastern, this being something new in the
history of the Penobscot. This pulp
wood is always sent to the mills by rail
but in some way this lot “broke away
into one of the waterways upriver and it
was decided to drive it to Bangor. Upon
Its arrival into the Bangor boom it was
handled by means of making booms
around it, and delivered to the Eastern’s
plant. The wood is about four feet long,

This has been a very good year for the
Bangor Boom Company. They have had
good weather, particularly in' the’ fall
and there has been no ice to handicap
them in their work. The close this year
on Nov. 4 is about two weeks earlier
than the company finished operations last
year, when the last drive was not all
rafted until Nov, 17,

This year the company have handled
. a little less than' 20,000,000 feet of logs

;which is 14,000,000 less than last year.
A Dbig factor in the decrease this year
was in the closing of the Ayer mill which
{used about 9,710,000 feet of logs in 1915.

Teok Them at Gun Point

Had Bad Time With Wolves
Which Are Very Thick—Both
Men Were Secured and Fined

Montreal, Nov. 6—After two weeks’
journey through the northern wilder-
ness, during which he had to ward off
wolves, meet many moose, and finally
take his prisoners at the point of hig
revolver, W. H. Griffith, chief game
warden of the Provincial Association for
the Protection of Fish and Game, re-
turned to Montreal.' He had had a hard
trip, but had secured two of the most
dangerous men the association had!
gone after in a dozen years.

The two men wanted were a couple
of half-Indian guides, uis Gill and
Robert Paquét, who had been employed
as' guides by the Laurentian Club, and
then turned poachers. Paquet had an-
nounced that if anyone went after him
there would be a vacancy in the staff
of game wardens, but when he was fin-
ally faced by Mr. Griffith, with a dan-
gerous looking revolver to back his ar-
guments, he wilted guickly. The other
man was not a dangerous character, and
gave in at once, when' he found that the
law reached beyond the Grand Anse.

Both men had been spending some
months in the northern wilds around the
head waters of the Vaermilion river,
killing and  trapping everything that
When they” were landed by
Warden Griffith the two, were camped
twenty miles apart, living in cabins, and
shooting and trapping all the game they

jcould get.

When Warden Griffith finally found
Paquet’s cabin he called with little cere-
mony, opening the door and covering
the poacher with his revolver. Paguet
lost no time in surrendering, and plenty
of evidence was found that he had been
killing moose, beaver, mink, martin and
other fur-bearing animals.

As soon as he was secured, Warden
Griffith went on.with his guides and
captured Louis Gill, who was a much
less dangerous character. The two were
then brought back to Grand Piles, where
they were taken before Magistrate J. P.
Lafontaine, and given a fine of $20
each with costs. In addition to this
they were warned that any further in-
fraction of the game laws would mean
an additional fine of $100 each, with
twelve months’ imprisonment. At the
desire of the Laurentian Club the men
were then let off on suspended sent-
ence, it being considered that the lesson
given the people in the district as to
the effectiveness of the law was more
than worth the money and trouble in-

4| volved in the work.

‘Wolves Very Dangerous.

“It was one of the most difficult trips
I ever had,! said Warden Griffiths yes-
terday. “The whole journey was made
by canoe and portage through the wild
country morth of Grand Piles, some of
the. wildest country in Canada. It was

the .open, in our sleeping bags, with five
inches of snow on the ground, while the
wolves were very troublesome, ¥

“The -Indians up there told me that
never before had they known the wolves
so bad. The brutes infested the whole
country in bands, and none of the people
there dared go out alone after dark.”

Warden Griffith said that big game
was also exceedingly plentiful all
through the north country he traversed,
he having seen a great many moose and
other animals during his trip. In ad-
dition to securing the two poachers, he
seized four beaver skins, four marten
skins, twenty-five musk rats, two minks
and other valuable furs while he was
unable to get the main supply secured
by the poachers, which had been cached
in the woods.

Carranza Men fo |
Eliminate Villa

Force of 9,000 Concentrating
at Jiminez

Move Gratifies America

U. S. Forces Will Be Withdrawa
if Carranza Shews Himself Able
to Cope With the Situation

Washington, Nov. 6—Announcement
has been made by Eliseo Arredondo, the
Mexican ambassador designate, that a
Carranza force of 9,000 men is being con-
centrated at Jiminez to be used in a
movement which has for its purpose
“the elimination of Villa” The an-
nouncement was based on advices re-
ceived by Senor Arredondo from An-
dreas Garcia, consul of Mexico at El
Paso, who stated that General Murguia
“is. concentrating his forces at Jiminez,
and in a few days he will have a force
of 9,000 men, who will engage in the
concentration for the elimination of Vil-
la.” Another despatch to Senor Arre-
dondo asserts the report that the cap-
ture of Parral by Villa’s irregulars is
unfounded.

Jiminez is an important juncture point
on the Mexican central railroad, about
140 miles southeast of Chihuahua City,
and about 55 miles due east of Parral.
It is also about forty miles south' of
Santa Rosalia, a point a hundred miles
south of Chihuahua, which Villistas were
reported several days ago to have cap-
tured after having cut the line south
of Chihuahua City. According to El
Paso reports, the Villistas turned south-
westward up the river canyon from
Santa Rosalia, with Parral as their ob-
jective. If Villa is actually in the region
between Santa Rosalia and Parral, Jim-
inez would be ideal from the point of
strategy as the starting point for one
of several columns converging on the
bandits. Last week it was officially re-
ported that 8,000 de facto government
soldiers had been sent to Chihuashua
City as reinforcements for General Tre-
vino* for operations against the Villistas.

DéT.Curtin Contrasts The English People
and The Germans—An Intimate View

(London Times.)
. (Mr. Curtin’s fifth article describing
his ten months’ stay in Germany con-
.tpasts the attitudes of the German and
éngush peoples toward each other. To
ermans he attributes a greater knowl-
edge of English personalities than Eng-
lishmen possess of personalities in Ger-
many. To Englishmen he attributes too
great a tendency to judge German men-
_ tality’ by their own.)
e (By D. Thomas Curtin.)
“* The Englishman: It is never the Bri-
~ton, the Australian, the €anadian, the
"Scotsman, or the Welshman. It is al-
*ways the.— Englander, and as the Ger-
mans see you it does not make a pretty
picture. It is one with which I cor-
dially disagree,
To understand the ferocious hatred
‘of German men and women (and és-
pecially ‘the women) for England it is
necessary that you should gather some
idcu of their views. The general views
of the Englishman and his motives held
.glruughout Germany—and what one
German thinks most Germans think—
s summed up in the single word “mon-
oy i :
The following conversation is typical.:
I remarked one evening in a circle where
I was sufficiently intimate to express
mild approbation of some feature of the
Allies’ cause that “it is wonderful how
_ all these young English civilians have
volunteered for the army.” The reply
_ at the table was universal. It was that
“rubbing of the thumb and forefinger by
whichy the Germans and other foreign-
ers mefn “money.” : 7
“Yoy/ can hire any kind of scamp in
Englaad at one mark (1s.) a day, or in
Canada at five (5s.),” said the father of
the family pompously. ‘L'hat settled
the question. He was an authority,
baving, like thousands of others, made
the famous Hamburg-Amerika round

The rich English lord, traveling al-
ways first class, accompanied by a
horde of lackeys and gpending. toney
foolishly, is still a kind of‘legend among
Germans.

Argument with Germans about Eng-
land and the English character produc-
es no rcsult. If you tell them ‘that
London is half in ruins they do not be-
lieve you. If you ask them to explain
why it is that English troorps,\%rive in
France through the German submarine
blockade they reply: “They travel in
hospital ships—everybody knows that.”

The Effect of Repetition

Ten months of mixing with these
people and reading their newspapers al-
most shook my belief, ‘and it was with
some relief that on arriving at Hull,
which the Germans believe to be prac-
tically destroyed, I found that it was
cairying on as usual—very much as
uspal. .

On the subject of the English, Ger-
man women from the higher ranks
downward, are even more virulent and
obstinate than the men. There is: no
pretence among the German general
public of the military worth of Zeppe-
lin raids. German men (and again, es-
pecially German women) think that by
killing a sufficient number of English
peébpi ——men, women and children—
YOur: i rmment will be forced by :he
populacé to cry for peace. Nations are
very much inclined to judge other na-
tions by their own feelings; and the
Germans, whom the English regard as a
stolid people, are really highly emo-
tional and easily downcast, uplifted, or

scared.

When I told a Berlin acquaintance
that having been present at one of their
Zeppelin raids on London I saw no
sign of fear among the English, the re-
ply . was: ",‘Look what happened at
Karlsruhe”* The bombardment of the
Baden capital gave the Germans a very
bad fright indeed, and it is obvious to
anyone who understands Prussian
psychology that active reprisals on their
civilian population would soon stop
Zeppeiin raids in England.

Say this to the average man and com-
pare the present period with the Stone
Age, the Iron Age, and such of prehis-
toric times, and he will laugh at you.

his family than he ever did before, for
the high cost of shoes, the mounting
price of leather, l;ﬁlmade this average
man, this man of mJlerate means, begin
to think of ways and means of saving
his shoe leather from the ravages of

_ snow and water—the two worst enemies

of leather.

This is a Rubber Age, and we Cana-
dians should thank Great Britain for the
fact, for Great Britain made cheap rub-
ber possible to us. To be sure, there
was rubber before, but never rubber in
such quantities—never rubber on such
an economical basis. Today crude rub-
ber' costs 67c. a pound. Before the war
it cost $1.25. Six years ago it cost $3.00.
Again, Britain must be thanked for her
part in making this an age of rubber.

The manner in which all this came
about is briefly told; yet, it is interest-
ing. Back in 1893 all the world’s rubber
came from South America and was
shipped principally to the United States.
That same year native workers in Java,
Sumatra, the Malay States and Ceylon
began setting out rubber trees. Their
wages were paid with money supplied
by the British government, the land was
purchased in the same way, and the Brit-
ish government kept its finger on the
whole affair until seven years later,when
these plantations began producing.
Four tons of rubber came rrom them the
first year of production. The same year
Brazil turned out approximately 50,000

tons of rubber.

Now, listen to this. This year Brazil
will produce approximately 50,000 tons
of rubber, and the British-fostered plan-
tations will 'produce over 150,000 -tons.
Thus it is that Great Britain controls
the rubber market and has brought the
price of crude rubber to such a level that
the man with a family, the man who
lives on what he earns from day to day,
will pay no more for the rubbers and
overshoes to protect his high-priced
shoe's than he did before these days of
soaring prices

rts. President Wilson has no inten-

on, however, of handing Bernstorff his
passports, for it has been semi-officially
ennounced that the administration did
not consider the action of the U-58 il-
legal. Mr. Beck points out that in the
last note Mr. Wilson sent to Germany
he did consider just such operations il-
legal and inhumsn, for he insisted that
Germeny “should now immediately de-

clare in effect an abandonment of its |

present methods of submarine warfare
against passenger and freight-carrying
vessels.” But Germany has not aband-
oned its methods; it has indeed applied
them on the very doorstep of the United
States.

Sinking of the Stephano,

In some respects the sinking of the
Stephano, as described by Mr. Beck in
an article to the New York Tribune,
was one of the most-outrageous acts per-
petrated by any German submarine. This
vessel was on her way from Halifax to
New York, carrying ninety-four pas-
sengers, including women and children,
and a crew of sixty-seven. She carried
no contraband, and was not bound for a
belligerent port. Many of the passengers
were Americans. At eight o’clock on
Sunday evening, October 8, the Stephano

was hailed by a German submarine, and
ordered to immediately put her passengg-
ers and crew in the lifeboats as a tor-
pedo was about to be launched. The
sea was still rough, after a recent storm,
and in the darkness, the passengers were
obliged to climb down the rope ladders
to the rocking lifeboats. They left be-
hind them their personal possessions, and
were obliged to take their chances in
small boats sixty miles from land, Then
the Stephano was sunk. As it happened,
American destroyers were on the scene
and picked up the passengers after they
had been in the boats about half an
hour.

American Navy Prostituted.

Had the American war vessels not
been present it is by no means improb-
able that some of the Stephano’s pas-
sengers might have died of exposure be-
fore the lifeboats were able to make land.
Did the commander of the German sub-
marine calculate upon the assistance that
would be given by the American war
vessels, and would he have refrained
from launching his torpedo if these ves-
sels had not been present? Mr. Beck
says that if the sinking of the Stephano
would have been unjustifiable but for
the proximity of the American destroy-
ers, then it follows that the presence of
these vessels made it possible for the
Germans to sink the Stephano. He adds:
“T'o prostitute the American navy by
making it a mere auxiliary of German
submarines ought to be unthinkable.”
Mr. Beck says that the American com-
manding the Ericsson ought to have no-
tified the German submarine command-
et that his business was to protect Am-
erican lives, and that he would fire on
the submarine if she attempted to sink
the Stephano.

Holland and Norway.

He contrasts what he considers the
pusillanimous action of the United States
with that of Holland. One of the vessels
sunk by the U-58 being a Dutch vessel,
the Dutch foreign minister immediately
announced that he expected the German
government to disavow the deed and to
tender reparation for an “absolutely un-
justifiable act.” Holland has also
promptly forbidden the entrance of bel-
ligerent warships to her ports except un-
der stress of weather. Following the ex-
ploit of the U-58, Norway, also a small
nation, but a proud one, issued an edict
which forbids any submarine from cross-
ing her three-mile limit except it remains
upon the surface of the water and flies
its flag. This action on the part of Nor-
way has greatly incensed Germany, who
contends that the edict ca™>¥ifect only
German submarines, and is thus an un-
neutral act, Norway, however, remains
firm, and may yet be called upon to
fight for her rights,

Submarines Violate All Law.

Mr. Beck says that before the present
war no principle of international law
was more firmly established than that
war should be so conducted that injury,
death or even undue jeopardy should be
spared non-combatants, as far as was
reasonably possible. The right of a bel-
ligerent to destroy an enemy’s merchaat
vessel was recognized, but if was the
duty of the destroying vessel to safe-
guard the lives of crew and passengers.
‘T'his was accomplished either by putting
a prize crew aboard the captured vessel
if it was desired to take the prize to
a port or to take off the passengers and
crew, before sinking the ship. As far as
neutral vessels were concerned they had
to be taken before a prize court, even
when carrying contraband, if they were
not carrying contraband they could not

Count Ferri-Pisani, a member of a
noble French family, who has been act-
ing as correspondent to a Toulouse news-
paper, published in the New York Times
the substance of two interviews he had
last January, one with Constantine and
the other with Venizelos. \The French
censor would not permit them to appear
in France, which by no means detracts
from their interest, The count says that
when he saw Venizelos he was welcomed
with particular warmth, because he was
“A Frenchman come to visit me in these
hours of sorrow,” to quote the words of
the great Cretan. He explains the re-
mark by saying that at this time the
Allied diplomats had practically ceased
to negotiate with Venizelos in their
efforts to placate Constantine, and that in
pursuance of this end and as a final bid
they had offered the Greek king honor-
ary command of the allies’ international
armies in the east. The negotiations fail-
ed because the king remained stubborn,
and soon afterward Venizelos was again
approached.

Venizelos a Royalist.

In the course of their talk Venizelos
deplored the attitude of Greece, and
said that the only hope was that the
Hellenic spirit would be awakened should
the Bulgars tread Greek soil#” Until then
he said he could do nothing. - He em-
phasized the fact that he was a royal-
ist. He had no desire to see Greece a
republic, and hoped against hope, even
as his recently issued manifesto proves
that he desired to identify the cause of
Greece with the Greek crown. The in-
terview with Venizelos was on the whole
what one might have expected, but the
interview with Constantine a few hours
earlier in ‘the day was far from con-
ventional. The king seemed to be in a
passion. He spoke as a man distraught,
at a loss for words, at a loss for con-
nected ideas. He protested that he was
no pro-German; and to prove it he reit-
erated his belief that Germany would
be defeated in this war.

A Promise to the Kaiser.

Count Ferri-Pigani observed that nev-
er in the course of the interview did the
king refer to “my subjects” or “my pec-
ple”” He calleq them “the Greeks,” like
the foreigner he is, He spoke of at-
tempts to sow dissension in the Greek
royal family, hopes having been extend-
ed to one of his brothers that he might
have the Greek throne, and exclaimed: *I
am ill, seriously ill. What they want is
my death, is itp 1 tell you once more
that I no longer believe that Germany
will be victorious, but there are prom-
ises—” Here he broke off, and the cor-
respondent suggests that he was about
to speak indiscreetly of some pledge that
he may have given to the Kaiser, a cov-
enant as between sovereign and sover-
eign. Hé said nothing of the other cov-
enant which the nation of Greece enter-
ed into with the nation of Serbia, whose
violation by Constantine is wholly re-
sponsible for the present trouble in which
he and his country find themselves.
