Geneva, via Paris, June 11—-A Lai­
bach despatch' to the Tribune says:

"The Italians began their march 
against Gorilla on the morning of June 
8, when the first detachments were near 
the city. Austrian artillery opened fired 
and .heavy masses of infantry which 
were thrown forward forced the Italians 
to fall back several times.

Bryan Now to German-Americans

Washington, June II—With the issu­
ance of another statement, an appeal to 
‘German-Americans,“ William Jennings 
Bryan was expected to rest his case. 
This is his third since his resignation. 
He declined to discuss the statement in 
advance.

In his second statement, addressed to 
the American people, last night, 
the public to “sit in judgment upon my 
decision to resign rather than share re­
sponsibility for it.”

He contends that the American note 
conforms to the standards of the old 
system bf force, while he is an advocate 
of the new system of persuasion.”

Mr. Bryan expresses confidence that 
the public will credit him with honorable 
intentions, but says that good intentions 
are not enough. He adds that if the 
public verdict is against him, he asks no 
mercy, declaring that public men must 
be “willing to bear any deserved pun­
ishment from ostracism to execution.”

averaging 600 a day, many of them chil­
dren who die from hunger, was said in 
n letter received by a relative here from 
S. Jamison Swarman, for fifteen years 
a merchant in the capital. The letter 
ays:
“While our residents are dying from 

hunger the soldiers of Zapata are rob­
bing, stealing, kilting and destroying. 
President Rouque Gonzales Garza is in 
charge of the situation, but he is unable 
to offer any relief. He already has con­
fiscated all food stuffs in the stores, 

î private residences and restaurants for 
distribution among the poor and middle 
classes. He was enabled to give each 
family enough rations to last them 
through 72 hours if they practised econ­
omy.

“All day the streets are filled with 
paupers begging for a bite to eat. With 
the foodstuffs shortage the number of 
paupers was multiplied by thousands. 
Most of the street beggars are women 
with babies in arms.

At night naked children go to the 
doorsteps of the richer Mexicans to 
plead for food, and when morning comes 
their little bodies are stiff. Ambulances

BRYAN AND THE NOTE.
The resignation of Secretary Bryan is 

made even more surprising when 
reads the American note to Germany 
which he refused to sign. It is as mild 
a document as even Germany could wish, 
and we are told from quarters friend­
ly to Germany it will enable the latter 
country to find a way out of dif Acuity 
without humbling its pride. It is also, 
to be noted that while the American 
note reaffirms the position taken when 
the former note was sent, it sets no time 
limit for a reply, nor does it intimate 
what will be done if Germany remains 
obstinate. That Mr. Bryan should have 
hesitated to sign so harmless a docu­
ment leads to a suspicion that he want­
ed to get into the limelight, and this is 
con Armed by his published “appeal to 
the American people,” in which he de­
liberately seeks to embarrass the gov­
ernment of which he was lately a mem­
ber. It was scarcely worth while to 
muzzle Demburg if Bryan is free to rant 
in the name of Christ and protest that 
all the participants in this war are 
equally guilty and equally responsible 
for its outbreak. The intelligent press 
of the United States wiU, however, at­
tend to the case of Mr. Bryan, and it 
will be very surprising if the same press 
does not criticise the note to Germany 
on the ground that it is quite too mild 
and contains too many words. A short, 
sharp and decisive note would have been 
fully justiAed under the circumstanÉes. 
However, Germany is not at all likely to 
recede from her position, and the hand 
of President Wilson may be forced, in 
spite of his paciAc attitude. The fact 
that Germany in a note received at 
Washington yesterday declines to agree 
with the American view in relation to 
the rights of American vessels wiU have 
a tendency to increase the friction be­
tween the two countries, and in reply­
ing to the last American note Germany 
cannot very well five the assurances so 
mildly asked for without a loss of pres­
tige at home. Having played the bully 
so long and with so much noise, it would 
be humiliating to recede from that posi­
tion, and such a course may be regard­
ed as improbable. Bht Germany will be 
very glad to go on arguing and gaining, 
time. How long the United States wiU 
stand for that sort of thing remains to 
be seen. _________

New York, June 10—Whether or not 

Crocker Land, which Rear-Admiral 
Robert E. Peary believed he saw at a 
distance when in the Arctic regions 
north of the western part of the Am­
erican continent is a myth, an illusion 
end a mirage is the Subject of discus­
sion among sebntists. The argument 
arose over a letter from Donald B. Mac­
Millan, now in the Arctic regions at the 
heaif of an expedition sent there to as1 
certain whether Crocker Land really ex­
isted. In a letter to The New York 
Tribune» Mr. MacMillan said that Crock­
er Land does not exist, but that from 
the heights of Cape Thomas Hubbard 
and for several days on the Polar Sea 
there' was every appearance of an im- . 
mense tract of land with hills and snow­
capped peaks In the northwest. As they 
marched toward it, Mr. MacMillan re­
ported it shifted its location, and event­
ually disappeared.

Dr. Henry F. Osborn, president of 
the American Museum of Natural His­
tory, one of the institutions which sup­
ported the MacMillan expedition, was 
quoted as saying: “It seems to have 
been demonstrated clearly that there is 
no land there.” Dr. Osborn said that 
Rear-Admiral Peary did not claim to 
have actually discovered the land, but 
that from the data he furnished in re- „, 
gard to the probability of its being 
there it seemed quite likely that he was 
right. “It is apparent in MacMillan’s ' 
letter, that he saw the same mirage that 
Peary noticed,” said Dr. Osborn.

Herbert L. Bridgeman said that Rear- 
Admiral Peary recently repeated to him 
that he saw what he believed to be land. 
‘Admiral Peary said to me several time! 
before, 4 I never say that a thing is land 
until I have my foot on it,”’ added Mr. 
Bridgeman.

Rear-Admiral Peary was at his sum­
mer home on Eagle Island off the Maine 
coast, and his views on the MacMillan 
report could not be obtained.

Private R. H. Roe, B. Co., 3rd Bat­
talion, has written a graphic description 
of what he knows of the Langemarck 
fight,, and he emphasizes this:

“I’ve witnessed some of the greatest 
deeds of heroism possible during those 
five days; one in particular I’ll never 
forget.

“During the first day’s fighting we 
were supported by a single battery of 
4.75 (four guns), which had been 
brought up during the night and placed 
in position.

“At daylight the gunners commenced 
firings and kept up a continuous fire un­
til some time in the afternoon, when the 
battery was put out of action, and all 
the gunners either killed or wounded.

I never thought 
we should get there, the shells were fall­
ing all around us, and the ground was 
like a sieve with shell holes. They (the 
Germans) were shelling this trench then, 
but our men never moved. I hear only 
eight men came out of it when they were 
relieved. There were piles of dead and 
wounded all round, Canadians, British 
and French. You read about Neuve 
Chapelle. That was nothing to this 
fight That only lasted one day, but 
this was on over a week. The battle was 
on before we went in and still on when 
we came out, and we were only out for 
eighteen hours. We had just got into 
bed when we had to go out again, but 
not to fight this time, only to dig a new 
trench on new ground where the enemy 
had been driven back.

“I shall never forget the sights and 
sounds at this time. I saw them bury 
the dead .men. They put just about 

I twenty in one of the big shell holes. An 
English regiment went into action just 
on our left before us.

St. John Soldier Writes of Reported 
Reason Why Germans Make 
no Efforts to Hurl Bombs at 
Folkestone

"

A letter received yesterday by Mrs. 
P. L. Jennings, from her son, Quarter 
Master Sergeant F. X. Jennings, from 
Shomcliffe, Eng., tells of most of the 
men of the 28rd Battery having gone to 
France. He expects to be kept at Shom­
cliffe for some time because of his work 
and thought the brigade would be used 
as a reserve from .which drafts would 
be sent forward for reinforcements. A 
rigid physical examination was made 
before the men were accepted for. the 
front.

“I notice the St John papers still pub­
lish stories about the 
Canadians,’ ” Sergt 
“bat as a matter of fact these guns lost 
and gallantly retaken at Langemarck 
belonged to the English artillery, though 
it was a Canadian uetachment which re­
gained them.

“I have often wondered,” he writes, 
“why on account of the large number 
of troops billeted and camped in and 
about Folkestone, the Germans have 
never made that town an object of an 
air raid, even though they have come as 
handy as Dover and Deal, the former 
only seven miles distant. According to 
Folkestone people, there is a reason for 
this, and it dates back to some years 
ago when a German steamer was wreck­
ed here and many lives, including 
some of the German nobility, lost. Some 
of the bodies recovered were interred in 
the Folkestone cemetery. On this ac­
count, rport has it, the Kaiser has given 
orders that the peace of the town must 
not be disturbed with bombs. I have 
learned that the story of the wreck is 
correct, but as yet I have had no oppor­
tunity to interview the Kaiser, so I can­
not vouch for the supposed order.”
