The new boats will practically all
be in operation in time to sweep the
seas and enforce an actual blockade
against rum-runners during the Christ-
mas holidays when the ligior smug-
gling trade is briskest. The new speed
boats are manned by membTrl of the
Coast Guard. i v

Already three destroyers, manned by
members of the Coast Guard are
patrolling the waters off Montauk
Point, L. I, where bootleg ‘and rum-
running activities are reported recently
to have come to a standstill.

The gew speedboats in the prohibi-
tion! service are being built at-a cost
of $25,000 each. They are equipped
with radio apparatus for transmission
and receiving. Tests are now being
made to determine with what success
the new boats will be able to use both
telephone and telegraph instruments in
message transmission. Because of these
tests, it was explained, the first of the
new boats probably will not be sent
on patrol duty off ‘Atlantic City before
the end of this week.

The new boats are classified as the
CG-100, They are equipped with spe-
cial Sterling coast guard motors of 200
horsepower each. Their armament in-
cludes one-pounders fore and aft -and
amidship.

The machine guns and smaller arms
are distributed at convenient points
throighout the speedboats so that they
may be within handy reach in close
encounters with bellicose bootleggers
and rum runners.

POOR DOCUMENT

WAR ROMANCE IS
RUDELY SHATTERED

Girl Tells of Marrying Her
Childhood Sweetheart and
of His Desertion, .

London, Oct. 29—Coincidence # fic-
tion assumes some strange forms, but
there has rarely been a more remark-
able example of it than in the real-life
story of an Australian soldier and a
Kentish maid, whose broken war-time
romance recently related to the Brom-
ley magistrates.

In 1918 the Vicar of Christ Church,
Beckenham, was the Rev. C. Harring-
ton Lees, and when he united the
couple he little thought that their af-
fairs would be brought again to his
notice many thousands of ‘mlles away.
A few years ago the reverend gentle-
man became Archbishop of Melbourne,
whither the Australian husband had
gone. ~The wife, lonely and deserted in
England, wrote to the Archbishop, ap-
pealing to him to intervene with ‘her
erring spouse.

Mrs. Rosina Bermonia Marion Kate
Stone told ‘her story when applying
for a maintenance order, which could
be enforced in the State of Victoria.
Hei husband, she said, was born in the
Beckenham  district, and theirs had
been a boy and girl romancé. They
hadl gone to school together. Fourteen
years ago he went to Australia, and
when the war came he joined up and
served in France.

Acquaintance Renewed.

They renewed their acquaintanceship
when he was in England on leave, and
ultimately they bccame engaged and
marricd. They lived ‘together for 12|
_ months, and then he returned to Aus-
tralia for his discharge. Owing o her
dclicate state of health she could not
gt ‘with him. After the birth of lLer
child, witness obtained her papers and
sent them to him. Her husband.sent
the papers back to Australiarlouse,
and she was informed there that he
refused to sign them. In 1920 she re-
ceived a letter from him in which he
said that he had “made a mess of
things and did not want to return to
Beckenham.”

In 1921 he wrote informing her that
there was a girl in Australia who was
the only girl he would ever care for,
and witness must take what action
she thought fit. In a subsequent letter
he asked her to divorce him, and added
that if she came out to him he would
keep her, but would not live with her.
Witness had since communicated with
i:e Australian police, and, in conse-
quence of a reply from them, she wrote
to the Archbishop of Melbourne.

SLEEPING  MALADY

Epidemic is Serious in Some Dis-
tricts in Great 5
Britain.

have died and hundreds more are sick
owing to a strange epidemic which has
broken out among the herds in{ the St.
lives and Kamsey districts of Hunding-

Up to the present no means have
been found to combat the disease,
which is causing heavy loss to pig
breeders. The value of the pigs which
have died or have been destroyed runs
into thousands of pounds.

The first symptoms of the complaint
are weakness in ine hindquarters and
a general condition of lethargy. whick
becomes in‘*ensified until death takes
place, when the carcass rapidly turns
purple in color. |

The percentage of deaths is extraor-

dinarily high, in many places 100 per
cent. being recorded. Veterinary sur-
geons in the dictrict confess themselves
beaten, and can suggest no remedy.

Experts have ventured the opinion
that the complaint is a form of sleepy
sickness, while others inciine to the
belief that it is cerebro-spinal menin-
gitis. f

BRITAIN LEADS IN
VESSEL BUILDING

for the quarter ended September 80.

And What's Coming

(Toronto Globe.)

In connection with the vexing prob-
lem of the Maritime Provinces,. to
which considerable newspaper comment
has been devoted of late, there comes
an interesting contribution from S. R.
Weston the engineer of the New Bruns-
wick Hydro-Electric Commission.. He
premises his observations upon certain
general deductions made.by the Power
Commission of that province to the
effect that increase in population fol-
lows the development of electrical
energy., These deductions may be
elaborated:—

During the two decades previous
to 1901 the population of Eastern
Canada was langely sustained, and
only in a small measure multiplied,
by drawing upon native commodity
resources, while in the two decades
subsequent to 1901 population was
not only: sustained, but appreci-
ably increased, by drawing upon
a hitherto comparatively unde-
veloped energy resource in the
form of hydraulic and hydro-elec-
tric power. i

It therefore appears, without
further elaboration of the above
argument, that the original propo-
sition has been demonstrated;~and
that the Province of New Bruns-
wick must, of necessity, devise
means to accelerate the develop-
ment of her latent energy resources,
in order that the resultant devel-
opment of diversified fabricating
industries may stimulate the
growth of population and the rate
of inflow of new money, with a
coincident tendency toward the
reduction of the individual tax
‘burden.

“The Bassano Mail recently referred
to a proposal made by the federal
member for East Calgary for assuring
an ample supply of rainfall at all times
in Alberta.

The Mail suggested that a
better plan would be to level the
Rocky Mountains for a width, say, of
tw? hundred miles, so that the
moisture-laden winds from the Pacific
coyld penetrate right through without
being deprived of their humidity by the
towering peaks.

To many in the East it doubtless
secmed that a little thing like flattening
a couple of hundred miles of the
Rockies to prairie level would present
no great obstacle to western enter-
prise. Certainly, from what we hear
of western optimism and buoyancy, the
suggestion, at this distance, presents no
difficulties likely to dismay the soaring
spirit of those who breathe the
champagne which is the air between
Winnipeg and the foot-hills beyond
Calgary. However, for the purposes of
argument, let us accept The Journal’s
view regarding the perils of humor, and
reinforce it by recalling the experience
so movingly related by Oliver Wendel!

stretched to 200,000 horsepower as
commercially developed. With this
development he places first and fore-
most the possibilities of expansion in
the forest industries, particularly pulp
and paper. The utilization of New
Brunswick’s fourteen billion feet of
spruce and fir, he maintains, will be
long delayed unmless hydro-electric
power comes to the rescye. In fact the
hope that such power would stimulate
the development of such industries
alone, he thinks, would justify the/erec-
tion of great power plants as public
ownership enterprises. Such a start
that other industrial activity will fol-
that other industrial activitw will fol-
low, largely because of cheap power.
Already 11,000 homes In the province
are lighted by hydro services, but with
additional current available this num-
ber would be increased at least five-
fold.

After the experience of Ontario, the
possibility of failure for New Bruns-
wick in such an enterprise ‘seems re-
mote. If Mr. Weston’s statistics are
approximately accurate, the develop-
ment of the latent wealth -of the pro-
vince only needs cheap power to bring
it Into being—to turn frozen assets into
fiquid assets, as it were. Cheap power
cuts into industrial oyerhead, and at
the same time extends almost unlim-
ited benefits to every community
affected.

l;roblem of the C, N. R,

(L’Evenement, Montreal)

Whatever views we may hold on
public ownership in theory, it is un-
questionable that a careful government
can rescue the C. N. R. in the course
of time from the rut in which it bids
fair to perish. Sir Henry Thornton’s
management has already shown that
even in times of grave industrial crisis,
operating receipts can be increased and
the deficit on the line sensibly dimin-
ished. Service has improved 50 per
cent. on the railway for some years.
There can be no doubt that if Canada
should enter upon a period of even
relative prosperity and business activ-
ity, the government would soon be able
to count among its naticnal assets the
full value of this*immense property.
To turn the enterprise over, under
these circimstances, to a group of
financiers, would be a clear case of
theft, an inconceivable swindle, a scan-
dal of disgusting dimensions.

The Busy Bee,
(Manchester Guardian.)

A single hive may in a season pro-
duce from 80 1bs. to 100 1bs. of hopey;
not a stupendous amount, one thinks,
remembering that there may be from
80,000 to 40,000 bees engaged in its
collection, but the feat becomes more
wonderful when it is analyzed. It
takes 850 average bees to weigh one
ounce, and as each bee can only carry
about one-qdarter of its own weight
of nectar, that means 1,400 bees would
be required to make one journey each
to collect a single ounce of honey. The
immensity of the task is Increased
when it is remembered that the pre-
cious nectar loses nearly one-half itg
weight in transit, and that, therefore,
an ounce of honey represents the labors \
of 28,000 bees on one journey, or nearly
80,000 journeys by a single bee. As
these journeys will seldom average legs
than one mile each for the outward
and homeward passage, it can be seen
that the gathering of one ounce of
honey entails flights approximating to
80,000 miles, and in a hive containing
60 lbs. of honey there is the concen-
trated results of over 28,000,000 miles
of flight. One ceases to wonder that
the average life of a bee is only six
or eight weeks, in which short time it
wears out its tiny wings and exhausts
its body.

noon decided to reduce the top wharf-
age charges on export freight and grain,
the rate on general cargo to be reduced
from 25 cents per ton fo 20 cents per
.ton, and the rate on grain from 6 cents
per ton to 8 cents per ton, making a
reduction of 20 per cent, in the general
cargo rates; and 50 per cent. in the
grain rates, The opinion was express-
ed that this would be more acceptable
all roynd, a8 it waé.a more equitable
distribntion of the benefits than if ap-
plied to grain alone. Mayor Potts ex-
pressed his satisfaction at the action
of the council and said he believed
that it would result in iner traffic
for the port. He also complimented
Commissioner Bullock on the concise
way in which he had framed the reso-
lution. y

The resolution introduced by Com-
missioner Bullock was as follows:

“That the top wharfage charges on
export under the classification of gen-
eral cargo be reduced to.20 cents per
ton, and that of ggrain in bulk to 3
cents per ton, effective January 1, 1925,
and that the by-law be amended to
correspond.”

RUSSIAN IS DEEP
IN VODKA MAKING

Illicit Liquor Manufacture
Assumes Great Propor-
. tions in Ukraine,

Moscow, Oct. 29—-Bootlegging " has
assumed large proportions in- the ‘Uk-
raine. The authorities have discovered
during the last seven months more
than 50,000 illicit stills, each of which
on an average, consumed about'a ton

of rye for the production of vodka.

According to official figures, there is
one still for every 750 persons. The
authorities fear that at the present
rate of growth these establishments
will by the end of the year bring the
total number of stills to one for every
250 persons. \

The' Government has decided, in
view of the fact that the illicit stills
cause heavy losses to the stste distil-
leries and the national treasury, to in-
crease the punishment for bootlegging
offences and to open a wide campaign
against home brewing.

- Mr. Justice White’s judgment, in
part, follows:

The Franchise,

Having pointed out the legislative
authority upon which the parties re-
spectively rely as conferring the pow-
ers claimed, I will now state with re-
gard to the plaintif’s contention that
it has the exclusive franchise for the
distribution and sale of electric light
4nd power in the City of St. John,
that I cannot find it possesses such ex-
cliusive power either by the statute re-
ferred to or by any subsequent legis-
lation. In Dillon on Municipal Cor-
porations, Section 1213, it is sald:

“Every corporation which acquires a
franchise to use the city streets which
Is not by its terms or true construc-
tion shown or declared to be exclusive
takes the franchise subject to the pow-
er of the Legislature or the city to
grant similar rights to others. But as
between two companies exercising sim-
jlar rights priority ‘of possession con-
fers superiority. The corporation or
individual first installing its pipes,
mains or other appliances acquires cer-
tain superiority of rights in the use of
the city street therefor. Each com-
pany may exercise its own.franchise
as fully as i8 compatible with the
necessary rights of -others, but where
pfly interference -is unavoidable the
latter occipant must give way. But
the first occupant of the streets is only
protected against unreasonable and un-
necessary interference.” 3

“With' the statement of the law by
the learned author of the work I have
referred to, I agree. .

See also Jacques Cartier Water &
Power Co., vs. Quebec Railway, Light
& Power Co., 11 Quebec K. B. 511,
where Andrew J., delivéring the judg-
ment Jof the Court says:

“In Thompson’s Commentaries on
the law of corporations, Vol. 4 par.
5399 we find a rule which bears upon
this question, viz: That a grant of a
franchise to one person does not pre-
vent the granting of similar franchise
to another unless“the first grant has
been expressly made as an exclusive

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one. Upon such circumstances the!
general rule of law wotld be I think!
that both should so act as to facilitate
a reasonable fair use by the other of,
his grant. But if special circimstances
render it impossible for both to utilize
their grant in the same spot; the one
in possession must be maintained in
that possession. If by resorting to cer-
tain protective measures the joint use
of the particular locality may be made
safe it should be allowed; but the
newcomer should bear the whole bur-
then and expense of such protective
measures.”

Equal Rights.

With reference to the defendant’s
claim that the city in exercising the
power conférred by the statites re-
ferred to is acting in the execution of
a public trust and for the public bene-
fit and therefore the powers corferred
upon it to locate and use its trans-
mission system are paramount to thosc
possessed by the Power Company,
which was organized and exists for
the purpose of making profit only, I
may say that had the power conferred
upon he city by the legislation referr-
ed to been granted and exercised sole-
ly and exclusively for the purpose of
lighting the city’s streets, I would
have been disposed to agree to some
extent at least with this last mention-
ed contention put forward by Mr.
Baxter upon the argument. For while
I am aware there are several American
cases where it has been held thdt a city
in lighting its|streets is not exercising
what is termed in American legal
phraseology its police powers, that is
to say, using the language of English
courts, is not acting in the execu-
tion of a public trust for the
public benefit, yet I confess I am
unable to distinguish in principle be-
tween the lighting by the city of its
streets in order to render them more
easily and safely traversable by the
public, and the grading or paving of
such streets for a like purpose. But the
power conferred upon the city by the
Acts referred to and the power which
it now seeks to exercise is not granted
or exercised exclusively for purposes
of street lighting or other like func-
tion of civil government, but is power
given to and being used by the city for
the transmission and sale of electricity
for lighting and power purposes to such
of its inhabitants as will take and pay
for the same. It is probably true that
the Legislature in granting the powers
in question had in mind, and intended,
that the city could, if it so wished, use
these powers for the purpose inter alia
of lighting its own streets. And no
doubt the city in entering into its con-
tract with the New Brunswick Electric
Power Commission did so influenced,
to some extent at least, by the fact that
entering into such contract would en-
able it to do its own street lighting.
But still the power conferred upon the
city as stated is not for street lighting
exclusively, but extends to the sale and
delivery of electricity to customers
within the city willing to take and pay
for the same for ordinary lighting and
power purposes. In exercising the
power conferred upon it for the sale of
electricity the city is engaged in busi-
ness competition with the Power Com-
pany. The transmission system which
the city is conmstructing and using for
the purpose of supplying electricity to
its customers is the same as that used
or intended to be used for street light-
ing purposes. So far as the supplying
of electricity to customers and the erec-
tion and maintenance of a transmission
system for that purpose alone is con-
cerned, the Power Company has legis-
lative authority equal to that granted
the city, with the added advantage that
it had its transmission system cone
structed and in operation when the city,

-acquired from the Legislature its pow-

ers to transmit and use and- sell elec-

| tricity. That being so, I think the

power conferred upon the city by the
legislation referred to must be taken
ag subject to the implied condition that
in exercising such powers the city shall
not trespass upon or interfere with the
transmission system theretofore estah-
lished and in operation by the plaintiffs
or their predecessors in title.

upon Canadian Pacific Railway vs.
Roy, 71, L, J. P. C,, p. 51, But that
case, while of the highest governing
authority, does not seem tq me to be
of much assistance here, where the
question I have to decide is as to what
are the powers conferred upon the city
by the legislation in question.

Question of Law.

In dealing with the questions of law
involved I ought perhaps to refer to
the fact that the statement of claim
contains much that may be summar-
ized as a contention that the city in at-
tempting as it is doing to supply, from
Musquash, light for its streets and elec~
tricity for sale is acting unwisely and
contrary to sound business principles.
That, I think, is a matter with which
1 have nothing to do here. So long as
the city does not act beyond powers
vested in it-by law, the expediency or
otherwise of its exercising such powers
in any case or for any purpose is purely
a matter of civic government with
which I as a judge have nothing to do.

One further point I should refer to
before coming to deal directly with the
questions of alleged interferences. At
the trial some evidence was given for
the purpose of showing tha where wires
of sthe city are placed above those of
the company they are liable although
properly constructed to break and fall
upon the wires or poles of the com-
pany, thus producing short 'circuiting
with all its attendant danger and dam-
age.  And it was thereupon contended
that such overhead construction should
be enjoined. With that contention I
do not agree. The danger complained
of is one necessarily incident to all elec-
tric wires carried on poles above
-ground. If, because of such danger,
the city may be enjoined from placing
its wires above those of the plaintiff
company, then for like reason, the com-
pany might be enjoined from stringing
its .wires over the sidewalk where they
are liable to break, fall and injure, pos-
si:}{‘ kill, pedestrians using the side-
w

In addition bo 42 instances of alleged
interference claimed by the plainti
to exist when it applied to the learned
Chief Justice for an injunction there
'was added by consent at the trial be-
fore me, a large number of other in-
stances of alleged interference.

‘I:‘\teriezmm

From the evidence I am satisfled that
\a large number of the alleged interfer-
ences do in fact exist, and that the
plaintiff was, at the time this action
was tried, eptitled to have such exist-
ing interferences enjoined. At the
same time I am satisfied that in all or
nearly all of such cases of interferences
I could, if I had the power vested in
the Board of Commissioners of Public

. | Utilities by subrsections 2 and 8 of

Section one of said c. 26, 14th George
V, authorize and require the use of
such insulating appliances as would
remove all danger to the plaintiff’s
transmistion system from. short-cir-
cuiting and, at a comparatively small
cost to the defendant, prevent any
substantialedamage (by which I mean
damage other than merely nominal
damage) to the plaintiff, and without
that disruption and destruction of a
large portion of the defendant’s trans-
mission system which must result from
my granting the injunction which, but
for said statute, I must have granted
in this suit.

Sitting as Judge in this Court I can-
not for instance autlorize or allow,
the placing of any insulator or insulat-
ing device in contact with any part of
the plaintif’s transmission system,
even though the placing of the same
would occasion no damage to the
plaintiff other than the merely nominal
damage which the law implies from
any trespass. In each of a number of

instances the defendant has placed
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upon its own pole an insulating bracket
against the wire of the plaintiff to hold
such wire a safe distance away from
sald pole. This, while occasioning ho
substantial damage to the flaintiﬁ,
yet constitutes at law a trespass, which
being continuous, I would be obliged

to enjoin were it not for the*provisions{

of said chapter 26.

Moreover I doubt whether, in view
of the intention of 'the Legislature as
expressed in said c. 26, I could, or at
least should grant any injunction
which would do more than remove ex-
isting interferences. I could not prop-
erly, I think, grant any injunction
which would have the effect of prevent-
ing the Board of Commissioners of
Public Utilities from autherizing' the
replacing of the poles or wires I might
order to be removed, under such condi-
tions as the Board should in the ex-
ercise of the powers conferred upof
it, decide to be sufficient to ensure
safety and prevent injury to the
plaintiffs. )
The Order. \

The order I have decided to make is,
that the provisions of said c.: 26 shall
apply to any and all cases of alleged
interference as to which relief is asked
in this suit, in respect to which the
defendant shall within thirty days from
today or within such further time. as/
a Judge of this Court on application
by the défendant upon notice tolfhe
plaintif may allow, apply to -sgid
Board, pursuant to said ‘Aet, for the
Board’s approval and allowance of the
location and construction complained
of in this suit by tbe plaintiff. Should
the defendant fail within said thirty
days, or any extension thereof granted
as aforesaid, to make such application
to said Board in respect to any of said
cases of alleged interference then I
will, on application of the plaintiffs,
grant the injunction asked for in this
suit in any and all of such last men-
tioned cases as I think the law and
facts require.

The defendant must in any event
pay the plaintiff all of its costs of this
action to date except those arising out
of or incurred by way of defence to,
the defendant’s counterclaim. Should
it become necessary for the plaintiff’
to make further application herein the
Court will deal with the costs arising
from or incident to, such application
as to the Court may seem just.

The conclusion I have reached,
though as I have already intimated.
not without remaining doubts, is that
such of the said poles and wires as the
city was entitled to have handed over
to it on the expiration of said inden-
ture as were in existence and use by
the plaintiff on the 28rd of June, 1923,
were the property of the defendant,
and the plaintiff having failed to hand
the same over to the defendant on last
mentioned date, pursuant. to the city’s;
demand therefor, and having contin-
ued after such demand to use and treat
such poles and wires as its own prop-
erty, and to deny any ownership of the
defendant therein, has converted said
last mentioned poles and wires to its
own use and has become liable to pay
the defendunts the value of said poles
and wires as such value was on the
23rd day of June, 1923. I have not be-
fore me anything upon which I can
determine such value, though from the
admissions made on the hearing of this
cause on Oct. 1, 1928, it would seem
that such value cannot amount to a
large sum. Probably the parties can
agree on such value. If not I am
willing to hear evidence to enable me
to determine it. Unless I' am en-
abled to fix such value of said poles.
and wires I do not see that I can do
more than to declare as I have done
the rights of the city in said poles an
wires., I cannot grant a mandatory
injunction that the same should be
handed over by the plaintiff to the
city, because I have nothing before me
as to the location of said poles or wires
or other evidence .by which I could
identify the same so as to make such
mandatory injunction efficlent and en-
forceable.

MATTHEWS GETS
? YEAR SENTENCE

Former Ontario Off:cxal is
Found Guilty in Bond
Scandal,

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Toronto, Oct, 28.—Found guilty by
a jury of having committed a breach
of trust, contrary to the criminal code,
and of having accepted inducement to
do so, contrary to the Secret Commis-
sions Act, Charles A. Matthews, Jr,
former Deputy Treasurer of Ontario,
was in the Criminal Assize Court to-
night sentenced by Mr. Justice Mowatt
to two years in the penitentiary at
Portsmouth.

Evidence was submitted at the trial
to support the charge that commissiong
on the sale of Ontario inscribed stock
to the Provinical Government had been
shared with Matthews. The first sug-
gestion - of wrong-doing was heard in
the enquiry conducted by the Public
Accounts Committee, last winter. Fol-
lowing the mention of his name in the
matter Matthews fled from - the city
before a warrant had been issued and

Calcutta, Oct. 28—A meeting of pro-
test was organized in Mirzapore Park,
Calcutta recently against the arrests of
various shades of Indian opinion. The
Bengalee press is bitterly hostile, and
even the Bengalee moderate journals
consider the authorities have made a
grave mistake. There does not seem
to be the slightest likelihood of the
Bengal Legislative Council passing a
bill embodying the temporary provi-
sions of the viceregal ordinance, in
which case, presumably, the ordinance
will become law under section 72 of
the Government of India Act,

owing to the néw political situation: It
has been said on high authority his ar-
rest is not yet likely, as so far, Das’
direct connection with the Terrorists
has not been traced. Das has been dis-
creet and any communieation with the
revolutionaries has always been through
third parties. The eame authority
says that it is a gross error to assume
that the Government is anxious to strike
the Swarajists. The Government f{s
only determined to smash the terrorists,
and if in following clues it finds some
of the terriorists are also leading mem-
bers of the Swaraji Party, the Gov-
ernment is not to blame.

These iwo rountries—form-
e ly rivals, today sincere friends—can
contemplate in that Canada which is
the fruit of their respective genius a
tie established in the new continent,
a tle destived to more closely forge
their friendship in the old world.

London, Oct. 27—The French Gov-
ernment has decided that M. Mertz,
who was accused of being a spy during
the war and who was summarily ex-
ecuted by a gendarme, was entirely
innocent. His widow, who was starv-
ing, has been awarded $1,250 by the
Ministry of War and an annual incoise
of $125. "

M. Mertz was a resident of Plerre- -
font-en-Laonnais, in the Aisne, and the
tragedy occurred in the early days of
the war, when “spy mania” was at its
height. His denunciation as a German
spy ‘was no doubt due to the fact that /
he had 3 Gérman name. An excitable /-
gendarme, infected with the prevalent’
mania, did not stay to inquire, and
shot M. Mertz dead. /

After the war the League of the
Rights of Man took up the case and
came to the conclusion that there was
nothing against M. Mertz. They urged |
the War Ministry to do all that wat
possible to repair the tragic blunder
and grant some compensation to Mme.
Mertz. :

After long inquiries, the department
agreed, acting under the Amnesty Act
of this year, which sanctions the “re-
habilitation” of people executed during
the war without proper process' of
law.

So pronounced Is the superiority of
the southpaws over the swatters that
Eddie Collins, half in jest and half in
earnest, remarked to me one day last
summer:

“Now that I am nearly through as
an infielder, I only wish I threw left-
handed. I would start pitching and
stick around for about 10 more years.”

as a “nothing pitcher.”

By way of explanation, a “nothing
pitcher” to the diamond athletes is
a twirler who has nothing to fool the
batter, just nice speed to hit and an
easy curve to follow.

However, in these days of the lively

ball the “nothing pitcher” is quite suc-
cessful.

Soutbpaws Jolt Giants,

No one would ever accuse Southpaws
Zachary and Mogridge of Washington
of having the stuff of “Rube” Waddell,
yet they stood the Giants on their
heads in the recent world series, after
Walter Johnson, with a world of stuff,
had failed.

The supremacy of the southpaw in
pitching circles has caused the majot
league magnates to comb the country
for likely material.

Groves has had two phenomenal
years at Baltimore. His great work
figured largely in the winning of the
last two pennants.

Groves Strikeout King,

Groves’ greatest fault is his wild-
ness. It may be a bigger handicap
.than ever in the majors, where 'a
pitcher inclined to be wild is waited
out much more than in the minors.

If Groves is 75 per cent. effiicent for
Mack, he will have repaid Connie for
the generous money outlay.

Critic Speaks of Sir Thomas
Lipton’s Visit to the
States,

Sir Thomas Lipton, who is in this
country on a six weeks’ business trip,
evidently is hoping to challenge a fifth
time for the America’s Cup, the races
to take place in the season of 1926.
Whether he challenges or not probably
will depend a good deal on what is done
at the International Yachting Confer-
ence, now engaged in thrashing out the
racing rules in London. For the first
time American yachtsmen are taking
part in the international meeting,
Charles Lane Poor and Junius Morgan,
' a son of former Commodore J. P. Mor-
. gan, being oun representatives, say the
, New York Times.
|  What Sir Thomas hopes for from the

London conference is that some uni-
versal rule of measurement will be
adopted under which a challenger for
the America’s Cup might be built.
' Heretofore Fife, Nicholson and other
' British designers have had to plan their
yachts under our rules of construction
- if they wished to compete for the great
' yacht trophy. This undoubtedly has
hampered the British designer, inas-
much as they may not have understond
our rules as well as they did their own
'If a universal rating rule should he
adopted which would apply te the
America’s Cup it would at least be a
point in favor of the British designers;
they might ge ahead with their plans
without being bound by the American
regulations in the matter.

Pernaps it was through fear of a rule
change affecting <the America’s Cup
{ that - American yachtsmen have held
aloof from European entanglements as
far as a universal measurement is con-
cerned. However, if a line may be
taken from the results of the recen* six-
meter series at Oyster Bay, in which
the American team was defeated in
the British-American Cup maten, there
seems to be no reason why the famed
Fife of Fairlie should not turn out a
winning yacht of larger dimensions. In
i the comparisons made possible by the
'Oyster ay races the British designer

seemed to stand out as distinctly
| superior in the six-meter class.

“Why,” asked a prominent Atnerican
racing helmsman, “if Fife can turn out
such & wonderfully fast boat as Zenith,
cannot he extend this model to a 70-
footer and come over for the America’s
 Cup? It looks as if he might win with
sucha boat. Fife has showed us some-
thing.”

Sir H, Thornton Says Reve-
nue Much Less, But Ex-

penses Cut,

Makes Bid for Big Man to
Take Charge of This
Matter.

Cornwall, Ont., Oct. 29—A predic-
tion that given even ordinary luck, the
net earnings of the Canadian National

Itailways for the current year would [

not be less than those of 1928, was'
made by Sir Henry W. Thornton, in’
addresses delivered before the boards
of trade of Prescott and Cornwall yes-f
terday afternoon and evening. Sir

Henry based his assertion upon the fact | |,

that while there had been heavy and
'stcady declines in gross earnings on
au parts of the system, these declines
had been met with heavier reductions

in working expenses.

“This year the gross revenues of the
C. N. R. have been falling off by teaps
and bounds,” said Sir Henry. “The
gross earnings to the end of September
snowed a decrease of about $3,000,000.
The gross earnings in September alone
showed a decrease of $2,300,000, but
working -expenses during the same
month were decreased by more than
$2,600,000, so that the net revenues for
September showed an increase of about
$800,000.

“Up to October 1, the net revenues
of the system are about $900,000 less
thun they were a year ago, but I be-
lleve we will make good that amount
JDefore the end of the year, and, *while
we will have a reduction in gross rev-
enue for the year of from $12,000,000
to $15,000,000 we will cut down our
expenses to such an extent that we
will offset that loss of revenue and end
the year with net earnings of not less
than last year. -We will not make
830,000,000 we, set as our objective for
this year, but ‘'we hope to do as well as
we did last year.”

Relations With C. P. R.

While dealing with the financial situ-
_ ation, Sir Henry referred to relation-
ship of the C. N. R. and the C. P. R.
“Our relationships,” said Sir Henry,
“is limited to a friendly co-operation
and to a competition that will be only
a competition in good works.” Sir
Henry said he believed Prescott would
eventually become a city of importance
and wealth and Cornwall would ad-
vance even more rapidly than it had

Sir Henry said: “There is no minis-
ter of immigration i Canada. It Is
true, the minister of finance divides hls
time between the. two duties,-but his
time is so taken up with the the ad-
ministration of financlal affairs:that he
has little time to give te immigra-
tion. We will not, and we. cannot hope
to, progress as we should until there
is a captain to the ghip. I hope 'the
Government will see its way clear to
deal with this most important subject
and to appoint a wan, a big man, to
give his whole time to this problem,
which to my mind is the greatest in-
dividusl problem' of the nation. We
will never get on with this immigration
problem until such action ie taken.”
“} have been tgld that labor opposes
immigrationn. I won’t believe that
abor does object to the proper kind of
immigrant, and that is the only kind
we want. The immigrant who goes
on the land does not do labor a bit of
harm. He does labor good. I have
been told by Margaret Bondfleld that,
after she had talked with labor leaders
in Britain and Canada, she had not
found labor opposed to immigration.”

New York, Oct. 286—That the Unit-
ed States Government enter into agree-
ments with foreign governments to
abolish passport and visa requireme.ts
are recommendations made in a report
of the Commerce and Marine Co‘:;mls-
sion of the American Bankers’
clation made public here yesterday.
The commission, of which Fred I
Kent is chairman, declares that “high
fees for passports and visas are a
burden upon international travel which
is so necessary to foreign commerce,

and to police control of pas:ports,
which were appropriate in time of war,
are now ‘an interference with com-
merce.”

“to @ reasonable charge for the service
it performs,” and.to enter as promptly
as pos¢jble into reciprocal agreements
with foreign governments for the com:

It points out that “real promise of

“Out of my own experience of
twenty-five years as a counsel for the
defense, as a prosecutor and as i
Judge, I say that the only thing the
criminal fears is the penalty of death
that will follow his crime.”

He said that this city
virttally had a murder a day and that
Chicago, with less population, had
more than New York. Statistics for the
twenty-eight oprincipal cities of - the
United States showed that in: 1908
609 homlcides wefe reported, ter years
later the total was 1,865 and from 1917
to 1921 the murders numbered 8,946.

“I might say in passing that in all
those States where the percentage of
homicide is high they have capital pun-
ishment. And there is no question that
in the Srates where there is no capital
punishmepy the percentage of murders
is lower.”

Mr. Darrow atgued that the World
War was responsible for an increase
of murder, “because a great war al-
ways cheapens human life” He said
that the State taught killing to citizens,
and then expected them to forget all
about it.

I am against capital punishment
because it 'is inhuman,” said Darrow,
«gnd I believe it is only a gquestion
of a few years before it will be abol-
ished In every civilized country, in-
cluding New York. It has no effect
whatsoever to stop mvrders.”
